It should be noted that for the economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
the improvement ofthe educational system based on the progressive standards
of the PRC is of paramount importance, given its negative characteristics.
Among them, it should be noted, firstly, the objective degradation of the
quality of the provision of educational services due to the collapse of the
USSR and the structural socio-economic crisis, secondly, a significant

On June 3, 2003, in Astana,
the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the Ministry of Education of the People’s Republic of China signed
a basic regulatory act defining the strategic foundations of bilateral
cooperation in the field of education - the Agreement on Cooperation in
the Field of Education. The marking of this record made the premise for
the administrative and lawful combination of participation in certain zones.
In specific, within the period from 2003 to 2005, in arrange to encourage
increment the level and effectiveness of joint scientific research, grow trade
within the field of instruction between states, the over assention cherished
the taking after activities:

In
the PRC, students travel both through the state line (within the framework
of the presidential program to improve the level of education of specialists
in the Bolashak Republic [3], and on their own, at their own expense. Most
of them study the Chinese language and related fields [2], as well as those
related to the oil and gas industry and information technology [4]. In China,
there are even several associations of Kazakhstani students, which unite
students of universities in 9 Chinese cities (Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou,
Xian, Urumgqi, Dalian, Wuhan, Xiamen, Zibo). The attractiveness of China
for the youth of Kazakhstan is growing every year. This is explained
primarily by accessibility (PRC universities teach foreigners with any
degree of initial training), the relative cheapness of education (compared to
the USA and Europe), the good quality of education in the Middle Kingdom
(especially in the natural sciences, technical sciences and, of course, in the
Chinese language), as well as relative safety and geographic proximity.
Kazakhstan, inturn,isalsoaverypopular country for Chinese education.
In China, the unified state examination for admission to a university is rather
difficult, and the number of places in prestigious educational institutions
is much less willing to enter them, so many Chinese graduates who have
“lost points” have to look for options at foreign universities [5-6]. In this
regard, Kazakhstan is very attractive for the Chinese due to the relative
cheapness of education and living (again in comparison with Europe and
America). The exact number of Chinese students is not carried out, but,
according to approximate data, their number is more than 2000 [7]. This is
the second indicator; only Uzbek students study more in Kazakhstan. The
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overwhelming majority of Chinese come to study at their own expense,
privately, and only a small share - on state scholarships and grants.

Representatives of the People’s Republic of China are at the Kazakh
National University. Al-Farabi, at the Kazakh University of International
Relations and World Languages, in other universities. There is no data on
preferences in specialties among Chinese students. Many come to Kazakhstan
to study the Russian language. The Russian language is in demand in the
business and trade of the PRC, but many Chinese consider Kazakh cities
to be calmer and safer (first of all, in terms of tolerance towards Asians)
than Russian ones [8], therefore they opt for the former. In addition, it is
often cheaper to study Russian in Kazakhstan than in Russia (especially in
Moscow and large cities).

The spread of the Chinese language in Kazakhstan is many times faster
than the Kazakh language in China. Many factors play a role in this. The
popularity of the Chinese language in the world is growing. China is getting
stronger, both economically and politically. The image of a prosperous
Chinese society is gaining momentum. For many young people, China is a
country in which one can realize oneself, build a career, and realize one’s
“American”, or rather “Chinese” dream. Many are inspired by the wonderful
graceful culture of the Celestial Empire (painting, calligraphy, philosophy,
literature, etc.). Young Kazakhstanis are no exception to the general trend
of popularizing the Chinese language. They are attracted by the prospects
of employment in Chinese companies at home or in the PRC, which implies
a good income and respectability. Speaking Chinese increases the number
of employment options and improves ranking in the labor market. That is
why more and more Kazakhstanis are beginning to study it. Fortunately,
there are opportunities for this. An increasing number of universities teach
Chinese as a first or second foreign language for students (for example, the
Department of Chinese at the Eurasian National University) [9], Chinese is
gradually penetrating the school system, and the number of private courses
1s growing.

With all the diversity, the leadership in the spread of the Chinese
language in Kazakhstan undoubtedly belongs to the system of Confucius
Institutes. It is the most powerful institution for introducing Chinese
throughout the world. Four Confucius Institutes have already opened on
the territory of Kazakhstan: in Astana (at the Gumilyov Eurasian National
University, 2007), in Almaty (at the Kazakh National University, in 2009),
in Aktobe (at the Aktobe State Pedagogical University, in 2011 g.), in
Karaganda (at the Karaganda State Technical University, in 2012) and in
Almaty (at the Kazakh University of International Relations and World
Languages, in 2017). Confucius Institutes offer a wide range of services,
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but the most in demand is the study of the Chinese language. Courses of
Confucius Institutes are extremely popular, which is explained by objective
reasons: the predominance of native speakers as teachers, the modernity of
educational programs, an established and proven form of presenting material,
a variety and availability of textbooks and manuals, a focus on results
(language for communication, without unnecessary theoretical knowledge
and additional items), a good price-quality ratio, etc. The advantages of
Confucius Institutes in the field of studying the Chinese language are so
obvious that the number of people who want to acquire knowledge in them
is steadily growing. In 2013 alone, the Confucius Institute at the Eurasian
University trained more than 1000 people. Those who graduate from
the Confucius Institutes system get access to numerous grants and state
programs, according to which they continue teaching the Chinese language
already in the PRC. It is obvious that in the future the flow of those wishing
to study in language courses both at the Confucius Institutes and in other
institutions will only increase.

The situation with the study of the Kazakh language in China is much
more complicated, although a large Kazakh diaspora lives in China. The
Kazakh language is taught only in specialized faculties in some universities.
The faculty of the Kazakh language and literature was organized at the
Central University of Peoples in Beijing. It is a kind of academic center for
the study of the Kazakh language, where not only teaching is carried out,
but also scientific activity, the development of methodological and teaching
aids. Textbooks and dictionaries on the Kazakh language for the Chinese
are published there. In the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region, due to the
large Kazakh population, there are also universities in which you can study
the Kazakh language. These are Xinjiang University in Urumqi and the Ili
Pedagogical Institute. Kazakh language in universities is not very popular
due to its narrow specialization and lack of demand in the labor market.

In the course of the implementation of China’s Belt and Road
Initiative, a huge number of theoretical and practical issues naturally arise
that need to be addressed first. In our opinion, such issues include, firstly, the
construction of roads and the creation of infrastructure to ensure the normal
operation of the participants in the Belt and Road Initiative. Secondly, the
provision of this transport artery with a network of road maintenance and
repair, the construction of filling and repair stations for servicing vehicles
passing along this highway, thirdly, the construction of numerous hotels
for recreation and service of drivers, passengers and tourists, and fourthly,
information ensuring the participants of “One Belt - One Road”. Fifthly,
building competent logistic communication of huge trade flows, sixth,
medical and legal services.
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All these issues, in the context of the above tasks, need scientific
understanding and study and, accordingly, the development of scientifically
based proposals and recommendations to address these issues. In our
opinion, for representatives of university science and education, the
issues of training personnel and information support for the “One Belt -
One Road” initiative are primarily important. There is no doubt that the
implementation and maintenance of this initiative will require highly
qualified specialists in both traditional and new fields, in specialists of a new
formation and competencies, who are able to work and think at the level of
the requirements of this modern and large-scale initiative “One Belt One
Road”. Therefore, these tasks require coordination of efforts and resources
of educational institutions for servicing this transport highway. We propose
the creation of the Alliance of universities of the countries located on the
Great Silk Road. For example, for institutions that train specialists in the
study of languages, it is primarily important to prepare all kinds of reference
books and dictionaries on economics, trade, law, tourism, the service sector,
customs and tax legislation, guidebooks, atlases, encyclopedias. It is also
quite obvious that the implementation of the Chinese initiative will require
coordination of the activities of educational institutions of the countries
along the Silk Road, in scientific, personnel, information and other support
of'this great initiative affecting the fate of the peoples living on this transport
corridor.

It is clear that the Belt and Road Initiative will generate demand
for scientific research, primarily, for example, for the development of
national logistics systems, which will significantly reduce intercontinental
transport costs associated with the movement of resources. Also, during the
implementation of “One Belt-One Road”, it will be necessary to create an
infrastructure of constant consultations at the level of experts, scientists,
corporate and state governance, ensuring the development and maintenance
of mutual understanding and creating an institutional basis for close
cooperation between states.

In my opinion, the provision of educational, scientific and information
services in terms of providing this transport artery with the necessary
scientific recommendations and expert opinions is very important for
universities and research centers of the countries involved in the China
Belt and Road Initiative. For this, first of all, it is important for educational
institutions, scientists, expert communities, within the framework of
mutually beneficial cooperation, to coordinate and synchronize the
personnel training system, to unite efforts to develop scientific problems to
ensure the efficient operation of this transport route, to provide the scientific
communities of these countries with scientifically grounded expert opinions
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on the implementation “ One belt, one road. “ Thus, the Belt and Road
Initiative creates a great demand for science and education. If earlier “One
Belt-One Road” was considered a transport network for the economic
development of the Silk Road countries, now the initiative is building up
its potential in the humanitarian direction and in the creation of a digital
Silk Road. Therefore, higher educational institutions of Kazakhstan and
China should pay attention to the way of innovation in the internalization
of higher education in the preparation of highly qualified specialists in
the new conditions of the geo-economic strategy “One Belt - One Road”.
Universities should prepare students not only with practical knowledge, but
also capable of research activities in various fields of professional activity,
with an international outlook, innovative thinking and knowledge of foreign
languages of the countries of the New Silk Road region.

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GLOBALIZATION VS DEGLOBALIZATION OR
REGLOBALIZARION?

Abstract. Inthe world we have many discussion about globalization
- deglobalisation - reglobalization. The three models around which
globalization is built, and the classification of globalization according to
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the field of science, raise the question of the future of globalization.
Currently, there are many disputes and discussions in the context of the
triad: globalization, deglobalization, reglobalization, each of which has
its own basis and reasons to exist. Different points of view on this triad
(S.Jean, W. Bello) reveal the reasons for the emergence of the concept
of “deglobalization”, which include the restructuring of production
chains, the movement of enterprises, migration, multiculturalism,
multilingualism, problematic elections in the United States as a political
protest against globalization, and others.

Keywords: globalization, deglobalization, reglobalizarion,
economics, world politics.

Globalization is built around three models:

1. The development model is simply a well-known, classic model
based on efficiency and creativity based on the infinite accumulation of
production, trade volume, and maximizing and accumulating profits.

2. The model of social connections. This model is a way of creating
a society on the basis of two pillars: the assertion of competition between
people as the basis of creativity; and to avoid this competition.

3. Decision-making model. Finally, globalization also relies on a
decision-making model that crystallizes around the concept of governance.
This is a de facto oligarchic model, which is based on the concentration of
decisions in the hands of an elite of experts.

Origins of globalization

Globalization is inherent in human nature and it started from the very
beginning of human history. Human societies have tended to increasingly
exchange information with each other. Since ancient times, various
civilizations have developed trade routes and cultural exchanges, and they
have also experienced migration phenomena that have facilitated exchanges
between peoples.

Globalization has accelerated quickly thanks to technological
advances in transport and communications. It was in the second half of the
XX century that world trade accelerated.

It is well known that globalization is the acceleration of movement
and trade (in people, goods and services, capital, technology, and cultural
practices) around the world. Globalization leads to an increase in the level
of interaction between different regions and peoples of the world.

There are definitions of globalization depending on the field of
science:

1. Definition of globalization in geography. Globalization is a set
of processes: economic, social, cultural, technological, and institutional,
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contributing to the interaction of societies and individuals around the world.
Geographical globalization is a new and constantly changing processes with
priority areas in various regions of the world.

2. Economic globalization: the development of trade with
transnational entities such as multinational companies.

3. Financial globalization: the emergence of global finance with
international financial and currency exchanges.

4. Political globalization: the development and growing influence of
international organizations such as the UN as NGOs.

5. Sociological globalization: the flow of information in real time, the
relationship and interdependence of events and their consequences.

6. Cultural globalization: the interpenetration of cultures in all their
diversity, as well as the emergence of a globalized super-culture.

Economic globalization as the engine of globalization

Historically, economic globalization is the first aspect of globalization. It
was trade that fueled the dynamics of interaction between different parts of the
world. Starting in the 1960s and especially in the 1970s, it was the openness of the
world economy and the development of free trade policies that really started the
acceleration of globalization. Between 1950 and 2010, world exports increased 33
times, which greatly contributed to the expansion of interaction between various
countries and regions of the world. How will multinational corporations adapt?
One hypothesis is based on the reorganization into “multilocal”” companies with
value chains designed for geographical markets, and the increase in foreign direct
investment (FDI) since 2012 in order to introduce innovations and production at
the point of sale.

Cultural globalization: globalization and cultural diversity

The growth of economic and financial trade was accompanied by an
acceleration of human trafficking: migration, emigration, business trips,
academic and scientific exchanges etc. These human exchanges contributed
to the development of cultural exchanges. With digitalization and the advent
of the Internet, cultural exchanges have expanded. Thus, today all over the
world you can try the cuisine of different countries, get access to literature
or movies from all over the world. Today, American cinema is becoming
a global benchmark, sometimes to the detriment of local film industries.
Globalization has made international cultural diversity more accessible.

But, paradoxically, globalization also tends to homogenize and
simplify world cultures. Indeed, some cultural features tend to disappear
due to globalization. Some cultures are imposed, others disappear.

Economic consequences of globalization: Globalization has led to a
sharp increase in trade and economic trade, as well as an increase in financial
trade.
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However, this economic growth due to globalization has not been
without criticism. The effects of globalization are far from positive
evaluation: income inequality development, and declining terms of trade.
Some actors (countries, companies, individuals etc.) benefit more from
the phenomena of globalization, while others are sometimes perceived as
“losers” from globalization.

Impact of globalization on the environment: Many critics have also
stressed that globalization has a negative impact on the environment. Thus,
the massive development of transport, which is the basis of globalization, is
also responsible for serious environmental problems: gas emissions, global
warming, air pollution etc.

Global economic growth and industrial productivity, which are
the driving force and main consequences of globalization, also have
serious environmental consequences: the depletion of natural resources,
deforestation and the destruction of ecosystems.

In the context of globalization and sustainable development economic
globalization affects all industries on amore or less broad scale, and inevitably
faces problems of sustainable development and social responsibility. At the
same time the globalization represents an opportunity to move towards a
more sustainable world.

The concept “Made in the world” introduced by Suzanne Berger as the
title of her recent work is a product distinguished by its place of production
in some recognized unchanging economic geography [1].

Lenovo, Hewlett-Packard, LG, Petrochina, Procter & Gamble etc.
are well known to us which often hinder the development of national
economies. The economic weight of China or India is measured not only
by statistical indicators, but also by the success of large companies and their
actions. China is becoming a space country, the term “Space China” has
appeared.

The phenomena of globalization observed in international corporate
strategies such as restructuring of production chains, relocation of
enterprises, migration, multiculturalism, multilingualism, problematic
elections in the United States as a political protest against globalization and
other phenomena raise the question of Deglobalization or stabilization of
globalization or reglobalization.

In the current geopolitical and geo-economic situation one of the
characteristic features of our time is the revival of the role of the state,
while economic globalization and its other types are undergoing a crisis
reinforced by COVID. The flow of information, technology, and opinion
represent the structural characteristics of globalization.

Recently, discussions on the future of globalization-deglobalization-
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stabilization of globalization-reglobalization have become more and more
frequent. There are many opinions, different points of view on these
processes, which differ from each other.

Globalization has manifested the harmfulness by plunging nations
into multiple economic, ecological, social and geopolitical impasses. This
evidences lead to inevitable deglobalization, with each country having a clear
interest in implementing national strategies and protecting itself against the
destructive effects of financial liberalization and free trade. Deglobalization
can take place in the disorder and confrontation of nationalisms an racisme.
It is to avert this perspective drawing a deglobalization articulated on a new
organization of international trade and international finance.

Sebastian Jean, Director of CEP II (France’s leading center for research
and expertise in the world economy), stated that it is currently difficult to
assess these processes and that deglobalization will require several decades
of observation [2].

To interpret the scale of recent changes it is also necessary to move
them over a long period, at least several decades.

The concept of deglobalization, created in 2002 by the Philippine
sociologist Walden Bello, who was educated at Princeton University
and experienced exile in the United States during the time of President
Marcos [3].

In his latest work, Walden Bello identifies the factors that led to the
global economic crisis: the collapse of Wall Street, the collapse of the Greek
economy, the rise of China. He believes that deglobalization is a timely
disclosure of the numerous crises of modern capitalism, which requires new
approaches to the study of these processes, i.e., the reset (perezagruzka) of
approaches [4].

He provides a critical analysis of the activities of the World Bank, IMF,
WTO and the Group of Seven, pointing out their shortcomings, suggesting
a decentralized, pluralistic system of global economic governance that
allows countries to develop development strategies in accordance with their
national values and a set of opportunities and constraints.

His research is reviewed by Noam Chomsky, M.Burawoy (University
of California at Berkeley), N. Klein (author of “This Changes Everything”
and “The Shock Doctrine”), P.Evans (Professor Emeritus, University of
California, Berkeley and Senior Research Fellow, Brown University), as
well as leading media outlets: Bangkok Post, Le Soir (Belgium), Magazine
“Biarpatch” (Canada), New Internationalist (Oxford) etc. In his study, we
again face the South-North problem, as the South remains subordinate to
the interests of transnational corporations, banks, the IMF and its related
institutions [5].
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Thus, the process of deglobalization causes a lot of controversy.
The Covid-19 pandemic and its crisis are intensifying the process of
deglobalization, which opens up prospects for the need to transform the
economic map of the world and develop new effective development models,
which may lead to reglobalization.

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Absract. This article analyzes the position of young people in the
face of new challenges like a pandemic and a high level of manifestation of
racism. The cases of such countries as the USA and France were studied.
The role and place of youth in today’s reality remains much more relevant
than in the old days. The personnel changes in many countries are often
occupied by the younger generation due to the fact that existing systems
and approaches are outdated. The new generation is able to bring innovative
solutions to unsolvable global problems. Also, a special place is occupied
by problems among young people themselves in the socio-political
environment. The author of this article examines the main prerequisites and
causes of global challenges, as well as the promising future of the younger
generation.

Key words: pandemic, youth, racism, USA, France, reforms, world
politics, global changes, threats, challenges, possible solutions.

At present time, health restrictions are removed in France, political
life is activated again and at the same time the presidency of E. Macron
enters the final phase. The five-year mandate granted by the Constitution,
the current owner of the Eliseo Palace has less than two left, which generates
the need to clarify its programmatic priorities and consolidate the electoral
base. However, it must be done in a very unfavorable context: the actions
of the “yellow vests”, the protests against the pension reform and now the
coronavirus crisis. These challenges time and time again hit first-person
politics, which is now dissatisfied with about 60% of the French (according
to the IFOP survey of June 2020). After the upcoming municipal elections,
which ended in a major defeat for the ruling party and an unprecedented
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success for environmentalists, E. Macron decided on a personnel shakeup:
changing the prime minister and redistributing portfolios in government.
The re-election prospects of the current French leader in 2022 hinge on
whether the updated ruling team succeeds in quickly pulling the economy
out of crisis, finding approaches to a host of social problems and “restarting”
a failed presidency [1].

Local elections in France in two rounds were interrupted by a
pandemic: the first round of voting took place, as originally planned, on
March 15, and the second was repeatedly postponed until it was finally
scheduled for June 28. However, already in the spring it was quite obvious
that the pro-presidential Adelante, Republica! You will not be able to boast
of high results. In almost all the big cities, the followers of E. Macron found
themselves in a difficult situation: in Paris they entered the second round,
with no real chances of a final victory; Lyon was divided into two competing
lists; in Toulouse they were forced to become junior partners of the center
right; in Bordeaux, the race for the mayor’s seat was completely out. Only
two members of the government, Finance Minister J. Darmanin and Culture
Minister F. Riester, were re-elected from his “estates” without difficulty,
while even Prime Minister E. Philip in Le Havre, well known to him, could
not immediately get more than 50% (how could it be successful in 2014).
On the contrary, the opposition forces, competing with each other and with
the authorities, showed one local success after another: the Greens took the
lead in Lyon, Strasbourg and Grenoble; the Socialists held offices at Lille,
Rennes, and Le Mans; The “Republicans’ hoped to stay with Marseille, Nice
and Nancy. The Ministry of the Interior did not publish generalized statistics
for the country as a whole, but, according to preliminary calculations by
political observer L. de Boissier, the left parties in total obtained 25.9% of
the votes, the center-right — 24, 2%, and the centrist, including the ruler, -
only 12.5%. It is curious that at the same time it was the centrist electorate
that was mobilized to a greater extent, because, as the IPSOS center found,
65% of the respondents who supported the “Vperyod, Respublika!” in the
May 2019 European elections, they were ready to go back to the polls (for
all other parties, there was a noticeably lower indicator). Meanwhile, due
to the growing pandemic, the overall turnout in the first round was still
very modest: only 44.6% (the lowest indicator in the history of the Fifth
Republic for elections of this level) [2].

Three months later, this disposition became even more apparent.
Turnout renewed the anti-record, dropping to 41.6%, which was again
caused by the coronavirus, and only then - the lack of suitable politicians, the
presence of other activities on election day, etc. According to IPSOS, 75% of
voters in one way or another followed the municipal campaign, which allows
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us to speak of the great importance of precisely the objective circumstances
of abstinence, rather than of the subjective indifference of citizens to the
electoral procedure usually. The ruling party only exacerbated the picture
of its own defeat, not having received the mayor’s seat in any major city
except Le Havre, where E. Philip nevertheless achieved victory over his
Communist rival. The most sensitive blow “Forward, Republic!” Received
in the capital, where the main candidate A. Busen did not even go to town
hall. This is in stark contrast to the presidential elections of 2017, when the
electorate in the capital demonstrated predominantly centrist preferences
and provided E. Macron with a much better result than the country as a
whole. Simultaneous setbacks in both urban and rural areas indicate that
over the past three years, the ruling party has failed to create a branching
structure on the ground and remains dependent on a situational transition of
voters from competitors. Attempts to seduce the mayors themselves, who
were up for re-election, were also unsuccessful. The President connected
the representatives of the local population with the “national debates”, he
met with many of them personally during his trips around the country, he
spoke at the Mayors’ Congress in November 2019, but most of them still
raise party discipline, not considering it necessary to go to the head of state
of the field [3].

At first glance, the main winner of the municipal campaign can be
called the party Europe - Ecology - Greens (EEG), since in coalition with
other left-wing forces, the environmentalists gained control of several
large metropolitan areas, in particular, Marseille, Lyon. , Bordeaux and
Strasbourg. The green forces in the Fifth Republic have not yet achieved
such significant success, but their signs were already tracked in May 2019,
when, contrary to all forecasts, the EEV was ranked third in the European
Parliament elections. It seems that several factors have developed in its
favor: first, the global popularity of the “green” agenda (especially in Europe,
including Germany, neighboring France); second, the high relevance of
environmental projects in large cities with developed transportation systems
and denser buildings. Third, the French “greens” proposed several more
issues that are in demand at the local level: the search for new forms of
employment, the modernization of the health system and the participation
of citizens in decision-making. Fourth, the number of EEG candidates often
includes young eco-activists without a long political path behind them, and
the same ‘new faces’ factor (young generation) is working for them, which
once helped E. Macron and his team [4].

However, as the French expert A. Dubien rightly pointed out, among
the winners of the municipal campaign are the forces that previously held
a dominant position in the political life of the Fifth Republic: the socialists
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and the “republicans.” The first occupied Paris (by the way, also not without
the help of environmentalists), Lille, Rennes, Nantes, Dijon, etc., small and
medium-sized communes. So, if by “Go ahead, Republic!” Given that the
Paris campaign turned out to be synonymous with failure, for the Socialist
Party, on the contrary, it was a hope of resurgence: such a confident result
was demonstrated by the current mayor A. Hidalgo (15% advantage from
second place). For both “old” parties, the defeats of the supporters of E.
Macron are a favorable development of events, since they allow at least to
gain a boost for their future existence. In addition, they now have favorable
prospects for the September partial elections to the Senate, whose members
will be determined by voters from among local deputies.

The results of the two extreme forces - the left “unconquered France”
and the right-wing “National Rally” - seem contradictory. Supporters of
J.-L. Melanchon relied on the mobilization of broad social masses in their
support, especially youth and workers. In the context of the pandemic, this
tactic did not work and, in most cases, the far-left candidates had to be
content with the role of local allies of the Greens and / or Socialists. For its
part, the “National Association” for the first time since 1995 acquired a city
with a population of more than 100,000 inhabitants - Perpignan - but the
total number of deputies of the former National Front in the municipalities
decreased from 1438 to 840. This means that M. Le Pen faces the same
problem as the supporters of E. Macron: the existing structure is sufficient
for an acceptable result for the leader himself, but not even to take root in
all regions of the country [5].

Reacting to the negative result of the municipal elections, E. Macron
considered it necessary to make immediate adjustments in its course and thus
take the initiative. Judging by the information circulating in the press, the
presidential administration will consider various scenarios of how exactly
this should be done: from the most realistic (change in the composition
of the cabinet of ministers) to the extremely extraordinary (re-election of
ministers )). The president himself, without waiting for 2022). The option
chosen turned out to be close to the expectations of most observers: non-
fundamental, but significant changes in government, including the selection
of a new prime minister. The figure of E. Philip began to contrast too much
with that of the president: his ratings have been consistently higher than
those of E. Macron (in June, by 12%). In the political system of the Fifth
Republic, presidents do not usually tolerate “strong” prime ministers for
long, so the head of state preferred to focus on a less well-known candidate:
J. Casteks. The latter was favored by the experience of working as mayor of
a small commune of Prades in the south of the country (for which the head
of state emphasized attention to “peripheral France”), as well as by working
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on a plan to Leave the country of quarantine restrictions, which 55% of
citizens considered “to adapt successfully”.

Analyzing the distribution of ministerial portfolios in the new cabinet,
it is worth noting several characteristics. On the one hand, J.-I. Le Drian
(foreign affairs), F. Parley (military), B. Le Maire (economics), O. Veran
(healthcare), and J.-M. Blanke (education). Today, it is appropriate to call
them the most important figures in the cabinet, given the growing importance
of their areas of responsibility in the post-quarantine period. Apparently,
the head of state will continue to keep these issues under personal control
(especially diplomacy and defense, which French presidents retain under
any circumstances), but he has the fewest complaints about the personalities
of the interpreters [6].

On the other hand, the leadership of the law enforcement unit has
completely changed. The former head of the Interior Ministry, K. Castaner,
remained a controversial figure after, under his leadership, the “yellow
vest” demonstrations in 2018-2019 severely dispersed. This summer, this
was added to the protests of the police, who considered that the head of the
department, resuming the fight against the manifestations of racism, went
to the other extreme and violated the rights of the employees themselves.
Now the Home Office is headed by J. Darmanen, one of the president’s
first allies. A scandal about an alleged involvement in sexual violence
has already begun to unfold around him, but E. Macron still supports his
creature. The Ministry of Justice is a position of one of the most famous
metropolitan lawyers, E. Dupont-Moretti; He has previously criticized the
country’s judicial system on several occasions, which may be a sign of the
upcoming reform of this government branch.

Attention is drawn to the emergence of the Naval Ministry, which last
existed as a separate department in the 1980s. (Subsequently, specialized
secretaries of state or other ministers in terms of their powers dealt with
maritime matters). As highlighted by the expert from the Institute of
International and Strategic Studies (IRIS) J. Tass, this step is more than
logical, since France is the second power in the world after the United States
in terms of the size of its sea. The range of tasks that the new Minister A.
Girardin sees before him is very broad: support for the “maritime” sectors
of the French economy, protection of biodiversity, development of marine
resources, etc.

The government formed is characterized by a gender balance: 8 men
and 8 women (including assistant ministerial delegates, there are even
more women). Ideological preferences differ: as Le Monde journalists
systematized, 8 members of the government have a center-right past, 8 - left,
5 - centrist, 1 - “green”, 11 - without clear party identification. It is curious
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that almost all the right-wing members of the new team were previously
associated in one way or another with N. Sarkozy (the same Prime Minister
J. Kasteks took over as deputy head of the presidential administration
in 2011-2012), which allows the observers discern in these candidates
a sign, if not an ideological influence, at least consult E. Macron for his
predecessor [7].

In the immediate aftermath of the Greens’ success in municipal
elections, the president chaired a civil climate convention and approved
146 bottom-up green projects, including a proposal to spell out climate
protection in the French Constitution. To implement the latter, the consent
of both houses of parliament and the holding of a national referendum will
be required. During a large interview on July 14, E. Macron emphasized
the need to regain the trust of society and rebuild social dialogue. At the
same time, the head of state promised to provide 30 billion euros for salary
compensation; facilitate the recruitment of young people; to ensure a
reduction of dividends to the shareholders of those companies where there
is a reduction in the salaries of ordinary employees. Next, speaking in the
National Assembly, Prime Minister J. Casteks announced the allocation of
40 billion for the restoration of strategic sectors of the economy, another 20
billion for the ecological renovation of city buildings and transport, as well
as the reconstruction of the Economic Planning Commissary, which already
existed in 1946-2006 ... Thus, the updated leadership of the Republic hopes
to solve social and climatic problems simultaneously with the faster recovery
of the country’s economy, which for the 2020 will fall about 9% [8].

Note that “green” and economic themes will also ring out in the exterior
outline of the new cabinet. Itis noteworthy that before the coronavirus, France
ranked first in Europe in terms of the number of new industrial and scientific
projects with foreign investment. F. Riester, who received the position of
Delegate Minister of Foreign Trade and Economic Attractiveness (in the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs), will work on developing this success. In turn,
the scope of activity of the Maritime Ministry will probably include the
defense of the rights of France on the shelves of overseas possessions. Paris
has been lobbying on this issue at the UN for many years, and in June 2020,
a positive decision was made on their requests. Furthermore, interacting
with their EU counterparts, the French ecology and economy ministries
will obviously insist on the early implementation of the Green Deal, as
well as the acquisition of industrial and technological sovereignty by the
European Union. For the rest, since foreign policy in France comes from
the president, the reorganization of the government will not affect too much
the diplomatic course. During the last weeks and months, E. Macron has
shown that, in general, he continues to follow his priorities: strengthening
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solidarity in the framework of the Franco-German tandem (launching a
joint initiative to restore European industry), maintaining a dialogue with
Moscow (preparing for a new visit to Russia), fight against terrorism in the
Sahel (participation in the Five Sahel summit in Nouakchott). The events
that have taken place allow us to imagine, at least in a very preliminary way,
what strategy E. Macron and his competitors from other political forces will
now adhere to as the presidential elections of 2022 approach [9].

From now on, the chances of reelection of the incumbent president
are directly linked to the successes of the government of J. Casteks. The
time factor will play a key role here: the sooner the new cabinet achieves
specificity in restoring the country’s economy, the more likely voters will
have time to assess the effect. With a high degree of probability, authorities
will no longer undertake new reforms that require lengthy interdepartmental
agreements, negotiations with unions, etc. It is more prudent to complete
what has already started, including changes to the pension system. The new
prime minister still looks like a technocratic figure appointed to stabilize
the country’s socio-economic situation, so that E. Macron can subsequently
run his campaign in a less negative context. The president himself,
apparently, will once again turn to the electorate on the left - for example,
the environmentalists, if they support climate accents in the current course
- and on the right, the Republicans, whose sympathies he is trying to win.
bringing together center-right politicians [10].

The immediate threat to the president is the prospect of creating a
broad left coalition of the Greens, Socialists, Undefeated France, and
Communists. Using the experience of municipal elections, these forces will
surely try to get closer at the national level and, ideally, they could nominate
only one candidate. Which representative will fit in in this capacity is an
open question, as EEG does not yet have leadership experience at this level,
the Socialists are just beginning to recover after disastrous 2017, and J.-L.
Melanchon has recently declined.

On the right flank, despite the relatively good results of the local
elections, Republicans continue to find themselves in a difficult situation. His
electorate attracts not only E. Macron, but also M. Le Pen; however, without
a brilliant leader, the party runs the risk of being lost in the context of the
competitors. A hypothetically plausible scenario envisions the mobilization
around former prime minister E. Philip, who is now also capable of going
against the president, using his accumulated personal popularity.

The “National Association” M. Le Pen, as always, will prepare for the
next attempt to storm the Elysee Palace. According to one of the latest polls,
the leader of the extreme right is capable of improving his result in 2017
and achieving not 34, but 45% in the confrontation with E. Macron. M. Le
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Pen’s opportunity lies in the further deterioration of the economic situation:
the slowness with which the president and prime minister will overcome the
consequences of the coronavirus crisis, so it will be easy for him to focus
the protests on his around.

Either way, the next chronological cut will be the elections to the
councils of departments and regions, scheduled for March 2021 (unless
the pandemic intervenes again). By then, the policy of the new cabinet
should already have yielded the first results, and the public reaction to them
will allow the balance of power in French politics to be presented with
greater precision. The riots that began in Minneapolis, Minnesota after the
assassination of black George Floyd on May 25, gradually spreading to
almost all of the United States and encompassing more than 350 American
cities, including Washington, brought the United States to the brink of
destruction. crisis. The most acute racially motivated political crisis
after the turbulent 1960s, when riots covered major cities in the United
States [11].

The current riots, in which governors were forced to deploy National
Guard units to 23 states, were reminiscent of events 50 years ago, in
particular the bloody events of 1968, when Martin Luther King Jr. and
presidential candidate Robert F. Kennedy were assassinated, and riots also
broke out during the Democratic convention in Chicago. The tensions and
exacerbation are compounded by the fact that ethnic minorities have been
disproportionately affected by the coronavirus epidemic and the economic
crisis. There is no doubt that, as in 1968, the race riots of this year, the year
of the presidential election, will have a powerful, perhaps even decisive
impact on both the course of the election campaign and its outcome.

With this unusually succinct phrase, N. Painter, an emeritus professor
of history at Princeton University, African American by birth, during the 2016
presidential campaign, clearly defined the Donald Trump phenomenon and
possibly all of Trumpism as the ideological movement of our country time,
which was primarily “a product of racism and a reaction to escalating race
relations in modern American society. “Throughout his time in the White
House, the 45th president of the United States has invariably positioned
himself as” anti-Obama “, dealing essentially exclusively with dismantling
his legacy, including in the field of Russian foreign policy and relations.
-Americans. D. Trump’s “dislike” for America’s first black president even
took satirical and grotesque forms when, having reigned in the White
House, he, according to reliable sources in his own circle, had his portrait
removed. forerunner, motivated by the fact that a portrait of Barack Obama
will “follow” and hear what he says. The “shamanic superpowers” of the
first black president of the United States in the imagination of D. Trump
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were undoubtedly inspired by racist ideas of White Americans on the role
of pagan cults in the lives of African Americans (otherwise why else did
Barack Hussein Obama become President of the United States? But the
racial prejudices of D. Trump have played, paradoxically as it may seem, a
positive role in American political discourse; In particular, D. Trump’s openly
racist speeches and tweets in July 2019 resulted in the fact that, according
to the official statement of the most authoritative American dictionary and
encyclopedic publication, Maryam Webster, the appeal of American readers
to the article “ racism “has risen sharply. The Encyclopedia of America
defines “racism” as, first, “the belief that race is the primary determinant
of human traits and abilities, and that racial differences create the inherent
superiority of one race over another”; second, as “a doctrine or political
program based on racial ideas and designed to implement its principles, at
the same time as a political or social system based on racism”, and third, as
“a set of prejudices or discrimination racial” [12].

The definition of “racism” given almost 40 years ago in the
“Encyclopedic Philosophical Dictionary” is also quite close. In it, in
particular, it was pointed out that racism is a set of concepts, “which are
based on the provisions on the physical and mental inequality of human
races and the decisive influence of racial differences on the history and
culture of society. All varieties of racism are characterized by misanthropic
ideas about the primordial division of people into superior and inferior
races, of which the former are supposedly carriers of civilization, called to
domination, and the latter are not capable of creating and even assimilate a
high culture and are condemned to be exploited” [13].

In recent years, especially during the presidency of Barack Obama
(2009-2017), American researchers have made a great effort to demonstrate
and demonstrate that a slow but steady evolution of public perceptions
of racism and its manifestations in public and in the daily life. However,
in essence, the whole direction of this approach came down to a verbal
balancing act, the meaning of which can be briefly defined as “no concept,
no phenomenon”.

In the United States, infringement and discrimination based on skin
color begins with the early stages of the growing generation of African
Americans. And it starts in high school. Currently, African Americans
account for about 15% of all high school students, but African Americans
who remain in their sophomore year account for at least 35% of all
students, and the share of African Americans in the total school dropout rate
secondary school reaches 36%. . During their high school studies, at least
16% of students are subjected to racial violence and humiliation, which
has an extremely negative effect on their psychological state and mental
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development. In New York City, 88% of all police arrests for identification
and body searches are African American and Hispanic, and only 10% are
white.

The authors of the two-volume National Academy of Sciences report,
over a thousand pages long, “reassured” the American political elite that
they are in no way responsible for the slavery system and racial segregation,
which was almost “legitimized. ““. by another form of the US Constitution.
Quite the contrary: it was inherited by the young American republic “as a
legacy” from the first European settlers on the North American continent,
that is, 250 years before the rise of the United States in 1776. American
researchers wrote: “Racism in this land It is more than twice the age of the
American nation itself. It began with campaigns of resettlement, murder
and enslavement of indigenous peoples by European settlers, and then
continued in the form of enslavement of imported Africans. Since the roots
of American prejudice and racism are approximately 250 years older than
constitutional ideals (United States - author), it would be excessive pride to
believe that this legacy can be overcome in just one or two generations, and
the wounds will heal by themselves” [14].

In fact, this passage meant that it was not possible to eradicate racism
in neither the first nor the second 250 years of existence of the European
colonies and the United States on the North American continent, and
therefore it is unlikely that it will be done in the perspective very close
historical, say, during the XXI century. If this is the case, then “surgical”
measures should not be sought, but rather homeopathic ones to solve the
problem of racism. And they were found!

“Race” and “racism” were declared unscientific categories. Based on
this, “racism” and “race” were assigned to “social categories based on the
identification of (1) a physical marker transmitted during reproduction, and
(2) a person, group, and cultural attributes associated with this marker. All
this flourish was only necessary to formulate a simple, but perhaps most
important recommendation: to ban the use of the term “racism” because
it generates “feelings of bitterness and leads to polarization rather than
encouraging a reasonable and pragmatic struggle with difficult problems.
And I must say that in the aftermath the United States tried, as far as possible,
to follow this path. Anti-racism fighters made the category of “racism” an
object of the American culture war of “destruction” and tried to shape it
into a unique “toxic definition”, corresponding roughly in meaning to the
concept of “pedophile.” in our time or to the concept of “communist”, as
was the case in the late 1940s and early 1950s It seemed that during the
years of Barack Obama’s presidency, an attempt to solve the problem of
racism by manipulating its terminological meanings was finally beginning
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to bear fruit. With their first black president, many Americans decided that
progress in improving race relations was within their grasp. There has been
constant media coverage of cases of unfair treatment of African Americans,
and the media has been critical to the rise of the Black Lives Too movement.
Anti-racism fighters have made the category “racism” an object of the
American culture war of “destruction” and have tried to give it the form of
an “exclusively toxic definition.”

The situation of interracial relations underwent a radical change with
the coming to power of President D. Trump. As a result, more and more
white Americans began to slide into the common stereotypes of anti-black
perception of African Americans.” According to a public opinion poll
conducted in 2019 by the Pew Research Center, D. Trump’s America, in
the opinion of at least 65% of those surveyed, it has been possible to openly
express their racist feelings and beliefs.

To sum up, pandemic situation provides some reforms in electoral
state basis towards modern youth, who helps to solve such kind of global
issues. It is crucial transformation of whole world system, whereas young
generation is one of the integral part of society and French model can realize
this action. Another issue is racial discrimination. Centuries-old attempts to
end racism and its most horrible manifestations in American society have
not led to the emergence of effective means of harmonizing inter-ethnic
relations in the United States. To this day, America’s race relations problem
is like a dormant volcano, ready to wake up at any moment and erupt
powerful streams of boiling molten lava, sweeping away everything in its
path. American youth should understand their potentiality and promote a
harmony in their society for the future certainty.

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Abstract. Today, the coronavirus pandemic has become one of
the main factors in changing the world order, geopolitical and economic
processes in the world. Along with the pandemic, the long-expected
slowdown in economic growth has also begun. Both processes have created
a synergistic effect of extremely negative impact on the economy and life.
In this article, the author highlights the main negative processes that have
affected the economy this year, and tries to answer such questions as: will
the balance of power in the world change, which of the great powers will
win and who will lose, and how it will affect the world order.

Keywords: coronavirus, pandemic, recession, world order, balance of
power, internal political struggle, economy, geopolitics.

The coronavirus pandemic has significantly changed geopolitical and
economic processes. At the time of writing, the death rate from the new
coronavirus was more than 1 million people, which is several times higher
than the lethality of the HINI1 virus, which in 2009, according to some
reports, claimed the lives of 100 to 400 thousand people. Currently, until
the mass use of reliable diagnostic tools, in many cases, the relationship
between the impact of COVID-19 and the cause of death in statistics could
not be determined precisely, that is, in most fatal cases, the impact of the
virus was recorded without accurately determining its role.

However, the focus on the pandemic in 2009 and in 2020 differs
enormously. Both decision-making officials and ordinary citizens who are
faced with serious restrictions and material damage are literally scared and
disoriented. However, the most important and fundamentally new thing
is unprecedented measures to ensure the safety of the population and its
immobilization. These measures, which were previously applied, perhaps
only during the conduct of military operations, have a very destructive
impact on the economy of many countries and the world economy as a
whole. After all, quarantine measures of varying degrees of severity are
almost universal.
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Another important, even in some ways the most important point of the
situation is the well-directed and coordinated behavior of the media, which
makes us assume that there are powerful, primarily supranational forces
trying to use the epidemic for their own purposes and interests.

Although these forces clearly do not position themselves, it can be
assumed that some of them hope to strengthen their positions in the global
pharmaceutical industry, in particular in the vaccine market. In this regard,
the names of Bill Gates and Anthony Fauci are especially often mentioned.
Fauci has been the Director of the National Institute for the study of allergic
and infectious diseases (USA) since 1984. Another force interested in
whipping up excessive fear of the epidemic is the anti-trump globalist-
oriented coalition in the United States, which, taking advantage of the
opportunity, increases the country’s economic difficulties, provokes panic,
and creates mass unemployment with all the ensuing consequences. They
hoped for a turn in the mood of voters and a subsequent vote against D.
Trump, and they succeeded to some extent. The good state of the American
economy has always been Trump’s main card. The task of the opposition in
this situation was to prolong the state of emergency as much as possible, to
prevent the economy from recovering and returning to normal work, and for
people to recover and calm down by the time of the elections.

Since both the media controlled by global capital (primarily American)
and other forms of influence allow forces in the United States to influence the
rest of the world to some extent, the pandemic (quarantine) must continue
in other countries, undermining their economies. Back in 2005, the Russian
sociologist and economist L. E. Grinin formulated the main contradiction
of the modern era between global interests and the selfish interests of the
United States. This contradiction will grow, in part, because the political
forces of the United States are increasingly using foreign policy as a tool for
achieving domestic political goals, especially winning elections [1].

In recent years, we have seen a metamorphosis of this contradiction,
and today we are seeing a completely new turn in it. If the suspicion that the
US is using the pandemic for domestic political struggle is correct, then the
most unexpected phenomena can be expected in the coming months. One
way or another, the declared return to work of the economy will be slow and
incomplete.

As you know, economic development is cyclical. In the most
general sense, this is due to the fact that for various reasons, opportunities
for economic growth are exhausted: resources become too expensive,
competition for them increases, sales are disrupted, credit is exhausted,
production costs are rising, and so on. As a result, the economic cycle ends
with a cyclical crisis, which can occur in various forms. Often, crises are
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associated with a collapse in exchange values, a sharp drop in output, and
mass devastation, but sometimes they are realized in the form of a relatively
slow decline that has a prolonged character. As wars and revolutions, all
crises have some common features, but at the same time they are different,
each of them shows significant features. The crisis can be seen as part of
the economic cycle, when the potential for growth is temporarily exhausted.
At the same time, the proportions that are more appropriate to the available
capabilities of society are forcibly restored. The crisis is only part of a cycle
in which the structural contradictions and inconsistencies of society become
temporarily insurmountable.

The global economy reached the crisis point in 2016, but no significant
changes in stock markets occurred due to the efforts of governments and
central banks, and economic growth was supported by rising public debt
and fiscal measures (such as significant tax cuts and large amnesties in the
United States). The onset of the crisis was thus delayed for three to four years.
Many experts predicted the onset of the crisis in the late 2010s. In 2019, the
expectation of a recession became almost massive, as all resources were
exhausted, and the FED, the US and other governments literally manually
tried to save the markets.

For the theory of economic cycles, it is very important to have
a kind of rule that for the beginning of a crisis and the transition to a
recession, necessary to have a trigger. The more economic imbalances and
contradictions, speculation and risky operations have grown, the smaller
trigger is required. As a result, two events that coincided in time triggered
the current crisis: a sharp decline in oil prices and a price war on this front,
as well as the outbreak of a pandemic [2]. The pandemic triggered an
economic crisis for almost the first time in the nearly two and a half century
history of crises. And it is extremely characteristic of the modern entry into
a recession that the economy is brought down not so much by economic
measures as by political ones. Although, even without a pandemic, the
world economy would inevitably enter a recession within a year.

The negative impact of the pandemic will be huge in any case. The
fall in the economy began in the first quarter. The loss of Chinese exports,
which fell by 9% in January — April, as well as the first decline in GDP
for the first quarter of 7% in 30 years, show the minimum scale of losses
in other countries, the real numbers in which are likely to be worse than
forecasts. In the second quarter, the decline in US GDP reached almost 9.5
%. However, the situation improved in the third quarter: US GDP grew
by 33.1% in the third quarter compared to the previous quarter [3]. The
economies of Western Europe and the European Union as a whole, according
to the leaders, faced the most serious decline in many decades.
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It is obvious that the impact on the world economy directly depends
on the duration of the measures taken, their rigidity, totality, that is, on how
long the pandemic will spread, grow, and whether it will return. Moreover,
largely, it depends on the nature of the response to the development of the
pandemic.

Anextremely important point is that the coronavirus outbreak coincided
with the collapse of stock markets, the fall in oil prices and the beginning
of the price war, as well as the recession in general. Both processes have
created a synergistic effect of negative impact on the economy. Another
very important question is how quickly the economy will recover after the
quarantine measures are lifted, whether it will be a V-shaped decline and
recovery, or slower and more difficult due to the fact that many supply
chains will be destroyed, business relationships may change, small and
medium-sized businesses will be ruined, consumer preferences will change,
and so on.

In general, in 2020 we can assume a significant slowdown in the global
economy and a drop in GDP in many countries, especially in developed
countries. Probably, we can consider 2009 as the minimum benchmark for
the economy’s decline in 2020.

Given their extreme interdependence, almost all the world’s economies
may suffer, but especially those countries where tourism accounts for a
significant share of GDP, as well as countries that receive currency through
transfers from citizens working abroad (for example, Ukraine), since
many will return or have already returned to their home countries due to
the recession, and countries that export a large amount of raw materials.
This also applies to poor countries whose economies are oriented towards
the United States or other economic giants. Countries with Fiat currencies
(mostly developed) can support their economies by increasing domestic
debt and issuing Central banks, so in the short term until the end of the year,
they are not able to lose so many percent of GDP. Countries that import
oil and energy will be able to reduce losses somewhat, but not completely
compensate for them.

The positions of oil-exporting countries will worsen if the epidemic
and, consequently, the fight against it are prolonged. There is a danger that
gold and foreign exchange reserves will be largely exhausted during this
time, and oil storage facilities will be overflowed. The recent agreement
to reduce OPEC + production has not yet brought serious results. A real,
though extremely difficult, measure of price equalization may be new
agreements to reduce oil production, especially with the involvement of
US representatives, since the oil industry there is experiencing very serious
difficulties.

If low prices remain for a long time, the economic position of both
Saudi Arabia and Russia will weaken, and the situation may be more
dramatic. This year may be about the same milestone for OPEC as in 2014
was: either this organization will de facto expand its capabilities, or its
position will significantly weaken.

In many economies, online sales will increase at the expense of retail
(offline sales). In addition, this trend can subsequently affect the deterioration
of the economies of many cities, increase problems with their budgets, and
also become one of the reasons for the growth of unemployment [4]. Much
more noticeable than in other sectors of the world economy in 2020, the
negative consequences will be observed in the areas of international trade
and international tourism, air and other transportation, etc.

In addition to the above, we note changes caused by the synergistic
effect of the impact of the pandemic and the recession on the financial
policies of developed countries. The United States and Europe are now
increasing their emissions and domestic debt on an unprecedented scale.
The issue of the FED only for 2020 can reach the amounts that were issued
in the previous decade. In fact, the financial power of the state and large
private players and capitals is merging. For a while, this may have the effect
of dampening the collapse of markets, easing the recession. Nevertheless,
this is only possible by reducing the growth rate of the economy after 2020.
This will be especially noticeable in the US, where financial and political
authorities will have to support stock markets, low rates, try to prevent
bankruptcies, and so on. All this will make their economy less competitive,
strengthen the habit of citizens to live beyond their means (due to constantly
growing debt), and in the long run weaken the dollar’s position. In the
coming years or even months, we can expect to introduce negative rates, as
well as the United States and Europe to borrow from Japan the practice of
direct purchase of shares by Central banks in stock markets.

In the case of China, we can also assume a further slowdown in growth
after 2020 and an increasing need to change its economic model. This
need is already noticeably overdue more than a decade ago. However, it is
highly doubtful that China is ready to radically change its economic model
of increasing GDP by overinvesting and pumping up the economy with
loans. Therefore, on the contrary, we can expect increased emissions and all
kinds of support for the economy, which will increase the imbalances in the
economy and create conditions for future systemic crises. It is also likely
to increase the policy of attribution to create the illusion that the economic
slowdown is not very significant.

Which of the great powers has the most to gain, and, on the contrary,
who will lose more from the pandemic? China can win an ideological victory
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over the pandemic, raise its prestige, proving to its own population that it is
capable of very large-scale and effective measures to combat the epidemic.
At the same time, China will have a very difficult time, as the conflict with
the United States will escalate.

Within the European Union, Germany may benefit as it is less affected
compared to the leading European countries and has more resources, so it
is possible to increase German influence, including German corporations in
Europe.

Risks have also increased significantly in Russia. The danger of low
oil prices for a long time was added to the unprecedented destruction of the
economy due to the declared regime of self-isolation and the shutdown of
enterprises. As a result, the government has made very large commitments
to help the economy and the population. Although this assistance is not
enough, budget expenditures will increase significantly. How long the
Russian budget will survive a sharp drop in revenues and a powerful
increase in spending is unclear, but clearly not too long. All this makes the
financial and economic and, consequently, political situation in the country
less stable.

Possible ways of development:

1. In general can be a weakening of all the current big players and
the gradual strengthening of the numerically and economically growing
countries.

2. Countries that do not have a freely convertible currency may start
withdrawing from agreements that prevent their Central banks from issuing
currency. As a result, the dollar’s position, i.e. the US, is likely to weaken.

3. Since the fight against quarantine violators will undoubtedly increase
the ability to control the population through new artificial intelligence
technologies and acquired experience, authoritarian countries such as China
and Russia will receive certain additional advantages, although current
digital control technologies are also being actively implemented in the so-
called free countries.

In the short term, the global balance of power may not change.
However, if the recession is serious enough, and the quarantine is prolonged,
a gradual change in this balance will begin, or rather, the process that has
been going on for quite a long time will intensify. The reconfiguration of the
world is associated with the gradual destruction of the old order based on
the hegemony of the United States, and the emergence of conditions for the
creation of a new world order. Unfortunately, this process is “natural”, that
is, spontaneous and destructive. Moreover, the current temporary waiver
of basic rights of citizens, closing borders, etc. together with the recession,
they will become a prerequisite for significant changes in the future.
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In particular, the process of weakening the current global and regional
centers of power may begin. In the United States, the internal struggle has
taken on the character of a hybrid civil war: this will weaken the country
and make its foreign policy more and more hostage to the internal political
struggle.

The coronavirus pandemic may also become an important point in
strengthening the struggle of the so-called globalists (representatives of
American business and finance focused on the world market), as well as
businesses focused on the domestic consumer market of the United States
and its manufacturing sector.

We can expect an increase in anti-Chinese rhetoric, for which any
reason will be good. The US has started playing the card of China’s
responsibility for the spread of the coronavirus under the pretext of allegedly
wrong actions that harmed them. And recently, both the Trump and Biden
camps have distinguished themselves with anti-Chinese rhetoric.

In short, the internal political struggle completely subordinates
America’s foreign policy interests, which means that in the next four years,
the struggle of parties in the United States will follow the already tested
scenario, but instead of Russia, China will be demonized. Consequently,
attempts to punish the PRC may lead to even more strained relations in
the coming years than in recent times, which will undoubtedly further
undermine the existing world order, as well as greatly polarize the world.

In countries such as Russia, current anti-virus measures can completely
stop economic growth, which can lead to the loss of the country’s economic
strength. Moreover, it may try to compensate for these losses through a
more active and somewhat tougher foreign policy. However, in the medium
term of the next few years, the deterioration of the economic situation in
the Russian Federation may lead to an aggravation of the domestic political
situation in the country and increase the risk of socio-political destabilization.
An equally difficult situation can be expected in Saudi Arabia, especially in
the case of a prolonged period of low oil prices. The country may once
again escalate an underhand political struggle for power, despite the fact
that as its currency reserves decrease in such conditions, its influence in the
Arab world will also begin to decline.

Thus, we will see a stable recovery only in the early 2030s. However,
it is difficult to say how strong the economy and financial sectors will be. It is
possible that, despite the best efforts of governments, markets will collapse
much earlier, and in this case, we should expect not one long, but two
short business cycles. It should be noted that the moments of changing the
world order and crisis-depressive development are linked very closely. It is
during this period of weak economic development that turbulence in world
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politics increases, the world order is shaken, and the search for alternative
models begins. In general, the next 10-12 or more years are expected to be
economically and politically difficult. At the same time, we can expect the
emergence of new major players, primarily India.
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Abstract. Today, on the world stage, there is the concept of “Cold
War 2.0”, which, as usual, is characterized by the confrontation between the
United States and China. However, there is also a third party in this conflict,
which also takes an active part in global projects - the Russian Federation.
In the 21st century, three powerful powers are trying to divide the sphere of
their influence on the world stage, and each of them has its own goals and
methods of achievement. This article will consider both points of rivalry
between powers and points of cooperation, since these two concepts are
close to each other.

Keywords: geopolitics, Russia, USA, China, soft power, Europe,
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In the 1990s, Francis Fukuyama laid out his thoughts on the “end
of history”, there was an idea about the future of our world. Along with
understanding the final point of our history as that there will be no more
great discoveries and exploits, as well as outright conflicts and battles for
ideas, the idea of a world that will be preoccupied with mundane economic
and technological ideas has been put forward. Assessing the current situation
in the world, and analyzing the speeches of scientists from all over the
world, and in this case, it should be mentioned the experts’ opinions from
China, Russia and the United States, concerning to their thoughts with a
big confidence there must be said that today’s world is one hundred percent
rivalry not of ideas, but of economies and new technologies.

For a quarter of a century, the whole world was under the universal
domination of the largest one and only power that created trends for the
whole world and shaped “tastes” and desires, the Pax Americana system
has served as an aid to the globalization of international relations and the
development of new technologies.

The great powers’ rivalry is just as common phenomenon in
international relations and politics that has determined its development
over several millennium, as a war that is the main way to resolve interstate
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conflicts. It is clear fact that this can be caused by the revolutionary behavior
of one part that is the most powerful states or simply by the objective
growth of its power, which causes fear for other parties. In this vein, the
growth of China’s opportunities in global arena becomes the main reason
of countries’ fears as Russia or Europe and in this case the United States
has an open desire to decline the growth of awakening dragon. Both the
PRC and the USA clearly know what the “Thucydides trap” is, moreover
the parties understand that a determinism is not in a history line. However,
it is essential that the one part’s power growth increases the other one’s fear
and at any case both countries seem ready to fall into this trap. In one hand
understanding that today’s possibility of hot war is unlikely, there is no
doubts of coming-in cold war.

According to the timeline relations between these countries, there
are more positive sides in Russian and Chinese relations rather than in
American-Chinese. In the second half of XX century relations between
America and Russia sharply declined, and both of them were in worrying
about competition between each other. Meanwhile, in the far east there was
a “sleeping beauty” which was awaken for that moment and in a position of
“a little brother”, China learned and owned all high technologies from both
hegemons of the that time. While eastern friend was refining its position,
Russia having collapse of Soviet Union and internal conflicts, lost its position
and America ruled over the world and global processes. Analyzing the Pax
Americana, there were clear problems of it which the main one was not
the exclusive position of the hegemonic power as the selfishness of its elite
and the narrowness of the agenda that this elite has formed. When Russia
decided that the country had enough strength to return to the big game of
powers, and the United States noticed that China was beating them in the
economic field and could become serious competition in the technological
sphere, then the sovereign world - pax - ended.

Nowadays, American-Chinese rivalry put into emphasis the following
problems of economics, financial, technological, including military
technologies. The main competence is occurred between economical models,
financial institutions and technological platforms, as well as between orders
of the day and future reflections that both sides offer. Geopolitics are the
solving factors but they enrich with new observations as geo-economics,
geo-financial and geo-technological.

The World today and relationships between superpowers like these
“trio” is the actual topic of modern geopolitics.The reason is following:
the US has modern economic, scientific and technological potential, as
well as China has enormous demographic resources, the leading position in
economic is also in Chinese side, and in comparison Russia has the largest
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territory, that consists of vast reserves of useful fossils and powerful nuclear
missile potential.

Analyzing each country’s modern geopolitics, the United States still
has the need to maintain its leadership throughout the world, even if it has to
use military force for achieving the goal. This idea is presented in the Fourth
Annual Report on the State of Defense as a military strategy of the US, and
the main goals presented as expanding the area of the military presence
around the world.

The PRC, same like the US, has interests around the world. In the
ideas of China the important role takes both neighboring states and also the
strategically important regions. As well as Russia is based on the policy of
equality with the key world powers, which implies multipolarity in world
relations. In the 21st century the PRC has become the most important
strategic partner for Russia. Moreover, there is left no place in the World,
where is no Chinese presence for the moment.

Key points of cooperation and rivalry in the geopolitics between
Beijing, Washington and Moscow is the dominant role in the Eurasian
continent. The clearest example of this, is the project “One Belt - One Road”,
which strengthens the connection between continental Europe and the PRC.
In the frame of this project China is targeting to create its own economic
and financial infrastructure in Central and Eastern European countries.
Everything was nice but the problem for these countries is under the terms
for participation, as these countries have to take loans from Chinese banks
for paying off Chinese contractors, so automatically they become Chinese
debtors. Secondly, the EU will build better economic relations with the PRC
and Russia, taking into account its own interests. However, this will make
nervous their partner by NATO — America. For the United States, Europe is a
priority in the geopolitical alignment of forces and its main military foothold
in Eurasia. A powerful military-political instrument of the United States
- NATO gives Washington the opportunity to exert political and military
pressure on countries located both in Europe and in Eurasia, where Russia
has been chosen as the strategic adversary of the United States, and China
in Asia Pacific. Recent years, America tries to tied up any relations between
the countries of the continent and Russia, American policy pays attention in
the economic, scientific and technical spheres and putting pressure on other
states in order to induce them to limit cooperation with Moscow.

Modern rivalry between these “trio” in the Arctic region, therefore,
each side has its own strategy for achieving goals. Taking into account the
PRC’s strategy in this region, there should be noticed that the country is
acting cautiously, since few international actors are interested in one of
the largest economic states in the world gaining access to Arctic resources.
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Beijing’s ambition stems from the growing strategic importance of the
region, where economic gain is the main theme of China’s strategy. The
PRC is interested in expanding the rights to navigation and the possibility
of free passage along the Northern Sea Route, as well as in the freedom to
conduct economic activities on the Spitsbergen archipelago for mining. It
is worth noting that the largest amounts of China are invested in the field
of logistics and energy production. Doing this it is clear that China creates
own infrastructure in the place, building up its technological and human
potential. However, the unresolved division of the boundaries of the Arctic
shelf imposes restrictions on the strengthening of China’s presence in the
Arctic region [1].

Meanwhile the United States insists on the “internationalization” of
the Northwest Passage and the Northern Sea Route, in addition, it seeks to
gain additional territory extending 965 km from Alaska to the North Pole,
which will allow the United States to bypass Russia, China, and Canada in
total area.

Nowadays, America is building up its military capabilities in the
Arctic. On the territory of Alaska there are naval, army and air force bases,
and 54 other military facilities. It is necessary to pay attention to the fact
that in order to repel ICBM strikes from Russia, the United States constantly
maintains a task force in high latitudes of three to four cruisers and four
to six destroyers (at least 1000 interceptor missiles), which is enough to
partially guarantee the security of the United States from attacks from the
north.

China, which seeks to get out of the American control of energy
supplies to the country from the oil-producing states of the Arab world, it
can become a potential ally of Russia in the development of the resources
of the Arctic region. An alternative to dependence on the export of energy
resources from these countries is the development of energy supplies from
Russia, including the Arctic. The Russian Federation can assist the PRC in
conducting research in the Arctic and in the development of a fleet designed
to sail in northern latitudes. In turn, it is interested in financial investments
from China to develop the infrastructure of its northern territories.

The geopolitical rivalry of these countries also exists in the Asia-
Pacific region, Central Asia, the Middle East, Latin America and Africa.
Each of the above regions is very important for each side of this triangle,
for a number of reasons.

In the Asia-Pacific region, each side is looking for its economic
benefits and an additional market for cooperation, given the fast-growing
economy of the “Asian Tigers”, which each of the four countries wants to
attract for cooperation, and China’s interest in this region is actualized by its
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geographic location, and taking leading positions in Indo - Pacific region.
For Washington, the region is important in basing its missiles, and thereby
maintaining control over the region in its own hands. In this regard, since
last year, talks began about the need to create a new treaty to prevent the
proliferation of nuclear weapons in the world and to involve China in this
process.

Discussing about the Central Asian region, there is an understanding
the neighborhood and the fact that for China, our region plays a strategically
important role in ensuring national security. This region acts as a kind of deep
rear for the country and a pillar in the face of Beijing’s increasingly alarming
reorientation of the US military focus on the Asia-Pacific region, where
their competition is growing. In addition, China’s justified concern about
the West’s activation in relation to Central Asia is noticeable. Therefore,
in this region, the PRC is developing broad economic cooperation and
investing significant money in the implementation of projects significant for
the countries of the region, pushing the elite of the region to rapprochement
with China [2]. A significant role in the Chinese project financing in Asia
is played by loans, which are provided at low interest rates but without fail
they imply the involvement of Chinese materials, equipment and labor to
carry out the work. The economic presence of the PRC in Kazakhstan is
noticeable with the naked eye, through the same SCO, Beijing legitimized
its voice in the affairs of the entire region. And through the same “soft
power” policy, China’s humanitarian influence on the region is noticeable,
for example, through the Confucius Institutes and the issuance of teaching
grants to the universities of the Middle Kingdom. Observing this situation,
Washington can apply the familiar algorithm of the “color revolution” to
destabilize the power in the region, as the recent fall events in neighboring
Kyrgyzstan demonstrated. Neighboring Russia has strong ties with the
Central Asian governments, and confidence in the “positive mood” towards
the Russian Federation in the region still prevails in comparison with the
other two.

With the Middle East, our overseas “friend’” has ambiguous, sometimes
spoiled, sometimes very dense, just like Russia has long-standing ties with
the region, but the Celestial Empire is still ahead. At the moment, China’s
influence is growing with an increase in energy supplies through the
Indian Ocean and the Strait of Malacca. Moreover, as part of its strategy of
“harmonious world” in the Middle East, China purposefully uses a set of
active measures: signing free trade contracts, providing interest-free loans
for economic projects, paying off debts of the countries of the region to
China, etc .; covering an active media with the humanitarian mission of
the Celestial Empire and diplomatic assistance to the states of the Middle
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East; promoting the Chinese language and Chinese culture to the countries
of the Arab world; using the Chinese diaspora to solve economic and
political problems in the region. By implementing these tasks, the PRC is
taking steps to oust the United States from the region’s markets. Now many
Arab countries consider China is not only as a reliable partner, but also
as an alternative to the United States in the Middle East, for which China
is successfully working to form the image of a “friendly and responsible
power” in the region. The role of Moscow has also been rehabilitated in
the region, and after Russia’s peacekeeping actions, the status of one of the
leaders in the region is again growing, leaving behind Washington, which is
accustomed to solving international problems by “humanitarian bombing”.

Discussion of the interests of Moscow, Washington and Beijing in
Latin America should start by mentioning their natural resources, for
example, there are 35% of the world’s hydropower reserves, 27% of coal,
24% of oil, 8% of gas, 5% of uranium and 25% of timber. Paying attention
to the above figures, it is easy to understand their desire to “cooperate”
with the region. It is important for Washington to fully control the countries
of Latin America and the Caribbean. In Latin America, the United States
recreated the 4th Operational Fleet to control the Caribbean Sea and the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans off the coast of Central and South America [3].

“One Belt - One Road” has reached the people of Africa, as part
of this initiative, the PRC is implementing infrastructure projects. In the
coming years, the PRC will invest $ 60 billion in the development of
African countries. The PRC has opened its naval base in Djibouti. The fact
that China has written off 33 African countries of debts has strengthened the
position of the PRC on the continent. The PRC provides affordable loans to
African countries in exchange for contracts with Chinese corporations; to
maintain humanitarian and other contacts, Beijing has formed 51 embassies
on the continent. The countries of the African continent, possessing
significant reserves of oil, rare non-ferrous metals and precious metals,
have long been a source of these resources for the United States due to the
underdevelopment of many states in the region, where the elite is bought
cheaply by Washington. Roughly 25% of the oil imported into the United
States is of African origin, and Washington is also seeking to control
promising oil fields in Nigeria, Sudan and Ethiopia. The main countries of
the United States’ interests are connected with Egypt, Nigeria, Angola and
South Africa. In addition, Africa for the United States is an endless flow of
migrants to Europe. By controlling the flow of migrants, Washington puts
pressure on the European Union, which makes European countries more
accommodating. It is clear that the United States will make every effort to
squeeze the main competitor out of the region — China [4].
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Concluding this article, there are priority approaches of China, the
United States and Russia in their struggle in the spheres of geopolitics.

Firstly, the United States, China and Russia retain different approaches
to geopolitics. The United States sees the modern world from the standpoint
of maintaining monopolarity and perceives itself as a superpower spreading
its values throughout the world. Both China and Russia consider a multipolar
world, along with the United States, there are other centers of power: united
Europe, Japan, India, etc. At the same time, Moscow’s geopolitical interests
lie in the integration of the Russian Federation into the world community
for the modernization of the Russian economy, where the main threat to
its geopolitical interests lies in the prospect of isolation of the Russian
Federation from the Western community.

Secondly, the entire world continues to be in the area of American
interests, the foundation of which is the economic, financial and military
might of the United States. The geopolitics of Washington proceeds from
the need to preserve the unconditional leadership of the United States on the
planet, using military force, if necessary. This ensures US superiority over
Russia in Europe, Latin America, Africa and the Middle East. Russia, on the
other hand, retains its influence in Central Asia and develops its strategy in
the Arctic, gradually returning to other regions of the world. [5] To counteract
this, the United States pursues the following strategic goals with respect to
the Russian Federation: maintaining the existing sanctions; weakening of
RF,; preventing the buildup of its military power and eliminating Russia’s
influence on world events.

Thirdly, the geopolitics of the United States is leading to changes in
the perception of global leadership on the planet. The relative equality of the
level of approval by the world community of the actions of the participants
in the “strategic triangle” (the actions of China are supported by 34% of the
world’s population, the United States - 31%, Russia - 30%) indicates that
the competition between Russia and China is growing in the world, on the
one hand, and The United States, on the other hand, not only in the sphere
of economy and military power, but also in the role of their “soft power” for
winning international opinion.

Fourth, inits development, China is striving to consolidate its economic
leadership in the 21st century. Leadership is based on the integration of the
Chinese economy into the world economy on market principles. the main
obstacle to the realization of China’s ambitions is the dual perception of
the PRC by the West. From the point of view of the economy, China is
perceived by the world market community as “their own,” and from the
point of view of politics, it is “alien,” maintaining the CCP’s monopoly in
the political sphere.
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Fifth, the facts of the aggravated confrontation between the United
States and China testifies to the emergence of several fundamentally new
moments in relations between these countries: close trade and economic
ties and huge volumes of trade are no longer a guarantee of preventing
the US-China disagreements from escalating into an acute conflict, right
up to total confrontation. where trade disputes become levers of political
pressure; China’s status in relations with the United States is changing - from
a competing partner it is being transferred to the category of geopolitical
rivals, the confrontation with which in the economic sphere can spread to
other spheres. But despite strained relations, the United States depends on
China in a number of key areas, ranging from cheap consumer goods to
huge credit obligations, and China depends on the continued ability of US
consumers to buy its goods, as well as on modern American technologies in
key areas. economy of the PRC regions.

Rapidly developing China, which was able to break in such a short
time from an outsider to a leader, leads to one, but very true idea that in
the near future the whole world needs to learn Chinese! And Beijing, as
everyone can see, is doing everything possible for coming it for real.

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HRM IN PUBLIC SECTOR IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The article describes HRM system development and
practice in public sector or governmental organization in some European
countries and the USA. There was made an attempt to compare its functional
in Kazakhstan. Owing to the emergence of the role of HRM in government,
public service management is being reconsidered as one of the ways leading
to modernization of Kazakhstan.

The authors, who conducted research in post-Soviet countries, noted
that this retention of decision-makers on economic, political and social
issues tends to weaken and discredit the administrative reforms and the
development of personnel strategies of the civil service that the government
undertakes.

Key words: HRM, personnel management, public service,
governmental, public administration.

The transfer of management methods, technologies and procedures
from the commercial sphere to the public service system, as practice shows,
can be accompanied by negative consequences. Sometimes personnel
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management in the public service system is identified with personnel
management, which is widely used in non-governmental organizations and
businesses. The term “personnel management “and the system of work with
personnel is expressed as a managerial and economic phenomenon. The
possibilities of using HR management in public administration system are
extremely limited. These two terms are not accidentally used differently
in the literature, they are different indeed. Personnel management is old
and a more conventional way of handling employees at a workplace;
whereas HRM is a more modern and a more specific approach to managing
human resources in an organization. The local researchers investigating the
phenomenon in public sector tend to use the former rather than the latter.
Undoubtedly, the significant reason for that is ignorance of HR tools, HR
employees is meant to lead the organization towards its goals. The literature
review examines the factors that lead to disadvantageous functioning of
personnel management in local governmental system and the possible
output of planned staff optimization by reducing employees in public sector.

Most of the studies, analyzed, root from the USA, Europe, although
there is a broader range of studies from Africa and Asia. Among the most
popular sectors was government (local and central) [1]. The academic
community has seen similar developments in other fields of study before,
for example related to the empirical research development of HRM and
organizational behavior in the 1990s and 2000s. Since the early 1980s
the field of HRM has seen the independent evolution of two independent
subfields (strategic and functional) [2]. Itis stated by HRM practitioners that
in comparison with business sector, in governmental and any other public
sector there is a partial or complete absence of HRM tools in most of post-
Soviet countries. Nevertheless, after appearing and current functioning
of Agency for Civil Service Affairs, we can observe some development in
personnel management in this sector. In the research work the effectiveness
will be taken into account.

Considering development of strategic HRM literature chronologically,
it can be argued that during the 1980s, research was mostly conceptual,
some theoretical foundations were established [3]. The 1990s could be
characterized as an advancing period in theoretical research. Current
trends in strategic HRM research involve further examination of the
established ideas [4]. Some implementations of strategic HRM grow and
continue to raise researchers’ interest. There are issues, which have been
overlooked, like what kind of tensions and challenges arise with HRM
strategic positioning in the public service in the context of the newly
democratic countries (Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary,
Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia) of Central and
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Eastern Europe, which have acceded to the European Union (EU). On the
one hand, much of the HRM research so far has focused on private-sector
organizations rather than on the public sector [5].

The role of HRM in government, as it evolved since the creation
of civil service system in late 19" century emphasized two functions:
routine processing of administrative procedures, such as retirement, and
enforcement of an increasingly convoluted set of laws [6]. The component
of a management - personnel management is a key to the success of any
organization, including the public service. Therefore, all of the following
totally applies to both commercial organizations and the public service.
Changes, which are taking place in the civil service and in the economy of
Kazakhstan have been bringing personnel management to the forefront of
management activities, and stimulating to some extend the development of
scientific research in this area. The concept of personnel management is a
system of theoretical and methodological views on understanding objectives
and methods of personnel management, as well as organizational and
practical approaches to the formation of a mechanism for its implementation
in specific conditions of the organization’s functioning. As the public sector
has modernized and sought to become more efficient and cost effective,
the effective and strategic management of people has received increasing
prominence and there have been calls for the HR function to play a more
strategic role [7]. The critical point to note is that HRM is significantly under
researched compared to corporate HRM [8]. The underestimation of HRM
tools for public sector or state bodies or inappropriate implementation will
be the object of my research. (Brunetto, Beattie 2020) observe considerable
change across public policy, public management practice and HRM. In
terms of public policy, particularly at the national level there is a global drift
to the political right. The researchers have examined issues on HR projects
and have analyzed affecting them at recent events in Turkey, decision of
the people of the UK to vote to leave the European Union, the election of
Donald Trump in 2004, Denmark’s center-right government’s policies and
etc.

The law provides for a certain procedure for any citizen to enter
the administrative civil service. This procedure provides for competitive
selection, qualification requirements for applicants. There are also some
procedures for taking and passing a test when entering the civil service. The
holding of an administrative public position is carried out on a competitive
basis. There are exceptional ways of transfer if it meets the qualification
requirements for the corresponding vacant position with the consent of
the civil servant and the authorized body or its territorial division. Thus,
participants in the competition who have received a positive conclusion
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of the competition commission have the right to occupy an administrative
public position. And the person who has the right to appoint is obliged to
accept for the announced position a participant who has received a positive
conclusion of the competition committee [9].

Human resources are the people who make up the workforce of an
organization. It is sometimes used synonymously with human capital [10].
The personnel management service is institutionally independent of other
structural subdivisions of a state body; it is in subordination to the executive
secretary or head of the administrative office, or to the head of a state body
without positions of executive secretary and head of the administrative
office [9]. In research for Australia, results indicate positive relationships
between the degree to which operational HR activities are transferred to line
managers, HR influence and the performance of the HRM function. There
was no relationship to be found between the level of strategic involvement
by HR departments and the perceived performance of the function [11].
Budhwar and Boyne highlighted the results from a comparison of HRM
practices in Indian public and private sector firms [12]. The results of the
study conclude that there is a large number of similarities and differences
in the HRM practices among Indian public and private sector companies.
Interestingly, the results reveal that the gap between the HRM practices of
public and private sector companies is not very significant. However, the
conclusion was that in HRM practices as compensation and training and
development, Indian private sector companies were found to have adopted
a more rational approach in comparison to their public-sector counterparts
[10]. There are issues, which have been overlooked, like what kind of
tensions and challenges arise with HRM strategic positioning in the public
service in the context of the newly democratic countries (Bulgaria, the
Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania,
Slovakia, Slovenia) of Central and Eastern Europe, which have acceded to
the European Union (EU) [4].

On the one hand, HRM researches were focused on private-sector
organizations rather than on the public sector [5]. HRM can be divided
into a hard and a soft approach. The “hard” version of HRM accents the
necessity to manage people as any other key resource to achieve topmost
return, whereas the “soft” approach highlights that employees need to be
treated as valuable assets and a source of competitive advantage through
their commitment and high quality of skills and performance [13].

Origins and changes in HRM theories and practices have been driven
by wider changes in social, economic, political and institutional context.
HRM arose in the 1980s in North America with an incentive to restore the
competitiveness of American industry [14].
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Conclusion. The authors, who did investigations in post —soviet
countries have noted that the retention of decision-makers in economic,
political and social problems of post-communist transition tends to diminish
and discredit administrative reforms and the development of public service
HR strategies to a lesser priority [4]. Though public service reform is
usually ranked among the “second generation” reforms of transition, the
governments of CEE countries understood that an underdeveloped public
service shaped by incompatible and inadequate HR policies was likely to put
the political and economic reforms at risk [15]. The strategy “Kazakhstan
2050 provides for fundamental changes in the economic and social structure
of Kazakhstan’s society through the transition to a comprehensive economic
pragmatism based on the principles of profitability, return on investment
and competitiveness, which imposes completely new requirements for
public administration [16]. Modernization in this area involves improving
the system of state planning, decentralizing management, and building an
effective and performance-oriented public service [17].

As been mentioned above that HR employees is meant to lead the
organization towards its goals, HR managers should take into account the
importance of these practices for achieving the goals by politicians, civil
servants in order to competitively achieve the goals of the state.

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Abstract. The article considers the approaches that allow us to identify
the features of memory politics in the state, which is the subject of special
political research. Using the example of memory poitics in post-Soviet
countries, the main stages of memory politics after the collapse of the USSR
are considered, and the main features of historical memory and problems
of memory policy in these countries are distinguished. The collapse of the
USSR left behind a “historical disunity”, overcoming this disunity implies
a new approach to the implementation of the memory politics.

Today, in the era of globalization, when the boundaries of identity are
erased, and in the era of the “struggle for identity”, the policy of memory
plays an important role in creating a certain model of national identity, as
it seems, for each state. It includes socio-political, historical-symbolic, and
media-technological resources, and this is an important direction in the
preservation of identity.

By the initial, established definition of the politics of memory, we
consider it as the sphere of public strategies in politics, which is united
by the development of methods for capturing and interpreting the past in
the minds of the public and the combination of practices and norms that
have an important role in regulating the functioning of collective memory.
The present mentioned definition, when studying the politics of national
memory, provides the possibility of using a structural-functional approach.
Based on the application of the structural and functional approach, 6
fundamental components are identified: 1) install, aim and objectives of
the use of the past for the process of legality in the political course; 2)
narrative capital politics of memory and its discursive-symbolic, which
replace the signification and switched to the past; 3) baseline the politics of
memory in the form of institutionality and normativity; 4) the main actors
of the memory policy, which may be interested in understanding the past,

political representatives and professional figures active in various spheres
of social life; 5) representatives of the mass media in the face of well-
known and leading political commentators, journalists, network political
scientists and the media technology system as a whole; 6) the influence
of ideology and its transformation, the “sedimentation” of the memory
policy plan in commemoration [1]. Since the commemoration refers to
ideology, it means touching on national aspects. This case highlights the
factor of national identity as one of the most important and fundamental
components of memory policy. Today, in the era of globalization, when the
borders of identity are being erased, and in the famous age of the “struggle
for identity”, the politics of memory plays an important role in creating
a certain model of national identity by political elites. It involves socio-
political, historical-symbolic and media-technological resources and this is
an important direction in preserving identity.

The above-mentioned structural and functional approach for studying
the policy of national memory has an analog as the discursive approach.
The discursive approach differs in that it analyzes competing discourses
that conflict in the sphere of interpretation of the past and the process of
struggle for leadership in the ideology of various discourses. A comparative
approach is also important in order to conduct and produce high-quality
comparative analyses of commemorative practices. The comparative
approach in combination with the discursive approach perfectly cope
with the task, but the comparative approach stands out in the analysis of
memory management mechanisms, separating historical fact from distorted
interpretation. Practices of national memory policy reveal the processes
that unfolded in the post-Soviet space most interesting, since after the
disintegration of the Soviet Union, new players appeared on the world map,
which required the identification of new foundations of national identity
and memory policy.

In the modern world, which has provided new conditions in which the
processes of information confrontation and media play a developing role, the
instrumental-technological approach is gaining popularity and importance
in the methodological significance of the study of memory politics. With this
approach, researchers pay considerable attention to the methods, technologies
and techniques of professional actors of memory policy, which are aimed at
a certain influence on mass consciousness. The instrumental-technological
approach perfectly explains the technological methods of national memory
policy that have been used in post-Soviet countries: 1) restoration from
the archive of past facts and manipulation, reviving symbols of the pre-
socialist period, and using primary sources such as mythology and archaic;
2) rewriting history textbooks for students, adding or removing certain texts
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that are an alternative to Soviet historiography; 3) viewing Russia in the
negative prism of the occupier and colonizer, where the alleged proof can
be the examples of Belarus, Kazakhstan and Tajikistan, in which the ruling
elite tries to maintain friendly and economic relations with Russia, while
simultaneously developing Western institutions; 4) renaming geographical
objects such as streets, localities and other territories; 5) making changes
and amendments to the names of holidays and events; 6) changing the
alphabet from Cyrillic, which is supposed to have been implemented by
the Soviet regime using force, to Latin, which brings with it a Eurocentric
approach; 7) allocating special grants, holding various events and events
to spread and cover stories through the creation of funds that promote the
ideology of the newly minted national-state and geopolitical player in the
international arena; 8) renewal of old and establishment of new memorials,
monuments and other objects of a material and cultural nature that carry
a deep and important symbolic meaning of the national identity of each
country and people [2].

The policy of memory is becoming more and more relevant, as
representatives of an individual state, as well as representatives of the
research community, increase their interest in the role of countries in this
area of preserving and developing national identity. However, we must not
ignore the fact that the symbolic significance of the past history increases
its importance to the extent that international tensions and their influence on
the transformation of the country’s internal political processes are growing.
Despite her development in the circle of professionals, from independent
readers, the expression “memory politics” can cause ambiguity and
uncertainty of understanding. Can it exist and develop as a real memory
policy, not only in the theoretical aspect? How is the rationality of using
this term evaluated in the modern, 21% century? What are the prerequisites
for the philosophical and ideological interpretation of the state policy of
memory in erasing the borders of national identity?

The study of memory politics provides a comprehensive view of the
system of relations between countries in international relations, between
domestic and other scientific and public organizations, existing political
parties, developing institutions of law and business, groups of social
activism around political appropriation and interpretation of the past. Both
foreign and domestic researchers interpret the policy of state memory as
one of the most important components of the policy itself, and it has also
become accepted that the space of memory policy is a space of relationships
and various practices of using the past.

The use of the term “state memory policy” in the interpretation of
symbolic policy is considered reasonable, which actually helps in two
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cases. First, in the space of memory politics, this will help to find the
important role played by the state, that is, the execution of the public appeal
by different actors in the space. Secondly, it makes it possible to analyze
memory policies as well as directed municipal policies that produce a
plausible concept of events, in different ways, techniques and methods for
their implementation, the same as policies for youth, the policy of a country,
or the policy of education. It is important to note here that these two cases
can not be defined as a country’s monopoly on memory policy. This can
be confirmed by the statement of G. A. Bordyugov, where He noted that
not politicization, but the creation of all conditions and deep study leads
to understanding the contents of the original and moralizing for the whole
society [3]. Auxiliary factors for this are the contradictions between various
statements and the variety of scientific schools that protect against the
conjuncture and varieties of cults, the disagreement of confrontational
images depending on oil prices, the overcoming of ethnocentrism and the
development of the space of pan-European history, which is not a political
lever. Instead, he suggests identifying problematic, difficult issues and
finding new legal norms in relation to the violation of the law of humanity.
As a result, it is important to emphasize the role of the country in creating
such historical minds, which are particularly important resources in this
area for any country.

These days, many researchers are cautious about assessing the
importance of the role of global trends. Many years of research on
globalization have led to the conclusion that globalization is a set of different
types of phenomena. The other half of researchers highly assess the role
of national States, not excluding their changing types, which also have an
impact on politics and culture. According to A. Diecoff that the final one
did not mean the loss of the member States, but the withdrawal from their
borders due to the strengthening of the pan-European public space, which,
as expected, would eventually become the main socio-political platform.
Nevertheless, foreign researchers note that nation States are the core of the
international arena, thus describing different types of political globalization.

The current effectiveness of state memory policies is presented under
three different conditions: 1) the Country should be open to constructive
negotiations with other countries or organizations at the international level
of'the commemorative space, both within the country and outside its borders;
2) the Country should have its own political strategy that remembers, but
does not allow mistakes of the past; 3) Avoid monistic policies, thereby
combining academic interpretations of the past and interpreting past myths
that have a constructive impact on various processes.
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Various events, such as sharpened political revolutions, the emergence
of a new state on the world map, lead to the fact that countries have to
rethink their history, resulting in a critical attitude to history. Countries that
were formerly part of the Soviet Union (USSR) remained in such critical
States. An example of this is their legislative system (i.e., the “laws of
memory”), the disclosure of the official position in the curriculum, and
the creation of various monuments, i.e., the presentation of memorials. It
is worth emphasizing the research works of V. A. Shnirelman, who wrote
about the collapse of the great powers, their relationship between ethno-
historical myths and the processes of politics and culture. There are also
various educational materials that explain in detail the strategies of memory
policy at the school and University level.

In current social anthropology, there is a broad concept that represents
the Soviet Union and its States, where the Soviet Union itself is described
as one Empire, and as a result of the collapse of its independent States, that
is, the post-Soviet space is considered as a post-Imperial space, which has
such definitions as institutional and socio-cultural.

On the other hand, the Soviet Union never had a civil society, although
it had an authoritarian form of government. Its great advantage was that
the development of power and its policies directly or directly strengthened
the people’s community, as well as the sense of adaptation to embryonic
individualism. Thus, the ambivalence of the Imperial space, in which only
the titular nation was represented and the mechanism of “Soviet” worked in
the republics of the post-Soviet space, gave the opposite results, at a time
when intellectual elites began to appear in other States [4]. First of all, they
were defined by their ethnic characteristics and were distinguished by the
fact that they built up their identity along with their history of autochthonism.

At the same time, one of the anchoring factors was the role of a policy
called “frontier”. It represented the security of the people from external
challenges, such as” capitalists”, representatives of foreign attributes
such as rock and roll, sunglasses, or quite unusual things for the Soviet
Union. In this way, the Soviet Union emphasized its “otherness” in relation
to representatives of other societies and regimes, which was considered
necessary for the creation of a completely new social society.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the newly independent countries
that were formed are trying to fully demonstrate their full independence,
both de facto and de jure, by developing their strategies and deleting such
expressions as “subordinates in the past” [5]. All this destroys the stable
political situation at the international level, as post-Imperial countries seek
to recognize them as completely independent, excluding the history of their
origin. Thus, only the newly formed state is responsible for ending the
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regime. Russia can not be excluded. Having the status of the successor of the
Soviet Union, Russia has not only become an interest for other States that
are trying to develop their individualism, but also assumed responsibility
for a non-existent state.

In general, in addition to including its history in the historical
content of the newly formed state, the main wave of these processes was
competition for a more significant place on the pages of history compared
to other regions.

It can be stated that the time of innovation of world technologies
and communications coincided with the time of the collapse of the Soviet
Union, which led to the emergence of new ways to describe the pages of
history and the innovation of global memory.

However, due to the rapid change in the social balance that has
developed in the current political situation, it is impossible to consider the
past as a stable model. Instead, it should be remembered that the policy of
world memory is constantly updated with new factors aimed at rethinking
the past with an innovative approach. Therefore, turning to history, we
can state the current social situation, which occupies a special place in the
minds of the common people. Also, political strategies related to the system
of consciousness of citizens can be implemented by updating the past and
turning it into a part of the daily life of the population.

Among the strategies of the memory policy of the countries of the
former Soviet Union, the following can be noted.

1) reformatting the past Soviet period.

2) restoring historical justice by rethinking the time before and after
the Soviet period.

3) find new pages of the past and search for strategies for their
presentation.

Moreover, based on well-known approaches, the enrichment of
political memory on the territory of post-Soviet States can be considered at
the regional level. For example, if we take the Ukrainian crisis of 2014 or
the Nagorno-Karabakh crisis from the CIS countries, then their arguments
can be called distortion of historical memory. Despite the contradictions
that have developed in the difficult times of the past, their unity today must
be preserved on the basis of the same history. Because, although it does not
pursue a single goal on a political basis, the unity of the region plays an
important role on a voluntary basis [6]. Therefore, it is necessary to take the
past with an innovative approach and implement a changed political order
based on it. In this regard, Russia’s desire to adopt a soft power policy and
the desire to direct regional common values to common goals and interests
can be taken as a good start.
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The national model of memory policy developed in the post-Soviet
world can be considered as a comprehensive model that combines several
ideological trends - Soviet and anti-Soviet, Pro-Russian and Western. The
full systematization of such models is the main topic of a more in-depth
study of modern national memory policy.

FEATURES OF "SOFT POWER"

Abstract. The article discusses the issue of the relationship between
the concepts of “soft power” and propaganda. It is shown that within
the framework of a realistic approach they are identified, and within the
framework of the neo-liberal direction of the theory international relations
there is a fundamental difference between these concepts. The parameters of
comparison of neoliberal and realistic approaches in relation to the concept
of “soft power” are given. It is noted that, despite the differences between
these concepts, as well as between the concepts of “hard power” and “soft
power”, the opposition of the concepts is not absolute. The means of “soft
power” and “hard power”, according to J. Nye, can be represented as a
continuum. In turn, the instruments of propaganda and “soft power” can
also be transformed into one another. The consequences of this provision
are discussed.
