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Annotation. In this article, the main goal is an attempt to present
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conclusions on the analysis of changes in China’s environmental policy in the
of sustainable development goals. Within the framework of the SDGs, China
is moving in three main directions: economic, social and environmental. All
three components are somehow interconnected with each other; however,
the article provides conclusions only on the environmental component.
Thus, data for the last ten years are taken as a basis, including reasonable
indicators in the UN 2030 agenda. It is important to note that despite the fact
that China paid great attention to the economy during a significant period of
its existence, however, positive shifts towards improving the environment
have recently been noticed. It was concluded that this change has made
a positive contribution to China’s sustainable development by creating a
more balanced framework for future development using both mandatory
and market-based instruments. Nevertheless, in order to achieve the SDGs
in the field of ecology, it is necessary, on the one hand, to accelerate the
process of creating an “ecological civilization”, and on the other hand,
pay attention to policy coordination, considering existing problems in the
environmental, social and economic spheres.

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Annotation: This article discusses the negative consequences of the
special military operation of the Russian Federation in Ukraine from the
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point of view of the domestic economy and international relations.

In the article, the authors analyze the assumptions about the possibility
of turning Russia’s war in Ukraine into a catastrophe for Central Asia, based
on information from various publications.

Anti-Russian sanctions against Russia are more likely to lead to global
instability than politicians expect, and the West should focus on Russia-
dependent and vulnerable economies such as Central Asia, according to an
analysis by Bradley Jardine, director of the Wilson Center in the United
States. Kissinger at the Institute for Central Asian Studies in Oxus He notes
that he is suffering.

Basic provisions

President of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev directly told
Russian leader Vladimir Putin at SPIEF 2022 that he does not recognize
the LPR and DPR. “If the right of nations to self-determination is realized,
it will lead to chaos,” said the head of state, considered one of Moscow’s
main allies. And this is not the first such statement from Russia’s neighbors:
the republics of Donbass have also been refused recognition in Uzbekistan.
The armed conflict in Ukraine has led to a breakdown in the former system
of international security and diplomacy. All countries are experiencing this
crisis in different ways. Former Soviet republics in Central Asia are at a
disadvantage to the West due to close ties to Moscow and are forced to find
ways to adapt their economies to the new world order. These countries are
in no hurry to publicly support the Russian special operation and stubbornly
declare their neutrality. What prevents Russia’s allies from taking an
unequivocal position on the Ukrainian crisis, and how might this affect their
future?

Introduction

Strictly neutral

The Ukrainian question has remained a deeply peripheral issue for
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan over
the past eight years. And although Nur-Sultan, Bishkek and Dushanbe are
military allies of Moscow through the CSTO, their claims to Kyiv have
never bothered them too seriously. Tashkent and Ashgabat preferred to
refrain from any assessments at all. But that was until February 24th.

After the start of the special military operation, the heads of the Central
Asian republics nevertheless spoke more widely on the subject of Ukraine.
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For example, in Kyrgyzstan, they noticed that Ukraine is not the only victim
of circumstances and has itself provoked and fomented hostilities for many
years. European countries and the United States, as is believed in Central
Asia, also did not stand aside and contributed to the disruption of peace
agreements.

This was stated, for example, by the President of Kyrgyzstan, Sadyr
Zhaparov, who blamed mediators between Moscow and Kiev for everything.
“The Minsk agreements were signed not only by Russia and Ukraine, but
also by Germany and France,” he stressed and added that if the mediator
countries had strictly followed the observance of the agreements, nothing
would have happened.

However, he stressed that it is realistic to maintain neutrality in this
situation and Kyrgyzstan will adhere to it, since it still cannot influence
anything. “If we support one side, will they win?” S.Zhaparov asked a
rhetorical question. And a similar position was expressed in one way or
another by all the former Soviet republics of Central Asia.

“The conflict between Russia and Ukraine has nothing to do with
Kazakhstan. We do not support either side. In this regard, there can be no
questions” - Ministry of Defense of Kazakhstan [1].

The desire of the allies to maintain the status quo does not look strange
if one knows the nature of their relations with Moscow. On the one hand,
Russia is the main trading and military partner of these countries, it de facto
keeps the relatively weak economies of its neighbors afloat and helps them
to ensure security against the backdrop of regional threats.

They also recognize dependence on Russian industry in critical
industries from mining to heavy engineering.

Description of materials and methods

Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan are completely dependent
on the Russian Federation. Remittances from migrants to their homeland
bring income to Dushanbe and Bishkek that exceeds export. Together with
Tashkent, Moscow is implementing a number of economic projects in the
region. They support its basic economic sectors: mining metallurgy, oil and
gas, energy, food industry.

In addition, in 2021, Russia, virtually alone, managed to negotiate
with the Taliban (the Taliban movement was recognized as terrorist and
banned in the Russian Federation) on the inviolability of Tajik borders and
the prevention of drug trafficking and arms smuggling into the territory of
the former USSR from Afghanistan. She also became the main mediator
in resolving the border conflict between Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan in the
upper reaches of the Isfara River. This help has not gone unnoticed.

However, a series of anti-Russian sanctions hit Central Asia and
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the entire EAEU hard. The dependence of agriculture on imported seeds
and equipment affected, supply chains were disrupted, fluctuations in the
ruble reduced the income of exporters, migrants began to move to more
prosperous countries. The ban on the export of food and electronics from
Russia, the lack of components in the industry and the disruption of supply
chains have led to a decrease in production capacity [2].

Thus, Kazakhstan exported most of its oil products through Russian
ports, including the port of Novorossiysk. The impossibility to export oil
abroad created the prerequisites for a crisis in the fuel sector of the republic.

But most of all, the Central Asian republics are afraid of the possibility
of falling under secondary sanctions for helping Russia to bypass restrictions.
The countries of the former USSR are well aware of the price that Moscow
had to pay for open opposition to the West, and they understand that they
cannot afford such a thing. Tokayev also touched on this topic at SPIEF,
continuing the discussion with Putin on the future of the region.

“In this regard, Russia has a special responsibility for the security of
the CIS states, and for their development, and for ensuring that the citizens
of our states look positively at Russia” - Kassym-Jomart Tokayev President
of Kazakhstan.

Results.

Western countries really have a whole arsenal of measures that can
seriously worsen the political situation in the countries of Central Asia and
destroy their economies. In fact, they are the main reason for the restrained
reaction of the leadership of the republics to what is happening.

“On the one hand, we are well aware of our ties with Russia. On the
other hand, Kyrgyzstan is in a difficult economic situation, and international
financial institutions, EU countries and the United States allocate financial
assistance to our country” - Dastan Bekeshev Deputy Chairman of the
Parliamentary Committee on the Budget of Kyrgyzstan.

In Kazakhstan, European and American companies control from a
quarter to a half of gas production at the largest fields (Tengiz, Kashagan,
Karashyganak). The United States is the second largest investor in the
country’s economy after the Netherlands, implementing projects in the field
of engineering and energy [3].

A significant part of tax revenues to the treasury is brought by foreign
firms. In addition, Nur-Sultan clearly wants to become the main hub for the
supply of goods from the list of parallel imports to Russia. In case of falling
under sanctions, this will be impossible.

The Americans are actively providing military and humanitarian
assistance to Tajikistan. Western humanitarian organizations literally feed
the poorest sections of the population, supply the country with medicines
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and essential goods. A similar picture is in Uzbekistan.

In addition, Washington is seriously considering the possibility of
placing its military bases there. High-ranking American diplomats often
met with the elites and leadership of the Central Asian countries before, and
with the start of the military operation in Ukraine, they even made frequent
trips to the region. So, on May 23, Assistant Secretary of State for South
and Central Asian Affairs Donald Lu began his tour of the former Soviet
republics. Together with high-ranking officials of the Ministry of Defense,
he plans to visit Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan and Tajikistan. The
official agenda includes issues of economic cooperation and security.

Discussion

In fact, we are talking about attempts by American agents of influence
to saddle the foreign policy of the countries of Central Asia. This can lead
to serious complications.

The head of the Eurasian Analytical Club, political scientist Nikita
Mendkovich, believes that the main purpose of the trip will be to undermine
relations between these republics and Russia through the threat of secondary
sanctions. “This is not the first [since the beginning of the military operation]
American tour of the region. Less than a month ago, it was made by U.S.
Deputy Secretary of State Uzra Zeya. These countries are really under
strong American pressure right now,” Mendkovich said.

He explained that the partners’ refusal to publicly support Russia
during the hostilities was dictated by threats from Western countries
through diplomatic and lobbying channels. With the same circumstance,
the political scientist explains, the statements of individual officials about
their intention to comply with Western sanctions, as it was in Kazakhstan,
are connected. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the republic had to refute
these statements more than once.

But Washington, in addition to the economy, has other levers of
pressure on Central Asia. We are talking about interaction with radical groups
in the region and attempts to ignite social conflicts within the republics. In
particular, they include the situation in the Tajik Gorno-Badakhshan and
the aggravation on the Afghan border. There is no direct evidence of US
involvement in these incidents, however, as Mendkovich assures, the desire
of Western countries to take advantage of the turbulent situation here will
only grow. “Dushanbe is perceived in the US as pro-Russian,” the expert
explained.

Although diplomatic pressure on Russian allies has indeed become
systemic, this is not the only explanation for the indecision of the elites
in supporting the military operation. Intensification of economic upheavals
and social contradictions against the backdrop of the international crisis is
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probably also feared by ordinary citizens of the Central Asian republics.

39% of Kazakh citizens support Russian military operation in Ukraine
(according to DEMOSCOPE survey).

So, according to opinion polls in Kazakhstan, the majority of local
residents - 46 percent of respondents - are in favor of maintaining neutrality
in the conflict between Russia and Ukraine. At the same time, support for
Moscow’s actions also remains high - 39 percent. No more than 10 percent
of respondents are on the side of Kyiv [[4].

The authorities of other countries of Central Asia also express their
unwillingness to undermine the unity of citizens. In Kyrgyzstan and
Uzbekistan, the public display of unofficial symbols of support for the
Russian army - Z and V - was tacitly banned. Tashkent approached the
issue more delicately and, after the start of the conflict, banned drivers from
placing any political symbols on cars in principle. In Bishkek, the security
forces unofficially force drivers to remove such stickers, and they were
openly fined for displaying them at the Victory Day parade on May 9.

A similar practice was approved in Nur-Sultan. There, drivers with
Z and V symbols on their cars risk getting a fine of 15,000 tenge (about
3,500 rubles). The voices of the Central Asian countries are not heard on
international platforms either. When voting in the UN General Assembly,
both Kazakhstan, and Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan,
and Turkmenistan consistently abstained when voting on anti-Russian
resolutions after February 24.

At the same time, such decisions did not prevent the leadership of
Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan from agreeing on a series of rallies in defense
of Ukraine. At different times they were held in Alma-Ata and Bishkek,
although they soon disappeared. All the countries of Central Asia, with the
exception of Tajikistan, sent Ukraine multiple consignments of humanitarian
aid. The authorities decided not to support similar measures against
Donbass. In other words, the leadership of the former Soviet republics,
under the pretext of not wanting to incite ethnic hatred, decided to stop the
manifestation of pro-Russian sympathies in society, fearing both internal
strife and a negative reaction from outside.

It is unacceptable that external conflicts that have been and will be
used to incite interethnic hatred and form fault lines among our citizens -
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev

President of Kazakhstan.

Political scientist Nikita Mendkovich is sure that such demarches
from the allies are a consequence of the fears of individual diplomats and
politicians to fall under personal Western sanctions and lose assets abroad.
He believes that in such cases “we are talking about the microeconomic
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interests of individuals.” “This is the result of tough American influence.
Very tough threats of secondary sanctions, provocations of revolutions
follow... As far as I know, even the US representative in Kyrgyzstan during
closed negotiations did not hesitate to use threats against the president [for
approving Moscow’s actions],” the political scientist summed up.

Any country, before the start of hostilities, seeks to build a coalition
of the most loyal and politically closely connected states. In the case of the
Central Asian republics, some of which are allies of Russia in the CSTO
and the EAEU, this problem has not been fully resolved. Probably, in the
future, “work on the mistakes” will follow, but now Moscow cannot count
on the unambiguous support of the former Soviet republics. Nevertheless,
as often happens, the rhetoric of neighbors can change radically in the face
of success or failure at the front. Being with a winner is profitable and
honorable, and failures inevitably increase centrifugal tendencies. Whether
Russia’s closest friends will be able to break free from external pressure and
make an informed choice in this regard, we will find out pretty soon.

Economic difficulties

Anti-Russian sanctions have already affected the economies of
Moscow’s partners in the EAEU. The dependence of agriculture on imported
seeds and equipment has affected, supply chains have been disrupted, the
fall of the ruble reduces the income of exporters

So, Moody's experts in a report on how the restrictions imposed on
Moscow will affect the economies of the CIS countries (available to RBC),
among other things, predict an increase in unemployment and a decrease in
remittances from Russia (this is an important source of income for Central
Asian countries) . There are already problems with the transit of goods
from the CIS through Russia, which is especially sensitive for Kazakhstan.
Given the rising inflation, these problems will lead to a slowdown in GDP
growth throughout the post-Soviet space, concludes Moody's. Experts from
Renaissance Capital have already adjusted the forecasts for GDP growth
in 2022 for Russia’s partner countries: for Kazakhstan - from 5.3 to 3-4%,
Uzbekistan - from 6 to 4-5%, Armenia - from 5.5 up to 1-2%.

Logistical difficulties

The business of the countries of Central Asia, primarily Kazakhstan,
suffers largely because its logistics is tied to Russia. Kazakhstan exports most
of'its oil products through Russian ports, including the port of Novorossiysk.
Oil from Kazakhstan gets there through the Caspian oil pipeline: out of 1.5
million barrels. 91% of daily pumping through it is from Kazakhstan. In
total, Kazakhstan exports about 1.5 million barrels. in a day.

At the same time, many countries refuse to accept oil delivered from
Russian harbors, according to Reuters. The Ministry of Trade of Kazakhstan
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confirmed that “due to the introduction of a package of anti-Russian sanctions
and the absence of new mechanisms for determining the country of origin
of goods, there are facts of delays in a number of seaports of Kazakh cargo
transiting through Russia to the markets of the EU countries” [5].

Kazakh businessman, co-owner of Kusto Group, Kanat Kopbaev,
in his open letter to the business community of the country, described the
situation with the transit of Kazakh cargo through Russia as a “catastrophe”:
“I have been doing international business for 20 years, but I have never
seen anything like this in my life.” The authorities of Kazakhstan have
begun negotiations with Latvia to redirect the goods in Russia to the ports
of Latvia. In addition, a special “operational headquarters for responding to
problematic issues in the field of transport and logistics™ has been launched
under the government of Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan is more dependent on the Russian economy than other
Central Asian countries, says Temur Umarov, a Carnegie Moscow Center
researcher and expert on China and Central Asia. “Kazakhstan is included
in almost all integration projects of Russia. And the tenge is actually
pegged to the ruble. If you look at the chart of currency depreciation, we
will see an almost identical picture,” he says. Another effect of sanctions
against Russia is a blow to the technological development of Central
Asian countries, Umarov continues. “Most of their imports from Russia
are technological products, engineering goods,” he explains. - From
Russia they received agricultural products and components for existing
combines, machine tools and so on. But now, when Russia itself cannot
provide itself with these goods, naturally, it will not be able to export
them.”

WILL SANCTIONS AGAINST RUSSIA LEAD TO CHINA’S
DOMINATION?

Russia’s war in Ukraine is a disaster for Central Asia, writes the
American magazine Time. Anti-Russian sanctions against Russia could lead
to more global instability than politicians expected, and the West should
focus on Russian dependent and vulnerable economies such as Central Asia,
according to a publication written by Bradley Jardine, Kissinger Institute
Fellow at the Wilson Center and Director of Central Asian Studies at Oxus.
He notes that Central Asia is suffering from economic pressure on Moscow.

“Energy-rich Kazakhstan, which exports two-thirds of its oil reserves
through Russian ports, is failing to cope with international sanctions and is
burning critical foreign exchange reserves to support its national currency,
the tenge. These issues come at a challenging time for Kazakhstan, which
is working to restore investor confidence in the wake of the violent unrest
in January 2022.
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Conclusion.

The authorities of Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan are
preparing for high unemployment and budget deficits. Last year, 7.8 million
labor migrants went to Russia from these countries. Migrant remittances
account for 30 percent of Tajikistan’s gross domestic product, 25 percent of
Kyrgyzstan’s GDP, and 12 percent of Uzbekistan’s GDP.

Russia’s role in the region is still strong, but in the long run China
could push it out. Economically, Beijing is ahead of Russia. Central Asia’s
current trade with Russia is $18.6 billion, which is only two-thirds of the
region’s trade with China. As the author writes, the economic downturn in
Russia will lead to the loss of its position and will accelerate the process of
turning Beijing into a strategic partner in Central Asia.

China will become more assertive and domineering, taking advantage
of the growing power asymmetries between it and its neighbors. Beijing
already accounts for more than 40 percent of the public debt of Tajikistan
and Kyrgyzstan. The economic crisis could lead to new concessions to
China in exchange for debt relief.

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Annotation: The formation of the Shanghai Five at the end of the XX
century and its transformation into the Shanghai Cooperation Organization
at the beginning of the XXI century is an important event in international
relations. It created many opportunities for the development of foreign
international and economic relations for Central Asian states within
member states and also with dialogue partners. The development process
of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization began with the establishment
of confidence-building and the reduction of troops in the border areas of
China, Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan. In this regard, the
five countries signed agreements to establish mutual trust and reduce the
number of troops. The SCO is the successor to the Shanghai Five, which
was formed by the initiative of Kazakhstan between the People’s Republic
of China, Russia, and three Central Asian countries such as Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan. The main achievement of the Shanghai Five was
the signing of the Treaty on Deepening Military Trust in Border Regions.
But to date, only Turkmenistan and Kazakhstan among all the Central Asian
states have been able to resolve the issue of delimitation of land borders
with neighboring countries. The authors of the article state that the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization has been used as a tool for balancing power by
Russia and China over Central Asia. The geopolitical importance of Central
Asia is highly appreciated not only by these countries but also by others, for
example, the accession of Pakistan and India to the organization, and the
new member Iran and the interest of Turkey will serve as a vivid example.

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Basic provisions

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) is considered one
of the authoritative and promising interstate associations. By directing its
efforts to strengthen trust and good-neighborliness between the participating
countries, and promoting their practical cooperation in political, trade,
economic, and other fields, the SCO is a mechanism that preserves stability
in the region. However, the assessments of the results of the interaction
of the listed countries within the SCO vary significantly in Russia, China,
India, the USA, and the EU countries.

Introduction

Being in the “heart” of the continent, Central Asia is a kind of
“gateway” to a number of strategically important regions of Eurasia. In the
east are China and the countries of the Asia-Pacific region; in the south -
Afghanistan, the Middle East, and a number of other Islamic states; in the
west and north - the Caucasus, Turkey, Europe, and Russia. The balance of
power in the vast expanse of the planet will largely depend on the direction
in which the situation in the Central Asian states will develop. Any events
taking place in the countries of Central Asia will be reflected not only at
the regional level, but may also cause changes in the geopolitical balance
of forces on the entire Eurasian continent, which remains the axis of world
development.

The demise of the Soviet Union resulted in rising of the five independent
states in Central Asia as Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan,
and Turkmenistan. The independence of these states immediately got
admitted by United Nations and was accepted as member states [1]. All of
them were recognized as independent states but still needed their territories’
recognition. The current borders of Central Asian countries were drawn by
the Soviet Union and even changed several times. After getting independence
Central Asian countries faced territorial disputes with their neighbors. So,
they had to find a solution to get rid of any conflicts with neighbors.

Description of materials and methods

The publication is based on the study of existing works devoted to
creating and functioning the SCO in the modern world. It is analyzed the
interests of the actors in the political process in the Central Asian region.
Using the methods of political and economic analysis, the prospects for
the development of the SCO as an organization in stabilizing and sharing
the power balance between key players in the region. As the main research
methods, it was chosen comparative analysis and descriptive methods.
The methods used for identifying the details, along with correspondence
and differences in the national interests of the Russian Federation, China,
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India, and Pakistan within the framework of membership in the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization. Its assessment as a multidimensional organization
in the international space is given, and the possibilities of Russia and China
are predicted.

Results.

The SCO is the largest international community. The accession
of India and Pakistan to the ranks of full members of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) has turned this regional organization
into one of the largest in the world. Now the SCO members account for
44% of the world’s population, about 40 million square kilometers of the
earth’s surface (26.6%), and a combined GDP of $ 33 trillion. The SCO
is a kind of corridor linking the Asia-Pacific and Atlantic regions, South
Asia, and the Middle East. Among the SCO members, four States, that is,
half of the current membership, possess nuclear weapons. Approximately
15% of UNESCO cultural heritage sites are located on the territory of the
SCO member states. Thus, the SCO is an important player in Asia and the
international arena. Last year, Iran was also approved by the participants as
a member of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. The state will become
a full member in 2023 [2].

Further strengthening of strategic rivalry, elements of which are
already being manifested today in the Central Asian region, gives rise to
new contradictions, not on ideological, but on geopolitical and economic
grounds. In addition, according to several estimates, there are serious
reasons to consider the possibility of the region controlling the central part
of Eurasia in geopolitical terms, resource potential, and transport links in
geo-economic terms. Among the world regional powers that have had a
significant impact on the formation of the geopolitical situation in Central
Asia, the Russian Federation, the United States of America, the People’s
Republic of China, as well as Turkey, Iran, Pakistan, India, and the States of
the European Union stand out [3].

Discussion

After the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, the Soviet-Chinese
border turned into the borders between China and four new sovereign states —
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Russia, with which it was not slow
to establish diplomatic relations: on December 27, 1991, the governments of
China and Russia signed the “Protocol on Bilateral Relations™; On January
3, 1992, an agreement was signed with Kazakhstan, on January 4 with
Tajikistan, and on January 6 with Kyrgyzstan. At the end of October 1992,
a meeting of the joint delegation of the four states with the delegation of the
Government of the People’s Republic of China took place in Beijing. The
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parties confirmed their readiness to “resolve the border issues remaining
from history based on the previous Russian-Chinese border agreements
... . On October 24, 1992, documents were signed on the basic principles
of creating a topographic map of the terrain on the borders of China with
Russia (the western section), Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan.

On April 26, 1996, the first meeting of the leaders of Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, China, Russia, and Tajikistan was held in Shanghai to discuss
possible ways to resolve border issues between the PRC and the former
Soviet republics. As a result, the first joint document was signed, the
Agreement on Confidence-building in the Military Field in the Border
Area, which is known as the Shanghai Declaration. Since then, these five
have been called the Shanghai Five. At the meeting of the leaders of the
five countries in Shanghai, it was decided to hold annual meetings of the
Shanghai Five, which indicated the creation of a mechanism for regular
meetings and the beginning of its functioning. The mechanism of meetings
within the framework of the five participating countries was called the
Shanghai Five Forum (Summit).

The terrorist attack in Tashkent on February 16, 1999, which was
blamed on Islamic militants, and the ensuing invasion of the Kyrgyz region
of Batken by the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan led to the fact that
Uzbekistan closed its border and began the construction of a barbed wire
fence around long sections of its border with Kyrgyzstan in the Ferghana
Valley [4]. When the Shanghai Five was looking for a solution to territorial
disputes through peaceful ways, Uzbekistan had to close its borders
and, even fearing the penetration of Islamic extremists into the country,
Uzbekistan unilaterally mined the border with Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan.
At that time Uzbekistan, which borders all the countries of Central Asia, had
the largest and most well-equipped army in the region. The former leader
of the country did not take much bother in resolving border disputes. At
the summit of the heads of state of the Shanghai Five in 2000 in Dushanbe,
the capital of Tajikistan, a large-scale understanding of the establishment
of good neighborliness and peaceful cooperation in the XXI century was
adopted by the Dushanbe declaration. The President of Uzbekistan Islam
Karimov took part in this summit as an observer and announced his decision
to join the Shanghai Five [5].

On June 14-15, 2001, a meeting of the heads of six states of
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, China, Russia, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan,
which joined them, took place in Shanghai. The main outcome of the
summit was the transformation of the Shanghai Five into the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization, a new regional association that proclaimed as
its goals “strengthening mutual trust, friendship and good neighborliness
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maintaining and ensuring peace, security, and stability of the region”. The
accession of Uzbekistan meant the formal exit of the Shanghai process
beyond the issues related to the former Soviet-Chinese border. Uzbekistan
does not border with the People’s Republic of China, it is brought together by
completely different interests from the countries of the “five”. In particular,
he is interested in stabilizing the situation in Afghanistan and eliminating
terrorist bases there, since it was the territory of Uzbekistan that the Taliban
movement, which previously controlled most of Afghanistan, threatened
many times to make the next arena of the struggle for the purity of Islam.

The Declaration on the Establishment of the SCO adopted at the
summit reflected the fundamental guidelines for building the organization
as multidisciplinary cooperation of the member states in various areas of
mutual interest. For the first time, the issues of establishing multilateral
economic cooperation and creating mechanisms for cooperation in the
humanitarian sphere, education, culture, and science were put on the agenda.
The impetus for the cooperation of the SCO members in the economic
dimension was given at the meeting of the heads of government of the
Shanghai Organization member countries in September 2001 [6].

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization signed the “Charter of the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization” on June 7, 2002, in St. Petersburg. The
charter defines the main goals and objectives of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization. Strengthening mutual trust and good-neighborliness among
the member states of the organization; developing multidisciplinary
cooperation, protecting and strengthening regional security and stability,
promoting the establishment of a new democratic, just, rational international
political and economic order; a common blow to terrorism, separatism,
and extremism, the sale of illegal drugs, weapons, international criminal
cases, illegal migration; promotion of effective regional cooperation in
political, trade and economic, State defense, law, ecology, culture, science
and technology, education, energy, transport and communication, financial
lending and other areas of interest. Since the establishment of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization, many important documents have been signed to
develop economic cooperation between the organization’s member states.

Russia’s Role in Central Asia within the framework of the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization.

From the Russian side, Central Asia does not begin immediately but
seems to gradually manifest its features in the landscape, the appearance
of cities, and the national and religious composition of the population
long before the traveler crosses the state border. The line of formal contact
between Russia and the Central Asian states is man-made, the existence of
which is ensured by the goodwill of states and does not rely on such natural
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boundaries as mountain ranges, large rivers, or seas. In fact, Russia and
Central Asia are a common space, which determines and will determine
the nature and content of relations between states. In such geographical
conditions, traditional forms of power interaction between powers acquire a
special specificity that distinguishes them from relations between countries
separated by natural barriers [6].

Central Asia has not been a priority of Russian foreign policy for most
of the post-Soviet period. However, this situation is changing at the moment.
The new situation in the region and beyond increases Moscow’s interest
in it. Central Asia is becoming an essential element for the realization of
President Putin’s goal of giving Russia a leading role in the geopolitical
center of Eurasia in order to turn it into an “independent” pole of global
power along with the United States and China. Having no serious intention
of reviving the USSR, the Kremlin nevertheless seeks to secure for itself the
primary right to influence the affairs of the former Soviet republics.

Today the Russian Federation and the countries of Central Asia are
undergoing another test of partnership. According to the results of the
meeting in the Central Asia—Russia format, which took place in Astana,
the countries of the region confirmed their readiness to develop relations,
but they demand more respect for themselves. The most interesting was the
theses on the creation of new trans-Eurasian corridors and the restoration of
the regional unified energy system. After the European direction for Russia
was closed, Moscow turned to Central Asia. In part, this appeal is forced.

China’s interests in Central Asia

In order to identify China’s interests in Central Asia and show them in
a comparative version, the “problem tree” analysis method was used. Based
on this analysis, China’s interests were grouped as follows.

1) geopolitical: location in the center of Eurasia, increases the strategic
importance of the region for China; the spread of China’s influence in the
region;

2)economic: the three most priority areas: foreign trade-economic
cooperation of the countries; investment activity — the possibility of
influencing the economy of Central Asian countries (such areas as oil,
mining, chemical, telecommunications, and transport infrastructure); use of
the transit potential of the region;

3) resource: rich natural energy resources;

4) military: preventing the possibility of creating military blocs
against China;

5) fight against terrorism and extremism: elimination of terrorist
activity and extremist groups capable of causing negative manifestations
in the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region. In this case, the problem areas

are considered: Afghanistan — the strengthening of the Taliban movement;
Tajikistan — the presence and influence of the Islamic factor; Uzbekistan
and Kyrgyzstan — the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan (IMU) and the
Hizb-ut-Tahrir movement, which sets as its goals the creation of a Caliphate
stretching from Mongolia to the shores of the Caspian Sea. This scheme
also includes the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region;

6) interests of third countries: interests of the USA; interests of Russia [5].

7) Territorial: border security - Western Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous
Region

Why did India and Pakistan join the SCO?

It was a historic day for the SCO when two nuclear powers joined
the organization at once. And besides, this is the first expansion of the line-
up. The interests of both India and Pakistan in participating in the SCO are
almost identical. Both countries need energy supplies from Central Asia. As
for India, in general, Central Asia is of strategic interest to this state, because
there is both a historical and a modern aspect here — for example, India has
a Connect to Central Asia program — a foreign policy initiative, and it is not
being implemented today. India views the region from the point of view of
economic interests. But today the contacts remain rather weak [7].

Pakistan’s advantageous geopolitical position is a key factor in the
development of mutually beneficial relations between the countries of
Central Asia and Pakistan. Thus, the Pakistani seaports of Gwadar and
Karachi open up the possibility of access to the sea for the states of the
region. Bilateral relations between Pakistan and Central Asia are based on
the realization of strategic and economic interests. In particular, Islamabad
considers the countries of Central Asia as strategic partners in contradictions
with India and as the main source of energy resources, since Pakistan does
not have enough energy resources and is looking for alternative ways to
obtain them. In this regard, Pakistan tirelessly strives to create, maintain
and strengthen security in Afghanistan, aimed at reaching Central Asia to
activate all types of relations with them [8].

Iran’s quest for Central Asia

Iran’s desire for functional cooperation, especially in the field of
transport and transit, as well as energy development, was largely welcomed
by the countries of Central Asia and the Caspian Sea, even though they sought
similar cooperation with competing actors such as the European Union
(EU) and Turkey, whose approach, in turn, It was aimed at undermining the
influence of Iran and Russia.

Iran’s geo-economic strategy was to offer stable and competitive
routes connecting its landlocked neighbors in Central Asia with international
markets in Europe and Asia.
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Iran and Russia support dialogue and cooperation between the countries
of the region on various issues from the Caspian Sea to Afghanistan and
terrorism, and also share membership in a number of multilateral regional
groupings. Their geo-economic and geopolitical concept of Eurasia is based
on the development of communication and security cooperation between
the states of the region and the exclusion of non-regional players [2].

The power balance in the region

The latest events in Kazakhstan may probably be the most important
from the point of view of the regional security system of Central Asia,
which reflects the balance of power in the region with the participation of
both regional and extra-regional actors.

There are no international intergovernmental organizations in Central
Asia that include only the countries of the region. The mechanism of
Consultative Meetings of the leaders of the Central Asian countries is not
yet an institutionalized attempt to establish such cooperation.

Among the international organizations forming the architecture of
regional security, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) and the
Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO) stand out.

Established in 2001, the SCO included China, Russia, Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan, and in 2017 India and Pakistan
joined it. The SCO Summit serves as a symbolic platform for leaders
who seek to deepen their partnership and express opposition to the West.
Xi Jinping wants to emphasize his dominance abroad after consolidating
power ahead of an important congress of the Communist Party of China.
The congress, at which he is expected to receive a third term as leader, is
scheduled for October [9].

The reasons for this meeting are very different for each of the parties,
but ultimately, we are talking about optics. Putin wants to show the West
that he is not isolated and he still has friends in Asia. For Xi, it is important
to show that he is a key influencer and as respected a leader around the
world as he is at home.

Conclusion.

Being neither an economic nor a military bloc, the SCO was originally
conceived as a forum through which China and Russia could manage their
common powers in Eurasia and improve relations with their neighbors. But
the war in Ukraine has thrown this strategy out of balance. The consequences
of the invasion led to a reduction in Russia’s economy, deterioration of its
relations with its neighbors, and weakening of its influence. At the same time,
Moscow is becoming increasingly dependent on China both economically
and politically. During the meeting in Samarkand, Putin showed respect for
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Xi Jinping, saying that he respects Beijing’s “balanced position” on the war
in Ukraine, supports the one-China policy, and opposes “provocations” by
the United States in the Taiwan Strait.

For years, many analysts have warned that the balance of relations
between Beijing and Moscow may increasingly shift in favor of China,
which will lead to Russia becoming a junior partner in any future dynamics.
Previously, the relationship between (Xi Jinping and Putin) was much more
equal. Now there is no doubt that the balance of power between them has
changed. This is a trend that has been observed for some time, and this
meeting is another confirmation of it. But we must not forget that there are
still other members of the organization and players outside such as Turkey,
the European Union, and the United States who are waiting for their turn.

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Annotation. This article gives an analysis of American foreign policy
elite’ activity on the sample of Obama, Trump and Biden’s policy in Middle
East. Nowadays, we are facing a serious challenges in geopolitical system
in terms global criss under pandemic situation and multi conflictual cases.
In this sense, it is questionable to say that American primacy is stable.
Many American experts believe that the US State Department needs large-
scale reforms in order to become a toolkit, not a propaganda mouthpiece in
foreign policy. The future of American foreign policy towards the Middle
East region will depend on whether Washington can work out a balanced
position that will allow them to remain one of the guarantors of stability and
the solution of crisis problems.

Key words: foreign policy, elite, American policy, Middle East,
region, geopolitical challenges, strategy, solutions.

Basic provisions. By his actions, Biden formalizes and completes the
process that has been going on in US foreign policy for more than a decade.
The fact that the two wars started by Bush Jr. - the Iraqi and the Afghan
ones - must be ended was first mentioned by Barack Obama. The agreement
with the Taliban, which provided for the complete withdrawal of US troops
from Afghanistan in 2021, was signed by Donald Trump. Both Obama and
Trump have tried, albeit in different ways, to divert Washington’s attention
to America’s domestic problems.

This change in American foreign policy should not be illusory.
Despite all the delays and mistakes in the last stages, leaving Afghanistan
was a strategically correct decision. And of course, it does not mean that the
United States has lost its status as a global superpower - American influence
in the world just continues to slowly decline. It does not mean the departure
and collapse of the system of American alliances.

Introduction. US Assistant Secretary of State for the Middle East
David Schenker at a video seminar at the Washington Institute for the
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Middle East impressed many with his political frankness. He believes that “a
gross political blunder of the administration of former US President Barack
Obama allowed Russia to consolidate its position in Syria and the Middle
East.” According to him, “the Obama administration, at its own peril and
risk, welcomed the arrival of Russia in Syria, thinking that this would put
Moscow in a difficult position, and Russia turned the tide of the war, and
the Assad regime remains there to this day [1, p.15]. On March 9, 2017,
the American University of Iraq in Sulaymaniyah hosted the American
philosopher and political scientist F. Fukuyama at a forum dedicated to
the future of the region in the post-IS period. During his dialogue with the
former Deputy Prime Minister of Iraq and the founder of the American
University of Iraq, Barham Salih, it became clear that F. Fukuyama visited
Iraq for the first time. At the beginning of the conversation, a discussion
about the famous “end of history” unfolded. Fukuyama determined that
“the end of history” did not mean that events stopped happening. The main
point of his concept was the ways of development and modernization of
societies. In other words, is there any alternative to a liberal political order
with a market-oriented economy? According to F. Fukuyama, with some
assumptions there is only one alternative - an authoritarian and capitalist
regime in China. Nevertheless, returning to the early works of F. Fukuyama,
it is worth remembering that for him there is no other promising idea of a
global scale, except for the concept of liberal democracy [2].

Description of materials and methods. This article examines and
studies the positions of America’s foreign policy elite, namely the positions
of the former and current President in matters of burning topics in the system
of international relations. The concept of US Foreign Policy, the Charters
of international organizations, the opinions of the expert community were
studied, the opinion of the famous F. Fukuyama was analyzed, based on his
comparative analysis after the end of the Cold War and the problems of the
present. The following methods were also used: content analysis, historical,
structural-functional, forecasting method, systemic.

Results. Speaking at the forum, F. Fukuyama noted the difference
between the current state of affairs in the world and the 1990s. - the period of
the third wave of democratization. Despite the fact that the 1990s. They saw it
positively in the context of the spread of democracy, nevertheless, even then the
main problem was its “quality”. Ultimately, this led to some deviation towards
certain forms of an authoritarian state, which, according to F. Fukuyama, is
observed in states such as Russia, Turkey and, more recently, even in the
United States. F. Fukuyama also suggested that the Middle East is at the stage
at which Europe was in the 19th century. The region is undergoing a process
of urbanization and technological development. All this is accompanied
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by a lack of awareness of one’s identity. Today, this process in the Middle
East is “invaded” by Islamism, including radical Islamism, which convinces
people that they are part of the ummah from China to Europe. Discussants
could not ignore the issue of the war in Iraq in 2003. F. Fukuyama’s pre-
war position, which was expressed in the need to overthrow S. Hussein, as
well as his criticism of the actions of the American administration during and
after the war, are well known [1]. Another thing is noteworthy: at the forum
in Sulaymaniyah, Francis Fukuyama again admitted that the main issue that
worried him even before the invasion of Iraq was state building, which he
pays special attention to in his works. He understood that in the event of
the overthrow of Saddam Hussein’s regime, the United States would become
responsible for what is happening in Iraq. And in this context, the researcher
noted the unwillingness of the United States to invest in the creation of a
democratic Iraq, or at least an Iraqi state as such. The latter is also important
for the fight against terrorism, since it is impossible to fight this phenomenon
without the state. Later, in his speech, F. Fukuyama emphasized that in the
fight against terrorism, the state needs to attract the population to its side,
since it is an impossible task to win the war against terrorism in conditions
when terrorists are assisted by ordinary citizens.

F. Fukuyama identified three important components of political
development. The first is the state itself, that is, a monopoly on power
and violence. By this he understands not only the need to resolve security
issues, but also to provide services to the population. The second is the
rule of law, which limits the ruler. The third is some form of democratic
accountability. Regarding the last point, there are no differences in the
positions of F. Fukuyama and the majority of Western political scientists.
They believe that countries such as Afghanistan and Iraq hold elections quite
smoothly, as a result of which legitimate rulers come to power. Problems,
in their opinion, arise during the construction of institutions. And here, for
F. Fukuyama, the issue of corruption comes first in relation to the issue of
democracy itself. However, let us assume that in the conditions of foreign
occupation and the incompetent implementation of the decisions taken by
the occupiers themselves, firstly, the legitimate power a priori cannot be
elected, and secondly, the previous government will in every possible way
strive to regain what was lost, while the need to participate in public life will
force entire groups of the marginalized population to resort to corruption
schemes. Speaking about corruption, it should be noted that the occupiers
themselves not only create the necessary conditions for it, but also directly
participate in it and benefit for themselves [2].

F. Fukuyama did not forget about Russia either. Let’s dwell on two
important points of the political scientist’s speech. He sees no problem in
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the fact that Russia is not a democratic state. The main problem in Russia,
according to F. Fukuyama, is the patrimonial type of state, nepotism,
nepotism and cronyism. He believes that political leaders are incapable of
serving the broad public interest, while such a political elite is engaged in
the consumption of resources for their own enrichment.

Indeed, the appearance of the Russian military in Syria in September
2015 and their participation in hostilities against various terrorist groups
on the side of government forces and pro-government paramilitary groups
was not a secret for the United States and Israel. The administration of US
President Barack Obama understood perfectly well that the Russian military
for the first time in post-Soviet history took part in hostilities outside the
former USSR, and this would seriously change the situation in the Middle
East. But, according to the American edition of Politico, “there was also the
expectation that Russia would get bogged down in the” Syrian swamp|3,
p.58] “this would hamper its activity in the Ukrainian direction.” American
strategists entered Syria and Ukraine into one operation. In these two
countries, Russia was supposed to pursue a policy “aimed at destruction and
destabilization,” while the United States and its Western partners wanted
to act as intermediaries to “resolve those crises” that Moscow allegedly
“provoked”.

Another major move that Obama took and which many conspiracy
theorists called a “constructed trap” was the adoption, together with the
permanent members of the UN Security Council and Germany, of a nuclear
agreement with Iran. The main condition: Tehran renounces nuclear weapons
in exchange for the West’s abandonment of the sanctions regime. And a
geopolitical achievement: in the Middle East, an Iranian project is being put
on the scene, which was opposed to the neo-Ottoman doctrine promoted
by Turkey [4, p.78]. Before that, Ankara was dragged into the so-called
“Arab spring”, dragged into the Syrian crisis, which seriously actualized the
Kurdish problem in the region. “My hope is that we can continue talking
with Iran to encourage it to behave differently in the region,” Obama said.
“Be less aggressive, less hostile and more cooperative.” By that time,
according to the American magazine Atlantic, “Obama was disappointed
with his collaboration with Turkish leader Recep Tayyip Erdogan, whom he
called a” loser and authoritarian leader. “

At the same time, Obama developed rather strained relations with the
Saudi Arabian authorities and Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu,
who, in his opinion, sought to use the American resource in the region
primarily “exclusively in their geopolitical interests,” and Washington “lacks
in the Middle East of a few smart autocrats. “ No matter how one treats and
evaluates the designated subjects in Obama’s policy in the Middle East, the
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State Department and the White House apparatus of that time worked with
a serious intellectual and analytical load [5, p.133]. According to Trump’s
arrival in the White House, the situation both in the Middle East in general
and in Syria in particular has become extremely “confusing” for American
politicians, especially after the US withdrawn from the nuclear agreement
with Iran. For Washington, the “center of the war” began to constantly shift
- now from Syria to Iraq, then back, then theoretically the “Iranian front”
emerged.

At the same time, Russia has successfully built relations with
traditional American partners: it has strengthened Turkey’s cooperation in
the economy, defense and nuclear energy, strengthened its dialogue with
Egypt, and began to coordinate energy policy with Saudi Arabia. “For 45
years it has been a cornerstone of American policy to keep Russia out of the
Middle East,” Schenker says. “Now there is no such thing.” The intrigue is
precisely that the State Department began to talk about the loss of influence in
the Middle East at the time of the US immersion in protest riots, the rampage
of the coronavirus pandemic, which are perceived by many countries in the
region as “symbols of the collapse of the United States as a world empire.
“ Now, says Schenker, “the countries of the Middle East must make some
kind of choice between the US, Russia and China.” But the Israeli edition
of The Jerusalem Post suggests that Iran and Turkey will need to be added
to this list, which for their own reasons will celebrate the collapse of the
United States as part of an unjust world order. But is the Middle East really
interested in the American disappearance? This is a rhetorical question.
According to the American publication Foreign Affairs, there are regional
leaders who fear the emergence of chaos after the US withdraws, distance
from international cooperation and the possibility of a peaceful settlement of
differences wouldn’t it be easier to determine otherwise the correspondence
between American aspirations and their real capabilities, turning diplomacy,
not the army, into a powerful instrument, but without such diplomats as
Schenker? It is no coincidence that many American experts believe that the
State Department needs large-scale reforms in order to become a toolkit
[6, p.136], not a propaganda mouthpiece in foreign policy. The American
political leadership has a variety of other non-military means at its disposal
to save the day. But they will not be enough to overcome the upcoming
challenges if the United States abandons the radical restructuring of its
policy in the Middle East, creates new, more economical and less risky
opportunities for realizing its interests in this region.

Discussion. The president-elect of the United States, Joe Biden,
clearly demonstrates that he is not only a team player who has already
defined the contours of his future administration, but that the entire United
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States will return to the bosom of the “team”, playing as part of a long
trajectory. regional alliances, under his leadership. In the case of Syria, J.
Biden and his designated secretary of state Anthony Blinken and national
security adviser Jake Sullivan also take a clear position: The United States
must maintain its presence in the east of the Euphrates to support local
partners in their It fights against the resurgence of IS (the organization is
recognized as a terrorist, its activities are prohibited on the territory of the
Russian Federation) and must continue to seek real political concessions
from Bashar al-Assad. However, it is precisely the commitment to reactivate
support for partners in the Middle East that is on the Syrian record that
factor that complicates the search for a solution to the Syrian dilemma: most
of them have different positions in the conflict. They are not interested in
deepening, but in weakening the contradictions with Washington on a wide
range of issues, which may lead to new commitments on the SAR, but not
necessarily those that Damascus and Moscow have [7].

There is a widespread view in the community of experts and the
media that the United States under President J. Biden will not spend all
political capital on the Syrian docket, despite the continued small presence
of the US military and the contractors in the RAE, but will be busy repairing
relationships with allies and more global agreements. In addition, Joe Biden
also has a desire to optimize his presence in the Middle East, demilitarize
foreign policy, and bring the “overwhelming majority” of American troops
home, but not in such a grotesque way as D. Trump’s: it only caused new
crises. True, it should be noted that the task of reinvigorating diplomacy and
strengthening multilateral alliances will require Biden’s team to extensively
review D. Trump’s decisions and, as a consequence, actively engage in
the Middle East, where various avenues have sufficient intersections. For
example, the echoes of a prolonged political storm in Lebanon are directly
audible in the SAR and affect the devaluation of the Syrian pound. Iraq,
which has halted its political life in anticipation of parliamentary elections,
is in principle not opposed to providing a transit route for the supply of
Syrian goods to the Persian Gulf, circumventing sanctions. The problem
of the Palestinians, which has finally exacerbated D. Trump, “straddling”
the objective process of normalization of Israel’s relations with the Arab
countries, also has a Syrian dimension due to the ongoing contacts of
Damascus with the factions. of the enclave under the supervision of
Iran. And the need to adjust relations with Turkey, which, according to
Washington, violated NATO solidarity with the acquisition of the S-400
air defense system, rests on the need to support Ankara’s policy in Idlib
and resolve the issue of the participation of Kurdish factions. in political
negotiations. This last problem during the presidency of D. Trump was also
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complicated by the fact that, due to the misguided behavior of the owner of
the White House, the development of politics in the Syrian leadership fell on
the shoulders of the military, not the politicians. Thus, hypothetically, Biden
will have a fairly wide range of instruments of pressure on Syria, in which
an open-ended conflict will work for Washington’s position, and not for
Damascus’s allies, who previously, without encountering much resistance,
considered this model as a scenario of “progressive integration” Syria back
to the Arab world [8].

Joe Biden’s counterterrorism strategy is backed by more than five
years of experience working with the Syrian Democratic Forces (SDF).
Although it is not without its shortcomings due to the prevalence of the
Kurdish component in the alliance, it once again demonstrated the advantage
of the “tactical advantage” approach (giving partners the opportunity to
overcome local threats while solving their own problems. Biden has also
said more than once that US actions should focus on ensuring that al-Qaeda
remnants (the organization was outlawed, its activities are prohibited on the
territory of the Russian Federation) and the state Islamic could not restore
themselves. Combined with the optimization of the US presence in Iraq,
it is hardly possible to withdraw troops while maintaining the support of
local allies from the air, although such a scenario is still being discussed
in the American community of experts [9].The strategy of “quasi-Syrian
surveillance” from bases in Jordan, Iraq, etc. it is impossible without a
presence on the ground that, with minimal effort, claims to restrict access
to the region: in the event of troop withdrawal, the United States, even with
its dominance in the air, is unlikely to receive unhindered access to Syrian
airspace. Judging by the general dynamics on the ground, interested players
perceive Donald Trump’s lame duck period as a time to improve their
positions. Getting more exchange options is the best option in conditions in
which the team of the new head of the White House has already made it clear
that dialogue with B. Assad is impossible, and the promotion of a decorative
political process under the guise of royal will not be recognized. For example,
Tehran has high hopes that Joe Biden’s presidency will initiate a new stage
of dialogue with Washington and even the renewal of the 2015 nuclear deal.

At the same time, Iranians cannot help but understand that the revision
of the deal will have to include some kind of guarantee of an Iranian
intervention at least not as prominent in Syrian politics. In this context,
Iran has cautiously increased its bets in recent months, intensifying, for
example, the recruitment of Syrians into the units of the Shiite International
in the Trans-Euphrates region; in general, you are doing what you can
refuse under certain conditions. At the same time, Tehran has a sufficient
amount of assets for any exchange: over the years, it has formed a multi-
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level presence in Syria, which is expressed not only in the strengthening of
the 4th mechanized division under the leadership of the president’s brother.
Maher Assad and the Republican Guard and pro-Iranian brigades rooted
in them, but also in the implementation of important long-term economic
projects such as the construction of power plants with a transmission
network in various provinces of Syria.

Moscow seems to have also decided to abandon the “strategic pause”
in eastern Syria, caused not so much by its involvement in Operation White
Desert to combat IS sabotage groups (actually began with the death of the
Russians on 18 August), because of the desire not to be associated with the
subversion of Syrian intelligence in territories under the control of AANES
(Autonomous Administration of Northeast Syria). Despite the periodic “en
route” races of the Russian and American patrols, obviously the hiatus in
the last half of the year was due to the fact that Moscow did not want to
be associated with a player trying to undermine semi-autonomy in Trans.
-Euphrates, to once again act as a mediator and become a beneficiary in
a more favorable market environment. However, in the near future, most
likely, formally as part of the continuation of the next stage of the operation,
the presence of the Russian army will be expanded for the group formed
of Syrian troops ‘“Zaevfratye”, especially since the militants ISIS also
increased its activity, and this led to the establishment of a curfew in several
areas of the M20 motorway. Interesting and active, deployed in recent
months in the Trans-Euphrates under the direction of AANES. Laconically,
it can be described as a consolidation of forces with the prospect of uniting
the Northwest and Northeast delegations, but with an open opportunity for
compromise [10].

This process is important as it is Joe Biden who is reasonably expected
to revive the so-called Kurdish-Kurdish dialogue, between representatives
of the Kurdish National Council (KNC), interacting with Turkey and
gravitating towards the Iraqi Barzani clan and the parties of the Kurdish
National Unity, a structure that joined in May 2020 d. in Qamishli, 25
Kurdish political organizations and movements, including the Democratic
Union. Formally, the parties reached an agreement on the formation of
the 40-person Kurdish supreme bargaining body, but it has not yet been
included in the political formula with many disagreements on the form of
relations with the Kurdistan Workers’ Party. Here the United States and
Turkey, despite all their differences, can still find a common denominator.
For example, if Turkey’s political leadership supports the initiatives of its
own special services, in particular the National Intelligence Organization
(MIT), targeting a restricted division of powers between the two conditional
blocs: the KNS and the Democratic Union, and Washington will strengthen
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the further process of limiting the influence of the PKK in eastern Syria,
that is, it will contribute to a decrease in the proportion of non-Syrian
fighters in Kurdish units and will convince the Syrians, if not to completely
abandon their affiliation with the government match, but at least get rid of
the corresponding symbols [11].

The conference of the political wing of the SDF - the Syrian
Democratic Council (SDC) - held at the end of November 2020, after 13
public consultations, drew attention not only because of AANES ‘attempt
to legitimize itself once again and announce reforms, but He also intervened
in the event together with the real opposition of the representatives of the
Cairo and Moscow platforms. In January 2016, Moscow tried to include
the SDC in Qadri Jamil’s “Moscow group” (then members of the “Riyadh
group” spoke out against the representatives of the Kurds on the Cairo
platform), but in the end, At that time, the co-president of the Democratic
Union Saleh Muslim, who arrived in the Swiss capital, did not enter into
negotiations due to pressure from Ankara. At the beginning of 2020, the
news station reported on the possibility of including the SDC in the Cairo
platform to work on the Constitutional Committee, and on August 31, after
the visit of the SDC head, Ilham Ahmed and Kadri Jamil to the Russian
Federation and the signing of a memorandum of understanding between
them, again in Moscow. Obviously, Moscow is trying to win over as
many ethno-denominational groups as possible from the Trans-Euphrates
territory. In general, it was thanks to the invitation in January 2018 to the
National Dialogue Congress in Sochi of the decorative Council of Sheikhs
of the tribes of northeastern Syria, who defected to the side of B. Assad and
Iran, representatives of tribes like Nawaf. al-Bashir and Mamduh al-Fadaus,
mediated by Ahmad Jarba Russia now appeals with the thesis that all ethnic
groups and confessions of the SAR are involved in the political process
and the work of the Constitutional Committee. However, due to opposition
from Damascus, which prevented the start of works on this structure and
cannot seriously accept even a decorative opposition in the system, any
serious changes to the Constitution and the regime are extremely doubtful.
Furthermore, after the exacerbation of the situation in Idlib in February-
March, Ankara, in one way or another, takes into account attempts to
balance the Russian Federation between Turkey and its regional opponents,
who, incidentally, tried to reduce the Turkish influence in the opposition
Committee group. The introduction of the “Caesar Law” strengthened the
negotiating position of the SDF alliance, in the hands of which not only oil
is concentrated, but also the main cereal crops. Damascus allies cannot base
their Syrian policy on the possible withdrawal of the United States; This
covers up all the flaws in the management model of the territories controlled
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by the SDF and complicates relations with the tribes, and even more so
with the Kurds, who for various reasons are quite skeptical about Moscow’s
multi-vector policy, perceiving it as an attempt. of “sitting in two chairs”.
Russia’s proposal to the tribes for an agreement along the lines of “Southwest
reconciliation” and the expectation that US control over northeastern Syria
will be weakened due to factional differences is not justified [12].

Representatives from Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates and
Egypt have visited SDF-controlled territory on several occasions. But due
to the turbulence of Donald Trump’s position on Syria, these contacts, along
with Abu Dhabi and Cairo’s official relations with Damascus, were not
perceived as support for the “alternative Syria”, but as a goal for a Complex
political architecture along the Line of the Damascus regions. The arrival
of J. Biden is likely to change the situation: given the possible sanctions
for cooperation with Damascus and Turkey’s participation in one of the
schemes for the sale of Syrian oil through Iraqi Kurdistan, the United Arab
Emirates, Arabia Saudi and Europe, may well provide a certain guarantee
of the continued strengthening of the Arab component in it (even in the
case of a negative scenario, the withdrawal of the United States from these
regions). Interestingly, this may affect the reduction of tensions in Turkey,
Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates in their struggle to influence the
opposition in the Constitutional Committee and affect the latter’s support
for the Turkish buffer zones: it is unlikely that these territories affect the
balance of power in the regional rivalry, but they can lay the groundwork for
special services negotiations to protect the Sunni population.

Obviously, this will bring additional problems to Moscow, but with
one caveat: increased pressure will not only create the need for even greater
involvement in the Syrian conflict for crisis management, but will also
increase the capacity of the Russian Federation to carry out maneuvers
in the country. Syria’s intra-elite alignment: Such a situation will start the
reform process even if the obvious resistance lasts to the B. Assad regime.
Hypothetically, Moscow could operate in the east of the SAR and even offer
the West an option in which its activities could be excluded from “Caesar’s
law”. In other words, not promoting the direct sale of energy resources to
the regime through the Qatari brothers themselves, concentrating funds in
“gray areas” with limited influence from the regime and thus stimulating
the reconstruction of Syria. At the same time, there is an understanding
among regional actors that, first of all, Moscow, by playing combinations,
has always taken a position aimed at further legitimation of the B. Assad
regime. And secondly, Russia is interested in using the SAR to expand its
influence in Africa and the Middle East, so it uses crises itself to advance
its interests, but at the same time there are doubts that there is consensus:
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when and in what measure. It is worth supporting specific political leaders
and ethno-denominational groups [13].

Conclusion. In conclusion, as for US allies in regions that are not
considered vital to US interests, they should learn that US support is
conditional on those interests and other factors. In fact, this is nothing
new - any leader in the Middle East will tell you that. Although for now,
Washington assures that it will support its partners in the high-risk zone in
every possible way, such as Ukraine and Taiwan. The option of transition
to isolationism in the United States is not considered. With all the focus
on domestic issues, global dominance, or at least primacy, has become an
integral part of the US national identity. Liberal-democratic ideology will
also continue to be the main driving force behind American foreign policy.

The US will not become a “normal” country that simply follows the
rules of realpolitik. Rather, Washington will use values as a tool to rally
allies and fight adversaries. It is to the advantage of the White House that
Russia and China are considered malicious countries not only by the entire
foreign policy elite of America itself, but also by American allies, most of
whom have enough of their own fears about Moscow or Beijing. In general,
the Biden Doctrine implies the rejection of commitments that Washington
no longer considers promising or even feasible. The US is redirecting
more resources to domestic problems, trying to rally the collective West
around it, and stressing that China and Russia are its main adversaries.
The most important of these elements is internal. Both the success of the
Biden administration and the very future of the United States will depend
on rebuilding America, not Afghanistan. It is necessary to mention in this
country something more than a military enemy and have an ally and partner
in solving the most urgent and difficult problems, such as the coronavirus
pandemic. The future of American foreign policy towards the Middle East
region will depend on whether the United States can develop a balanced
position that will allow it to remain one of the guarantors of stability and
resolution of crisis problems.

Examples are also given of how the «hybrid war» is aimed not only at
replacing the «chips of the Bulgariansy, but also at creating a new political
discourse.
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Basic provisions

William Nemeth

One of the first authors to use the term was William Nemeth in his
work ‘Future war and Chechnya: A case of hybrid warfare’. He looks for
explanation of the hybrid behavior of developing states and finds it in the
great differences in technological sophistication and rejection of Western
models of social development: ‘today while the developed world moves
toward increasing technological sophistication and societal integration, the
developing world has little chance of even attaining the current level of
western technological sophistication. A result is that the developing world
is not only retrenching from the state system, which was imposed on it as
a product of decolonization, but also rejecting western social development’
[1]. This raises the question how the developing societies, called by him
‘hybrid’, and their military forces will interact with the Western states [1].

Introduction.

The main characteristics of hybrid societies are as follows: they might
appear anarchic and unjust when viewed from outside through Western
lenses, but they are not anarchic at all, because are guided by specific
traditional norms and customs, some of which might be based on religion,
others on traditional practices; war is accepted as normal in most hybrid
societies, unlike in the West. They practice forms of pre-state warfare
which recognizes few of the modern limitations of war there is often no
distinction between combatants and non-combatants, kidnapping takes
place, massacres occur. Hybrid societies resort on the international laws of
war reject it completely, to either justify their actions or as it does not apply
to them, because it is Christian or Western; despite their rejection of Western
values and technological advancements institutions, they manage to exploit
them very well when this suits their needs. These societies decide which
aspects of the modernity they want to include in their lives. In consequence,
they often have modern institutions needed to communicate with other
modern states; the decentralized and clan-based hybrid societies are likely
to come up with similar form of military organization, which is hard to
understand and may place Western forces at disadvantage combatting it;
the hybrid force produced by hybrid societies have strengths which are
considered different than the traditional concept of military strengths. They
include strong believe in their ideas, charismatic leader, decentralized
tactics, and ability to absorb high level of punishment without breaking; in
strictly military aspects, hybrid forces demonstrated their ability effectively
to use Western technology beyond the intended parameters to fit specific
needs (for example RPGs are used as rocket mortars rather than anti-tank
weapons.) The Western way is the opposite new system is developed to fit
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specific requirements. Operationally, hybrid military forces are superior to
Western forces within their limited operational spectrum.

Nemeth relates his theory with Lind’s stating that hybrid societies
are violent by themselves. His work is based on the example of Chechens,
but this is the case of many other societies, especially in the Middle East,
Northern Africa and Central Asia. Nemeth seems to develop a model, which
fits very well the situation of the Islamic societies - Chechens, Palestinians,
and Libyans, Taliban, ISIS and others. The recent events with the so-called
Arab Spring and the subsequent events in the Civil war in Libya, Syria and
its spin-overs in Iraq and Lebanon, the emergence of ISIS demonstrated
well its explanatory capabilities. However, the Russian actions in Ukraine,
the annexation of Crimea and so forth, cannot be explained using this
theoretical framework. It needed to be developed and it was developed by
US Lieutenant Frank Hoffman.

2. Frank Hoffman

Hoffman’s theoretical construct, while built on both the concept
of compound war and Nemeth’s hybrid war, marks important evolution
of thought and since 2006 when he first mentioned it, until now, it is a
standard of understanding the hybrid force and the synergetic effects that
they provide. Most of the works on hybrid war since then discuss in one
way or another Hoffman’s framework, agreeing, disagreeing or trying to
expand it. This paper is no exception, what explains the time and space
dedicated to this author.

In 2006 Lt. Col. Frank G. Hoffman, USMC Reserve (ret.) published a
17-page article in which the reasons for the change of the discourse on the
war and warfare are clearly stated. His starting point is the inadequacy of
the military strategy of the most powerful state - USA — which previewed to
radically displace conventional forces and sharply shift investment priorities
to transform American military capabilities, placing particular emphasis
on missile defense, space assets, precision weaponry, and information
technology [2].

The defeat of the greatest military power in the world on 9/11 by
a terrorist organization is due to the fact that ‘both civilian and military
officials were misreading what really constituted threats to American
national security interests, oriented as they were to idealized and outdated
versions of warfare’ [2].

USA army was not able to update to the changing forms of the war
this is the message of Hoffman: ‘This transformation has proven to be
irrelevant to the national security threats we face for the foreseeable future.
Instead, we now have the emergence of what the International Institute for
Strategic Studies in London has recently irregular warfare’ named ‘complex
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nontraditional modes of warfare that are causing violent perturbations to the
existing world order ‘ [3]. Hoffman considers that the greatest mistake of the
USA government was that it concentrated on the technological dimension
of warfare, ‘despite historical studies showing that MAs and qualitative
changes in military effectiveness are usually the product of new combinations
of novel technologies, innovative concepts, and appropriate organizational
frame-works. True military innovation is linked to the identification of a real
operational challenge. ‘Military revolutions’ are also historically related to
strategic threats [3]. USA army and militaries underestimated the political
and social dynamics generated by the forces of globalization and didn’t
preview the appearance of the irregular warfare which could be interpreted
as a natural reaction to globalization and America’s overwhelming military
superiority. This circumstance led to creation of new arms against Western
societies - arms that should ‘translate rage into catastrophic levels of
violence.’

Description of materials and methods. Hoffman argues that the
regular and irregular forces in compound wars occur in different theatres
or in different formations where the forces are used to distract, disperse,
sabotage irregular and so forth, to make the victory of the regular forces
possible in a decisive battle. In such scenario there is synergy between the
conventional and unconventional forces, but there is also division of roles
and tasks. Regular forces do not engage in irregular tactics and vice versa. In
contrast, in hybrid wars the difference between regular and irregular forces
and their tasks can be blurred into one force in the same battle space which
can deliver multiple layers of threat: ‘Compound wars offered synergy
and combinations at the strategic level, but not the complexity, fusion,
and simultaneity we anticipate at the operational and even tactical levels
in wars where one or both sides is blending and fusing the full range of
methods and modes of conflict into the battlespace. Irregular forces in cases
of compound wars operated largely as a distraction or economy of force
measure in a separate theater or adjacent operating area including the rear
echelon. Because it is based on operationally separate forces, the compound
concept did not capture the merger or blurring modes of war identified in
past case studies such as Hezbollah in the second Lebanon war of 2006 or
future projections’ [4].

It is characteristic for the hybrid war the blurring of borders between
different modes of war and of belligerent parties. Hybrid war can be
conducted by state and non-state actors; it incorporates several modes of
warfare, namely conventional capabilities, irregular tactics and formations,
terrorist acts including indiscriminate violence and coercion, and criminal
disorder. Their hybrid character comes from the fact that certain activities
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can be conducted by separate units, or even by the same unit, but are
generally operationally and tactically directed and coordinated within the
main battlespace to achieve synergistic effects’ [2].

Hoffman’s definition of hybrid warfare emphasizes the organizational
aspect and means, as well as a hierarchical political structure, coupled
with decentralized cells or networked tactical units. To such a hybrid
structure, hybrid means correspond, where lethality of state conflict will
be successfully combined with fanatic attitudes and high motivation of
irregular warfare and when high-tech military capabilities will be aimed
together with financial targets. The including in the future war of more
irregular formations like Hezbollah and Hamas will compel some regular
armies to adapt their way of action to the rules or lack of rules of the
partisan war or guerilla.

Just as Mary Kaldor, Hoffman theorized that hybrid war can be
conducted by state and non-state actors and will include several ways of
warfare: conventional capabilities, irregular tactics and formations, terrorist
acts, indiscriminate violence and coercion and criminal disorder.

The reason for this is not only to defeat the enemy which in some cases
might not be possible, on the field of battle but also to erode the political and
social support of the enemy towards a specific action (such can be the case
of the hybrid war against USA in Iraq or Afghanistan, where continuous
losses eroded the support for the operations within USA despite USA not
being defeated.

Hoffman recognizes that the nature of the new irregular warfare is not
completely clear, because the nature of the modern conflict is still vague.
In the next long quotation, he, for the first time in his analysis here uses
the term ‘hybrid’: “More likely we will face hybrid capabilities custom-
designed by our adversaries to thwart U.S. vulnerabilities. One of the few
areas of consensus among military analysts is that we are sure to see the
further blurring of warfare categories. This would include states’ blending
high-tech capabilities such as anti-satellite weapons with terrorism and
cyber-warfare directed against financial targets. For the purposes of
this article, I assume that the future will be ‘a world of asymmetric and
ethno political warfare in which machetes and Microsoft merge...” [4].
He accepts the Andrew Krepinevich’ view that future adversaries will
not remain low-tech. Instead, opponents will be capable of what could be
called ‘advanced irregular warfare’, with access to encrypted command
systems, man-portable air defense missiles (MANPADS), and other
modern lethal systems’ [4].

The main features, according to Hoffman, of the hybrid war will be:

Enemies will be protean in their structure and their tactics and may
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even be leaderless. They may elect a more cellular structure, with greater
autonomy and less connectivity than formal networks.

They may employ hybrid structures where specific capabilities or
financial support is provided to local cells to augment their functional
capability for a single mission. They will likely mix legitimate commercial
work with criminal energy.

Cunning savagery and organizational adaptation be the only constant.

The future adversaries is also different than the current ones:

They will almost always play to their own strengths, certainly never
of the developed in military sense states. They will avoid predictability or
linear operations.

They will seek to minimize risks to their forces, while seeking
maximum impact on the target population or government.

They appear to be increasingly adaptive and sophisticated, able to
outpace state-based militaries in the dialectic and competitive learning
cycle inherent to wars

Future wars will involve protracted and extremely lethal conflicts of
the most savage violence in short, complex irregular warfare [4].

The need to start forming itself for such a complex irregular warfare is
more than evident. New tasks require new way of military training focused
to teach solders ‘how, rather than what, to think’, since defeating adaptive
enemies requires the Army to outthink the enemy. The vision statement
aptly notes the need for greater agility and versatility, which it says will be
gained by emphasizing modularity at the brigade level and combined arms
at the lower levels.

Even though Hoffman devoted much attention to purely military
questions, eventually he returns to the political implications of the new
warfare. To the question why USA, with their huge financial and economic
power, have proved to be less effective than Osama bin Laden, he gives
explicit answer: because ‘America was arming itself for the wrong kinds
of war [4]. It was still living with its ideas of Cold War era, conventional in
nature, and that assuming that ° interstate warfare remains irregular warfare
does not pose high costs or strategic defeat.” These erroneous assumptions
should be process abandoned once forever. In some way, the of re-adaptation
has started: ‘The next RMA, complex irregular warfare, presents a mode
of warfare that contests America’s overwhelming conventional military
capability. It effectively dissipates the hybrid behind the concept that we
could ‘redefine war on our Own terms’ with our technology [5]. Hoffman
notices that this is a constant trend rather than a transitional phenomenon
which will continue to thwart America’s core interests and world order over
the next generation. Finally, Hoffman states that the hybrid warfare does not
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mean low-tech warfare. Technology will become strong arm in the hands of
the hybrid warriors.

In December 2007, Hoffman published another, much longer article,
called ‘Conflict in the 21st Century: The Rise of Hybrid Wars’. He started
stating that the development of warfare is still consistent with the ideas of
the classical military theorist Clausewitz. The war today 1S more dangerous
due to globalization and is shaped by ‘the likes of Osama bin Laden and
the US experience in Iraq and Afghanistan’. Hoffman develops further
his previous positions about the blurred nature of the modern war, which
became evident since the events in Beirut in 1983, and the inability of the
modern war thinkers to accept this change and to elaborate a new security
policy, able address successfully threats like 9/11, coming from stateless
entities that refuse to do conventional warfare, for which the US army has
perfect preparation.

Results. In attempt to predict the future warfare, Hoffman calls
future wars ‘smarter’ and argues that the use of a single tool would be an
exception rather than a rule. He confirms his earlier view that states will not
be the only players in them: ‘hybrid wars incorporate a range of different
modes of warfare, including conventional capabilities, irregular tactics and
formations, terrorist acts including indiscriminate violence and coercion,
and criminal disorder’.

The predicted battlefield is the cities in the developing world, where
the hybrid offender can take advantage over the conventional superiority
of the US army. The enemy is expected not to follow any rules of war
to avoid predictability seeking advantage. Instead of precision strike
weaponry, to minimize the human losses, it will use ‘crude barbarity” and
film it for the needs of the propaganda. From the perspective of today, this
prediction turned to be very accurate seeing the experience of the most
recent conflicts in the Middle East the two Libyan civil wars (in 2011
and 2017 and still ongoing), the Syrian Civil war, the military operations
of Israel (the Gaza War from 2008-2009, Operation Pillar of Defense,
Operation Protective Edge), the war against ISIS, etc., and accurate as
well in other conflicts, such as the War in Donbass. It appears that the
future conflicts will be indeed more similar to the War in Chechnya than
to the Arab Israeli War in 1967.

A fruitful aspect of Hoffman’s work is his evaluation of already
existing concepts, starting with the 4th Generation Warfare model, proposed
by Lind. He argues that despite the lack of prescription the theory offers,
the idea of impacting enemy’s political cohesion and political will through
indirect methods different than direct military engagement on the field, has
its merits, together with the blurring character of the war. He concluded
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that the 4th Generation Warfare is consistent with Clause- wiz’s postulates
for the war which is ‘more than chameleon’ and the ‘war as continuation of
policy’.

On the Compound Warfare theory, proposed by Thomas Huber,
Hoffman is more critical. He asserts that the theory does not hold up to its
own definition of regular and irregular forces fighting alongside. Hoffman
argues that we have witnessed a strategic coordination between the two, and
in the rare cases when both fought together, the irregular forces were not
employed as such, but rather as ‘second-rate’ conventional forces. Because
of'this, Hoffman concluded that while the Compound Warfare illustrates the
synergy between the regular and irregular forces, it does not provide insight
on the blurring character of the modern, contemporary wars. The idea of
synergetic benefits is still used by Hoffman in his own definition of hybrid
wars, but at lower and more integrated level.

The theory of ‘unrestricted warfare’, which was proposed by the two
Chinese colonels, Qiao Liang and Wang Xiangsui, is more accepted by
Hoffman. Hoffman agrees particularly with the idea that the war fought
today and, in the future, will be ‘beyond-limit’ and the triumph depends
on the ability to combine different resources, such as information warfare,
financial warfare, trade warfare and others. The two crucial components of
this theory omni dimensionality and combinations of different resources
appears to be particularly relevant for Hoffman as well.

Thus said, Hoffman elaborates his third definition of ‘hybrid war’ in
the following way: ‘we have to conclude that the future does not portend
a suite of distinct challengers with alternative or different methods but
their convergence into multi-modal or hybrid wars.” There are several
new aspects in this definition. First, the term ‘hybrid’ captures both their
organization and their means. Organizationally, they may have hierarchical
political structure, coupled with decentralized cells, or networked tactical
units. Their means will also be hybrid in form and application. In such
conflicts, future adversaries (states, state-sponsored groups, or self-funded
actors) will exploit access to modern military capabilities including
encrypted command systems, man-portable air to surface missiles, and
other modern lethal systems, as well as promote protracted insurgencies
that employ ambushes, improvised explosive devices (IEDs), and coercive
assassinations’.

The author remains heavily influenced by the challenges the US Army
had to face up to that date, namely the invasion of Iraq and Afghanistan
and the subsequent problems related to the management of the post-
war countries and it is not surprising that he gives as example precisely
Hezbollah, Hamas and Fedayeen. Nevertheless, his reasoning is not limited
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only to similar cases: ‘hybrid wars incorporate a range of different modes of
warfare including convention: capabilities, irregular tactics and formations,
terrorist acts including indiscriminate violence and coercion, and criminal
disorder’. The blurred border between the regular and the irregular forces is
predicted to be a main trait of the hybrid wars. However, it is expected that
the role of the irregular force in the conflict will no longer be the organization
of subversive actions, to provoke a specific reaction in the enemy force, to
protract the conflict or to extend the cost of his security. On the contrary, this
type of force is expected to have a decisive impact in the conflict. Clearly,
both state and non-state actors can employ this strategy.

Important aspect of the definition of Hoffman is that it still assumes
the ultimate purpose of the hybrid war to achieve political goals. This is
compatible with Clausewitz main idea of war and makes it different than
other forms of violence, such as criminality. To be more specific, criminality
is possible as irregular component of the hybrid war, used to sustain the
war itself and to create disorder and disruption of the targeted nation. Such
relation can be found in other criminal activities such as narcotics trafficking,
smuggling and so forth.

Discussion. Hoffman makes clear statement that the rise of
hybrid wars will not “ defeat’ the old-style warfare or won’t change
the conventional warfare by new one. In his view, the hybrid wars will
play important role in enemy tactics since they will try to exploit any
vulnerability with barbaric violence. The enemy will be able to adapt fast,
employing new high-tech weaponry. Rather than denying access to the
American troops, the enemy will attempt to make the US intervention
unsuccessful by increasing the costs for US, disrupt the freedom of action
and ultimately objective of the intervention. To do this, the deny the
enemy will have to operate in largely populated cities rather than distant
and hard to reach areas like mountains.

In the opinion of Hoffman, the rise of hybrid wars will have direct and
concrete implications for the US military (or for any modern army in the
West), which could be summarized in the next way:

1. Reshaping the military training to create multi-purpose troops,
capable of adapting their mode of operations against potent adversaries.
Trainings in education about the hybrid threats are required. The needed
skills to face them are fast decision-making, ability to respond quickly to
the unknown, adaptation. They should be ‘hybrid warriors’ able to operate
and win on any type of battlespace, being able to defeat what is not yet
known.

2. Improving the intelligence.

3. Developing interagency approach is seen as important to face the

hybrid adversary. One of the tasks would be to improve the governance
capability within the failed states. The civil personnel are expected to
work under the protection of the army, when it is needed. There should
be new procedures for integrating military and non-military programs and
activities.

4. Changing the military doctrine, which reflects the rise of hybrid
wars.

5. Reaching out the masses through the media to generate support and
to expose the enemy propaganda, as in many cases the perception of what
happened matters more than what has happened.

In another article from 2009 called ‘Hybrid Warfare and Challenges’
Hoffman makes the prediction that future conflicts will not be easily
categorized into conventional or irregular. He notes that even conflicts
between states, even if far less likely to happen, are not by any means
obsolete, and cannot be expected to be completely conventional. Because
of the blurring character of the future wars, the debate about the preparation
of the army for either stability operations or counterinsurgency versus big
wars could be completely misleading and false dilemma.

3. Other authors

Interesting perspective on the hybrid wars came by David Kilcullen in
his book ‘The accidental guerrilla’ (Kilcullen, 2009). Basing his ideas on the
experience of the war in Iraq, Kilcullen described four strategic problems
- capacity-building, terrorism, insurgency and communal conflicts that
overlap. By capacity-building problem, he meant the difficulties of USA and
its allies to build capacity in Iraqi national forces to provide and guarantee
security. He referred not just to the supply of arms and military equipment
in general, but also to training and logistical support. He found the hybrid
war very suitable to explain modern conflicts and took the classical theories
that sustain that hybrid warfare includes a combination of irregular warfare,
civil war, insurgency, and terrorism that coupled with the local situation can
provide a serious hybrid threat.

The USA retired colonel John J. McCuen in his article ‘Hybrid War’,
focused more on the practical aspects of what he understood as hybrid
wars and how to fight them [6]. He proposed that: ‘Although conventional
in form, the decisive battles in today’s hybrid wars are fought not on
conventional battlegrounds, but on asymmetric battle- grounds within the
conflict zone population, the home front population, and the international
community population hybrid conflicts there- fore are full spectrum wars
with both physical and conceptual dimensions: the former, a struggle
against an armed enemy and the latter, a wider struggle for, control and
support of the combat zone’s indigenous population, the support of the
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home fronts of the intervening nations, and the support of the international
community’ [6].

Giving the example of Vietnam, Greece, Somalia, and Lebanon, he
concluded that USA has still to learn how to achieve success on all three
battlegrounds. He assumed that conventional wars are likely to develop
asymmetric components especially in cases of occupation of the territory
of one country by another and proposed that USA army adopt a more
‘holistic approach’ to the war. His article, written in the spirit of American
conservatism, has an important contribution in comparison with authors
mentioned before: he introduces the terms ‘home front’ and © international
community’ as important components to guarantee support for the conducted
war domestically and internationally.

Nathan Freier on the other hand, introduced a ‘quad-chart’ [7] in
which he predicts the threats that USA is future. These threats are likely
to face in the traditional, irregular, catastrophic terrorism and disruptive
threats which make use of new technology to negate US military
superiority. According to him, the mentioned threats will never come in
pure form, instead the blend of threats that will occur will be ‘hybrid.
This threat is a combination a of irregular, catastrophic, traditional, and
hybrid threats. In it are included also non-military and non-violent means,
such as political or economic.

All of the above-mentioned scholars describe the hybrid war basing
themselves on very specific cases where usually a big and powerful army
attacks weaker one. For Nemeth this is the case of Chechens and the Russian
Army. For Hoffman this is the case of the Lebanon conflict and the actions
of Hezbollah against Israeli Army. Majority of the Israeli military theories
speak about the same problem. McCuen mentioned the challenges of the
US army as well in Iraq and Afghanistan, stressing the importance of the
political will for engaging and winning a war, based on the support home
and on international level. Nevertheless, this understanding of the hybrid
war has changed dramatically after the Russian intervention in Ukraine and
the annexation of Crimea.

View of Bulgarian experts on hybrid war

This paragraph contains the definitions of leading Bulgarian experts
on hybrid war interviewed by me in the course of my study. As can be seen,
their definitions lie somewhere between the Russian and Western views,
which is natural given the country’s communist past and the subsequent
thirty-year period of democratic change in which Bulgaria joined NATO and
the EU. A closer look shows that in terms of value, the views of Bulgarian
experts are identical to those of the Western ones, but are ‘technically’
closer to the Russian ones insofar as they include propaganda, information
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warfare and psychological influences as an integral part of its toolbox. The
following comments illustrate my point.

‘To me, this is a modern way of war that does not deal with the
conventional means of warfare, such as weapons and shooting but crudely,
propaganda.’

‘Hybrid war in modern conditions and understandings is a complexity
of actions, a toolkit that combines different forms of pressure, different
forms of media suggestion, creation of false news, misinformation, counter-
disinformation. Hybrid war is a postmodern understanding of the phrase
that war is a continuation of diplomacy by other means. Figuratively, hybrid
war as an image can be likened to fencing, in which single touch on the
enemy’s body in the designated places gives you a point without, of course,
him being physically injured or harmed in any other way. Hybrid war is not
so symbolic, but it is symbolic in terms of the notion of casualties or any
physical damage that usually occurs during a real war. However, hybrid
warfare, when successfully implemented, can have not only similar but also
much better results. For example, the occupation and annexation of Crimea
is a classic example of a hybrid war, based on analyzes of Russian military
intelligence and other analytical expertise that has allowed the whole
operation to be developed.’

Conclusion. In conclusion, I do not know a commonly accepted
definition of hybrid warfare. Without pretending to be exhaustive, I would
state the following: HW is a concept that emphasizes: new methods and
technologies of willpower and where the purpose is not to capture and
administer foreign territory.

‘Hybrid war is not like the well-known hot war. In a hybrid war, there
are usually no human casualties. The purpose of hybrid warfare is to disrupt
the enemy’s control systems. To compromise the form of government.
To create a political and economic environment favorable to the country
aggressor. Many times, the goal of hybrid warfare is to change people’s
thinking, their value system, and direct them in the right direction for action.

‘I don’t have my own definition, and as far as know, there is none in
the scientific literature either. For me, hybrid warfare is an unconventional
way of recruiting and overpowering an adversary by using non-military but
still powerful means, including information.

First of all, it is a war that involves all possible instruments of influence
in different combinations. The presence of information technologies that
achieve the desired effect is imperative. Hybrid war is combination of tools
and soft and hard power, the full range of tools, in a unique, custom-tailored
way. In one country, it can be a military asset, in another no, but in any case,
high technology and information strategies are present.
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A hybrid war occurs when a country is ready to use the full range of
means at its disposal, including a regular army, guerrilla actions, instruments
for psychological impact on people’s moods and decision makers. The
center of gravity for a hybrid war in any case falls on the population of the
attacked state, unlike in the conventional war. The aim is to change public
attitudes, to introduce distrust in one’s own government and so forth. The
hybrid war also involves the use of criminal organizations, and there are
elements of cyberwarfare. In short, all conventional and unconventional
means of disrupting the economy and political stability of the intended state
are used. Hybrid war is an amalgam of all kinds of wars. This is about
achieving political goals.’

“The hybrid threat imposes dependence on party and state institutions
such as the Bulgarian prosecutor’s office, investigative or anti-corruption
bodies. This is a diffused war with psychological, political and cyberattacks,
creating insecurity and similar other negative results.’

“The hybrid war not only aims to replace the ‘chip of the Bulgarians’,
but also to create a political new discourse which, unfortunately, gradually
succeeded inreplacing reality with the Russian point of view of processes and
events in Europe and the world in the twentieth century, with mythologies
and propaganda.’

THE INFLUENCE OF THE MEDIA ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF
INTERETHNIC PROBLEMS
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Annotation. The article is devoted to the consideration of the
issues of the influence of mass media on interethnic relations in society.
The expansion of the information space and the development of digital
and satellite communications within the framework of the formation of
the information society, the introduction of the Internet and computer
technologies contributed to the acquisition of cross-border and interactive
nature of media activities. The media is a special part of global political
interaction. In this regard, it can influence the course of the ethnopolitical
process, having a significant impact on the development of peoples and
countries at the international and national levels.

Today, the media are becoming a political tool that determines the
possible results of ethno-political interaction. The determined results can
range from ensuring interethnic balance, supporting the rights of small
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ethnic communities, coordinating national and national interests to inciting
chauvinism, extremism, local nationalism and ethno-political conflicts.

The lack of social responsibility of the media in covering important
issues of ethno-cultural interaction leads to an increase in conflict potential
and even to further aggravation of conflicts. In this regard, the media is
now recognized as a special social sphere characterized by high conflict
potential, especially in ethnic issues.

The mass media can deepen interethnic confrontation by mistakenly
portraying ethnic groups, creating negative “ethnic images”. Of particular
importance is the reaction of the media to acute issues of ethnopolitical
relations, such as nationalism, xenophobia, discrimination, ethnic migration,
interethnic conflicts, interethnic conflicts, as well as terrorism, religious
extremism.
