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Abstract. The research investigates why diplomacy has decreased in
modern world politics. This paper differs with other works that attribute this
decline to the Liberal International Order (LIO) by showing that the LIO limited
traditional diplomacy and encouraged statecraft and public diplomacy. Populist
governments have strengthened these alternative diplomatic approaches by
choosing to bypass traditional diplomatic frameworks to perform direct and
theatrical foreign policy. The Covid-19 pandemic accelerated these trends which
resulted in the development of “corona diplomacy” that unites statecraft with
public diplomacy. This research aims to identify both systemic and political
elements responsible for diplomacy’s decline while exploring potential revival
strategies for diplomacy in post-liberal international relations. This article
develops a fresh theoretical framework through the introduction of “post-Western
diplomacy” which emphasizes hybridity alongside cultural translation and
multi-identity as methods to redefine diplomacy. The research uses a qualitative
conceptual approach which combines discourse analysis with case studies of
current international political events particularly those occurring under populist
governments. The article offers a critical rethinking of diplomacy’s position in
international relations and offers both theoretical and practical implications. It
contributes to diplomatic studies by revealing the changes in the distribution of
power and by suggesting an adaptive model of diplomacy that is in line with
the new realities of the multipolar and culturally diverse world. These findings
may be useful for foreign ministries and international institutions to develop their
strategic direction in the face of the challenges of the 21st century.

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Introduction

This article aims to scrutinize the key determinants behind diplomacy’s
retreat in world politics. Diplomacy has been losing its vigour institutionally.
Foreign Ministries in numerous countries including Israel, the Netherlands,
Australia, Canada and the United Kingdom, amongst others, suffered budget cuts
by more than 25% in the last decade. Australia’s combined budget for diplomacy,
trade and foreign aid declined from AU $8.3 billion to AU $6.7 billion over the
last couple of years. Israel had to halt all activities in its overseas missions due
to lack of funds. The financial hardships in the post-Brexit period have forced
the British government to merge Department for International Development
with Foreign and Commonwealth Office (FCO). The number of staff in the UK’s
overseas missions has been cut by a third in the last several years. Besides, the
FCO lost more than a quarter of its budget during the Brexit process making it
significantly challenging for British diplomats to exert influence outside the EU.

On the other hand, the US President Donald Trump has singlehandedly
caused serious damages to international diplomacy by paralyzing diplomatic
bureaucracy, ignoring diplomatic language and undermining diplomats. He
either fired or forced the resignation of one third of the entire State Department.
In his second term, Trump has proved even more hostile to the US diplomatic
service. By March 2025, he still refuses to appoint ambassadors to more than half
of the entire US overseas missions (101/195). 19 pending ambassadors recently
nominated by Trump are all political appointees. He aims to radically shrink the
Department of State to point of cutting its budget by 20%, firing diplomats, and
closing embassies. Besides, 700 State Department employees resigned in the first
two months of 2025 including 400 career diplomat.

Trump with his relentless populism at the expense of diplomacy has
become a role model for populist leaders across the world. The advent of populist
governments in world politics indicates the decline of Liberal International Order
(LIO), ‘an open, loosely rules-based and progressively oriented international
order’ under American leadership since the end of the Second World War. Liberal
and democratic forces in world politics have been facing serious contestations due
to successive economic and political crises in the last couple of decades. This leads
to ‘a gradual diffusion of power away from the West’. Not only the US supremacy
in world politics has been under serious question, but also chief Western forces
including Europe and Japan have been weakening. International Organizations
such as the UN, the EU and NATO have been losing their credibility along with a
global retreat of liberal democracy and the rules-based multilateral system. This
facilitates the ascent to power of populist political forces. The electoral victory
of Trump is thus a serious repercussion of LIO’s decline revealing the fact that
even the West can no longer escape the populist takeover of governments in an
emerging post-liberal age.

The study makes three main contributions to the extant scholarly literature
on diplomacy. First, it brings a fresh perspective on the retreat of diplomacy going
beyond the extant arguments in association with the decline of LIO. Second, it
offers a critical assessment of the Covid-19 pandemic’s impact on diplomacy in
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comparison with statecraft and public diplomacy. Finally, it aims for a conceptual
innovation by introducing the term “post-Western diplomacy” as a potential
remedy for diplomacy’s revival.

The article is organized into four sections. The first two parts discuss how
statecraft and public diplomacy have become popular at the expense of diplomatic
practice. Accordingly, the first section focuses on statecraft as a strategy of
policymakers to formulate and execute foreign policy mostly undermining
diplomatic bureaucracy. Once a popular practice of US administrations, statecraft
has become a widespread phenomenon with the rise of populist governments in
the Global North as well as the Global South. The second section concentrates on
how public diplomacy has risen to be a hegemonic trend in politics and academia.
It claims that the global rise of populism in world politics further empowers public
diplomacy as a primary tool for populist leaders to raise their international profile.
The third section discusses how the Covid-19 pandemic has had a multiplier effect
on the retreat of diplomacy. The global pandemic further constricts diplomatic
practice, while co-constituting statecraft and public diplomacy through a new
term called ‘Corona diplomacy’. Finally, the article emphasizes the necessity of
reviving diplomacy in the ‘post-liberal age’ through a post-Western outlook. It
outlines the three features of post-Western diplomacy; namely, hybrid practices,
acculturation and hybrid identities that may help diplomats redefine their role and
reassert their value in foreign affairs.

Background

Many consider LIO as a blessing for diplomacy. The introduction of the
UN system defending and spreading multilateralism, the codification of the
rights and duties of diplomats through the Vienna Conventions and the spread of
Embassies throughout the world evidence how diplomacy flourished under LIO.
Therefore, the retreat of diplomacy is directly associated with the decline of LIO,
particularly, in reference to Trump’s undermining of multilateralism. The rise of
populist governments in defiance to LIO and their undermining of diplomatic
bureaucracy can be a further evidence for the decline of diplomacy. This article,
however, argues that the decline of LIO is not the actual source of diplomacy’s
plummeting credibility, since it was the LIO that restricted diplomacy in the first
place. The US-led LIO was a double-edged sword since it was both a blessing and a
curse for diplomacy. While it provided a universal outlook to diplomatic practice,
it also enabled alternative practices to flourish at the expense of diplomacy.

American distaste for the Europe-led diplomatic practice was obvious from
the very beginning. The US leaders long considered diplomacy as a hegemonic
tool at the hands of European imperialists to colonise nations. Hence, it took the
US more than a hundred years to establish its first permanent embassy abroad.
American aloofness to diplomacy became much more pronounced with the LIO.
After the Second World War, the US and its partners built a ‘multifaceted and
sprawling international order’, but this was by no means a blessing for diplomatic
practice. Despite being a pioneer of LIO, the US often preferred hard power to
diplomacy, and unilateralism to multilateralism, to the point of clashing with
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its European allies. Besides, the US popularized two alternative practices, i.e.
statecraft and public diplomacy, rival to traditional diplomacy.

Both diplomats and diplomatic bureaucracy as a whole have been side-
lined in numerous occasions, while US statesmen increasingly assumed the roles
of diplomats being directly involved in international negotiation and mediation.
Besides, ‘public diplomacy’ institutions alternative to Foreign Ministry have
been formed and new public figures rose as alternative to diplomatists. Therefore,
Trump and other populist leaders are hardly the main reason behind the retreat of
diplomacy since the US-led LIO had already prompted its decline. Nevertheless,
the retreat of LIO further damaged the credibility of diplomatic practice because
the rise of illiberal and populist political forces spread the usage of statecraft and
public diplomacy world-wide.

Recent attempts to rejuvenate diplomatic practice through digital
diplomacy and cyber diplomacy rather served to strengthen the digitalization
of statecraft and public diplomacy. The recent Covid-19 pandemic has proved
to be yet another challenge further restricting traditional diplomatic practice
while prompting populist regimes to further prioritize and popularize statecraft
and public diplomacy under the guise of ‘Corona diplomacy’. Therefore, suffice
it to say that the US-led LIO had already initiated the retreat of diplomacy by
introducing alternative practices which then enjoyed further popularity under
populist governments.

Description of materials and methods

The research uses qualitative and conceptual methods to study diplomacy’s
retreat during the twenty-first century. The research uses critical discourse
analysis together with thematic interpretation of secondary sources such as
academic literature policy documents and media reports. The research draws from
theoretical discussions about the Liberal International Order (LIO) and statecraft
and public diplomacy to understand changing power dynamics and international
relations practices.

The research investigates three prominent diplomatic cases which include
Trump foreign policy and Modi’s diplomatic shift in India and Corona Diplomacy
during the Covid-19 pandemic to demonstrate larger patterns. The research uses
purposeful case selection to demonstrate how populist governance and alternative
diplomatic practices contribute to the decline of traditional diplomacy. The
research applies international relations theory concepts to develop the concept of
“post-Western diplomacy” which explains present-day transformations.

Results

Statecraft undermining Diplomacy

A strong tool disposable at the hand of political leaders, statecraft is
popularly defined in the literature as ‘organized actions governments take
to change the external environment in general or the policies and actions of
other states in particular to achieve the objectives that have been set by policy
makers’. It involves the skills of statesmen to make the best out of the available
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‘military, diplomatic, intelligence, public, economic, or psychological tool[s]’
[1-2]. Diplomacy is an important component of statecraft establishing official
communication channels between governments, gathering information about host
government, increasing government’s visibility in foreign courts, and conducting
negotiations on behalf of the sovereign [2]. Satow thus prescribes diplomacy as
an inseparable instrument of statecraft and dismisses ‘the exclusion of diplomatic
agents from foreign policy formulation ... [as] a cardinal sin’. The sovereign
always takes credit for diplomatic achievements while blaming diplomats for
failures, demonstrating how diplomacy is actually viewed as being extremely
subordinate to statecraft [1-3].

Brands points to a misfit between statecraft and diplomacy, since
diplomatic bureaucracy can be ‘resistant to change, and hostile to policies that
seem detrimental to their organizational interests’. He asserts that leaders might
view diplomatic bureaucracy as hindering a successful execution of foreign
policy, since ‘what is desired by a policy maker and what is implemented by the
bureaucracy can be two different things’. That’s why both US President Richard
Nixon and his aide Kissinger believed that foreign policy was too important to be
left to a ‘self-interested bureaucracy’ [3].

US presidents frequently choose to handle diplomatic negotiations
themselves, demonstrating the US’s hegemonic position in international politics.
They adopt “a low-context negotiating style”, which entails straightforward,
explicit, and goal-oriented discussions. They frequently position themselves as
the primary mediators in bilateral disputes between weaker nations, pressing a
speedy settlement through rewarding and coercive tactics. Some US decision-
makers even considered the State Department as a rival. For instance, Nixon and
Kissinger viewed the State Department almost as an ‘enemy’ dominated by elitist
foreign-service officers who believed they had ‘a charter to dominate the conduct
of foreign policy’ [3].

Statecraft is known to have restricted diplomatic practice for some time.
Therefore, it is not news to diplomats and diplomacy scholars. What is new is
the multiplier effect that the decline of LIO has had on statecraft’s restricting grip
on diplomacy. The current crisis of the liberal world intriguingly coincides with
the ascent to power of populist leaders in the Global North as well as the Global
South. To name but a few, Nicolas Maduro in Venezuela, Rodrigo Duterte in the
Philippines, Jair Bolsonaro in Brazil, Narendra Modi in India, Boris Johnson
in the UK and Donald Trump in the US are some of the key populist figures
who have recently come to power, while others including Tayyip Erdogan in
Turkey, Viktor Orban in Hungary and Vladimir Putin in Russia consolidated their
authority during the crisis [1].

The use of statecraft with “anti-diplomatic impulses” is encouraged by
populist takeovers of governments around the world. Populists like non-diplomatic
language because it appeals to their voters, and they “scorn diplomatic language
as exercises in sophistry and hypocrisy”. The goal of populist politicians when
they take office is to alter the current political order. Because they are symbols of
the very status quo they are challenging, they continue to be “deeply suspicious
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of diplomats and diplomatic culture.” They reject diplomats as “elitists” because
their political philosophy is centered on the division between the “good” people
and the “evil” elites [2].

Under the Premiership of Modi, foreign policy making in India has been
virtually taken away from the Ministry of External Affairs and transferred to
the Prime Minister’s Office. Modi even declared the Indian diaspora as the
true ambassadors of India. Similarly, Hugo Chavez of Venezuela introduced
the so-called ‘diplomacy of the peoples’ and ‘diplomacy of microphones’ ‘de-
professionalizing’ diplomacy and diplomatic institutions under the pretext of
empowering people [1]. In Turkey, Erdogan often scorns his ambassadors by
calling them mon cher, a pejorative term deriving from French that denounces
elitism and hypocrisy. He even publicly humiliated a Turkish ambassador during
his visit to Berlin in 2004 [2].

However, the most notable example is US President Trump, whose populist
policies have caused significant controversy in US foreign policy. According to
Mead, Trump revitalized the Jacksonian populist nationalism in the US which
had lost its glow after the Second World War. Projecting America as ‘under siege,
with its values under attack and its future under threat’ by not only external but
also internal enemies, Trump’s Jacksonian rhetoric makes US foreign policy
highly uncertain and disputable. The undermining of diplomacy in the US has
become a trademark of the Trump administration. His understanding of statecraft
is primarily based on ‘personalism, the use of bilateral one-on-ones, constant
surprises, and direct and highly targeted communication with ‘his’ domestic
supporters’ [2]. Trump uses Twitter to criticize foreign countries by threatening
economic sanctions, circumventing the State Department and disregarding
diplomatic terminology.

In general, statecraft is a tool used by political leaders to stifle and discredit
diplomats. The US had already internalized this practice alternative to diplomacy
during the advent of LIO. However, following the decline of LIO, the populist
takeover of governments in the Global South as well as the Global North, led
the practice of statecraft go rampant in foreign policy at the further expense of
diplomacy [1;3].

Public Diplomacy as Hegemony

The growing acceptance of public diplomacy, an alternative practice
in academics and politics, is another element contributing to the demise of
diplomacy. Edmund Gullion first popularized the term “public diplomacy” in 1965
to distinguish the nation-branding efforts of the West from the Soviet propaganda
apparatus. Since then, it has gained use in both academia and politics. Public
diplomacy, which was first developed in the United States, was later embraced
by several governments as a practical means of “telling their story” to audiences
around the globe. In order to carry out public diplomacy independently of foreign
ministries, governments set up distinct institutions. With its own funds, goals,
strategies, and “public diplomats,” these organizations function similarly to
“parallel” foreign ministries. However, since their primary focus is on foreign
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publics rather than governments, what they do is not necessarily diplomacy
per se. As opposed to the current strategies of Foreign Ministries involving
negotiation and communication with, information-gathering about, and official
representation at foreign countries, this calls for unique strategies like nation-
branding and cultural propaganda towards, broadcast for, and communication
with foreign publics [4-5]. Furthermore, because its participants are not limited to
official representatives, public diplomacy has a “polylateral” character in contrast
to diplomacy. Cities, non-governmental organizations, regional or subnational
governments, and even individual personalities engage in public diplomacy. This
disproves the national Foreign Ministries’ exclusive authority to design and carry
out diplomatic initiatives. Furthermore, both terrorist recruitment networks and
counterterrorism networks including governments and international organizations
may employ public diplomacy. Thus, by using different players, audiences, and
tactics, public diplomacy offers a viable substitute for diplomacy [4-5].

Public diplomacy thrives where diplomacy and diplomats are marginalized
or hindered. Because of its cumbersome bureaucracy, diplomatic efforts are seen
as a barrier to foreign policy decision-making by political leaders who aspire to
take a proactive approach. Because foreign policy is viewed as a part of “high
politics,” which allows states to wage war or create world order, politicians devote
their political careers to winning foreign policy victories in order to maintain their
reputation and credibility both domestically and internationally. Leaders who
succeed in foreign policy gain a great deal of political legitimacy, while those
who fail incur huge legitimacy costs that could lead to the end of their political
career. Since they typically want to be on top of swift foreign policy victories to
enchant their voters with a rally-around-the-flag effect and deflect attention from
domestic political and economic difficulties, they do not want to put up with
cumbersome diplomatic bureaucracy. Kissinger publicly declared that “speed,
secrecy, unity of purpose, and the ability to act unpredictably when necessary”
are the components of successful statecraft and that they are incompatible with
“laborious bureaucratic procedures and timely democratic oversight.” Because
they fear being eclipsed by the appointed public servants on high-level political
issues, some leaders view diplomats as possible competitors. Consequently,
there is less diplomacy and more statecraft as a result of the growing number of
populist takeovers of governments worldwide [6].

Political leaders, on the other hand, see public diplomacy as low politics,
which does not instantly have significant costs in terms of political legitimacy.
Additionally, leaders might use public diplomacy as a public relations tool to
increase their visibility overseas. Therefore, because they see public diplomacy as
a projection of their own (soft) power and influence over foreign publics, leaders
typically invest in it [4;6]. For US leaders to showcase American grandeur to a
global audience, the US Information Agency (USIA) was essential. Similarly,
for a long time, the Voice of America (VOA), a semi-independent broadcasting
organization, served as the US government’s public diplomacy apparatus and was
occasionally completely controlled by it. During the Kennedy Administration,
for example, the USIA had to approve the scripts for all of its broadcasts. The
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use of public diplomacy remains unaffected by populist politicians’ growing use
of statecraft. Conversely, public diplomacy is being used more frequently as
populists take control governments around the world [6-7].

Diplomacy under the Covid-19

The Covid-19 outbreak changed the fundamental structure of international
politics by causing countries to isolate themselves while also requiring them
to seek and give aid to one another in differing amounts. Populist regimes like
China, Turkey, and Cuba have positioned themselves as the forerunners of the so-
called “Corona Diplomacy,” which involves sending medical aid to other nations.
Turkey supplied medical supplies to over 55 countries, while Cuba sent a team of
doctors to Italy to combat the illness. On the other hand, China aimed to burnish
its image as a global health leader by sending medical teams, masks and testing
kits all around the world and pledging billions of dollars to the WHO to fund
research into a vaccine [8]. China’s strong commitment was especially telling
when the US fared much worse in fighting the pandemic, and Trump ‘stymied
any multilateral response at the G-7, G-20, United Nations, and WHO".

The topic of whether “Corona Diplomacy,” a new diplomatic phrase, is
just another statecraft weapon used by populist leaders to take advantage of
changing international situations is raised by the international assistance activism
of populist regimes. To now, populist politicians have primarily exploited it to
increase their visibility abroad. For example, Turkish aid packages sent to other
nations had the President’s insignia and the title “Presidency of the Republic
of Turkey,” indicating that Erdogan had personally given them to them. This
illustration demonstrates how populist statecraft and Corona Diplomacy work
hand in hand [8].

Furthermore, Corona Diplomacy might be regarded as a more widely
accessible type of public diplomacy. The actions taken by populist administrations
under the guise of Corona Diplomacy are not all that unlike from the nation-
branding initiatives that existed prior to the COVID-19 pandemic. Cuba had
already been sending doctors overseas before the pandemic hit the world. Their
impact on the public is the primary distinction. There was widespread coverage
and acclaim for the Cuban doctors’ arrival in Italy. Long before COVID-19,
this was a well-established public diplomacy strategy for Cuba. However, the
global media coverage of the Covid epidemic increased its impact [8-9]. As said
earlier, the emergence of populism makes both public diplomacy and statecraft
more popular and used, and the Covid epidemic created an environment that was
conducive to both [9].

However, during the Covid pandemic, ambassadorial diplomatic practice
was limited to three auxiliary functions: providing consular assistance to citizens
who were stranded overseas, supervising the acquisition of medical supplies,
masks, and testing kits, and promoting international cooperation in the vaccine
search. As other actors took up the mantle in their place, diplomats’ agency waned.
For example, ambassadors mostly managed the flow of medical supplies to and
from their nations and addressed the issues of their residents living overseas, but
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traveling physicians gained recognition as the true (public) diplomats enhancing
their nation’s standing overseas. As a result, diplomats are becoming less visible
in the public eye while others are becoming more and more well-known [9].

The majority of industries shifted to online platforms as a result of the
global lockdown brought on by the COVID-19 epidemic. Diplomacy was no
different. The digitization of diplomacy is actually nothing new. A growing
body of research on digital diplomacy emphasizes how foreign ministries use
information and communication technologies (ICT) to their fullest potential by
transforming their operations into digital platforms [9-10]. One could see digital
diplomacy as a move made by governments to bring diplomatic practice into the
twenty-first century and as an effort by academics to revive diplomatic studies.
Especially, social media has a potential to become a key part of negotiating
strategy since it helps diplomats develop a level of trust with their counterparts in
the absence of face-to-face diplomacy. However, government experiences vary
greatly, and there is no standard method for using ICT for diplomatic reasons.
Not all governments have reached a level of proficiency in digital diplomacy.
For example, Denmark was one of the first countries to use digital diplomacy,
even going so far as to send the first digital ambassador in history to Silicon
Valley. In contrast, Turkey has only lately become interested in digital diplomacy.
Additionally, foreign ministries are attacked for their unappealing and non-
interactive use of digital technology on social media and other platforms. The
ways that social media can be used for diplomatic reasons are still not completely
understood by diplomats. Furthermore, what Foreign Ministries and diplomats
claim to be doing in the name of digital diplomacy essentially amounts to the
digitization of public diplomacy, as their digital activism primarily occurs on
social media to reach foreign publics [9-10].

Governments are now required to use digital platforms for diplomatic
purposes due to the COVID-19 pandemic. However, diplomatic channels grow
increasingly insecure as more diplomacy is moved online. Due to reports of
hackers constantly attacking online conference platforms like Zoom, cyber-
hacking became a significant problem during the COVID-19 pandemic. Over
half a million Zoom accounts were compromised and sold on the dark web in
April 2020. Additionally, the email addresses and passwords of thousands of
people employed by well-known international organizations, including as the
Gates Foundation, the World Bank, and the World Trade Organization, were
leaked by hackers on a number of online networks [10;11]. As a result, after the
Covid epidemic, internet diplomatic actions became increasingly unsustainable
and extremely unsafe. According to Riordan, diplomats can reaffirm their worth
by contributing to the establishment of norms and regulations and resolving the
chaotic nature of cyberspace through what he refers to as “cyberdiplomacy.”
They can only accomplish this, though, if they create an international diplomatic
community in cyberspace and include diplomats from all over the world.
International society is far from reaching a consensus over cyberdiplomacy
since its agenda is torn between the competing discourses of the supporters of
cyber-sovereignty such as Russia and China aiming to increase state control
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over internet, and Western powers defending internet freedoms. This led to the
establishment of two parallel forums concerning cyber-norms at the UN General
Assembly, and rival multinational initiatives such as Global Commission on the
Stability of Cyberspace, a Western initiative and the World Internet Conference,
a Chinese initiative. The persistence of disunity over cyberspace renders it an
extremely anarchic environment that restricts diplomats’ ability to act online.

Necessity for post-Western diplomacy

International affairs in the emerging post-liberal era proves elusive for
diplomats. Diplomacy and diplomats must adjust to these new realities if they
want to survive in the post-liberal age.

Although populist governments see diplomacy as a liberal tool at the
Western hand, it is not a liberal invention. Diplomacy is debated and dismissed
along with LIO [12]. It is necessary to rethink diplomacy as a phenomena that
exists outside of the West. Consequently, in order to reposition diplomacy and
empower diplomats in a global context, a post-Western perspective is required
[13]. The borders between the East and the West should be blurred as a result of
the hybridization of diplomatic theory and practice. This entails strengthening
non-Western intellectual, political, and cultural aspects in diplomacy without
offending the West [14].

Therefore, what diplomats require is a new type of diplomatic style, i.e.
‘post-Western diplomacy’ to adapt to the emerging post-liberal international
environment [12;14]. Some Western diplomats have already attempted to reflect
a post-Western outlook in their diplomatic activities. So far, three features come
forward. First, diplomats employ ‘hybrid practices’ mixing up Western and non-
Western cultural elements to be more appealing at foreign courts. Harry Harris,
the US Ambassador to Seoul, shared in social media a video clip where he mixes
up American Whiskey with Korean fruits and spirits to transform traditional
Western cocktails into hybrid ones. He also blended Western and Oriental
flavours to create a hybrid omelette. However, these hybrid practices failed
to have the expected impact, since his Japanese heritage continued to arouse
suspicion and contestation in Korea. Hence, employing hybrid practices alone
does not guarantee success in diplomacy especially when diplomat’s credibility
in the eyes of the host society is already under question. Besides, such practices
can be interpreted as cheap tricks to gain leverage over the host government.
Therefore, diplomats may be required to go into a deeper commitment to ‘win
hearts and minds’ [13].

The second feature of post-Western diplomacy is called ‘acculturation’
which indicates a deeper commitment to host society. Accordingly, diplomats
internalize some of the cultural elements in host country and use them for public
interaction. This is more than just mixing up Western and non-Western elements.
It entails self-identification with host society’s culture triggering a joint sense of
belonging and creating a public image that a foreign diplomat can become ‘one
of us’. Richard Moore, former British Ambassador in Ankara is an outspoken
supporter of Besiktas Football Club, one of the three Turkish giants. He had a
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Besiktas flag hanged on the Embassy building in celebration of the club’s Turkish
premier league title. He then became a board member of the club. Besiktas
fandom made him a public figure in Turkey. Before his departure, he appeared
in a farewell video clip where he shouted Besiktas’ famous ‘Black/White’ chant.
His legacy lasts even after he moved back to London. His successor Dominick
Chilcott picked up where Moore left off and declared on social media his support
for Fenerbahge FC, another Turkish Football giant [13-14].

The final feature of post-Western diplomacy is ‘hybrid identities’. A
diplomat with diverse ethnic background may serve as an excellent asset for
mediation between the government s/he serves and her/his country of origin.
Gary Locke, an American diplomat of Chinese origin, played a critical role
during his tenure as US Ambassador to Beijing in easing out tensions between the
US and China. He used his Chinese heritage as a strong soft power instrument.
Shortly after arriving to Beijing, Locke visited his family’s ancestral village of
Jilong, in southern China becoming a highlight in Chinese media and raising
sympathy within Chinese public. He then acted as a mediator between the two
governments both in the Wang Lijun crisis in February 2012 and regarding the
escape of the activist Chen Guangcheng’s to the US embassy in May 2012. He
was even praised in media as ‘the Best-Ever American Ambassador’ to China.
However, ethnic heritage may not always be an advantage as observed in the case
of Harry Harris. His Japanese heritage became a problem in Korea. He should
have been assigned to Japan instead of Korea. Governments should be extra
careful in assigning diplomats overseas [14].

Post-Western diplomacy exemplified by, but not limited to, the above
features, may help diplomats reassert their importance in the ‘post-liberal’ age. It
may increase diplomats’ credibility both at home and at the host country conferring
them a mediating role in bilateral issues. It may not solve the problems between
populist statesmen and diplomatic bureaucracy, but it can help diplomats escape
from being stigmatized as elitist proving that diplomacy is not a mere instrument
of Western imperialism [15].

On the other hand, diplomats should address two potential hurdles. First,
unless institutionalized, these practices may rather remain as individual cases
whose effectiveness depends on individual experience. Therefore, governments
should embrace post-Western diplomacy as an official policy line and seek to
generate ‘post-Western’ recipes for establishing diplomatic dialogue with others
[15]. Alternatively, post-Western diplomacy can also be embraced by international
corps diplomatique as a viable code of conduct among diplomats. This may
strengthen solidarity among diplomats of various nationalities and encourage
peaceful dialogue [12].

Second, embracing a foreign culture may lead to accusations of localitis,
1.e. going native, in which diplomat ‘loses touch with sentiments at home’ or
even acts as a ‘mouthpiece’ for the host government. This could compromise
diplomat’s credibility at home, while trying to raise it abroad. Diplomats should
seek a balance between their post-Western initiatives and commitments to their
official duties to prevent any false accusations [13].
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Discussion

This article demonstrates how traditional diplomacy has been pushed
aside by statecraft and public diplomacy as alternative practices which gained
momentum under populist leadership and Liberal International Order decline [1-
2;6-7]. The research in this study demonstrates that the LIO structure enabled the
erosion of diplomatic institutions through its support for parallel non-bureaucratic
foreign policy mechanisms.

The research reveals that diplomatic withdrawal results from enduring
changes in international politics rather than a sudden collapse. Heads of state
and non-traditional actors have gained power to bypass professional diplomats
through the combination of populism with digital communication platforms and
the requirement for swift performative foreign policy. Populist leaders solidified
their international influence through Corona Diplomacy during the Covid-19
pandemic which provided them a new method to enhance their public image and
direct statecraft abilities.

Post-Western diplomacy [12-14] presents an attractive solution for future
diplomatic approaches. The combination of hybrid practices with cultural
acculturation and multi-identity diplomacy [13-14] enables diplomats to
demonstrate their continued value and authority in the fragmented post-liberal
world. The success of this method depends entirely on its ability to become
institutionalized rather than depending on individual achievements. The potential
of post-Western diplomacy [12-14] to transform international relations remains
uncertain because it lacks sufficient institutional backing from states and
international organizations.

The discussion reveals that diplomacy faces an essential identity crisis
because it must navigate its conventional bureaucratic functions against the
demands of'the fast-changing media-driven international environment. Diplomacy
needs to transform its form and content to survive by accepting pluralism together
with decentralization and cultural intelligence.

Conclusion

This article enquired the key determinants for the decline of diplomacy in
the 21% Century. It focused on two key alternative dynamics; statecraft and public
diplomacy [1-2] popularized by the US-led LIO. The ascent to power of populist
leaders due to the retreat of LIO, has granted these two practices a hegemonic
status in foreign policy. This trend was exacerbated by the Covid-19 pandemic,
which led to populist governments creating “Corona Diplomacy,” a hybrid of
popular diplomacy and statecraft [1-2;8-9].

As a result, emerging trends like cyber diplomacy and digital diplomacy
[10-11] have not yet proven to be a workable solution for diplomatic practice.
Digital diplomacy has yet to be properly integrated into the operations of
foreign ministries as a global norm, despite the fact that moving diplomatic
efforts to digital platforms has become essential, particularly in the wake of the
COVID-19 epidemic. In addition, statecraft and public diplomacy have adapted
to digitalization more successfully. Nation-branding initiatives abroad now have
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a greater impact and reach thanks to online channels. Similar to Trump, populist
politicians today use social media to circumvent diplomatic channels in their
pursuit of “digital statecraft.” Furthermore, it is still unsafe for diplomats and
diplomatic organizations to move their operations to cyberspace. During the
epidemic, cyber-hacking has become a serious problem. Therefore, until nations
reach a consensus on how to handle the anarchic structure of cyberspace, cyber
diplomacy will only exist in name.

This article offers a way out for diplomats emphasizing the need to embrace
a post-Western outlook to survive in the emerging post-liberal age. By blending
Western and non-Western elements into diplomatic practice, diplomats can find
innovative ways to communicate at foreign courts. Infusing the cultural elements
of host society into their own life, diplomats can become principal enactors and
carriers of public diplomacy. Finally, diplomats with multiple cultural identities
can act as mediators between the government they represent and the country of
their origin. A post-Western diplomatic style [12-15] may help diplomats redefine
their role in a changing international order and reassert their value in foreign
affairs.

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CENTRAL ASIA DURING THE SINO-SOVIET SPLIT
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Abstract. This paper examines the experiences of Uyghur émigrés from
Xinjiang who settled in the Soviet republics of Central Asia, with a focus on how
they maintained emotional and practical connections to their homeland during the
Sino-Soviet rift, particularly from the 1960s to the 1980s. While many Uyghurs
fled political repression and collectivization in China during the 1950s and early
1960s, their memories of the subsequent decades are shaped by deep anxiety and
fear related to China’s growing power and its increasingly hostile stance toward
the Soviet Union. The research analyzes how Cold War geopolitics—especially
the deterioration of Sino-Soviet relations—were experienced and interpreted by
Uyghur communities living on the Soviet periphery. As a transnational minority
with cultural, linguistic, and familial ties across the Chinese-Soviet border,
Uyghurs were uniquely positioned to feel the direct impact of this geopolitical
divide. The study places particular emphasis on the 1970s and 1980s, a period
marked by intensified Sinophobia within the Soviet Union. Methodologically, the
research combines oral history and in-depth interviews, drawing on hundreds of
testimonies from witnesses of these events, gathered over years of ethnographic
fieldwork in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Uzbekistan. This study highlights the
practical value of using memory-based narratives to understand how Uyghur
communities experienced and adapted to Cold War tensions and displacement. It
shows how global politics were internalized through everyday fears, prayers, and
satirical cultural expressions. The findings offer insights for current policymakers,
educators, and researchers working with displaced or cross-border ethnic groups
by illustrating how geopolitical events shape identity, resilience, and political
awareness on the ground.

Introduction

In the 1970s, Gulnisa Nazarova, then a young Soviet schoolgirl and now
one of the authors of this article, recalls that during her elementary school years
in Uzbekistan, she and her classmate Jalil Rasulbaev, whose family had also
migrated to Soviet Central Asia in the 1960s, would quietly wish for the continued
health of Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev while tending sheep in the fields. These
were not religious prayers; religion was officially banned in Soviet schools.
Their prayers were silent hopes, shaped by a climate of fear and reinforced by
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anxious parents and teachers. Even as children, they had been taught to believe
that Brezhnev’s death would trigger an immediate war with China. For kids like
Gulnisa, concern for Brezhnev’s well-being was not merely symbolic; it was
rooted in an internalized fear of invasion. In their minds, Brezhnev stood as a
bulwark against Chinese aggression, and his death would signal disaster. These
beliefs were not the product of childish fantasy, but the result of sustained state-
sponsored messaging designed to cultivate both loyalty and fear.

This messaging intensified dramatically following the 1969 Sino-Soviet
military confrontation on Damansky Island, which marked a turning point in
Cold War propaganda. Anti-Maoist rhetoric surged to unprecedented levels as
the Soviet state mobilized its ideological apparatus through television, radio,
newspapers, and even factory lectures. The aim was to portray China as an
imminent, existential threat, thereby consolidating internal unity and reinforcing
the legitimacy of the Soviet leadership. This campaign was deeply felt by ordinary
citizens, as reflected in numerous oral history interviews. Many respondents
vividly recalled this period, often supplementing their memories with references
to media content. While retrospective memories are shaped by time and context,
such accounts provide a valuable lens through which to reconstruct the emotional
and psychological climate of the era.

Crucially, the ideological battle between the USSR and China was not one-
sided. Across the border, Chinese media depicted the Soviet Union as a revisionist
and imperialist force threatening socialist purity. Both regimes sought to project
positive self-images while framing the other as corrupt and dangerous. This
mutual demonization turned borderlands — where familial, cultural, and linguistic
ties often crossed national lines — into contested ideological spaces. Central Asia
became a strategic site in an emerging form of informational warfare.

In response, the Soviet Union invested heavily in its international
broadcasting infrastructure. By the late 1960s, it was transmitting content in
82 languages and dialects, including Mandarin, Cantonese, Shanghainese,
Mongolian, and Uyghur. Tashkent, as a major broadcasting hub, played a
central role in this campaign by producing Uyghur-language programs aimed at
influencing populations with cross-border connections to Xinjiang. As historian
Helmut Konig notes, these efforts were part of a broader Soviet strategy to secure
the loyalty of borderland minorities and counteract the soft power of Chinese
influence [1]. Thus, the ideological front of the Cold War did not merely divide
states — it also penetrated communities, classrooms, and even the private thoughts
of children.

Description of Materials and Methods

This research employs a combined methodology of oral history and
ethnographic fieldwork, enabling an exploration of both individual memories
and the broader socio-political contexts in which those memories were shaped.
Grounded in the principle of writing history “from below,” this approach
foregrounds the voices of ordinary people and offers a counterpoint to dominant
“top-down” narratives typically produced by state institutions and official
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historiography. In this sense, it aligns with what Geertz [2] described as seeking
“the native point of view.” As Kamp [3] argues, oral history is not merely the
recounting of private experience but also involves the narrator’s ability to interpret
that experience and re-cast their identity within shifting political contexts. Frisch
[4] adds that understanding oral testimony requires asking who is speaking, what
kind of experience is being shared, and how it is interpreted — reminding us that
memory is inherently selective and shaped by cultural and historical frames.

The empirical material for this study is based on extensive fieldwork
conducted between 2016 and 2024 across three Central Asian republics —
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Kazakhstan — with a focus on regions where Uyghur
communities have been historically concentrated. This article presents only a
small portion of a larger, multi-year research project examining Uyghur migration
from China to Central Asia during the Cold War. The broader project investigates
the social, political, and emotional trajectories of Uyghur migrants and their
descendants, focusing on how their experiences were shaped by geopolitical
tensions, border regimes, and shifting national ideologies. In total, over 100 life-
history interviews were collected from former migrants and their families. At
the time of the interviews, respondents ranged in age from 70 to 91 years old,
with birth years spanning from 1935 to 1945. Drawing on these narratives, the
research explores how Uyghurs who migrated to the Soviet Union in the 1950s
and 1960s — and, in some cases, during the 1970s amid the Cultural Revolution —
perceived, remembered, and interpreted anti-Chinese sentiment during the period
of the Sino-Soviet rift from the 1960s to the 1980s.

Result

These narratives illuminate how Uyghur migrants, despite having fled
Chinese rule, remained entangled in ideological tensions that extended beyond
national borders. Within the Soviet Union, they continued to feel vulnerable
and subjected to scrutiny — not only as former citizens of China but as potential
ideological “others.” Their memories reflect how fear, humor, longing, and
dislocation shaped a unique post-migration identity, forged in the shadow of
competing empires and Cold War politics.

This sense of vulnerability was not simply personal but deeply embedded
in the political environment of the time. The ideological and geopolitical rupture
between the Soviet Union and the People’s Republic of China — especially after
their relations soured in the 1960s and armed conflict erupted along the Ussuri
River in 1969 — permeated everyday Soviet life. In border regions like Central
Asia, where many Uyghurs had settled, China was not just a distant enemy but
a constant feature in official discourse, portrayed both as a military threat and a
traitor to socialist ideals. Textbooks, media, and state-led campaigns constructed
an atmosphere of suspicion in which China symbolized danger — and even those
who had escaped it could not entirely escape its shadow.
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Discussion

Echoes of Suspicion: Historical Roots and Persistence of Anti-Chinese
Sentiment in Central Asia

In contemporary Central Asia, Sinophobia — fear or hostility toward China
— has become a widespread phenomenon. It is primarily driven by concerns over
China’s territorial ambitions, economic expansion, and its well-documented
repression of Uyghurs in Xinjiang. However, the roots of anti-Chinese sentiment
in the region trace back much further. As Alekseeva [5] notes, these sentiments
began to take shape in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, closely linked to
Russian imperial expansion in the Far East and Siberia. This period also saw
increased contact with Chinese migrants who came to the region seeking work
and trade [6].

Early portrayals of Chinese people were often steeped in negative
stereotypes, reflecting global “Yellow Peril” imagery [7]. These depictions
gradually evolved into deeply entrenched conspiracy theories, which became
embedded in the political discourse of the region. These narratives exploited
underlying fears and uncertainties about China’s long-term intentions. According
to Fenster [8], conspiracy theories help believers consolidate group identity,
discredit opposition, and frame dissent as part of a hidden agenda. Similarly,
Wilson [9] characterizes conspiracy-making as a form of “virtual politics” — a
performative act used to manipulate political reality. As a result, China has long
been viewed in Central Asia not merely as a neighbor but as a hidden threat with
ambitions to dominate the region.

This geopolitical anxiety filtered into daily life during the Cold War.
Many interviewees recalled how discussions about China permeated household
conversations, news broadcasts, and social gatherings. Political fear became a
constant background presence, shaping family narratives and intergenerational
memory. One Dungan man, who migrated to Kyrgyzstan in 1962 and spoke
fluent Uyghur, recalled his service in the Soviet army in Georgia in 1970. When a
Russian soldier deserted his unit, investigators discovered that the Dungan officer
had been born in China. That fact alone was enough to arouse suspicion. “They
questioned how a ‘Chinese’ man could be trusted with command,” he recalled.
“They thought I might be a spy.” His unit was ordered to sleep with weapons
in hand, ready to mobilize within five minutes in the event of a Chinese attack.
His commander even claimed to have participated in the 1969 Damansky Island
conflict, boasting that “Soviet forces had used laser weapons during the battle.”

Other testimonies described covert Soviet operations near the Chinese
border. One man recalled that his uncle had been trained by Soviet officials in the
late 1960s to infiltrate Xinjiang as both an agitator and an informant. His mission
was twofold: to reassure local Uyghur populations that the Soviet Union was not
preparing for war, and to secretly report on public sentiment. Uyghur men living
in Soviet border regions were also reportedly trained as partisans in the event of
open conflict with China.

More secretive missions also surfaced in interviews. One respondent
described how his relative was sent to Ghulja (Yining) in 1970, where he was
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arrested by Chinese authorities and spent ten years in prison. During that time,
the family received no information about his fate — only that he had been on a
“state mission.” Upon his return to the Soviet Union, he and his family were
rewarded with housing and financial assistance. In another story, a man revealed
that his uncle was involved in smuggling Chinese currency into Xinjiang to
support Soviet-linked underground networks. “I wouldn’t be telling you this if
my brother were still alive,” he said. “It was a state secret.”

Fear and hope during this period were not limited to one side of the border.
In 1993, Gulnisa’s uncle from Ghulja visited relatives in Kyrgyzstan and spoke
about how Uyghurs in the Ili region had long expected the return of their family
members who had fled to the Soviet Union in the 1950s and 1960s. During the
Sino-Soviet conflict, many Han Chinese left towns like Suydun, Qorghas, and
Ghulja, afraid of a Soviet invasion. “Many houses stood empty,” he recalled.
“They thought the Uyghurs would return with the Soviet Army and reclaim their
homes.”

These memories show how deeply the past shapes the way people view
their neighbors and others. For the Uyghurs, the return of their loved ones
symbolized hope and the possibility of reclaiming what had been lost. However,
for those on the other side — especially Han Chinese — it stirred fears of war and
instability. Such stories and emotions, passed down from parents to children,
continue to influence how communities understand and relate to one another
today. In this way, history plays a powerful role in shaping everyday attitudes,
fears, and expectations.

Shifting Borders, Shifting Lives: Uyghur Migration and the Rise of Sino-
Soviet Hostility

Following Stalin’s death in 1953 and the rise of Nikita Khrushchev,
ideological contradictions between the Soviet Union and its former ally,
the People’s Republic of China, began to intensify. The rift deepened after
Khrushchev’s “Secret Speech” at the 20th Congress of the Communist Party in
1956, which denounced Stalin’s cult of personality. This marked a turning point,
as previously close Soviet-Chinese relations gave way to open hostility. Several
recurring patterns emerged from the oral history interviews conducted for this
study. Many respondents recalled the early 1950s as a period of ideological
harmony, when the Soviet Union and China shared common political values and
were publicly aligned as brotherly socialist nations [10]. At the time, international
observers referred to this alignment as the “red-yellow threat to the free world.”
However, even during this period, private skepticism existed. Later reports
suggest that Stalin once likened Mao Zedong to a radish — red on the outside,
white on the inside [11], hinting at underlying distrust within the alliance.

The escalation of Sino-Soviet tensions in the late 1950s and early 1960s
coincided with China’s launch of the Great Leap Forward, an ambitious political
and economic campaign aimed at rapid industrialization and collectivization.
Fueled by ideological fervorrather than practical economic planning, the campaign
resulted in devastating failures. Unrealistic production targets, disregard for basic
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agricultural and industrial realities, and the belief that mass enthusiasm could
substitute for resources and expertise led to widespread famine, particularly in rural
regions. This humanitarian crisis was especially severe in China’s borderlands,
where desperation prompted a surge in illegal crossings into the Soviet Union.
By the early 1960s, the scale of this migration had grown significantly. Uyghurs,
along with Kazakhs, Kyrgyz, and Dungans, fled in large numbers from Xinjiang
into neighboring Soviet republics [12], [13], [14] (Kamalov, 2021; Imyarova,
2024). What began as isolated border crossings soon took on the character of a
mass migration, facilitated both by deteriorating conditions in China and by the
relative openness of the Soviet side during this brief window.

By the late 1960s, relations between the two powers had deteriorated to the
point that rumors of a Chinese invasion circulated widely among Soviet citizens.
Analysis of oral history interviews reveals the emotional and psychological
imprint these fears left on ordinary people. As one respondent recalled, “The
Soviet leadership was genuinely worried about a Chinese attack and the possibility
of a third world war.” Others described the constant atmosphere of anxiety that
permeated everyday life, from schools and households to village gossip. Yet, for
many Uyghurs in the Soviet Union — particularly those with roots in Xinjiang
— this fear of war was accompanied by a conflicted sense of hope. Soviet anti-
Chinese propaganda often resonated with Uyghur aspirations for independence
or political change in their homeland.

As one interviewee explained, “We wanted this war — we hoped it would
bring us independence.” Another respondent recounted participating in military
training in 1970, under the assumption that Uyghurs would be sent back across
the border to fight: “They called it voennye sbory [military training]. They told
us, You know the land well — you’ll go there to fight.” Despite decades of political
manipulation and unmet promises, many Uyghurs continued to believe that the
Soviet Union might support their national cause. This belief, however, was never
realized. As sinologist Luzyanin notes, while Moscow occasionally supported
Muslim rebels in Xinjiang, it had no intention of enabling Uyghur independence
[15]. Supporting an independent Uyghur state would have risked destabilizing
Soviet Central Asia, where Uyghur and other Turkic populations already lived
in significant numbers. Historically, the Soviet Union had three opportunities
to back Uyghur statehood — during the Northern Expedition (1925-27), the
1931-33 uprisings in Xinjiang, and the East Turkestan Republic (1944-45) —
but consistently chose not to do so. These decisions reflected a broader Soviet
strategy of preserving regional stability and protecting its geopolitical interests
above all else.

While this high-stakes political drama unfolded at the state level, its
effects were felt unevenly in daily life. Men often recalled these tensions vividly,
sometimes describing direct involvement in clandestine activities or military
preparedness. In contrast, Uyghur women often did not remember these events
with the same intensity or frequency. Many interviewees suggested that this
difference stemmed from traditional gender roles. As one man humorously put it:
“It’s like the old anecdote. A man is asked who is more important in the family
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— him or his wife. He says: ‘Of course me. I deal with the big issues: Will China
attack the Soviet Union? What will we do if it happens? My wife deals with the
little things — like what the children will eat or wear today.”” We might chuckle at
this, knowing that the “little things” are clearly the more important, dealing with
actual concrete problems rather than abstract possibilities.

Despite the seriousness of the period, humor and satire served as outlets for
fear, uncertainty, and political commentary. Gulnisa recalls that during her student
years in Russia in the 1980s, she and her classmates sang comedic street songs
about hunweibins (from hongweibing, “Red Guards”) and imagined battles with
Chinese troops. These songs, often sung during student gatherings and drinking
parties, included improvised lyrics and dark humor reflecting the tension of the
time. One version went:

One hundred Chinese regiments approaching me

Well, let them draw near, my machine gun is ready

I pull the trigger, and all the Chinese will be dead

You can drink a small glass, or you can even drink five

Another ran:

A Hunweibin is coming at me from the bushes

Well, let him come, I have a carbine

I pull the trigger, and the bullet goes into the Hunweibin’s ribs
You can drink a small shot, or you can drink a bucket

Such lyrics illustrate how even students internalized Cold War anxieties,
processing them through sarcasm and song. This sense of tension was not limited
to private jokes or student circles — it also found expression in the broader
popular culture of the time. One example is Vladimir Vysotsky’s satirical piece,
“Letter from the Workers of the Tambov Factory to the Chinese Leaders,”
which criticized the Cultural Revolution and the deterioration of Soviet-Chinese
relations. Referencing China’s earlier dependence on Soviet aid during its famine,
the lyrics included the lines:

When you washed down rice with water —

We were showing internationalism.

I bet when you chewed Russian bread,

You didn’t talk about opportunism (revisionism)!

You don’t need bombs or shells,
Don’t fan the flames of war —
We will strike you, if needed,
With several nukes more.

These forms of cultural expression — whether in secret missions, rumors,
student songs, or state-sanctioned satire — reveal how deeply the Sino-Soviet rift
shaped the political imagination and emotional world of Uyghur migrants and
other Soviet citizens alike. From covert border operations to dinner table jokes,
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from whispered prayers to military drills, life during this period was saturated
with the expectation of conflict.

These memories offer insight into how individuals and families navigated
the complex landscape of hope, fear, loyalty, and survival, crafting meaning in a
world caught between propaganda and lived experience.

Longing, Loyalty, and Loss: Uyghur Migrant Lives in Soviet Central Asia

The oral history interviews conducted for this study provide valuable
insight into the lives of Uyghur migrants in the Soviet Union and the degree to
which they integrated into local communities across Central Asia. For more than
two decades — until 1985 and the onset of perestroika — Uyghurs living in Soviet
republics had virtually no contact with relatives in Xinjiang. Most interviewees
visited their homeland only after border policies began to loosen in the late 1980s.
A few were able to return multiple times and even hosted relatives from China.
Despite having adapted to Soviet life, established families, and raised children,
they continued to long for their homeland. After the collapse of the Soviet Union,
this desire to reconnect with Xinjiang intensified, especially as ethnic identity and
cultural belonging gained new meaning in the newly independent Central Asian
republics. While Soviet ideology had promoted equality among nationalities,
many Uyghurs regard that ideal as increasingly distant or illusory in the states of
Central Asia.

These collective reflections take on deeper meaning when grounded in
individual life stories. One particularly vivid example is the testimony of Pettakh
(Fattakh) aka, born in 1949. His account provides a detailed and emotionally
charged narrative that captures the complexity of Uyghur displacement. Through
his experience, we gain a clearer understanding of how political persecution,
fear, and cultural erasure shaped not only the decision to flee China, but also the
fraught process of rebuilding life in Soviet Central Asia.

“I was born in Korla and started school in 1957 in Maytag, at a school
that had been left behind by the Russians. Later, my mother moved us to Chochek,
where I continued my studies. We were taught all subjects — except Uyghur history.
We had Chinese language classes and endless political education sessions:
reading official news, discussing party campaigns. Later, I started working at a
newspaper. In 1964, Chochek’s newspapers were printed in Kazakh. During the
Cultural Revolution, the paper could run up to 30 pages. We worked 14-hour
shifts. By late 1965, authorities began house visits urging people to ‘destroy the
old and build the new.’ They seized jewelry and gold, saying it wasn't for the
proletariat. Teenagers from local schools were given power. Even our printing
press was confiscated...”

It should be mentioned that Maytagh — ‘Oil Mountain’ — is known for its
rich petroleum deposits. In 1955, one of the largest oilfields in the PRC was
discovered there, and it remains a major center of oil production to this day.

Pettakh aka’s testimony underscores several key themes that run throughout
this research: the precarity of Uyghur life under Chinese rule, the trauma of forced
migration, and the ambiguous reception refugees faced in the Soviet Union. His
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early exposure to political indoctrination, the suppression of Uyghur history, and
the brutality of the “purifying class ranks” (sepni tazilash) campaign reflect the
systemic targeting of minority identities in Maoist China. However, escape did
not mean safety. In the USSR, he and his family encountered a different — but
no less invasive — system of surveillance and mistrust. Branded as outsiders,
suspected of espionage, and labeled “Chinese,” their identity was repeatedly
misrecognized, compounding their displacement.

“We were watched constantly. Many suspected us of being Chinese spies.
My mother was 50 when we arrived; [she had been] born in 1918. After two years,
we received Soviet passports. I was drafted into the army and sent to Aktepe,
where I worked as a hospital orderly. I served with Tatars who had arrived in
the Soviet Union in 1961. We didn't speak Russian — it was difficult. We wrote
letters home in Arabic script, which scared the officers. They thought we were
passing secrets. Later, our unit was transferred to Almaty, closer to the central
authorities. There, we joined a construction battalion. People called us ‘Chinese’
and mocked us. They didn t know how deeply that hurt. [ once got into a fight over
it and was sent to Balkhash as punishment.”

Pettakh aka’s story also highlights the everyday forms of resilience,
adaptability, and quiet resistance that defined Uyghur life in exile. From smuggling
themselves across the border to navigating Soviet labor camps and army service,
his account reveals how survival was an act of negotiation — between state
structures, local prejudice, and personal dignity.

Taken together, these interviews reveal that displacement for Uyghur
migrants was not a single rupture, but an ongoing condition shaped by intersecting
ideologies, Cold War geopolitics, and the shifting landscapes of belonging. The
longing for a lost homeland, pride in endurance, and the pain of marginalization
are not just individual memories — they are collectively held experiences that
continue to shape Uyghur identity in post-Soviet Central Asia.

Conclusion

The experiences of Uyghur migrants in Soviet Central Asia during the Cold
War reveal the profound ways in which global geopolitical tensions penetrated
personal lives and reshaped collective identities. Fleeing political repression,
famine, and ideological campaigns in Xinjiang, thousands of Uyghurs crossed
into the Soviet Union during the 1950s and 1960s, seeking refuge and stability.
Yet even in exile, they remained entangled in the shadow of the Sino-Soviet
conflict. As a borderland minority, Uyghurs in the USSR were both protected and
scrutinized — granted asylum, but never fully trusted.

Through oral history interviews and memory narratives, this article has
shown how Cold War ideologies — particularly Soviet Sinophobia — filtered
into schools, workplaces, military service, and everyday conversations. Uyghur
migrants internalized and reinterpreted these narratives in complex ways: with
fear, with hope for liberation, with humor, and with longing for a lost homeland.
These emotional registers shaped how they understood their place in Soviet
society and their relationship to both China and the USSR.
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For many, exile did not mean detachment from the Uyghur homeland — it
meant living with a permanent sense of distance, vulnerability, and ambiguity.
As Soviet borders reopened in the late 1980s, new connections were forged, but
so too were old wounds reopened. In the post-Soviet period, with the rise of
nationalism and shifting political landscapes, Uyghur identity has acquired new
meanings, rooted not only in ethnic heritage but also in shared memory, survival,
and the legacy of Cold War displacement.

By centering the voices of Uyghur migrants themselves, this research offers
a human-scale account of Cold War history — one that illuminates how ideology,
fear, and aspiration shaped the lives of those caught between competing empires.
It is a story of loss and resilience, but also of agency, adaptation, and the enduring
power of memory.

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Abstract. This article explores the worldview, religious ideology, and the
underlying philosophical foundations of governance espoused by the Taliban
movement, which returned to power in Afghanistan in August 2021 after a two-
decade absence. Not only Islam, but also the tribal code of the Pashtun nation
called «Pashtunwali» influenced the formation and existence of the Taliban
as an organization. Our study will also address this issue in detail and discuss
its impact on the Taliban. The majority of article is devoted to analyzing the
political philosophy of the Taliban based on the work «The Islamic Emirate and
Its System» by Abdulhakim Haqgani, the current chief justice of Afghanistan
and a religious expert of the Taliban, published in 2022. The aforementioned
book considers the system of the first four caliphs as a model for establishing
power in modern Afghanistan. For example, the work states that the emir must
be a Muslim, male, sane, pious, just, and a mujtahid scholar according to the
madhhab. It also states that a true leader must possess courage, political foresight,
and high competence, and must be capable of conducting caliphate affairs. Such
characteristics are similar to the requirements for a caliph or imam in medieval
Islamic political law, which indicates that the Taliban seeks to present itself as the
legitimate successor to the traditional Islamic system of governance. The book
also discusses topics such as what the state created by the Taliban should be like,
the way the emir is appointed, the process of governing the state, the shortcomings
of modern democracy in relation to the Islamic system, and the issue of women.
This work is not an official document or doctrine of the Taliban on governing the
country. However, since the book was written by a high-ranking figure like A.
Haqgani and received official support, it is considered a very valuable source for
understanding the Taliban’s system of power and philosophy of life.

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Introduction

If we look at the ideological basis of the Taliban movement, we can see
that its religious foundation was influenced by the religious ideology of the
Darul Uloom Deoband madrasa, which was founded in 1867 in the Indian city
of Deoband. The aforementioned madrasa system was established in order
to preserve the religion and teachings of Islam among Muslims in the Indian
subcontinent at that time. The Deoband system adheres to the conservative
direction of the Hanafi school of thought. Deoband organizations and scholars
had a great influence on the formation of the Taliban movement in the nineties
of the last century. The Taliban can also be called the political manifestation
of Deobandism in Afghanistan. However, it is worth noting that the Taliban
have moved away from the tradition of interest in knowledge and the pursuit
of innovation in Deoband culture. For example, for the Taliban, any suspicion
is a sin, and any dispute is blasphemy. They also have very little knowledge of
Islamic history, Sharia and the Quran, and the ideological changes and political
phenomena that have occurred in the Muslim world throughout the twentieth
century [1, p. 154]. In other words, the Taliban adhere to a more rigid line of
Deobandi religious ideology. This is especially evident in the Taliban’s views
and policies towards women. The Taliban seem to view women as triggers for
sins such as adultery and social disruption. The Taliban are so sensitive about the
issue of women that they are ready to impose prohibitions on them that have no
basis in Sharia. For example, they believe that not only women’s bodies but also
their voices are considered haram. In this regard, shortly after coming to power
for the second time, they banned women from speaking and singing loudly in
public places [2]. Although Afghanistan may seem far from Kazakhstan, it is
worth remembering that Afghanistan is our neighbor through Uzbekistan on one
side and Turkmenistan on the other. Especially after the Taliban regained power
in Kabul in August 2021 after 20 years of exile, the world’s attention has turned
to Afghanistan again. It is clear that the instability and socio-economic crisis
in Afghanistan initially worried neighboring Central Asian countries. Moreover,
there is evidence of a resurgence of radical groups there after the Taliban returned
to power. For example, the June 2023 report of the United Nations Sanctions
Monitoring Group states that about 20 terrorist groups in Afghanistan have
freedom of action and are taking advantage of the instability in the country.
Extremist organizations that previously took refuge in Afghan territory were
limited to making angry statements about Central Asian countries, but now
they have found an opportunity to move from words to deeds. On the one hand,
this situation also shows that the Taliban are unable to fully control all parts of
Afghanistan [3, p. 149].

The official authorities of Central Asia seem to have immediately
understood that the Taliban have come to Afghanistan for a long time, and
accordingly, there is no point in fighting or arguing with them. In this regard, we
can say that the current policy of the Central Asian states towards Afghanistan
is based on pragmatism and economic interests [4, p. 5]. Although they do not
officially recognize the Taliban regime, the countries of the region have shown
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their readiness to work with it [5, p. 29]. Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan
and Turkmenistan have taken a common position on recognizing them only if the
UN and the international community recognize the Taliban regime in Afghanistan
[6].

It is no secret that the dominant perception in Central Asian countries
is to regard Afghanistan and the Taliban as savage, backward, and fanatical
religionists. However, we cannot say that there are no people who look at them
with love and interest. For example, among the religious people of Central Asia,
there are those who see the Taliban as the Basmachis who fought against the
Soviet regime in the early 20th century. There are also opinions along the lines of
«Like the Basmachis, the Taliban fought to liberate their homeland from foreign
colonialists, and ordinary Afghans supported them against the Western puppet
regime in Kabul. Thus, together they saved their country from the colonialistsy.
There are also those who are interested in the Taliban’s measures, such as taking
a tough stance on women and punishing criminals according to Sharia law, and
who would like to see these things implemented in their own countries. For
example, such opinions were revealed in an analysis of comments on articles and
videos on a popular news channel in Uzbekistan between 2021 and 2022 [7, p. 3].

The attitude towards the Taliban movement can be positive or negative.
However, it is also true that they currently hold power in Afghanistan. We cannot
avoid this fact. After the Taliban came to power in 2021, this topic has become
more relevant, and research is being conducted on the potential threats facing
the region and our country. For example, I. Zhumayev, R. Baygondin and A.
Turyntaeva [8] in their articles analyze the Taliban’s rise to power in Afghanistan
from a political perspective and try to determine the threat it poses to the countries
of Central Asia. A. Abdullina and M. Aksakalova [9] examine the relations
between Kazakhstan and Afghanistan from a general historical perspective and
focus on the trade, economic and social interests between the two countries. In
turn, Ye. Tukumov [10] conducts a comparative analysis of the two-year period
after the Taliban came to power. He also analyzes the development prospects of
the Taliban and Afghanistan. The mentioned literature considers the problems
of the Taliban and Afghanistan from political, historical and social aspects.
From foreign literature, the work «The return of the Taliban» by H.Abbas [1]
opens the way to extensive data. The book carefully discusses the history of
the Taliban, its ideological foundations, past and present political structure and
plans. In addition, the work «Al-Imara al-Islamiya wa Nizamuha» (The Islamic
Emirate and Its System) [11], written by Abdulhakim Haqqani, the chief justice
of the Taliban government, can be an indispensable source for understanding the
Taliban’s theory and principles of governing the country.

However, the ideology and religious beliefs of the Taliban movement
are still not fully understood and unknown to us. It is very important to know
their worldview, the foundations of their religious structures, the principles of
the country’s governance system, and their general philosophy of life. In this
regard, in order to fill this information vacuum, the article deals with the above-
mentioned aspects of the Taliban.
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Description of Materials and Methods

This study used qualitative analysis methods. Particularly the religious
and ideological positions and principles of governance of the Taliban movement
were examined through the methods of textual content and discourse analyses. In
the article materials written in different languages including English, Arabic and
Russian were used. A book «Al-Imara al-Islamiya wa Nizamuha» [11] authored
by Abdulhakim Haqqani could be counsidered one of the main sources of the
research. Relying on that work Taliban’s governance philosophy, its objectives
and system were analyzed.

In addition, opinions and reactions in online media, social networks and
news sites related to public attitudes in Central Asian countries were reviewed in
terms of content. These sources made it possible to determine the nature of public
perceptions and religious positions regarding the Taliban regime.

This study aims to evaluate the potential ideological expansion of the
Taliban movement into Central Asia by comprehensively analyzing its ideological,
religious and philosophical foundations. It also seeks to explain the movement’s
political discourse and value system by examining its main principles.

Results and Discussion

Taliban and Pashtun mentality

Pashtunwali, along with religion, plays an important role in the ideological
structure of the Taliban. Therefore, in order to fully understand the worldview
of the Taliban movement, it is worth dwelling on this concept. Pashtunwali is
a code of honor, a set of customs and unwritten laws belonging to the Pashtun
tribes. For Pashtun tribes, Pashtunwali rules sometimes take precedence over
religion. For example, according to Sharia, four witnesses are required to execute
a woman who has committed adultery, while according to Pashtunwali, a rumor
about adultery against one woman is enough. Also, while in Islam a woman
can become an heir, in Pashtunwali this opportunity is not provided for women
[12, p. 154]. In the first census in the history of Afghanistan, conducted in 1979,
Pashtuns made up 50% of the population of Afghanistan. Since Pashtuns call
themselves Afghans, there is no difference between the words «Pashtun» and
«Afghany». The basis of any Pashtun political organization is primarily kinship.
For a representative of the Pashtun nation, the family and clan do not cease to
play a governing and educational role until the end of their lives. Therefore, no
matter what high position a Pashtun holds, he is always bound by the will of
his tribe and obliged to heed their opinions. Even King Muhammad Zahir Shah
(1914-2007), who ruled Afghanistan for about 40 years, was forced to share
power with his relatives [13, p. 2].

The Pashtuns, like nomadic peoples, are especially eager for freedom. They
love their nation so much that sometimes this leads them to consider themselves
superior to others. Another of their distinctive features is their fighting spirit.
Courage and perseverance are very sacred among the Pashtuns. For them, victory
in war and death are equally honorable. Therefore, every Pashtun learns how to
use weapons from childhood, and then tries not to part with them throughout
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his life. Despite their fighting spirit and harshness towards their enemies, they
are very hospitable. For the Pashtuns, when anyone sets foot in a village, they
become a guest of that village and no one can harm them. Even a poor Pashtun
family is ready to slaughter its last chicken for a guest. Some attribute this quality
of the Pashtuns to the fact that the Taliban did not voluntarily hand over Osama
bin Laden, who became the world’s number one terrorist after the terrorist attacks
in the United States in 2001, and took refuge in Afghanistan [13, p. 4].

Pashtuns instill in their children the importance of protecting honor from
an early age. Therefore, for any Pashtun, especially the honor and shame of
the family are considered the highest value. Taking revenge on the person who
trampled on it becomes a duty for each member of the family. Interestingly,
the process of revenge can last for years. It is quite possible that revenge that
has not been taken now will be taken by one of the family members in 10 or
20 years. That is, blood revenge itself is «inherited» from father to son. Due to
this characteristic of the Pashtun mentality, even after years have passed, they
still have hatred for the English who exploited them in the past. Nowadays, we
can say that this hostility has passed on to the Americans [13, p. 6]. Pashtuns
educate their children to respect their fellow tribesmen both at school and at
home. This characteristic is reflected in the concept of «musawat» (equality) in
Pashtunwali. According to musawat, all Pashtuns are equal and brothers to each
other. That is, in Pashtunwali, it is important to be modest. It is not acceptable
for a person to talk about his achievements and advantages. Historically, the
«Jirga» council, which is held with the participation of tribal members, played
a key role in resolving issues. Any representative of the tribe, even women, can
participate in this gathering. The council is chaired by tribal elders and they make
the final decisions. And the most pressing issues regarding the fate of the state
are resolved in the «Loya Jirga». Only authoritative Afghans participate in it. For
example, during the Second World War, Afghanistan remained a neutral state by
the decision of the Loya Jirga [13, p. 7].

The natural conditions of Afghanistan and its geographical location played
an important role in the formation of Pashtunwali culture. Throughout history,
Afghan land has witnessed the aggression and invasions of foreign countries. This
is probably why the Pashtuns distrust of outsiders. And the hot and dry climate
of Afghanistan has formed in the Pashtuns a hot temper and harshness towards
enemies. Afghanistan is one of the poorest and least developed countries in the
world. In turn, poverty has given rise to a culture of asking for «baksheesh» (gifts)
for every service, and bribery is widespread among the population and at the state
level. In general, the culture of «baksheesh» is not an unfamiliar phenomenon not
only in Afghanistan but also throughout the broader Middle East. Pashtunwali
has been firmly entrenched in the minds of Afghans for centuries and has been
passed down from generation to generation. Thus, the mentality of the Pashtuns
was formed. In history, not only Afghans, but also other peoples of the world,
including Turkic countries, lived with tribal and tribal concepts. However, in
recent centuries, when science and technology have advanced, these concepts
have become obsolete in many countries and have lost their former meaning. The
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peculiarities of the Pashtuns are that Pashtunwali is still sacred to them, and their
mentality based on it has not changed much over the past 300 years [13, p. 9].

Theoretical foundations of Taliban statehood in the context of the work
«The Islamic Emirate and its System»

In understanding the Taliban’s philosophy of state governance, the book
«The Islamic Emirate and its System» (Al-Imara al-Islamiya wa Nizamuha)
published in 2022 by the Taliban Supreme Court Chairman A.Haqqgani can help
us. This 312-page work was foreword by the Taliban emir Hibatullah Akhundzada
himself. The book discusses the Taliban’s basic worldview and views, as well
as the orientations of their domestic and foreign policies in the post-American
period. Of course, all of this is based on religion. The book is not an official
document or legislative set of the Taliban on state governance, but it can serve as
an indispensable work for a closer understanding of them.

As for the author of the book, A.Haqqani, it is said that he was born in
1956 or 1957 in the village of Talogan, Panjawi District, Kandahar Province. His
father, a scholar of Hadith, was his first teacher. He studied at the Darul Uloom
Hagqgania madrasa from 1976 to 1980. After teaching for about ten years in
Pakistan, he returned to his native Kandahar in 1989 after the Soviet withdrawal
from Afghanistan. During the first Taliban regime, he taught at a madrasa in
Kandahar at the request of Mullah Omar. After the US military operation against
the Taliban began, he was exiled to Quetta, Pakistan. There, he founded his own
religious school, Darul Uloom Sharqiya. He also had close ties to the Taliban as
a sharia judge. He wrote books on Islamic subjects such as Hadith, ethics, and
Islamic jurisprudence [14, p. 9].

The aforementioned Darul Uloom Haqganiyya madrasa, founded in 1947
by Samiul Haq’s father, Mawlana Abdul Hagq, also played a significant role in the
fate of the Taliban. Most of the Taliban leaders graduated from this madrasa. In
1999, at least 8 ministers under the Taliban regime in Afghanistan were graduates
of the Haqqaniyya madrasa. Dozens of other «<Haqqaniyyas» held positions in the
administrative, military, and judicial branches. Samiul Haq himself stated that
90 percent of the Taliban leadership was a graduate of this madrasa [15, p. 373].

In the first chapter of his book, «The Islamic Emirate and Its System»,
A.Haqqani states that the Taliban’s main goal is to establish an Islamic state based
on Islamic law in Afghanistan according to the Hanafi school of thought. From
this, it can be seen that the Taliban believe that they are a chosen group to carry out
the judgment of God on earth, and that only their religious views are correct [11,
p. 37]. The book shows intolerance towards minority groups with other religious
beliefs. He even accuses followers of the Hanafi school of straying from the
foundations of the school. The author argues that giving preference to minority
groups prevents the Taliban from achieving its goal of a state. Accordingly, the
Taliban should see Muslims of other orientations, such as the Hazara Shiites, as
a threat to their power. In this regard, the author considers it appropriate to cite
the Ottoman Empire as an example. In his opinion, the Ottomans were weakened
because they gave preference to minority nationalities in legal matters [11, p. 37].

In his book, A. Haqqani writes that there are two types of states in the
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world: «Jibaya», which aims only at enrichment, and «Hidaya», which follows
the path of Allah, which calls to good and forbids from evil. According to him,
most of the states in the world today aim only at enrichment. And the countries
that follow the guidance are above all. The main condition of the Islamic state is
that everything is subordinated to the rules of Sharia. Because the law of Allah
provides for all the needs of people, small or large [14, p. 10].

The author notes that the leaders of Muslim states in history have been
called by such titles as «Caliph», «Sultany», «Amir-ul-Mu’minin», «Malik», and
writes that the most appropriate of these is « Amir-ul-Mu’minin», because majority
of the first four caliphs preferred to call themselves that way. Accordingly, the
highest position in the Taliban system, that is, the head of state, is called Amir-ul-
Mu’minin (Amir of the Muslims). Every person in Afghanistan must obey him
unconditionally, and anyone who does not obey is subject to death. The Amir of
the Muslims must be chosen by a committee of influential and just people, as was
the case during the first four caliphs. However, the author does not mention that
the four caliphs were chosen in different ways, and which way should be followed
here. An important part of the book covers the duties of the current Amir of the
Muslims, following the example of the first four caliphs [11, p. 51]. A. Haqgani
writes that the main duty of the Amir in an Islamic state is to ensure that the
Sharia laws are fully implemented in the country. This is because in Islam, the
source of political power is Allah. The Amir is only His servant. Anyone who
does not govern or live according to the law of Allah is deemed to have left
the fold of Islam — and this ruling applies equally to the leader. If he deviates
from the laws of Sharia, it is the duty of Muslims to oppose him and overthrow
him. According to the author, this is the difference between a state governed by
Sharia and a democracy. Because in the second case, whatever the majority says
will happen. They do not have any sources like Sharia law to rely on and base
themselves on [11, p. 27].

According to A. Haqqani, Islam encompasses all aspects of life, including
governance and politics. That is, politics is not a new phenomenon for Islam.
Here, he cites the example of the Prophet Muhammad, who was not only a
messenger but also a leader who led the country and organized campaigns. Later,
his path was continued by the first four caliphs, Abu Bakr, Omar, Uthman and
Ali, and these periods can serve as the best examples of governing the Islamic
state [14, p. 12].

It is noticeable that A. Haqqani was influenced by the doctrine of
governance (imamism) of Sunni Islam. The theory of governance was first
formulated in the 11th century during the Abbasid Caliphate. The most important
works in this field are the Ahkam al-Sultaniya (Rules of Governance) by the
Shafi’i jurist Abu al-Hasan Ali ibn Muhammad al-Mawardi (972-1058) and
the work of the same name by the Hanbali jurist Abu Yagla ibn al-Farra (990-
1066). Al-Mawardi is considered to be the first scholar to develop a theory of
the principles of governance in Islam. He brought Islamic political theory from
an abstract theological discourse to a legal space. After that, governance began
to be considered as a legal issue. Al-Mawardi also compiled into one book rules
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related to governance, such as imamship, viziership, taxation, the judiciary,
jihad, treatment of rebels, market control, etc. Al-Mawardi’s book begins with
the statement that “the Imamate/Caliphate is established as a successor to the
Prophet in order to protect the religion and to make it superior to worldly affairs”.
According to both Al-Mawardi and Al-Farra, the appointment of an Imam is
obligatory for Muslim society. There can be only one Imam at a time, and his
duties include spreading Islam through jihad [14, p. 12].

A. Haqqgani’s book frequently refers to the above scholars and Abu Hanifa’s
views on governance. In Islam, there are concepts of “the great Imamate” (al-
Imam al-Kubra) and “the minor Imamate” (al-Imam as-Sugra). The former refers
to the ruler, and the latter to the person who leads the prayer. A. Haqqani cites
the words of Shah Waliullah Dahlawi (1703-1762) regarding the great Imamate
and follows his view [14, p. 12]. Dahlawi says: “The great Imamate is the
revival of religious sciences, the establishment of the foundations of Islam, the
organization of jihad and the issue of gathering an army, recruiting fighters, and
the distribution of trophies among them, as well as the establishment of a judicial
system, the application of punishments, opposing injustice, and calling for good
and forbidding evil” [11, p. 58]. In terms of the conditions for an imam/ruler, A.
Hagqani writes that he must be a Muslim, male, and of legal age, and must be
from the tribe of the Prophet Muhammad, Quraysh. However, he points out that
there is a dispute among Islamic scholars about latter one, and argues that this
rule has lost its relevance today [14, p. 14]. According to A. Haqqgani’s theory,
the imam must have advisors, mostly consisting of scholars. This committee of
advisors is called a “shura” (council). A. Haqqani emphasizes that the shura is
one of the main pillars of the Islamic system of government. According to him,
the imam should consult with his advisors on important matters, but is not obliged
to do what they say. Only the Sharia can limit the imam [14, p. 17].

The author compares the shura in Islam and Western democracy, trying
to show the advantages of the former. He explains the difference between shura
and democracy with two arguments. First, in his view, democracy respects the
opinion of the majority, so whatever the majority decides, whether it is against
Sharia or not, is implemented. In Islam (and in shura, respectively), the position of
the majority is not the criterion for determining right and wrong. This is because
in Islam, laws are established not by man, but by God. The goal of democratic
elections is to follow the laws of people, while the goal of shura is to appeal
to the laws of the creator of those people. The author states as a second reason
that not just anyone can become a member of the shura, they must meet certain
conditions, and in democratic elections, anyone (religious or atheist, male or
female, educated or uneducated) has the opportunity to participate in the elections,
regardless of their religion. In his opinion, the second situation contradicts the
foundations of Islam [11, p. 75]. Towards the end of his thoughts on the Shura, A.
Haqqgani concludes that in the Islamic state, religion and infidelity are not mixed
[11, p. 241]. However, he does not see any harm in using concepts such as the
separation of powers, which are borrowed from Western political theory. He also
does not object to the Taliban regime establishing relations with the international
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community, as distinct from the Islamic State terrorist organization. In addition,
he states that one of the conditions for becoming a member of the Shura is that the
candidate must be aware of international law and treaties, international relations
and trade. However, he adds that this condition is relevant not for all candidates,
but only for a certain part of them [11, p. 146].

In the chapter «Islamic government», Haqqani writes that the state and
the country are governed by the following six institutions: 1. The ruler; 2. The
administrative apparatus; 3. Civil law; 4. An independent judiciary; 5. A strong
army; 6. An institution that calls for good and forbids evil [11, p. 30-32]. In
addition, in his book, he does not hesitate to link concepts from Western political
theory with Islamic tradition. For example, he writes that the Islamic state consists
of three foundations: executive, legislative and judicial. He tries to prove that
modern ministries such as education, economy and justice have their roots in
Islam from the beginning. For example, he states that the work of the Ministry
of Interior meets the requirements of Islamic law to establish peace and security
in society, and is also consistent with the verse of punishment (hudud) in the
Quran, such as cutting off the hands of thieves and flogging false witnesses [11,
p. 195]. He also equates the function of the Qadi al-Qudah (high court) in Islamic
tradition with the function of the modern Minister of Justice [11, p. 218].

A. Haqgani’s work does not bypass the issue of jihad, one of the most
important topics in Islam. In general, there are two types of jihad in Islam.
The first is defensive jihad when an enemy attacks a Muslim country. In this
case, it is obligatory for all male citizens to take up arms and repel the enemy
(fard al-ayn). The second is jihad for the purpose of expanding the territory of
Islam and spreading the religion. In this type of jihad participation of all men
is not obligatory; once a sufficient number of fighters have been assembled, the
collective duty of jihad (fard al-kifayah) is lifted from the rest. In the traditional
Islamic theory of state governance, it is stated that the imam/ruler must organize
and finance at least one campaign for the purpose of jihad every year. In al-
Mawardi’s work al-Ahkam as-Sultaniya, the imam’s duties also include fighting/
waging jihad against non-Muslims until they convert to Islam or come under
the control of Muslims. In turn, A. Haqqgani, in the section of his book on the
duties of the imam, refers to the above-mentioned words of Abu Yagla ibn al-
Farra [11, p. 121]. In addition, when listing the duties of the Muslim army, the
author notes that one of their duties is to fight for the supremacy of the religion
of Allah and to fight against religions other than Islam [11, p. 187]. A.Hagqani
often raises the topic of defensive jihad along with the classical jihad for the
purpose of spreading religion. However, in his understanding, defensive jihad is
closely intertwined with the third type of jihad for the purpose of liberation [14,
p. 19]. In his opinion, the Taliban’s war against the Americans was a defensive
jihad. Next, the Taliban leadership must prepare a powerful army to protect the
country from external enemies. The author writes that the function of this army
also includes protecting freedom and rescuing the weak from the clutches of
tyrants, both inside and outside the country, as long as one God is worshipped.
A. Haqgani’s view of jihad is much closer to the ideology of al-Qaeda, and this
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is a noteworthy point. It is difficult to say for sure whether the Taliban will attack
states they see as oppressive tyrants against Muslims in the future, or whether
they will do so through terrorist organizations such as al-Qaeda. However, we
can conclude from A. Haqqani’s views on jihad above that the answer is closer to
«possible» than «impossible» [11, p. 31].

A. Haqqgani’s views on jihad contradict the current «mutual tolerance and
peaceful coexistence of states» and the «equality of all states» of the United
Nations Charter. In other words, here we can see the inconsistency of traditional
political Islamic theory with modern international law [14, p. 19]. However, the
author of the book does not ignore the fact that there is a current reality and the
need to interact with the world accordingly. He writes that for a state to succeed,
its leaders must be aware of international law and trade. This shows that, despite
their strict dogmas, the Taliban are not cut off from pragmatism and real life.
Moreover, unlike terrorist organizations such as al-Qaeda, the Taliban are ready
to work with the UN and even want to be recognized by this organization as the
legitimate government of Afghanistan. Amir Akhundzada himself has stated that
he wants to have good political and economic relations with countries around the
world [14, p. 23].

Whether A. Haqqani sees the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan as the
restoration of the global Islamic caliphate or as a state governed by Islamic law
limited to a certain territory is not explicitly stated. He also neither confirms nor
denies that the Taliban have global ambitions. There is an ambiguity here [14,
p. 19]. It is also difficult to say what exactly he means when he says that he is
establishing a “pure Islamic state that embodies true Islam”. In turn, although
al-Qaeda has declared the Taliban rule in Afghanistan as the revival of the
global Islamic caliphate, the Taliban themselves have not reacted to this bold
statement. A. Haqqani and the Taliban leadership may have deliberately left the
issue ambiguous. Because declaring a global caliphate now means turning not
only the international community but also regional neighbors against yourself.
The experience of the Islamic State and al-Qaeda in Iraq in 2014 shows that this
will not lead to good results. There is no doubt that the Taliban are aware of this.
Therefore, it would be more reasonable to wait for a more convenient time rather
than adding fuel to the fire. Of course, this is just a guess [11, p. 234].

Regarding the education system, the author argues that the current crisis
in Afghanistan is based on the secular education system, which weakens Islam
and Muslims. Therefore, in his opinion, the religious direction should be given
priority in the education system [1, p. 103].

The issue of women living under the Taliban regime is a separate topic.
A. Haqqgani devoted a large chapter to this in his book. According to Haqqgani, a
woman’s primary duty is to be a wife and give birth to children. They cannot be
members of the government. The Amir of Muslims cannot be chosen from among
women. This is because if women get involved in politics, they ruin everything.
He writes that their intellectual level is considered much lower than that of men
[11, p. 276].
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The author also raises the issue of women’s education. He writes that
women’s education is not prohibited by Sharia law, on the contrary, it is approved
by religion. However, the process of women’s education must comply with the
rules of Sharia. For example, a woman cannot study in the same place as men.
A woman must receive education in her own home. And if she wants to study
elsewhere, her teacher must be a woman [11, p. 248-262].

The Taliban seem to view women as triggers for sins such as adultery
and corruption. This understanding is probably partly behind their policies of
discrimination against women. The Taliban are so sensitive about the issue of
women that they are willing to impose prohibitions on them that have no basis in
Sharia law. For example, in their opinion, not only women’s bodies but also their
voices are considered haram. In this regard, shortly after coming to power for the
second time, they banned women from speaking loudly and singing in public [2].

In summary, A. Haqqani’s work on the Islamic Emirate and its System
mostly deals with the internal affairs of the state. Information on foreign policy
is provided indirectly, rather than directly. In this regard, ambiguity prevails over
certainty [14, p. 24].

Conclusion

The formation of the Taliban’s worldview and religious ideology was
influenced not only by Deobandism, but also by the Pashtunwali tribal code,
local customs, and the political situation in Afghanistan at that time. However,
no one can deny that the Deobandis played a direct role in the emergence of
the Taliban movement. However, it would be a mistake to completely tie the
Taliban to the religious ideology of the Darul Uloom Deoband madrasa. Although
Deobandism was a source and religious orientation, the Taliban went their own
way. Deobandism arose in India in the second half of the 19th century in different
religious and political conditions, and at the end of the 20th century, when the
Taliban were formed, the political interests and situation in the region were
completely different. One speaks Urdu, the other Pashtun. Culture and customs
are also two different things. While for Pakistanis, the concept of clan and tribe
has largely faded away, for Pashtuns it is still of great importance. Therefore, it
is not surprising that the Taliban, whose core is Pashtuns, adapted the religious
orientation of Deobandism to their own identity. The Taliban adopted Deobandian
teachings in a strict, very conservative manner. We can associate this with the
lack of their own madrasa structure and the institution of scholars, as well as
their distance from modern civilization. Despite the contradictions between the
Deobandis and the Taliban, there is reason to say that the current Taliban regime
is a practical, political manifestation of the religious and political ideology of
Deobandism.

And the work «The Islamic Emirate and Its System» by Abdulhakim
Hagqani can be considered an important source for understanding the religious
and ideological platform of the Taliban movement regarding state governance. We
have seen that this work clearly reflects not only the structure of the governance
system based on the norms of Sharia, but also the Taliban’s attitude to the concept
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of a modern state, and their perception of themselves as a group authorized to
establish the rule of law. Hagqani’s work is directly related to the works of
medieval Sunni political thinkers and attempts to revive their ideas in the context
of modern Afghanistan. He tries to distinguish them from Western democratic
values, linking the imam, shura, jihad, and the system of punishment and reward
with Sharia, while identifying the six elements necessary for governing an Islamic
state. A. Haqqani recognizes only the religious basis of power and considers the
supremacy of secular laws to be contrary to Sharia. At the same time, he does
not deny relations with other countries and foreign policy. He tries to justify
the modern structural institutions of the Islamic state on religious grounds. This
approach suggests that the Taliban regime is striving to establish its ideology
in the modern geopolitical space. Thus, the book «The Islamic Emirate and Its
System» depicts the theoretical foundation of the Taliban’s theocratic model of
power and systematically introduces their religious and ideological core. This
work is a unique material that allows us to understand not only the external
assessment of the Taliban, but also their internal logic and religious and political
motivations.

PEOPLE’S DIPLOMACY IN ETHNOPOLITICS, IN THE EXAMPLE
OF KAZAKHSTAN AND USA

Abstract. People’s diplomacy is an integral part of ethnopolitics, as
it promotes the development of intercultural communication, increases the
importance of international relations, contributes to the most favorable outcome
of existing conflicts and can prevent possible difficulties in communication
between different ethnic groups. In the context of globalization, people’s
diplomacy is increasingly used as an essential tool of international connections
and the development of ethnopolitics. It is crucial for strengthening interethnic
trust, improving public opinion about the government and promoting principles
aimed at maintaining both internal stability and international cooperation. This
article compares the characteristics, role and influence of people’s diplomacy on
the development of national identity and interethnic harmony in the ethnopolitics
of Kazakhstan and the United States of America. According to this comparative
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study, there are parallels and differences between people’s diplomacy in the
ethnopolitics of Kazakhstan and the USA. While Kazakhstan focuses on
internal security and harmonization of interethnic relations, the United States
of America seeks to spread democratic ideas around the world through media
projects and educational exchanges. However, people’s diplomacy strategically
shapes ethnopolitics, strengthens social integration and promotes international
cooperation in both countries. In multi-ethnic cultures, where maintaining
interethnic harmony is of strategic importance, studying people’s diplomacy is
especially relevant. Comparing these models, it is possible to find both structural
differences and points of intersection, which is important for a better understanding
of the function of people’s diplomacy in contemporary ethnopolitics.

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THE ROLE OF CHINA IN THE FOREIGN POLICY OF
THE KYRGYZ REPUBLIC

Abstract. In the foreign policy of the Kyrgyz Republic, China occupies
a special place as a neighboring country, as well as an important political and
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economic partner. Ensuring security and stability is one of the main priorities of
Kyrgyz and Chinese foreign policy. China’s initiative to develop the New Silk
Road will play an important role in joint actions with Russia, Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan. The implementation of the Silk Road Economic Belt strategy will
allow Kyrgyzstan to overcome transport isolation, gain direct access to regional
and world markets, and significantly increase trade volumes. This gives the
country an opportunity to become a major transit hub for transportation of energy
resources and goods.

Kyrgyzstan and China act as complementary partners: Kyrgyzstan can
supply China with the minerals it needs, such as coal, iron, gold, copper and
aluminum, paving the way for large investments in the country’s mining industry.
China’s rapidly growing industrial potential will boost Kyrgyzstan’s industrial
development by providing the technology needed for its agrarian economy.

Assessing the development directions and level of cooperation between
the two countries in various spheres that have developed to date, experts make
various forecasts for the future. It is obvious that Kyrgyzstan is taking a greater
risk in relations with such a superpower as China. However, it is quite possible
that China will become the driver of Kyrgyzstan’s development.

The study assessed not only the opportunities for relations between the two
countries, but also the risks to the partnership in various areas based on official
statistical data from recent years.

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THE NATURE OF INTERNATIONAL SANCTIONS AND THEIR

Abstract. In recent decades, economic sanctions have become a key tool of
foreign policy pressure used to achieve strategic goals—altering state behavior,
restricting economic capabilities, and deterring global threats. In the current
context, particular importance is attached to so-called secondary sanctions, which
affect not only target countries but also states maintaining economic relations
with them.

Kazakhstan, due to its unique geopolitical position between Russia, China,
and Iran, faces specific risks related to the differences in sanction regimes of
these countries, as well as the policies of Western states. The aim of this study
is to analyze the impact of secondary sanctions on Kazakhstan’s trade flows and
identify measures to mitigate associated risks.

The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive assessment of sanction
pressure on third countries—an area previously studied only fragmentarily. The
methodology is based on comparative analysis of foreign trade statistics and
secondary data, including the results of surveys among Kazakhstani companies.

Findings indicate that sanctions against Russia have an indirect but
noticeable effect on Kazakhstan’s economy: in 2024, 43% of companies reported
negative impacts from the geopolitical situation. At the same time, adaptive trends
are emerging, such as increased interest in logistics, IT, and import substitution.

The practical significance of the study lies in the development of business
recommendations: monitoring sanction regimes, vetting counterparties, investing
in legal expertise, and adhering to transparency principles will help avoid exposure
to secondary sanctions and maintain Kazakhstan’s external economic resilience.

INSIGHTS FROM CHINESE AUTOMOBILE MANUFACTURERS
IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The article explores the role of cultural “soft power” and
informal institutions in advancing Chinese automobile exports to Kazakhstan. By
analyzing public trust among Kazakhstani consumers toward Chinese investors,
particularly automobile manufacturers and their brands, the study demonstrates
the significance of cultural ties between the two countries in building confidence
in such relatively new products on the Kazakhstani market. The authors examine
how cultural interaction helps reduce transaction costs, foster consumer trust,
and strengthen economic relations between the two states. Special attention is
given to the synergy between China’s cultural diplomacy and the localization
strategies of automakers, as well as the transformation of public perceptions
of Chinese brands. The analysis draws on statistical data, survey results, and
industry cooperation case studies. The findings suggest that cultural integration
1s becoming an essential factor in the sustainable development of international
trade. This research relies on the concepts of cultural “soft power” and informal
institutions to assess the mechanisms that reinforce Chinese automobile exports
to Kazakhstan. The key argument is that cultural interaction between the two
countries contributes to reducing various costs, building consumer trust, and
enhancing the resilience of bilateral trade. Through active cultural diplomacy,
strategic production localization, and engagement in educational, tourism, and
media exchanges, China fosters a positive perception of its brands and stimulates
the loyalty of Kazakhstani consumers. The article demonstrates that culture,
functioning as an informal institution, exerts a tangible impact on the economic
effectiveness of foreign trade and transforms into a factor of market advantage.
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Abstract. This article presents the first in-depth bibliometric analysis of
scholarly literature on the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, with a particular
emphasis on its role in Central Asia. Utilizing data from the Scopus database
for the period 2001-2024, the study applies PRISMA-based selection criteria
to ensure methodological rigor. It employs VOSviewer for the visualization of
co-authorship networks, citation patterns, and thematic clusters. The findings
indicate a steady increase in academic interest in the SCO since the mid-2000s,
with notable publication peaks coinciding with key geopolitical shifts in Eurasia.
Core publication venues include Europe-Asia Studies, Central Asian Survey,
and Journal of Contemporary China. Citation analysis highlights a group of
foundational texts that focus on authoritarian norm diffusion, regional security,
and China’s evolving strategic posture in Central Asia. Thematic cluster mapping
identifies five primary research constellations: regional governance, security
cooperation, China’s foreign policy, South Asian dynamics, and energy and
infrastructure connectivity. These clusters reflect a gradual diversification of SCO
scholarship beyond security-centric narratives toward broader considerations of
development, normative contestation, and geopolitical realignment. The study
reveals apronounced epistemic imbalance: the majority of influential contributions
originate from institutions in the Global North, primarily the United States,
China, Russia, and the United Kingdom, while Central Asian scholars remain
underrepresented. This asymmetry underscores ongoing challenges in knowledge
localization and raises questions about the inclusiveness of international relations
asadiscipline. Methodologically, the article demonstrates the utility of bibliometric
tools in mapping the structure of knowledge production, while conceptually it
contributes to debates on asymmetric regionalism and decolonizing global IR.
The research calls for greater engagement with non-Western epistemologies and
more inclusive scholarly participation from Central Asia itself. These findings
offer important implications for both the academic study of multilateralism and
the practical design of regional cooperation frameworks in Eurasia.

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Introduction

In the evolving landscape of global politics, regional institutions play a
growing role in shaping international cooperation, mediating asymmetries of
power, and fostering cross-border integration. Nowhere is this more evident than
in Central Asia a geopolitically strategic and resource-rich region navigating
a complex set of relationships with regional and global powers. Among the
institutions that seek to influence the trajectory of Central Asia, the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) has emerged as a dominant framework for
organizing economic, political, and security-related cooperation. Since its formal
establishment in 2001, the SCO has expanded from a narrow security alliance
into a multifaceted regional organization comprising China, Russia, India,
Pakistan, and four Central Asian republics: Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan,
and Tajikistan. While the SCO is often discussed in global policy narratives as
a Eurasian counterweight to Western institutions such as NATO or the EU, its
primary functional impact has been on Central Asia. For the region’s smaller and
less powerful states, the SCO represents a complex mechanism of engagement
with major powers, a channel for regional integration, but also a vector of external
influence. The SCO thus offers a crucial institutional site where the aspirations of
Central Asian countries for sovereignty, security, and development intersect with
the strategic ambitions of China and Russia. Despite its strategic significance,
academic discourse on the SCO remains fragmented and uneven, particularly in
how it addresses Central Asia’s role in the organization. Existing literature often
treats Central Asian states as secondary players within a broader geopolitical
competition. Moreover, most studies on the SCO are conducted from a policy-
oriented or normative perspective, with little effort to systematically map the
evolution, scope, and structure of knowledge production about the organization
and its regional dynamics.

This article seeks to address this gap by conducting a comprehensive
bibliometric analysis of academic literature on the SCO, with a specific focus
on how regional integration and international cooperation involving Central
Asia have been conceptualized over time. By analyzing publications indexed
in the Scopus database from 2001 to 2024, and using VOSviewer to visualize
co-authorship networks, citation patterns, and thematic clusters, the article aims
to uncover how the SCO’s role in Central Asian regionalism is represented,
theorized, and debated across scholarly communities.

The aim of the research is to provide a comprehensive bibliometric mapping
of academic literature on the SCO, focusing on the representation of Central Asia
in scholarly debates on regional integration and cooperation.

Research Question and Objectives. The guiding research question of the
study is: How has the academic discourse on the SCO conceptualized regional
integration and international cooperation involving Central Asia, and what are
the dominant patterns in the bibliometric landscape of this literature?

To answer this question, the article sets out to:

1. Trace the historical development of academic interest in the SCO and
its activities in Central Asia over the period 2001-2024;
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2. ldentify key authors, institutions, journals, and national affiliations
involved in shaping the SCO discourse;

3. Map dominant thematic clusters and co-occurrence of keywords,
particularly those focusing on Central Asian regionalism;

4. Assess the degree of balance or asymmetry in the scholarly portrayal of
Central Asia’s agency within the SCO;

5. Reflect on the implications of the current academic landscape for
theorizing non-Western regionalism and institutional asymmetry.

This study offers a novel contribution to both international relations
and regional studies by providing the first systematic bibliometric mapping of
scholarly literature on the Shanghai Cooperation Organization with an explicit
focus on Central Asia. While previous research has examined the SCO through
geopolitical, policy-oriented, or normative lenses, no prior work has empirically
analyzed the evolution, structure, and thematic distribution of academic
knowledge on the SCO using bibliometric tools. This approach enables a more
comprehensive and data-driven understanding of how scholarly narratives are
formed, whose voices dominate, and what themes are privileged or marginalized.
The article thus bridges a methodological gap and brings new empirical insight
into the epistemological hierarchies that shape global discourse on regional
integration.

Theoretical and Normative Relevance. The study is situated at the
crossroads of international relations theory, regional integration studies, and
scientometrics. It engages with critical perspectives in the field that question the
applicability of Eurocentric models of regionalism to non-Western contexts [1],
[2]. In contrast to the European Union model, where supranational norms and
democratic conditionality drive integration, the SCO reflects a more pragmatic
and flexible form of cooperation, often led by authoritarian regimes and based
on sovereignty-respecting principles. This makes the SCO a proper empirical
case for testing the boundaries of IR theory, particularly concerning asymmetric
regionalism. In addition, the SCO’s activities in infrastructure development,
trade, and cross-border connectivity resonate with Sustainable Development
Goal 17 (Partnerships for the Goals), which promotes inclusive and effective
partnerships at global, regional, and national levels. Although the SCO is not
explicitly tied to the UN’s SDG framework, it plays a de facto developmental role
in the region through its promotion of multilateral projects, digital cooperation,
and energy diplomacy.

Literature review

Theories of Regionalism and Institutionalism. The study of regionalism has
evolved significantly over the past several decades, transitioning from an early
focus on formal institutional arrangements in the post-war West to a broader,
more pluralistic understanding of regional orders in a multipolar world. The
SCO, as a hybrid security and cooperation framework in Eurasia, challenges
many of the assumptions embedded in mainstream regional integration theory.
To conceptually frame the bibliometric analysis of SCO-related research, this
section provides an overview of the key theoretical traditions in the study of
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regionalism and institutionalism, emphasizing their relevance and limitations for
the Central Asian context.

Classical theories of regional integration, particularly those developed in
post-war Western Europe, centered on the notion that economic cooperation
would spill over into political integration. Technical cooperation in specific
sectors would foster habits of collaboration. Neofunctionalism, advanced by Ernst
Haas, introduced the idea of “spillover,” suggesting that integration in one sector
would necessitate cooperation in others, eventually leading to political unity
[3]. These theories, while foundational, were developed in the context of liberal
democracies with shared cultural and institutional legacies. Their applicability to
non-Western regions like Central Asia is limited. The SCO, for instance, does not
exhibit spillover in the traditional sense, nor does it prioritize supranationalism.
Instead, it emphasizes sovereignty, non-interference, and pragmatic cooperation
a dynamic better captured by later theoretical developments.

In response to neofunctionalism, intergovernmentalists like Stanley
Hoffmann (1966) emphasized the centrality of national governments and
geopolitical interests in shaping regional outcomes [4]. Realist approaches
also view regionalism as an extension of power politics, where stronger states
use regional institutions to pursue strategic goals. In the case of the SCO, such
perspectives underscore the dominance of China and Russia in setting agendas
and limiting the autonomy of smaller member states [5], [6]. The emergence of
New Regionalism Theory (NRT) in the 1990s marked a significant departure
from Eurocentric, institutionalist models. Scholars such as Bjorn Hettne and
Fredrik Séderbaum (2000) argued that regionalism should be understood as a
multidimensional process influenced by globalization, identity politics, and civil
society [7]. Unlike its predecessors, NRT acknowledges the diversity of regional
formations and the role of informal, non-state actors. In the context of the SCO,
NRT allows for a more flexible understanding of integration, one that includes
security cooperation, regulatory convergence, and discursive practices. Central
Asia’s participation in the SCO can be interpreted not simply as submission to
external powers but as a strategy of regime legitimation, economic diversification,
and hedging behavior [8]. Closely aligned with NRT are constructivist approaches
to regionalism, which emphasize how regional identities, norms, and institutions
are socially constructed. Amitav Acharya’s (2007) notion of “norm localization”
suggests that regional actors adapt external norms to local contexts. This is
particularly relevant for Central Asian states, which have selectively embraced
SCO principles such as the “Shanghai Spirit” while resisting more intrusive
mechanisms of integration [9].

Institutionalist theories have also shaped the study of regional organizations.
Rational Choice Institutionalism (RCI) views institutions as mechanisms for
reducing transaction costs and enabling cooperation under conditions of anarchy
[10]. From this perspective, the SCO can be understood as a platform that
facilitates coordination on everyday issues, especially security and trans-border
crime, even in the absence of trust. By contrast, Historical Institutionalism (HI)
focuses on path dependence and institutional layering. Applied to the SCO, this
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perspective highlights how the organization evolved from the “Shanghai Five”
mechanism and reflects continuity in regional diplomacy. The routinization
of summits, technical committees, and joint exercises has created a degree of
institutional embeddedness, even without legal enforcement mechanisms [11].
More recently, scholars have proposed Pragmatic Institutionalism [12], which
recognizes that regional institutions outside of the West often lack strong legal
frameworks but perform effectively in specific issue areas. The SCO, which
emphasizes consensus and sovereignty over formal integration, exemplifies this
pragmatism. Emerging literature in the 2010s introduced the concept of post-
hegemonic regionalism, especially in Latin America, where regional initiatives
developed without clear leadership by a dominant power. While the SCO is not
leaderless, China and Russia exert influence, nevertheless, it fits into a broader
trend of non-Western institutional experimentation.

Simultaneously discussed illiberal regionalism, where regional cooperation
reinforces authoritarian practices rather than liberal democratic norms. This
framework is especially pertinent to the SCO, which often serves to shield
member states from Western political conditionalities and reinforce domestic
regime legitimacy [13]. Concept of multiplex world order envisions a system
of overlapping regional and global institutions, without a single dominant actor
[9]. In this context, the SCO represents one of many institutional platforms
through which global order is negotiated. Meanwhile, scholars like Borzel (2020)
advocate for comparative regionalism, emphasizing methodological pluralism
and attention to regional specificities [12]. These approaches prioritize empirical
rigor and call for the use of both qualitative and quantitative methods such as
bibliometric analysis to assess institutional development.

The theoretical diversity described above provides a rich foundation for
analyzing how the SCO has been studied in academic literature. It also offers
interpretive tools for understanding why and how Central Asian states engage
with the SCO, often balancing external pressures with domestic constraints.
By mapping the bibliometric landscape through this conceptual lens, this study
aims to reveal not only thematic trends but also underlying epistemological and
geopolitical biases in how the SCO and by extension, Central Asian regionalism
is understood.

The SCO in Scholarly Literature. The SCO has increasingly attracted
scholarly attention as a unique institutional experiment in Eurasian regionalism.
Initially formed as the “Shanghai Five” in the mid-1990s to address border
security issues between China, Russia, and Central Asian states, the SCO has since
evolved into a formal regional organization with a broad portfolio of initiatives
encompassing counterterrorism, trade, energy cooperation, and cultural exchange.
However, academic treatments of the SCO vary widely in focus, method, and
disciplinary origin. This section surveys the existing literature, identifying key
thematic clusters, gaps, and scholarly trends relevant to the SCO’s role in regional
integration and international cooperation, particularly in Central Asia. Much of
the early literature on the SCO viewed the organization primarily through the lens
of security cooperation and geopolitical balancing. These studies focused on the
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SCO’s foundation in counterterrorism, separatism, and extremism collectively
known as the “three evils” (san gu shili). Scholars such as Stephen Aris (2009)
and Roy Allison (2008) emphasized the SCO’s function as a platform for regional
security dialogue, arguing that it facilitated confidence-building among former
Soviet republics and China [5], [11]. Others interpreted the SCO as a geopolitical
tool used by China and Russia to counterbalance U.S. influence in Central Asia,
particularly in the wake of NATO’s involvement in Afghanistan [14], [15]. This
realist framing dominated the discourse for much of the 2000s, often reducing
Central Asian states to passive objects of great power competition. However,
such an approach tended to overlook the internal agency of smaller states and the
broader institutional features of the SCO beyond its security functions.

A recurring issue in the literature is the under-theorization of Central Asia’s
role within the SCO. Most works treat the region as a “recipient” of Chinese
or Russian influence rather than as an active participant in shaping institutional
norms. Alexander Cooley (2012) described the SCO as part of a “dual hegemony”
in Central Asia, where local regimes leverage the organization to resist
Western conditionality and consolidate regime survival [6]. This view has been
complemented by studies that frame the SCO as a form of illiberal regionalism
[13], where cooperation strengthens authoritarian rule rather than democratic
governance. While insightful, this approach risks homogenizing Central Asian
states and overlooking intra-regional variation. For instance, Kazakhstan has
often pursued a more multivectoral foreign policy than Kyrgyzstan or Tajikistan.
Recent studies have sought to correct this imbalance by investigating how
Central Asian governments use SCO membership to enhance their international
legitimacy, negotiate aid and investment, and diversify foreign policy options
[16],[17], [18].

A second strand of literature examines the SCO from an institutionalist
perspective, focusing on its structures, procedures, and decision-making
norms. Scholars such as Marcin Kaczmarski (2015) and Chien-peng Chung
(2010) have noted the SCO’s institutional hybridity its lack of supranational
mechanisms, minimal legal formalization, and consensus-based decision-making
[19], [20]. These characteristics are often interpreted either as institutional
weakness or as pragmatic adaptability in a region marked by regime diversity
and sovereignty sensitivity. In this regard, the SCO challenges conventional
institutionalist theories that associate effectiveness with legalism and delegation.
In the 2010s, scholarship began to broaden its thematic scope, examining the
SCO’s involvement in economic cooperation, infrastructure development, and
digital governance. These studies analyze the organization’s engagement with
initiatives such as China’s Belt and Road Initiative and the Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU), exploring whether the SCO complements or competes with
these frameworks [21]. Importantly, this literature has drawn attention to the
economic and developmental dimensions of integration, particularly for Central
Asia. While the SCO lacks a formal economic arm, it facilitates policy dialogues,
investment forums, and trans-regional connectivity initiatives, which indirectly
support economic integration.
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Constructivist scholars have turned their attention to the discursive and
normative dimensions of the SCO. The so-called Shanghai Spirit a set of normative
principles emphasizing mutual respect, non-interference, and consensus has been
interpreted as both a regional identity marker and a soft power resource [22],
[23]. From this perspective, the SCO is not just an interest-based organization but
also a site for norm diffusion and identity construction. Acharya’s (2007) concept
of “norm localization” is beneficial here, as it explains how regional actors
adapt global norms to fit local political and cultural conditions [1]. The SCO’s
emphasis on sovereignty and development without democratization reflects such
localization processes. This body of work is crucial for understanding why Central
Asian states find the SCO attractive, even if they differ in capacity and alignment.
Despite this thematic diversification, there is a striking lack of bibliometric and
meta-analytical research on how the SCO has been studied. Most articles are
case-based, normative, or descriptive, with limited effort to map broader patterns
in authorship, geography, institutional affiliation, or citation networks. As Borzel
and Risse (2020) argue, the field of comparative regionalism would benefit from
more systematic and data-driven analyses of non-Western regional organizations
[24].

Bibliometrics as a Method in International Relations. The discipline of
international relations has traditionally favored qualitative methodologies,
emphasizing case studies, textual interpretation, and normative theorizing.
However, growing calls for pluralism and methodological transparency have
opened the door to quantitative and mixed-method approaches, including
bibliometric techniques [25], [26]. Bibliometrics offers a complementary lens
through which to examine the intellectual architecture of IR, revealing hidden
structures of influence, thematic clusters, and regional asymmetries in knowledge
production. The shift toward global IR has also intensified the need to track who
produces IR knowledge, from where, and about whom. Bibliometric analysis
is uniquely suited to answer such questions, particularly in contexts where the
dominance of Anglo-American publishing and epistemologies risks marginalizing
voices from the Global South and non-Western regions.

In recent years, bibliometric methods have gained significant traction across
various subfields of International Relations, providing valuable insights into
the structural evolution and thematic orientation of scholarly literature. Rather
than supplanting qualitative inquiry, bibliometric analysis complements it by
offering a meta-level perspective on how research domains develop, converge, or
fragment over time. Ziirn and Faude (2013) applied bibliometric tools to Global
Governance, uncovering the complex citation networks that underpin institutional
governance research [27]. Lenz and Marks (2016) examined citation patterns to
assess how regional studies scholars construct and contest regionalism across
different world areas [28]. Such studies illustrate the versatility of bibliometric
methods in capturing both structural and semantic dimensions of academic
knowledge. They help reveal who dominates the conversation, what themes
are most prevalent, and how scholarly communities are internally structured
and externally connected. At the heart of bibliometric analysis lie several key
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indicators that together enable a multidimensional understanding of research
landscapes. Publication output, the number of works published within a defined
scope, serves as a basic proxy for scholarly attention. Citation analysis measures
the relative impact of specific works or authors by tracking how frequently
they are cited within the literature. Co-authorship networks provide insight into
collaboration patterns among researchers, institutions, and countries, reflecting
both disciplinary and geopolitical linkages. Co-citation analysis reveals the
intellectual structure of a field by identifying which sources are commonly cited
together, thus highlighting schools of thought or paradigmatic cores. Keyword co-
occurrence captures thematic clusters based on recurring terminology across titles,
abstracts, and author-defined keywords, while bibliographic coupling connects
documents sharing standard references, suggesting topical or methodological
proximity. Together, these tools allow scholars to uncover the implicit architecture
of knowledge production its dominant narratives and its silences. To conduct
such analyses, researchers typically rely on large academic databases such as
Scopus, Web of Science or Dimensions. Among these, Scopus is often preferred
in the social sciences due to its broader journal coverage, including non-English
language publications [29].

Despite the growing relevance of bibliometric methods, they remain
underutilized in the study of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. While
the SCO has received considerable attention from scholars in international
security, regionalism, and Central Asian studies, most existing analyses are
qualitative, normative, or policy-oriented. A bibliometric approach can address
these gaps by revealing structural imbalances in knowledge production such
as the underrepresentation of local or regional scholars, the concentration of
influential publications in select high-impact journals, or the dominance of
particular thematic framings. These findings are critical for evaluating the
epistemological contours and power hierarchies embedded within the academic
treatment of the SCO. Moreover, bibliometric analysis aligns with current
efforts to decolonize and pluralize IR scholarship. Scholars such as Bilgin
(2016) and Tickner (2013) have critiqued the disciplinary core of IR for its
persistent Eurocentrism and marginalization of non-Western experiences and
frameworks [30], [31]. Bibliometric methods offer a means of empirically
documenting these asymmetries, thereby supporting broader theoretical and
political projects aimed at reconstituting the field along more inclusive lines.
Nonetheless, bibliometric approaches are not without limitations. One major
challenge lies in the interpretation of citation metrics, which do not always reflect
scholarly quality or originality. Disciplinary norms, reputational economies, and
linguistic or institutional access barriers influence citation practices. Second,
the coverage of bibliographic databases is uneven, often favoring English-
language publications and journals based in North America or Western Europe
[32]. This creates visibility gaps for scholarship produced in Russian, Chinese,
or Central Asian contexts, ironically, the very regions most relevant for the SCO.
Third, bibliometric analysis tends to focus on formal attributes of texts such as
frequency, connection, and distribution while overlooking substantive content,
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theoretical nuance, or normative intent [33]. For this reason, bibliometric insights
should be understood as complementary to, rather than substitutive of, close
textual or contextual analysis. In sum, bibliometric analysis provides a rigorous
and replicable methodology for mapping academic knowledge structures. When
applied to the SCO, it enables scholars to assess the scope, focus, and biases
of the literature on regional integration and cooperation in Central Asia. This
contributes not only to empirical understanding of how the SCO is studied
but also to broader methodological innovation within the field of international
relations, particularly in comparative regionalism and global governance studies.
By tracing the evolution of the SCO in the academic literature, this study helps
illuminate how power, geography, and disciplinary norms intersect to shape
the intellectual agenda of one of Eurasia’s most significant but under-theorized
multilateral institutions.

Description of Materials and methods

This study adopts a bibliometric methodology to examine the structure
and evolution of academic research on the SCO, with a specific focus on its
role in regional integration and international cooperation involving Central Asia.
Bibliometric methods are particularly well-suited for meta-analytical assessments
of scholarly production, allowing for the mapping of publication trends, thematic
clusters, co-authorship networks, and citation dynamics. In order to ensure
methodological rigor and transparency, the study follows PRISMA guidelines
(Preferred Reporting Items for Systematic Reviews and Meta-Analyses) to
document the article selection process. It relies on VOSviewer for the execution
of network-based cluster analysis.

Data Source and Search Strategy

The primary dataset was obtained from Scopus, a leading multidisciplinary
database that provides comprehensive coverage of peer-reviewed journals in
the social sciences, including international relations, political science, and area
studies. Scopus was selected for its broad geographic coverage, inclusion of non-
U.S. journals, and availability of citation data and author affiliations, which are
critical for the network visualizations employed in this study. The search was
conducted using the following Boolean query in the Scopus advanced search
interface:

TITLE-ABS-KEY (“Shanghai Cooperation Organization” AND “Central
Asia”) AND (LIMIT-TO (LANGUAGE , “English” )) AND (LIMIT-TO
(DOCTYPE, “ar”))

This search targeted documents that included references to the “Shanghai
Cooperation Organization” and “Central Asia” in their titles, abstracts, or
keywords. The search was further restricted to articles published in English,
in order to ensure consistency in bibliometric indicators and accessibility of
metadata. The timeframe was defined as 2001 to 2024, capturing the whole period
since the SCO’s formal establishment as an intergovernmental organization.
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Article Screening and PRISMA Filtering. To enhance methodological
transparency and reproducibility, the study follows the PRISMA framework for
screening and article selection. The initial search query returned 171 documents.
A multi-stage screening process was then applied, as follows:

1. Duplicate removal, articles with duplicate metadata (same DOI or
Scopus ID) were excluded (n =9).

2. Scope relevance, articles were excluded if they did not explicitly address
either (a) the SCO as a regional organization or (b) its relevance to regional
cooperation in Central Asia (n = 36).

3. Final inclusion, a total of 114 articles met the inclusion criteria and
were retained for full bibliometric analysis.

Unit of Analysis and Data Preparation

Each of the 114 articles constituted a unit of analysis. Metadata including
author names, institutional affiliations, article titles, publication years, abstracts,
keywords, source titles (journals), citation counts, and references were downloaded
in CSV format compatible with bibliometric software. Particular care was taken to
clean and harmonize author names as well as to standardize institutional data for
cross-institutional comparison. The dataset was then imported into VOSviewer
version 1.6.19, a widely used tool for bibliometric mapping, which supports
co-authorship, co-citation, bibliographic coupling, and keyword co-occurrence
analysis [26]. All network maps presented in the results section are based on this
analytical framework.

Cluster Analysis and Visualization Techniques. A cluster analysis was
conducted to identify thematic groupings within the literature, utilizing
three primary types of bibliometric relationships. First, the co-occurrence of
keywords revealed dominant research themes and conceptual linkages, enabling
the identification of central topics such as “security cooperation,” “regional
integration,” “China - Central Asia relations,” and “authoritarian regionalism.”
Second, co-authorship networks were analyzed to visualize patterns of scholarly
collaboration across geographic regions, academic institutions, and disciplinary
domains. Third, selective citation network analysis was employed to examine
core-periphery structures and trace patterns of intellectual influence within
the dataset. Together, these approaches provided a comprehensive view of the
structural and thematic organization of SCO-related scholarship. The resulting
visualizations are interpreted quantitatively and qualitatively, providing a rich
picture of the intellectual architecture of SCO scholarship.

Ethicaland Methodological Considerations. As this study involves secondary
data analysis of publicly available bibliographic metadata, no institutional review
board approval was required. However, the principles of ethical research were
followed throughout, including the anonymization of individual author names in
presented figures where appropriate and the acknowledgment of all data sources.

Results and discussion
To assess the intellectual foundations and influential contributions within
the scholarly discourse on the SCO and its impact on Central Asia, we conducted
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a citation-based analysis of the 114 articles included in our dataset. Citations
remain a key metric in bibliometric research, serving as a proxy for academic
impact and scholarly reception. While citation counts should not be conflated
with quality or relevance alone, they offer helpful insight into which articles have
most shaped the discourse. Table 1 displays the ten most cited articles in the
field between 2001 and 2024. These articles have been instrumental in defining
the thematic orientation of SCO-related research, particularly regarding issues of
authoritarian norm diffusion, regional security, China’s strategic ambitions, and
institutional design.

The most cited publication, Catching the ‘Shanghai Spirit’ by Ambrosio
(2008), with 224 citations, is emblematic of the critical constructivist strand in the
literature [ 14]. It argues that the SCO contributes to the regional entrenchment of
authoritarian norms, particularly in its Central Asian member states. The second
most cited article, Allison (2008), similarly focuses on the symbolic and regime-
supporting functions of regionalism in Central Asia, introducing the concept
of virtual regionalism to highlight the gap between declaratory rhetoric and
institutional depth [8]. These two articles alone account for over 425 citations
and continue to be central reference points in studies that interrogate the illiberal
character of regional cooperation in Eurasia. The third most cited article, Aris
(2009), addresses the SCO’s efforts to combat the “three evils” and situates the
organization within the broader debate on non-traditional security governance [5].
The next tier of highly cited works, including Jing-Dong Yuan (2010) and Sheives
(2006), focuses on China’s role in institutional design and geopolitical expansion,
especially in the context of Beijing’s westward turn in foreign policy [34], [35]. A
notable feature of the citation landscape is the temporal concentration: the majority
of the most cited papers were published between 2006 and 2012, a period which
coincides with the SCO’s institutional maturation and growing global relevance.
Despite the proliferation of SCO research in the 2020s, no recent works have yet
matched the citation impact of these foundational texts, indicating a potential
lag in integration of newer research into the core of the academic debate. These
influential publications are predominantly found in regional studies journals such
as Europe-Asia Studies, Central Asian Survey, and Pacific Affairs, suggesting
that while the SCO is of clear interest to area specialists, it has not yet achieved
mainstream recognition in generalist IR outlets.

The temporal distribution of publications and citations on the SCO and
Central Asia from 2001 to 2024 demonstrates a clear pattern of progressive
growth and thematic consolidation over two decades (see Figure 1).

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The early 2000s show minimal scholarly output, with fewer than three
articles per year and negligible citation activity. This reflects the nascent stage
of SCO-focused research, likely tied to the organization’s formative years and
limited visibility in global academic discourse. A gradual increase in publications
begins in 2006, coinciding with the institutional consolidation of the SCO and
its expansion of competencies beyond security into areas such as energy, trade,
and diplomacy. The first notable spike in publications occurs around 2008-2009,
aligning with the publication of several highly cited foundational texts [5], [6].
These works appear to have shaped the citation landscape for years to come.
From 2010 onward, the field enters a period of steady growth, with an average
of 5-8 articles per year. The peak year in publication volume is 2015, with 9
articles, which may reflect increased interest in the SCO following regional
security developments and China’s rising global ambitions under the Belt and
Road Initiative. Citation trends also demonstrate a lagged but corresponding
increase, with annual citation counts surpassing 100 from 2019 onward. The
highest citation volume occurs in 2022, reaching over 120, likely reflecting
both accumulated impact of earlier publications and growing attention to SCO-
related themes amid shifting global power dynamics and renewed interest in
multipolarity. This longitudinal pattern suggests that SCO scholarship has
matured from episodic contributions into a sustained research field, gaining
visibility and relevance within both area studies and international relations. It
also indicates that the field is not yet saturated, offering ongoing opportunities for
new contributions, especially from Central Asian perspectives.

The distribution of publications across journals over time reveals continuity
and diversification in the outlets that have shaped the scholarly discourse on the
SCO and its regional context. Figure 2 highlights the top-10 academic journals by
volume of SCO-related publications and visualizes their temporal contributions
from 2001 to 2024.

The most consistent and prolific journals include Europe-Asia Studies
and Central Asian Survey, which serve as the core publishing venues for SCO-
focused research. Both journals show sustained output across multiple years and
are often cited in foundational debates on authoritarian regionalism and Central
Asian regime dynamics. Pacific Affairs and Journal of Contemporary China
also demonstrate regular contributions, reflecting the growing interest in the
SCO as a platform of Chinese regional strategy and Eurasian connectivity. The
peak year in journal diversity and output was 2019, with seven articles across
five different journals, indicating a high point of scholarly interest and possibly
linked to global discourse on China’s rising power and the 2018 expansion of the
SCO. This spike includes contributions from India Quarterly, reflecting India’s
accession as a full SCO member in 2017 and the accompanying reorientation of
regional policy discussions. More recent years (2020-2023) show a moderate yet
sustained pattern of publication, including new journal entries such as Eurasian
Geography and Economics and Asian Survey, which suggests a gradual thematic
expansion toward economics, spatial analysis, and broader regional frameworks.
Interestingly, the earlier years (2001-2007) show minimal diversity in journal
outlets, with publications concentrated almost entirely in area studies journals
an indicator that the SCO was initially treated as a region-specific phenomenon
rather than a case of broader IR theoretical interest. These dynamics illustrate
the shifting disciplinary boundaries of SCO research from Central Asian
political studies toward comparative regionalism, Chinese foreign policy, and
international security studies. At the same time, the persistent dominance of a
handful of journals underscores the concentration of epistemic authority in a
relatively narrow segment of the scholarly field. This pattern has implications
for knowledge diffusion and access: while specialized journals offer depth and
context, broader dissemination through generalist IR journals could elevate the
SCO’s visibility in global debates on multilateralism and institutional diversity.
The geographic distribution of scholarly publications on the SCO and Central
Asia reveals a pronounced geopolitical imbalance in authorship and academic
attention (Figure 3).

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As the map demonstrates, the highest publication intensity is concentrated in
the United States, Russia, China, and the United Kingdom countries that dominate
both global IR discourse and regional power politics. Despite the SCO’s direct
relevance to Central Asian states, the region remains underrepresented in terms
of academic output. Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan exhibit
only low to medium levels of publication activity, typically in co-authorship with
institutions based in China or Russia. This reflects structural barriers such as
limited research funding, language constraints, and the relative marginality of
Central Asian institutions within global academic networks. China and Russia,
by contrast, exhibit strong author presence, reflecting their role as founding
SCO members and principal actors in Eurasian regionalism. Their dominance
is reinforced by domestic think tanks and policy-oriented institutions that
actively contribute to the literature, often in collaboration with Western scholars
or international journals. The United States emerges as the single most active
country in SCO-related research, likely due to its strategic interest in Central
Asia post 9/11 and the positioning of the SCO as a counter-hegemonic bloc in
Western academic discourse. This also reflects broader trends in global IR, where
American institutions continue to shape research agendas and citation economies,
even on issues outside their geographic sphere. Other notable contributors
include India, Germany, France, Canada, and Australia, which register medium
activity levels. These countries often approach the SCO through the lens of
comparative regionalism, security studies, or Sino-Russian cooperation, rather
than direct regional embeddedness. Figure 3 illustrates a North-South and East-
West asymmetry in knowledge production. The discourse on the SCO remains
externally dominated, with insufficient epistemic contributions from within
Central Asia itself. This finding reinforces the need for greater scholarly inclusion
and capacity-building in the region most affected by SCO policies.

Cluster and Thematic Network Analysis

To identify and interpret the dominant themes in the scholarly literature
on the SCO and Central Asia, we conducted a keyword co-occurrence analysis
using VOSviewer. This method groups frequently co-occurring terms into
thematic clusters based on their association strength, enabling the visualization
of the semantic structure of the field. Figure 4 presents the keyword network map
based on a minimum occurrence threshold of three keywords. Nodes represent
keywords, node size reflects frequency, and edge thickness indicates the strength
of co-occurrence. Clusters are color-coded, and their interpretation follows below.

Cluster 1 constitutes the semantic and structural core of the keyword
network, encompassing the most frequently occurring and centrally positioned
terms in the corpus: “Central Asia”, “Shanghai Cooperation Organization”,
“SCO”, and “Russia”. These keywords form the foundational axis of the
literature, around which much of the academic inquiry on the SCO is organized.
The dense interconnections among these terms indicate that regional governance
remains the primary interpretive frame for understanding the SCO’s institutional
role and functional evolution. At the heart of this cluster is the conception of the
SCO as a regional governance platform, albeit one that diverges from classical
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liberal models of integration. Unlike the European Union or ASEAN, the SCO
emphasizes sovereignty, non-interference, and regime security, aligning with
what some scholars have termed “authoritarian regionalism” [14], [17]. Within
this framework, “Russia” and “Central Asia” appear not merely as geographical
entities but as strategic poles shaping the institutional logic and political culture
of the organization. The presence of the term “FEurasia’ in this cluster further
highlights the geopolitical and civilizational dimensions of the SCO project. The
literature frequently positions the SCO within broader debates on Eurasianism,
post-Soviet space reconfiguration, and multipolar world order [8], [22]. These
narratives often reflect competing visions of regionalism Russia’s ambition
for a “Greater Eurasia” versus China’s BRI-driven connectivity model thus
complicating the cooperative narrative with latent rivalry and asymmetry.

Additionally, the frequent co-occurrence of keywords such as
“cooperation”, “integration”, and “multilateralism” suggests that despite
critiques of its depth and cohesion, the SCO is still analyzed through the lens
of international institution theory. This includes applications of both rationalist
institutionalism and constructivist regionalism. However, the literature within
this cluster also exhibits an analytical tension between form and function: while
the SCO presents itself as a mechanism of regional integration, many studies
argue that it functions more as a platform for elite coordination, symbolic
diplomacy, and security legitimization than as a supranational body with binding
authority [5]. The term “integration’ thus appears in a contested epistemic space,
where its normative appeal is contrasted with the empirical reality of limited
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institutionalization. Crucially, the cluster also underscores the state-centric
character of SCO governance. Keywords associated with civil society, human
rights, or democratic accountability are notably absent from this semantic field.
This supports the claim that SCO regionalism is primarily constructed around
executive-level cooperation, with minimal societal participation and closed norm
diffusion mechanisms [15]. In terms of methodology, the prominence of this
cluster is not merely a function of frequency, but also of centrality in the network
topology: keywords in this group serve as bridging concepts connecting to other
clusters (security, China’s strategy, energy diplomacy), reinforcing the idea that
“regional governance in Central Asia” is the pivot around which other thematic
subfields revolve.

Cluster 2. Security and Conflict (Green). Focus on the security-driven
dimension of SCO-related scholarship, centered around the keywords “security ”,
“terrorism”, “Taliban”, “Afghanistan”, “Kazakhstan”, “Turkmenistan”, and
“Tajikistan”. The co-occurrence patterns and proximity of these terms suggest a
regionally embedded narrative, whereby the SCO is understood as a mechanism
of collective security governance, particularly in response to transnational
threats and domestic regime vulnerabilities in post-Soviet Central Asia. At the
heart of this cluster lies the SCO’s foundational “three evils” doctrine: terrorism,
separatism, and extremism, which has served as the normative and operational
rationale for its security agenda. This concept, while officially endorsed by SCO
member states, has drawn critical attention in the literature for being ambiguous
and politically malleable, often employed to legitimize internal crackdowns and
suppress political dissent under the guise of regional cooperation [5], [6]. The
geographic specificity of this cluster is particularly notable. Countries such as
“Afghanistan”, “Tajikistan”, and “Kazakhstan” are recurrently associated with
security risks, whether through border instability, spillover effects of conflict, or
concerns about radicalization and refugee flows. The keyword “Taliban ” further
links the SCO’s security logic to the broader dynamics of South Asian conflict
zones, especially after the NATO withdrawal from Afghanistan and the Taliban’s
return to power in 2021. These developments have renewed the relevance of
the SCO-Afghanistan Contact Group and prompted scholarly reappraisal of the
organization’s crisis response capacity. The inclusion of “Turkmenistan”, despite
its non-membership in the SCO, reflects the regional spillover logic of security
studies, highlighting how geopolitical vulnerability transcends institutional
boundaries. Studies often treat the Central Asian region as an interdependent
security complex, where the resilience or collapse of one state has immediate
implications for its neighbors. The presence of “security” as both a node and
connector within this cluster also points to the dominance of realist and strategic
studies perspectives in this thematic strand. Much of the literature adopts state-
centered, threat-oriented frameworks, often drawing on traditional IR theories
such as balance of power, threat perception, and the security dilemma. While
this orientation has yielded important insights into the SCO’s military exercises,
counterterrorism drills, and intelligence coordination via RATS, it tends to
underemphasize human security, civil-military relations, and non-state dynamics.
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Furthermore, this cluster reveals an enduring disconnect between security
discourse and normative critique. While scholars acknowledge the operational
expansion of the SCO’s security apparatus, there is limited engagement with
questions of legal accountability, civilian oversight, or regional arms dynamics.
This reflects both the data limitations in authoritarian contexts and the normative
ambivalence of the SCO itself, which promotes security cooperation while
resisting international norms on transparency and intervention.

Notably, the overlap between Cluster 2 and other clusters, particularly
with Cluster 1 (Regional Governance) and Cluster 4 (India—Pakistan), suggests
that security is not an isolated theme, but rather interwoven with questions of
legitimacy, competition, and strategic alignment. For example, China’s growing
security footprint in the region intersects with its economic agenda, BRI, while
Russia seeks to maintain a dominant position within the CSTO-SCO nexus. In
sum, Cluster 2 confirms that the SCO is primarily perceived as a security actor,
but one that operates through consensual, sovereignty-respecting modalities
rather than through supranational enforcement. It reflects a pragmatic model of
regional security, grounded in regime survival and elite coordination rather than
collective defense or normative convergence.

Cluster 3. China's Strategic Vision (Yellow). Cluster 3 is anchored in a set
of keywords that collectively reflect the Chinese strategic orientation within the
SCO and beyond. The dominant terms “China”, “foreign policy”, “Belt and
Road Initiative”, “Chinese foreign policy”, “soft balancing”, and “geopolitics”
indicate a distinct thematic field concerned with how China conceptualizes and
instrumentalizes regional cooperation under the SCO umbrella. Unlike Clusters
1 and 2, which emphasize regional institutionalism and security coordination,
respectively, this cluster foregrounds strategic intentionality, normative
projection, and power recalibration in a transforming global order. The co-
occurrence of “China” with both “SCO” and “BRI” suggests that scholarly
work increasingly views these frameworks not in isolation, but as interlinked
components of a broader geostrategic architecture. The presence of “Chinese
foreign policy” and “‘foreign policy” in the same cluster points to dual layers of
analysis. On one hand, there is substantial scholarship focused on the rationale
and objectives of China’s multilateral engagement in Central Asia (e.g., access
to markets, energy security, border stability). On the other hand, a more global
IR perspective examines China’s use of the SCO as a soft balancing mechanism
vis-a-vis Western-led institutions such as NATO, the EU, and the U.S. alliance
system [19]. The concept of soft balancing, in particular, represents a theoretical
bridge between realism and constructivism. It allows scholars to analyze how
China utilizes diplomatic, institutional, and economic tools, including the SCO,
to dilute Western hegemony without triggering confrontation. Meanwhile, the
keyword “geopolitics ” signals a broader discourse in which the SCO is not merely
a regional arrangement but a node in global power transitions. The literature in
this area often treats the SCO as a microcosm of multipolarity, where China’s
vision of international order, based on principles such as non-interference and
infrastructure-led connectivity, competes with liberal democratic norms and
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governance models. In this view, the SCO becomes a testing ground for China’s
evolving role as a normative power, especially in the Global South. The strategic
orientation of this cluster is further enhanced by its connections to Cluster 1 (e.g.,
through “SCO” and “regional integration”) and Cluster 2 (via shared concern with
“security” and “threats”), illustrating how Chinese strategy cannot be separated
from broader debates on institutional design and regional stability. However,
it also introduces new dimensions, such as economic statecraft, discourse
construction, and symbolic diplomacy [16]. An important sub-theme within
this cluster is the instrumentalization of multilateralism. Several scholars argue
that China’s engagement with the SCO is selective and interest-driven, intended
to reassure neighbors while preserving strategic autonomy [13], [34]. Unlike
the EU or ASEAN, where rule-bound institutionalism prevails, China’s SCO
approach is often characterized as pragmatic, non-binding, and elite-centered a
form of “strategic multilateralism” tailored to maximize flexibility and minimize
constraint. Nevertheless, critiques within the literature also point to internal
contradictions in China’s SCO policy. While rhetorically committed to shared
development and security, China’s growing economic dominance and asymmetric
partnerships have generated ambivalence and suspicion among smaller member
states. Moreover, its normative discourse on “win-win cooperation” is sometimes
viewed as covertly hierarchical, particularly when aligned with the Belt and Road
Initiative’s infrastructure dependency patterns. In summary, Cluster 3 provides
critical insight into how China’s engagement with the SCO reflects broader
efforts to reshape regional and global governance architectures. It shows that the
SCO is not just a forum for consensus-building. However, China also serves as a
strategic platform through which It projects influence, manages competition, and
redefines the rules of international order from a Eurasian vantage point.

Cluster 4. South Asian Dynamics (Blue). This cluster is driven by the
keywords “India”, “Pakistan”, “foreign policy”, “Xinjiang”, and “regional
security”. It captures the growing body of research generated after the
accession of India and Pakistan as full members of the SCO in 2017, a move
widely recognized as a turning point in the organization’s history. Their entry
transformed the SCO from a primarily Central Asian Sino-Russian bloc into
a broader multilateral platform that now includes key South Asian actors with
historically adversarial relations. Much of the literature in this cluster focuses on
India’s strategic calculus, particularly its attempts to leverage SCO membership
to balance China’s growing regional footprint. Scholars have explored India’s
cautious engagement, highlighting its resistance to the Belt and Road Initiative
and its desire to assert normative pluralism within the SCO framework [21]. At
the same time, Pakistan’s participation is analyzed through the lens of security
alignment with China and its regional ambitions in Central Asia, especially
regarding connectivity to Afghanistan and beyond. The inclusion of “Xinjiang”
in this cluster signals the entanglement of China’s domestic security concerns
with regional stability issues. It also illustrates the extension of SCO cooperation
into sensitive border areas, linking transnational security with internal legitimacy.
This cluster thus reflects a complex web of competing national interests and
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diplomatic maneuvering. The simultaneous presence of India and Pakistan
introduces structural friction into SCO decision-making, particularly in areas
like joint declarations, counterterrorism language, and connectivity initiatives.
Nonetheless, their participation also enhances the SCO’s geopolitical reach and
introduces new analytical lenses, including the role of regional rivalries, nuclear
deterrence, and diplomatic pluralism within multilateral institutions [17], [18].

Cluster 5. Energy and Connectivity (Purple). The fifth cluster, though
smaller in scale, addresses a strategically vital theme: the intersection of “energy”,
“infrastructure”’, and “connectivity”. It reflects the growing scholarly interest in
how the SCO facilitates, or at least aligns with, broader infrastructure diplomacy
and energy geopolitics in Central Asia. Here, the SCO is not viewed as a regulatory
energy body per se, but rather as a political platform that reinforces bilateral and
regional energy initiatives. China’s growing reliance on Central Asian energy
supplies, particularly natural gas and oil from Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, and
Uzbekistan, forms a critical backdrop to this literature [20], [36]. These works
often examine how energy deals, pipelines, and cross-border electricity grids are
embedded within the broader SCO dialogue, even if not formally coordinated
by the organization itself. Likewise, the inclusion of “connectivity” connects
this cluster with studies on the Belt and Road Initiative, focusing on railways,
roads, fiber optic links, and logistics hubs. Scholars have analyzed the SCO as a
normative umbrella that legitimizes China’s infrastructural expansion and reduces
resistance among member states by framing such projects within a consensual,
multilateral structure [36], [37]. Moreover, the appearance of “regional security”
in this cluster underscores the dual nature of infrastructure: as both a development
asset and a security concern. Authors have raised issues of pipeline protection,
cyber vulnerabilities, and the geopolitical risks of infrastructural dependence.
There is also critical attention to the asymmetric relationships formed through
such projects, especially where infrastructure loans are perceived as creating
long-term leverage for external powers. In sum, these two clusters expand the
scope of SCO studies beyond governance and hard security. Cluster 4 foregrounds
institutional adaptation and strategic contestation introduced by South Asian
membership, while Cluster 5 illuminates the material foundations of regional
integration, highlighting how infrastructure and energy resources shape the
political economy of multilateralism in Eurasia. Together, they underscore that
the SCO is no longer simply a security or geopolitical bloc; it is a multifaceted
institution whose relevance now spans issues of identity, development, diplomacy,
and infrastructure-led regionalism.

Conclusion

This study has undertaken the first comprehensive bibliometric analysis
of scholarly literature on the Shanghai Cooperation Organization with specific
attention to its role in regional integration in Central Asia. By analyzing 114
peer-reviewed articles published between 2001 and 2024 using PRISMA
methodology and cluster visualization tools like VOSviewer, the study maps the
intellectual structure, thematic orientations, and knowledge production patterns
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within this growing research domain. The performance analysis revealed a
gradual but consistent increase in scholarly output on the SCO, with notable
surges during geopolitical turning points in Eurasia. Citation analysis identified
a core set of highly influential publications that have shaped the discourse on
authoritarian diffusion, regime security, and multilateral cooperation within the
SCO. The dominance of English-language journals based in Western and East
Asian academic institutions also highlights structural asymmetries in global
knowledge production. Geographically, China, Russia, and the United States
emerged as the most prolific contributors, with relatively limited representation
from Central Asian scholars and institutions. This finding raises critical questions
about epistemic inclusion and the localization of regional knowledge, aligning
with broader debates in post-Western International Relations theory. Cluster and
co-word analyses yielded four dominant thematic clusters:

1. Regional Governance and Central Asia exploring the SCO as a vehicle
for multilateralism, regionalism, and strategic alignment in Eurasia.

2. Security and Counterterrorism Cooperation focusing on the SCO’s
engagement with non-traditional security threats and the “three evils” narrative.

3. China’s Foreign Policy and Strategic Partnerships interrogating China’s
use of the SCO as a tool of normative diffusion and geopolitical balancing.

4. Energy, Economy, and Development emphasizing economic
cooperation, infrastructure initiatives, and resource politics as a less dominant
but emerging theme.

These clusters indicate that the field is heavily security-centric but gradually
diversifying into economic and normative dimensions. They also suggest a spatial-
temporal evolution from theoretical regionalism toward empirical analyses of
policy, governance, and cooperation mechanisms.

The use of bibliometric techniques adds methodological rigor to the field
of International Relations, offering a macroscopic view of how topics evolve,
cluster, and concentrate across institutional and national boundaries. The study
demonstrates how bibliometric approaches complement qualitative inquiry,
providing robust evidence of citation dynamics, thematic trends, and intellectual
lineage. The findings of this study generate several critical implications:

1. Epistemic Pluralism. There is a pressing need to diversify the geographic
and institutional composition of SCO scholarship by promoting contributions
from Central Asian scholars, particularly in local languages and interdisciplinary
contexts.

2. Theoretical Innovation. Scholars should seek to bridge bibliometric
insights with critical and post-colonial IR theory to unpack underlying assumptions
and hierarchies in SCO-related narratives.

3. Policy Relevance. Understanding the evolving academic framing of
the SCO can inform more nuanced and reflexive policy analysis, particularly
concerning regional cooperation frameworks such as the Belt and Road Initiative
or the CSTO.

This study acknowledges several limitations, including the focus on
English-language, peer-reviewed journal articles indexed in Scopus. Future
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research could incorporate multilingual sources and grey literature to expand
the empirical base. Additionally, while bibliometrics reveals structural patterns,
qualitative methods remain essential for interpreting meanings, narratives, and
contestations embedded in SCO scholarship. In conclusion, this bibliometric
analysis contributes to the meta-theoretical and empirical development of
International Relations by offering a critical lens through which to examine
regionalism in Central Asia. By mapping the scholarly terrain of the SCO, this
study not only illuminates academic trends but also encourages a more inclusive,
interdisciplinary, and theoretically grounded future for research on Eurasian
multilateralism.

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Abstract. This article explores the role of international organizations
in implementing Sustainable Development Goal 4 (Quality Education) in
Kazakhstan. The relevance of the study lies in the strategic importance of
education as a foundation for human capital development, social equity, and
economic growth in the 21st century. In the context of globalization, quality
education is a key determinant of national competitiveness and sustainable
development. Kazakhstan, as an active member of the international community,
closely collaborates with organizations such as UNESCO, the World Bank,
the OECD, and UNICEF, whose initiatives have significantly shaped national
educational reforms.

The main objective of the study is to assess the contribution of these
organizations to the modernization of Kazakhstan’s education system, analyzing
their financial, methodological, and expert support, while identifying existing
challenges in achieving SDG 4.

The methodology combines systemic, comparative, content, and historical-
analytical approaches. Sources include Kazakhstan’s state programs, official
reports of international organizations, and scholarly works in comparative
education. This methodological framework enables a holistic view of how global
practices are integrated into national policies.

The scientific significance of the study lies in highlighting the necessity
of adapting international practices to Kazakhstan’s socio-cultural and economic
context. The practical significance is reflected in recommendations for improving
education policy, reducing the urban—rural gap, strengthening inclusive education,
and advancing digital transformation.

The findings demonstrate that Kazakhstan has achieved considerable
progress with international support: universal access to primary and secondary
education has been largely ensured, digitalization initiatives have accelerated,
and a legislative basis for inclusive education has been established. Nonetheless,
persistent challenges remain, including regional inequality, teacher shortages,
and risks of over-dependence on external models. For sustainable progress,
Kazakhstan must balance global standards with national priorities, relying on the
development of domestic expertise and research capacity.
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Introduction

Education in the 21st century is considered a key factor in sustainable
development, social stability and economic growth. Goal 4 of the 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development (SDG 4), adopted by the UN General Assembly
in 2015, aims to ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote
lifelong learning opportunities for all. This goal involves not only expanding
access to educational services, but also improving their quality, developing
inclusiveness and eliminating social, regional and gender inequalities. In the
modern world, achieving this goal is impossible without the active participation of
international organizations that shape the global agenda in the field of education,
provide financial, methodological and expert support to states, and facilitate the
exchange of successful practices.

Kazakhstan, being an active participant in the international community, has
also committed to implementing SDG 4. The country is implementing large-scale
programs to modernize the education system, aimed at improving the quality of
school and higher education, digitalizing the educational process, developing an
inclusive environment and strengthening human resources. However, significant
challenges remain on the path to achieving these goals, related to the imbalance
between urban and rural schools, a shortage of qualified teachers, limited
resources for implementing innovations, as well as the need to adapt international
standards to national conditions.

In this context, the role of international organizations is of particular
importance. UNESCO acts as a coordinator for monitoring progress within
the framework of SDG 4 and the formation of global indicators of education
quality. The World Bank actively finances projects related to the modernization
of infrastructure and the introduction of digital technologies in Kazakhstan.
The OECD exerts influence through international comparative studies (PISA,
TALIS, PIAAC), the results of which have become an important incentive for
revising educational policies and the content of curricula. UNICEF focuses on
promoting children’s rights and an inclusive educational environment, which is
especially relevant for Kazakhstan with its ethnocultural diversity and regional
characteristics [1].

Despite the positive trends, the question of the effectiveness of international
initiatives and their impact on national educational policy remains open. On the
one hand, Kazakhstan gains access to best practices and funding, which accelerates
the modernization process. On the other hand, there is a risk of mechanically
borrowing models that do not always consider the specifics of the national system
and socio-economic conditions. Thus, the study of Kazakhstan’s interaction with
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international organizations in the context of implementing SDG 4 is a relevant
research task. This article aims to analyze the contribution of international
organizations to the development of the education system of Kazakhstan, identify
successful practices and existing limitations, and formulate recommendations for
further improvement of cooperation in this area.

Description of Materials and Methods

Research on international cooperation in education shows that the
involvement of global institutions has a significant impact on the formation of
national educational strategies. According to Breakspear (2012), OECD programs
and initiatives, in particular PISA, have a “normative impact” on state policies,
forming their desire to adapt to international standards of education quality.
This is especially relevant for Kazakhstan: the results of participation in PISA
have repeatedly become the starting point for reforms in the content of school
programs and teaching methods [2,3].

Edwards (2024) emphasizes in his study that the World Bank plays a key
role in the process of reforming the educational systems of developing countries,
offering not only financial mechanisms, but also expert support. In Kazakhstan,
such projects were associated with the modernization of infrastructure and the
introduction of digital technologies, which is especially important for overcoming
the urban-rural divide [4].

Elfert (2023) analyzes the activities of UNESCO and the World Bank in
the context of global education governance, emphasizing that these organizations
contribute not only to the development of a normative framework, but also to the
coordination of international knowledge exchange. Kazakhstan, being a member
of UNESCO and a signatory to key conventions, actively participates in global
initiatives, including monitoring the implementation of SDG 4 [5].

A separate layer of research concerns the role of UNICEF. Godfrey et al.
(2012) note that the organization plays a key role in developing indicators for
assessing “child-friendly schools.” These ideas have been partially implemented
in Kazakhstan as part of national inclusive education programs. Lennox,
McKenzie, and Williams (2021), in a study on educational strategies in the context
of the COVID-19 pandemic, point to the importance of UNICEF’s experience
in overcoming the distance learning crisis, which also found a response in
Kazakhstan’s educational policy [6].

Kazakh authors are actively researching national features of the integration
of international practices. Thus, Zamirbekkyzy et al. (2024) consider the
financing of secondary education as a key factor in the sustainability of reforms
and note that international loans and grants are becoming a significant source of
resources. Abylkassymova (2020) analyzes the modernization of the content of
school education, emphasizing that borrowing international experience should be
accompanied by its adaptation to national specifics. Shaimukhanova (2012) in a
historical study of the development of the Kazakh educational system shows that
international cooperation at different stages became a driver of modernization.
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In addition, Volante et al. (2017) emphasize that OECD activities shape
not only educational practices but also the political culture of member states,
strengthening their involvement in global governance processes. Takayama
(2008), analyzing the experience of Japan, shows that the adaptation of OECD
recommendations can be accompanied by complex processes of harmonization
of national traditions and global standards - a conclusion that has a direct analogy
for Kazakhstan. Studies devoted to countries with a comparable level of economic
development are also useful for analysis.

Humbatova and Hadjiev (2019) show, using the example of Azerbaijan,
that international organizations are an important source of innovation, but their
initiatives can conflict with local educational practices [7]. Le and Tran (2021),
considering Vietnam, emphasize the importance of an integrated approach in
which international recommendations are integrated into national priorities,
which allowed the country to significantly improve its results in PISA [8].

Thus, the existing literature demonstrates that international organizations
have a multi-level influence on education — from the development of global
indicators to funding and expert support for national reforms. In the case of
Kazakhstan, this influence is particularly evident through participation in
international assessments, the implementation of joint projects, and the adoption
of global practices. However, as research shows, the effectiveness of this process
largely depends on the state’s ability to adapt international models to national
conditions, considering the cultural, social, and economic characteristics of the
country.

Systemic analysis allows us to consider the educational system of
Kazakhstan as part of a broader international system, where global institutions
(UNESCO, World Bank, OECD, UNICEEF, etc.) play a key role. Within the
framework of this approach, the study is based on the consideration of education
as an interconnected set of elements: the content of curricula, human resources,
infrastructure, financing and digitalization. A systems approach helps to identify
how international initiatives are integrated into national reforms and what mutual
effects arise at the intersection of global and local factors [9].

Comparative analysis is used to compare Kazakhstan’s experience with the
practices of other countries in similar conditions or that have achieved significant
success in implementing SDG 4. For this purpose, the cases of Azerbaijan,
Vietnam and individual countries of the European Union are considered, where
international organizations have played a significant role in transforming
educational systems. The comparative approach allows us to identify general
trends, universal cooperation mechanisms and unique barriers specific to
Kazakhstan [10].

Content analysis of official documents and strategies is an important tool
for identifying areas of international and national cooperation. The following are
used as sources:

- state programs of Kazakhstan (State Educational Standards for Education
20202025, concepts of digitalization of education, national plans for the
implementation of SDGs);
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- reports of international organizations (UNESCO Global Education
Monitoring Reports, World Bank reports, OECD data on PISA and TALIS,
UNICEF analytical materials);

- publications in scientific journals (Comparative Education, International
Journal of Educational Development, etc.). The analysis of these documents
allows us to assessingze information on key areas and results of Kazakhstan’s
interaction with international organizations, as well as to assess the degree of
compliance of national policies with the global indicators of SDG 4 [11].

The historical and analytical approach is used to study the evolution of
the educational system of Kazakhstan and the stages of its interaction with
international organizations. Particular attention is paid to the period from the
early 2000s, when the country actively joined global processes and took part
in international comparative studies for the first time. Such analysis allows us
to trace the dynamics of reforms: from the first steps in adapting standards to
the current stage, characterized by active digitalization and the introduction of
inclusive practices [12].

Results and Discussion

The Role of International Organizations

International organizations have a key influence on the transformation of
the education system in Kazakhstan. UNESCO, the World Bank, the OECD and
UNICEF perform diftferent but complementary functions. UNESCO forms global
benchmarks and indicators of education quality, which allows Kazakhstan to
correlate national reforms with international obligations. The World Bank acts as
a source of financial resources and expert support, including within the framework
of projects to modernize school infrastructure and digitalize education. OECD,
through the PISA and TALIS programs, stimulates national reforms through
international comparison of educational results, and UNICEF promotes issues of
inclusive education and the protection of children’s rights [13].

It is important to emphasize that international organizations contribute not
only to the introduction of new standards, but also to the creation of a platform
for the exchange of experience. Kazakhstan, participating in international forums
and research, gets the opportunity to integrate into the global educational space,
adopt successful practices and adjust its own strategies. However, this role also
has a limitation: global initiatives do not always consider the cultural and social
context of Kazakhstan, which necessitates critical adaptation [14].

Financing and partnerships

One of the main factors in Kazakhstan’s successful interaction with
international organizations is financing. The World Bank and the Asian
Development Bank provided loans and grants to support projects to build schools,
equip laboratories, and introduce information and communication technologies.
These resources helped speed up the modernization of the education system,
especially in rural areas where infrastructure deficits persist [15].

In addition, Kazakhstan actively participates in partnership programs with
UNESCO and UNICEF aimed at developing inclusive education and improving
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the qualifications of teachers. However, excessive dependence on external
financing carries risks. Firstly, international loans can increase the state’s debt
burden. Secondly, donor priorities do not always coincide with national needs.
This leads to a situation where individual projects are launched faster than an
internal institutional framework for their sustainable implementation is formed
[16].

Kazakhstan and SDG 4: Progress and Challenges

Kazakhstan has made significant progress in implementing SDG 4. Almost
universal access to primary and secondary education is achieved, inclusive
education programs are being implemented, and digitalization is actively
developing. The COVID-19 pandemic has become a test for the system, but
at the same time it has accelerated the processes of digital transformation, also
stimulated by the initiatives of international organizations. Nevertheless, serious
challenges remain. The most acute problem is the gap between urban and rural
schools: differences in access to the Internet, qualified teachers and modern
educational resources maintain inequality in educational outcomes. Despite the
support of international partners, the national system is facing a staff shortage:
teacher turnover in rural areas remains high, and their training and retraining
programs do not always meet international requirements. The limited adaptation
of inclusive education is also a problem: the legislative framework has been
created, but practical implementation is hampered by a shortage of specialists
and weak infrastructure [17].

Comparative Analysis: Kazakhstan and Countries with Successful
Implementation of SDG 4

Comparing Kazakhstan with other countries that have achieved significant
success in implementing SDG 4 helps us identify the strengths and weaknesses
of the national approach. For example, Vietnam, which has shown impressive
results in PISA, has managed to integrate international recommendations into
the system of national priorities. Unlike Kazakhstan, where international models
are often implemented from the top down, in Vietnam a significant role is given
to the participation of teachers and local communities. Kazakhstan’s strength
is its willingness to cooperate with international organizations and its desire to
comply with global standards [18]. This allows it to accelerate modernization
and implement best practices. However, its weakness is its excessive focus
on international rankings and assessments, which sometimes leads to formal
compliance with requirements without their deep integration into the educational
system.

Risks of over-dependence on international models

One of the debatable issues is the risk of over-dependence on external
models and standards. Kazakhstan, striving to comply with global indicators, may
face a situation where international practices are introduced without considering
national traditions, regional characteristics and social context [19]. This is
manifested, for example, in the adaptation of new pedagogical technologies that
have proven themselves well in OECD countries but require a different resource
base for effective application in the conditions of rural schools in Kazakhstan. In
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addition, excessive dependence on international models reduces incentives for
the development of domestic scientific research and innovation. It is important
not only to borrow successful practices, but also to form national expertise that
will allow them to be adapted to local conditions.

Adapting global practices to local conditions

The key challenge for Kazakhstan remains the need to adapt global practices
to national realities. International organizations offer universal solutions, but
their effectiveness depends on the state’s ability to integrate them into the context
of its own educational priorities. An example is the digitalization program:
international experts emphasize its importance, but without a parallel solution to
infrastructure problems in rural areas, digital transformation can increase social
inequality [20]. Thus, the discussion shows that Kazakhstan’s participation in
global initiatives to implement SDG 4 brings significant results but requires a
balance between international standards and national needs. The optimal strategy
is not mechanical borrowing, but creative adaptation of international experience
based on domestic resources, scientific research, and cultural characteristics of
the country.

Conclusion

The study showed that the implementation of Sustainable Development
Goal 4 (quality education) in Kazakhstan is closely linked to the activities of
international organizations, which act as the most important partners of the state in
the process of modernizing the education system. The contribution of institutions
such as UNESCO, the World Bank, OECD and UNICEF are manifested in
various forms - from financial and technical support to expert support and the
development of global indicators of education quality. Their participation helps
to accelerate reforms, expand access to innovations, strengthen human resources
and develop inclusive education.

At the same time, the analysis demonstrated that dependence on
international models and recommendations gives rise to certain risks. Kazakhstan,
striving to comply with global standards, sometimes faces the problem of
mechanically borrowing practices that do not always consider the national
context, infrastructural limitations and cultural characteristics. For example,
the introduction of digital technologies and new pedagogical methods requires
significant financial resources and trained personnel, which is complicated by the
uneven development of regions. Thus, the key condition for the sustainability of
educational reforms is their adaptation to local conditions, based on the social,
economic and cultural realities of the country.

A comparative analysis with other countries, in particular Vietnam and
Azerbaijan, showed that the successful implementation of SDG 4 depends on the
state’s ability to integrate international recommendations into its own priorities
and strategic goals. The Vietnamese experience demonstrates that with the active
participation of teachers and local communities, international standards can be
organically integrated into the national system, ensuring sustainable growth in
the quality of education. Kazakhstan has strengths in the form of institutional
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openness and readiness for international cooperation, but at the same time needs
greater consistency between global and local priorities.

Despite the remaining challenges, Kazakhstan has made significant progress
in ensuring universal access to education, developing digitalization and creating
a legal framework for inclusive education. National programs, implemented
with the support of international organizations, have laid the foundation for
further modernization. However, the problems of regional inequality, shortage of
teaching staff, limited infrastructure and insufficient practical implementation of
inclusion continue to hinder the full achievement of the goals.

In conclusion, it should be noted that sustainable development of the
education system of Kazakhstan in the context of SDG 4 is possible only if a
balance is found between global initiatives and national interests. International
organizations should be viewed not only as donors and sources of standards,
but also as partners whose recommendations require critical adaptation and
localization. For Kazakhstan, it is strategically important to form its own expert
base, develop national research in the field of education and create mechanisms
to ensure the long-term sustainability of reforms. Thus, the contribution of
international organizations to the implementation of SDG 4 in Kazakhstan can
be characterized as significant, but it requires rethinking in the direction of
greater flexibility, adaptability and reliance on domestic resources. Only with
this approach will Kazakhstan be able not only to achieve the target indicators,
but also to build a modern, competitive and socially fair education system that
meets the challenges of the 21st century.

Recommendations

An analysis of the role of international organizations and Kazakhstan’s
progress in achieving SDG 4 allows us to develop several practical proposals
aimed at increasing the effectiveness of educational policy and the sustainability
of reforms.

1. Financing and resource provision

* Increase the share of the national budget allocated to education, with an
emphasis on the development of rural schools, since this is where the infrastructure
deficit is most acute.

* Make more active use of grant programs and subsidies from international
organizations but minimize dependence on loans by creating a system of co-
financing projects with the participation of the state and the private sector.

* Develop mechanisms for monitoring the effectiveness of the use of funds
provided by international partners to increase transparency and accountability.

2. Inclusive education

» Strengthening the training of specialists (defectologists, tutors, speech
therapists) capable of working in inclusive classes, relying on both international
experience and national traditions.

* Create resource centers in rural areas that support inclusive schools and
ensure the exchange of experience.

* Expand cooperation with UNICEF and UNESCO to implement indicators
for assessing the quality of inclusion and their regular monitoring.
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3. Digitalization

* Continue developing digital infrastructure, especially in rural schools
where access to high-speed Internet remains limited.

* Use international practices (for example, World Bank programs), but
adapt them to the real conditions of Kazakhstan, taking into account the level of
training of teachers and the availability of equipment.

* Introduce platforms for distance and blended learning with a focus on
sustainable use, and not just short-term effects.

4. Adaptation of international practices

* Develop a national system of examination of educational reforms,
including scientists, teachers and community representatives, to assess the
applicability of international initiatives.

* Focus on localizing global practices: do not mechanically implement
standards, but integrate them considering the cultural, social and economic
characteristics of Kazakhstan.

* Focus on exchanging experiences with countries in similar conditions
(Vietnam, Azerbaijan), which will allow for the application of more relevant
development models.

5. Scientific research and national expertise

 Support research in the field of pedagogy, sociology of education and
educational policy, focused on the analysis of Kazakhstan’s specifics.

« Strengthen the participation of national experts in international projects so that
Kazakhstan acts not only as a consumer, but also as a generator of innovative ideas.

CENTRAL ASIAN STATES IN THE CONDITIONS OF LATEST
GEOPOLITICAL TENSION IN THE WORLD: RISKS AND
OPPORTUNITIES

Abstract. Today, the consequences of the armed conflict between Russia
and Ukraine are significantly reflected in international politics and the world
economy. Central Asian states are also feeling the political, social and economic
impact of this war. Even a superficial comparison of the situation and potential
of the five countries of the region before Russia’s “special operation” against
Ukraine in early 2022 and today shows how complicated the problem is. The fact
that the conflict has been going on for more than three years and the prospect of
a near-term end is unclear proves that it remains a source of concern and risk in
the nearest and medium terms. From the point of view of the relevance of the
issue under consideration in the article, the task of comparing the recent social
and economic situation in Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Turkmenistan
and Tajikistan was set. This analysis shows that although economic and social
indicators in the countries of Central Asia are heterogeneous on average the
situation in the region has not improved compared to the period before Russia’s
“special operation” in Ukraine and negative statistics prevail in key sectors of the
economy and social life. The article focuses on the Eurasian Economic Union
factor, concluding that the burden of sanctions imposed on Russia is being shared
among its members. Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are providing an opportunity
to soften the blow to Russia. At the same time, each of the countries in the region
is adapting to the new geopolitical and geoeconomic situation and is striving
to exploit new opportunities in foreign policy and diplomacy. In addition, we
tried to reveal new risks and opportunities for these states caused by the war in
Ukraine. In the conclusion the development of the situation in the region in the
short, medium and far perspectives is predicted.

The author examines the main stages in the development of Japan’s
foreign policy strategy in the region, focusing on initiatives such as the Silk Road
Diplomacy concept, the Central Asia + Japan dialogue mechanism, and the Belt of
Freedom and Prosperity idea. These initiatives are presented as elements of a long-
term policy aimed at strengthening cooperation with the post-Soviet republics of
Central Asia in the political, economic, and cultural spheres. The article focuses
on the key principles of Japanese diplomacy, including non-interference in the
internal affairs of states, promotion of cultural ties, and provision of official
development assistance (ODA), which is seen as a soft power tool. It also analyzes
the challenges that Japanese diplomacy faces amid growing competition with
China and Russia for influence in the region.

India, a major nation in South Asia, and Kazakhstan, which is situated in the
center of the Eurasian continent, have maintained political, economic, and
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cultural collaboration for many years; this cooperation is still growing in the XXI
century. As seen by the so-called “New Silk Road” program in Indian foreign
policy, which aims to increase collaboration with the Central Asian region, India
places a high value on fostering its relations with this region [1]. Within the
framework of a strategic alliance that is being strengthened at several levels,
political cooperation between Kazakhstan and India is developing.

Kazakhstan and India have developed close political, economic, and
cultural relations over the course of their more than thirty years of interaction.
These ties are founded on respect for one another and common interests in trade,
science, education, and security. Despite their physical separation, Kazakhstan
and India have developed a fruitful and strategic collaboration since they have
similar perspectives on important global issues.

Cooperation within international institutions like the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization, the United Nations, and others, where both nations actively
support shared interests and exchange experiences, plays a unique role in their
relationship. The signing of a number of agreements, including a strategic
partnership agreement and agreements to increase mutual interchange in the areas
of trade, education, research, and culture, was a significant step in strengthening
bilateral ties.

The evolution of diplomatic cooperation illustrates the successful
integration of both Kazakhstan and India into global affairs. In recent years,
their bilateral relations have grown steadily stronger, paving the way for new
opportunities and areas of collaboration.

Results

The relevance of this research lies in the growing strategic importance of
relations in different areas between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic
of India in the context of shifting global and regional dynamics. As both countries
pursue multi-vector foreign policies and seek greater engagement in Central and
South Asia, understanding the historical evolution and current trajectory of their
bilateral relations becomes increasingly vital.

In light of contemporary geopolitical developments — including the rise
of China, the war in Ukraine, regional security concerns, and the global energy
transition — Kazakhstan and India are actively expanding their cooperation in
areas such as trade, investment, energy, education, and cultural exchange. This
makes the study of their diplomatic interaction timely and significant for scholars,
policymakers, and regional analysts.

Furthermore, Kazakhstan’s position as a leading actor in Central Asia and
India’s role as an emerging global power highlight the necessity of analyzing their
partnership within the broader context of Eurasian integration and multipolar
world order formation. This research contributes to filling a gap in academic
literature, where Kazakhstan-India relations are often overshadowed by larger
power dynamics, despite their growing relevance.

By examining the political and diplomatic aspects of this partnership,
the study aims to provide new insights into the mechanisms, challenges, and
prospects of bilateral cooperation.
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Official diplomatic relations between Kazakhstan and India were established
on January 31, 1992, marking a significant milestone in the development of their
bilateral partnership. In the early years following Kazakhstan’s independence,
both nations initiated efforts to build a solid foundation for cooperation across
political, economic, and cultural domains.

In October 1993 India opened its embassy in Kazakhstan, followed shortly
by the opening of the Kazakh Embassy in New Delhi in November of the same
year. After the relocation of Kazakhstan’s capital, the embassy moved to Astana
in November 2007, while a consular office continues to operate in Almaty. As of
May 2021, Mr. N. Zhalgasbayev serves as Kazakhstan’s Ambassador to India,
having presented his credentials on July 7, 2021. Mr. T. V. Nagendra Prasad
assumed the role of Indian Ambassador to Kazakhstan in June 2023 and presented
his credentials on October 6, 2023 [2].

During this formative period, both countries made significant strides
in developing institutional mechanisms to foster cooperation in areas such as
trade, culture, science, and security. Kazakhstan prioritized diversifying its
foreign relations and economic partnerships, while India, driven by its strategic
interests in Central Asia, aimed to expand its influence and engagement in the
region. These early initiatives laid the groundwork for a steadily growing and
multifaceted diplomatic relationship.

Discussion

The period from 1992 to 2002 was characterized by the formal establishment
of political and legal frameworks between Kazakhstan and India. India was
among the earliest nations to recognize Kazakhstan’s independence and formally
established diplomatic relations on February 23, 1992. Since that time, the two
countries have steadily developed a close partnership, engaging in mutually
advantageous cooperation across diverse fields.

A pivotal moment in diplomatic engagement occurred in 1993, when the
First President of Kazakhstan, N. Nazarbayev, made an official state visit to India.
This historic visit — the first by a Kazakh head of state to India — played a key
role in deepening political ties and laid the groundwork for long-term strategic
collaboration. India, in turn, demonstrated strong political support for fostering
bilateral relations, helping to unlock new opportunities in areas such as trade,
cultural exchange, and security cooperation [3].

During this foundational phase, several important agreements were
concluded to formalize and expand cooperation. Among them were the
“Agreement on Cooperation in the Fields of Trade-Economic Relations, Science,
and Technology” [4] and the “Agreement on Cooperation in the Fields of
Culture, Art, Education, Science, Mass Media, and Sports™ [5], signed in New
Delhi on February 22, 1992. Additionally, the “Air Services Agreement” was
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signed in Almaty on September 10, 1993 [6]. Further strengthening the economic
dimension of the relationship, the “Agreement on the Promotion and Protection
of Investments and the Convention for the Avoidance of Double Taxation and the
Prevention of Fiscal Evasion with Respect to Taxes on Income and Capital” were
signed in New Delhi on December 9, 1996 [7].

These agreements laid a solid legal and institutional foundation for the
evolving partnership and reflected the shared commitment of both nations to
building a stable and comprehensive bilateral relationship.

Between 1991 and 2002, several important high-level exchanges
significantly contributed to the development of Kazakhstan-India relations.
Notable among these were the official visit of the First President of Kazakhstan
N. Nazarbayev to India in 1992; visit of Indian Prime Minister Narasimha Rao
to Kazakhstan in 1993; a second visit by Nazarbayev to India in 1996; and in the
same year, the official visit of Indian Vice President K. Narayanan to Kazakhstan
[8]. In 1999, Kazakhstan’s Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign
Affairs, K. Tokayev, visited India, where key issues of bilateral cooperation were
discussed [9].

When evaluating this initial phase of bilateral relations, it is evident that
Kazakhstan and India achieved rapid progress in establishing and reinforcing
the legal and institutional foundations of their cooperation. The early years
were primarily focused on developing strong political and economic ties, with
both countries actively engaging in reciprocal high-level visits and concluding
agreements aimed at enhancing trade, economic collaboration, and cultural
exchange.

Period from 2002 to 2011 was characterized by the practical implementation
of the agreements signed in the preceding decade, along with the broadening
of cooperation into new and promising areas. A key event during this period
was the state visit of President Nazarbayev to India from February 11 to 14,
2002 [10]. Taking place on the occasion of the 10th anniversary of diplomatic
relations, the visit was met with widespread approval from Indian political and
business communities and was seen as a turning point in deepening cooperation
and exploring new avenues for partnership.

In 2003, the official visit of Indian Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee to
Kazakhstan marked a significant milestone in the advancement of political and
economic relations between the two countries. This was followed by the visit of
the President of India to Kazakhstan in 2009, reaffirming the mutual commitment
of both nations to deepening their bilateral partnership.

Over the course of a decade, India and Kazakhstan successfully developed
a relationship characterized by mutual respect, trust, and shared strategic interests.
High-level exchanges held in both countries reflected the sincere intentions of their
leadership to broaden cooperation and explore new areas of partnership [11].
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Among the key diplomatic engagements during this period were the 2002
state visit of Kazakhstan’s First President N. Nazarbayev to India and Prime
Minister Vajpayee’s visit to Kazakhstan later that same year in the framework
of the CICA Summit. These visits facilitated meaningful negotiations and the
signing of several important agreements that elevated bilateral relations to a
qualitatively new level. They also highlighted the two nations’ aligned positions
on major global issues and their shared commitment to addressing emerging
international challenges.

A major outcome of these engagements was the signing of the “Joint
Declaration on Strategic Partnership” in 2002 [12]. This political document laid
the foundation for a new phase of cooperation and outlined key priorities for future
collaboration. Both sides pledged mutual support in promoting their national
interests and agreed to intensify cooperation in areas of strategic importance.

The signing of the Strategic Partnership Agreement served as a turning
point in bilateral relations, enabling closer collaboration in vital sectors such
as energy, trade, science, and technology. Since the early 2000s, political and
diplomatic ties between Kazakhstan and India have continued to grow stronger,
driven by shared values and a vision for long-term partnership [13].

This period represented a key phase in the advancement of Kazakhstan-
India relations, particularly highlighted by the official visit of Kazakhstan’s First
PresidentN. Nazarbayev to Indiain2006. The visitresulted in the signing of several
important agreements in the fields of trade, energy, science, and technology. A
central focus of the discussions was cooperation in the energy sector, especially
in uranium extraction and processing. As one of the world’s leading uranium
producers, Kazakhstan attracted strong interest from India, which seeks reliable
partners for the development of its civilian nuclear energy program [14].

This momentum was sustained through subsequent high-level visits. In
2008, Indian Vice President M. Hamid Ansari paid an official visit to Kazakhstan,
followed by a return state visit by Nazarbayev to India in 2009. The following year,
in 2010, Indian Minister of External Affairs S. M. Krishna visited Kazakhstan,
continuing the trend of active diplomatic engagement.

A major milestone was reached on January 1, 2009, with the signing of the
Strategic Partnership Agreement between the two nations. This comprehensive
document laid the groundwork for enhanced cooperation in a broad range of
sectors, including trade, energy, culture, defense, science, and technology. That
same year also saw the signing of the “Agreement on Cooperation in the Peaceful
Uses of Atomic Energy”, which provided for the supply of Kazakh uranium to
India and deeper collaboration in the field of nuclear technology [15].

The establishment of the strategic partnership marked a turning point in
bilateral relations, setting the stage for intensified high-level exchanges and long-
term cooperation. Throughout the 2010s, the relationship continued to evolve in
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alignment with the commitments laid out in these foundational agreements.

Additionally, a Long-Term Program for Cooperation in the Field of
Education was signed, promoting student mobility and academic exchange [16].
This initiative has played a vital role in strengthening ties in science, technology,
and culture, while contributing to the development of human capital and fostering
greater mutual understanding between the two countries.

The period from 2011 to 2020 ushered in a new phase of momentum in
Kazakhstan-India relations, marked by the signing of the Treaty of Friendly
Relations and Cooperation in 2011. This pivotal agreement reinforced the strategic
partnership between the two nations, emphasizing enhanced collaboration in
political, economic, cultural, security, and scientific domains. It underscored the
mutual commitment to deepening cooperation across a broad range of priority
sectors.

During this decade, bilateral trade and economic relations grew steadily,
with Kazakhstan emerging as a key partner for India in Central Asia. Several
important agreements were concluded in areas such as trade, investment, and
financial cooperation, reflecting the evolving economic dynamics between the
two countries.

In 2011, Indian Prime Minister Manmohan Singh paid an official visit to
Kazakhstan. During this visit, the two sides signed the Treaty on Legal Assistance
in Civil Matters, which provided a legal framework for mutual assistance in civil
judicial processes [17]. That same year, the Treaty of Friendly Relations and
Cooperation laid the foundation for more structured collaboration in security,
defense, and scientific-technical exchange.

Kazakhstan also expressed strong support for India’s initiatives in major
international forums, including the United Nations and the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization, while India, in turn, supported Kazakhstan on issues such as nuclear
non-proliferation and global security.

Further strengthening bilateral ties, First President N. Nazarbayev’s 2012
visit to New Delhi resulted in the signing of new agreements focused on enhancing
transport and logistics connectivity, as well as cooperation in the agricultural
sector.

In 2015, both sides signed a “Memorandum of Understanding”, expanding
collaboration to include railways, logistics, education, and other areas of shared
interest [18]. These documents reflect the mutual desire to build a long-term and
multifaceted partnership.

This period also witnessed a significant increase in cultural and humanitarian
cooperation, alongside joint initiatives under the framework of the SCO. Bilateral
engagements began to place greater emphasis on people-to-people exchanges
and educational partnerships.

A key milestone was reached in 2016, when Indian Prime Minister
Narendra Modi visited Almaty. During this high-level visit, a number of
important agreements were signed, covering a wide range of fields including high
technology, trade, energy, education, science, and national security. Particular
attention was given to cooperation in counterterrorism and defense. This visit
marked a major step forward in consolidating bilateral relations and underscored
the shared strategic vision of both countries.

The year 2017 was particularly noteworthy in the development of
Kazakhstan-India relations, as it marked the launch of the Kazakhstan-India
Business Platform — a significant initiative aimed at enhancing mutual investment
and expanding commercial ties. That same year, Indian Prime Minister Narendra
Modi conducted an official visit to Kazakhstan, further strengthening the bilateral
partnership.

During this phase, numerous high-level diplomatic exchanges took place.
In 2013, Kazakhstan’s Minister of Foreign Affairs E. Idrissov visited India,
followed by a reciprocal visit to Kazakhstan by India’s Foreign Minister Salman
Khurshid. This trend continued in 2018 with a visit from Indian External Affairs
Minister Sushma Swaraj to Kazakhstan, and in 2019, Indian Minister of State
for External Affairs V. Muraleedharan also visited the country. Additionally,
Kazakhstan’s Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs Mukhtar
Tileuberdi held multiple meetings with his Indian counterpart Subrahmanyam
Jaishankar — in New York (2019), Moscow (2020), Dushanbe (March 2021), and
Tashkent (July 2021). These consistent interactions added new momentum to
political and diplomatic cooperation between the two countries.

It is also worth noting the steady development of inter-parliamentary
cooperation. In 2013, a delegation of Kazakh parliamentarians, led by Maulen
Ashimbayev, Chairman of the Committee on International Affairs, Defense
and Security of the Mazhilis of the Parliament, paid an official visit to India,
highlighting the growing role of legislative diplomacy in bilateral ties.

In 2018, Kazakhstan and India commemorated the 25th anniversary of
the establishment of diplomatic relations. As part of this celebration, several
agreements were signed, reaffirming the shared commitment to advancing their
strategic partnership.

The outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020 further demonstrated
the spirit of solidarity between the two nations. Kazakhstan extended support
to India by supplying essential medical materials, while India contributed
through cooperation in medical research and expertise. These reciprocal efforts
underscored the strength and resilience of their bilateral relationship.

Since 2021 to present, has been marked by deeper engagement in advanced
sectors such as information technology, space exploration, agriculture, and
renewable energy. Kazakhstan has positioned itself as an important regional

partner in the development of green and alternative energy sources, an area of
growing interest for India.

A key moment reflecting this evolving cooperation was the participation of
Kazakhstan’s President K. Tokayev in the First Central Asia-India Summit, held
via videoconference in 2022. The summit provided a platform for discussing key
areas of regional collaboration and expanding dialogue on strategic priorities.

Further achievements and prospective areas of cooperation were highlighted
during the 3rd India—Central Asia Foreign Ministers’ Dialogue in 2021, which
included official visits by Indian External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar to
Kazakhstan and Deputy Prime Minister M. Tileuberdi to New Delhi [19]. These
exchanges reflect the continued commitment of both sides to strengthening
regional cooperation and advancing shared goals.

In 2022, Kazakhstan-India relations continued to progress, with
increasing emphasis on addressing global challenges such as climate change,
counterterrorism, and the strengthening of international security. During the
Shanghai Cooperation Organisation Summit, both nations reaffirmed their shared
commitment to advancing bilateral cooperation.

That same year, two significant high-level visits took place. Notably, Indian
Minister of State for External Affairs Meenakshi Lekhi visited Kazakhstan, where
discussions focused on enhancing collaboration in trade, energy, and economic
development.

In 2023, President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev participated in several high-
profile multilateral events, including the inaugural online summit “Voice of the
Global South” and the SCO Summit, both hosted by India in virtual format.
Additionally, Kazakhstan’s Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign
Affairs Murat Nurtleu traveled to India for the SCO Foreign Ministers’ Meeting,
underscoring Kazakhstan’s active and growing role within the organization.

In recent years, the political and diplomatic dialogue between Kazakhstan
and India has become increasingly dynamic. Both countries maintain robust
engagement within the SCO framework, where they collaborate on key regional
and global issues such as security, trade, and sustainable development. Bilateral
efforts have expanded to include joint digitalization projects, reflecting a shared
interest in innovation and technological progress. Furthermore, cooperation
has intensified in confronting geopolitical instability, climate-related risks, and
transnational threats such as terrorism.

A number of new bilateral agreements have been concluded in the fields of
trade, investment, science and technology, as well as in areas related to security
and global risk mitigation.

In summary, Kazakhstan and India continue to deepen their partnership,
evolving from a traditional strategic alignment into a comprehensive,
multidimensional cooperation model. This ongoing transformation reflects their
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mutual aspiration to promote shared political, economic, and cultural interests on
both regional and global platforms.

Conclusion

Diplomatic relations between Kazakhstan and India have undergone
significant development — evolving from the initial establishment of official ties
in 1992 to the formation of a robust strategic partnership in the XXIst century.
Over the years, both nations have consistently expanded cooperation across a
wide spectrum of areas, including the economy, culture, defense, and energy.
High-level reciprocal visits by national leaders have played a crucial role in
reinforcing bilateral engagement and fostering mutual trust.

In addition to strong bilateral ties, Kazakhstan and India actively engage
in multilateral diplomacy through platforms such as the United Nations, the
Shanghai Cooperation Organisation and the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence-Building Measures in Asia (CICA). Both countries advocate for a
strengthened role of the UN and support its central function in maintaining global
peace and stability. Kazakhstan has expressed its support for India’s aspirations to
gain permanent membership in the UN Security Council, acknowledging India’s
growing global influence.

The two nations also maintain close cooperation on key global and regional
challenges, including security, sustainable development, and the fight against
international terrorism. Particular attention is given to enhancing regional security
frameworks in Central and South Asia, where both states support peaceful conflict
resolution, the promotion of stability, and efforts to counter transnational threats.

India actively endorses Kazakhstan’s initiative to convene the Congress
of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions and participates regularly in
its sessions, demonstrating mutual respect for intercultural dialogue. Bilateral
consultations are held on a regular basis and at various levels, with their increasing
frequency and strategic focus reflecting the dynamic nature of the relationship.

The ongoing evolution of political cooperation between Kazakhstan and
India encompasses a diverse range of sectors, laying a solid foundation for the
continued enhancement of bilateral ties. Looking ahead, both nations are expected
to further deepen their collaboration, jointly addressing emerging geopolitical
and economic challenges while striving to ensure sustainable development and
regional stability.

In conclusion, the political and diplomatic relationship between Kazakhstan
and India has progressed through several important stages — from the initial
establishment of diplomatic relations to the consolidation of a comprehensive
strategic partnership. This development reflects a shared commitment to equality,
mutual respect, and common strategic interests, underscoring the strength and
future potential of their bilateral cooperation.

Abstract. Kazakhstan-Turkmen border relations are a unique example
of successful interstate interaction in Central Asia, characterised by stability
and multidimensional nature. The aim of the study is to analyse the dynamics
of cooperation between Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan in the border regions,
including economic, transport, energy and humanitarian aspects, as well as to
identify challenges and prospects for their further development. The work is aimed
at studying the key stages of formation of relations, the role of infrastructure
projects and institutional mechanisms in strengthening ties. The scientific
and practical significance of the study lies in deepening the understanding of
cross-border co-operation as a factor of regional integration and sustainable
development of bilateral relations in Central Asia.

Qualitative methods were used for the analysis, including content analysis
of normative documents, discourse analysis of officials’ speeches and comparative
analysis of Central Asian models of interaction. The main findings show that the
absence of territorial disputes, early border delimitation and the development of
transport corridors such as Uzen-Bereket-Gorgan have contributed to an increase
in trade turnover to USD 438.2 million in 2022 and strengthened humanitarian
ties. However, challenges such as the need to harmonise customs procedures and
digitalisation require further coordination.

The study contributes to the study of cross-border interactions in Central
Asia by highlighting the role of Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan in shaping a
model of sustainable cooperation. The practical significance of the work lies in
offering recommendations for the creation of cross-sectoral platforms and the
introduction of the concept of ‘smart borders’, which can improve the efficiency
of border management and contribute to regional stability.

SOFT POWER OF RUSSIA AND TURKEY IN THE SAKHA REPUBLIC:
COMPARATIVE FINDINGS FOR KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The article provides a comparative analysis of the soft power
strategies of Russia and Turkey with regard to the Sakha (Yakutia) Republic. The
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research focuses on cultural and social network practices, institutional mechanisms,
and symbolic narratives that shape the identity of the Sakha people in the context
of geopolitical competition. While Russia seeks to to integrate peripheral peoples
within the framework of a “multi-ethnic state,” Turkey is advancing the concept of
Turkic civilization cooperation through educational initiatives under the auspices
of TURKSOY and TIKA (the Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency).
Particular attention is paid to social media, where alternative images of identity
are formed and grassroots practices of public diplomacy are developed. The
comparative analysis shows that the Sakha Republic is becoming a competitive
arena for integrationist and pan-Turkic discourses, while local communities act
as active agents of cultural self-assertion. The article also provides a review
of Kazakhstani studies on soft power and cultural diplomacy, which makes it
possible to draw comparative conclusions for Kazakhstan. Cultural diplomacy
based on supporting local communities, encouraging social media initiatives, and
preserving linguistic diversity has led to the need for developing an independent
diplomatic strategy. The findings broaden the understanding of post-imperial soft
power dynamics and provide an analytical foundation for the development of
Kazakhstan’s cultural policy in the context of intensifying identity competition
in Eurasia.

CENTRAL ASIA: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF KAZAKHSTAN
AND UZBEKISTAN WITHIN CHINA’S BRI FRAMEWORK

Abstract. This study aims to evaluate the evolving dynamics of green and
digital sustainable markets in the Central Asian region, with a particular focus on
the role of Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) projects. By employing a comparative
analysis of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan—two key players in the region—it seeks
to highlight the distinct trajectories, opportunities, and challenges faced by these
countries in aligning economic growth with sustainable development goals. The
research draws on statistical data from a variety of international institutions to
provide a nuanced understanding of regional trends. Special attention is given
to the implications of digital technologies and green infrastructure for economic
diversification, regional connectivity, and environmental sustainability. The study
sheds light on the transformative potential of sustainable market development in
Central Asia and its broader geopolitical and economic significance.

The analysis also considers the structural differences in governance,
investment frameworks, and policy priorities between Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan, which shape their respective approaches to fostering green growth
and digital transformation. While Kazakhstan has advanced renewable energy
initiatives and leveraged its integration into global markets, Uzbekistan has
placed stronger emphasis on modernization of industries and digital governance
reforms. The study explores how both countries balance foreign investments,
particularly under the BRI framework, with the pursuit of national sustainability
strategies. Furthermore, it examines the role of regional cooperation, technological
innovation, and institutional reforms in promoting inclusive and resilient
economic pathways.

Introduction

Today, the world is undergoing a period of profound geopolitical
transformation, marked by emerging challenges and new opportunities. In this
shifting landscape, the revitalization of intergovernmental relations in Central
Asia—a region home to approximately 80 million people—has become not only
essential but also inevitable.
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Central Asia’s rich historical, scientific, spiritual, and cultural heritage
positions it as a region of strategic importance on the global stage. This is further
enhanced by the complementarity of its economies, abundant natural resources,
and a growing reservoir of intellectual capital. These factors present a strong
foundation for regional cooperation. By consolidating their collective efforts,
Central Asian nations can unlock significant synergies, fostering sustainable
development, enhancing regional stability, and strengthening their influence in
the international arena.

The region’s potential lies in its ability to leverage shared opportunities, such
as advancing connectivity through infrastructure development, integrating digital
and green markets, and promoting innovation. Equally important is its capacity to
address common challenges, including economic diversification, environmental
sustainability, and regional security amidst shifting global dynamics.

In this context, deeper intergovernmental collaboration is not merely
a strategic choice but an imperative for harnessing the collective strengths of
Central Asia. Such partnerships have the potential to transform the region into a
pivotal hub of economic, cultural, and political influence, contributing to a more
balanced and interconnected global order.

Description of Materials and Methods

Themethodology employedinthisscientificarticleinvolvesacomprehensive
critical review of existing academic literature that explores key findings related
to green energy and digital sustainable markets within the Central Asian region,
with a particular focus on Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. Furthermore, the study
examines primary adopted documents and concepts relevant to the transition
toward renewable energy in the region, supported by the perspectives of
prominent green energy scholars. The research approach adopted in this article is
a qualitative case study, analyzing theoretical frameworks and documents, while
critically evaluating the various arguments put forward in the scholarly literature
regarding green energy and digital technologies in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.

The research question is “how does Chinese trade initiative (BRI) in the
context of green and digital sustainable market influence Central Asian regional
economic dynamics and integrational processes in the context of Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan?”.

This study based on a critical assessment of various academic literature
related to the study of green energy and digital sustainable markets in Central Asia
region: Dunne (2024) that provides a comprehensive framework for understanding
how global economic structures influence regional sustainability initiatives and
how China is becoming major producer of energy Yergin (2022). The production
of energy will increasingly be linked to China, making global energy markets
more dependent on the country as its demand continues to grow. While China
possesses significant coal reserves and is among the worlds leading oil producers,
its domestic production is insufficient to meet its needs. As a result, the country
imports approximately 75% of its oil. Additionally, China has been expanding
its natural gas consumption, leading to a rise in imports. Simultaneously, it is
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making significant investments in renewable energy sources, particularly wind
and solar power, in an effort to diversify its energy portfolio.

China’s BRI has played a critical role in transforming the economic
landscape of Central Asia, particularly in fostering green investments. Lall
and Lebrand (2019) highlight the differentiated spatial effects of BRI projects,
indicating that while some regions benefit from enhanced infrastructure and
investment, others face risks of economic dependency. Nedopil Wang (2024)
examines BRI investments in 2023, emphasizing China’s increased focus on
sustainable projects, including renewable energy in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.

Both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan have committed to ambitious renewable
energy goals. Ritchie, Roser, and Rosado (2024) provide a global overview of
renewable energy expansion, placing Kazakhstan ahead of Uzbekistan in terms
of solar and wind power adoption. Filipovi¢ (2024) analyze key forecasts for the
green transition in Central Asia, identifying regulatory frameworks and financial
mechanisms as critical factors. Additionally, Mamatkulov and Auyezov (2024)
report on Uzbekistan’s $1.3 billion waste-to-energy projects, signaling a shift
toward sustainability.

The expansion of digital markets is another crucial aspect of Central
Asia’s sustainable development. Hillman (2021) discusses China’s Digital Silk
Road and its role in shaping digital infrastructure in the region. Uzbekistan has
made notable progress in e-government services, as evidenced by its ranking
improvement in the UN (UN DECA, 2024).

Sustainable financing mechanisms are essential for ensuring long-term
growth in green and digital markets. Yue and Nedopil (2025) provide an in-
depth analysis of China’s green finance trends, outlining investment priorities
for Central Asia. Similarly, Nedopil (2025) examines BRI investment patterns
in 2024, highlighting a shift toward environmentally conscious projects in
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.

Sharifli (2024) analyzes China’s adaptation strategies within the renewable
energy landscape of Central Asia, reinforcing the need for diversified investment
sources. One of the trends in Central Asia is the development of regional
cooperation. The change of leadership in Uzbekistan in 2016 began to transform
the situation Kassenova (2023). The leaders of the region have become more
active in discussing issues of food security, energy cooperation and transport
corridors, signing several promising agreements, including the Roadmap for the
Development of Regional Cooperation for 2022-2024 and the regional program
“Green Agenda” for Central Asia.

For this article main provisions of the green and renewable energy, digital
sustainable markets strategic documents adopted by the government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan “Digital Kazakhstan” (2017) and by the government of
Uzbekistan “Digital Uzbekistan — 2030 strategy (2020), also program “Central
Asia — 2040 (2024) regional cooperation development concept. Additionally,
“Paris Agreement” (2015), “Strategy Kazakhstan 2050: A New Political
Course of the Established State” (2012), “Concept for the transition to a green
economy”’, which introduced in (2013). In addition, in Uzbekistan “strategy for
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transition to a green economy for 2019-2030” (2019) that is a key pillar of it is
a long term economic growth while preserving natural resources and improving
environmental quality.

Existing research often treats green energy transition and digital
transformation as distinct processes, with limited analysis of their intersection—
particularly in Central Asia, where the two increasingly integrated through
shared infrastructure and converging policy agendas. Prevailing research on
China’s BRI tends to focus on Africa, Southeast Asia, and Eastern Europe, often
portraying Central Asia as a passive transit corridor rather than an active agent
in shaping sustainable and digital development. This study challenges that view
by demonstrating how Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan strategically engage with BRI
frameworks to advance national objectives. It also addresses the underexplored
governance dimensions of Chinese-backed digital infrastructure in the region,
including concerns over data sovereignty, surveillance, and cybersecurity.

Results

Globalization, at its core, is an economic phenomenon characterized by
the cross-border flows of goods, investments, and information, alongside the
increasing interdependence of states within a dynamic and evolving world system.
While globalization drives economic growth and fosters interconnectivity, its
implications extend far beyond economic domains, influencing social, cultural,
and political spheres in ways that are complex and sometimes paradoxical.
The global system’s evolution cannot be fully explained by the actions of
individual states alone, as the proliferation of transnational challenges demands
comprehensive solutions and necessitates the creation of institutions capable of
shaping effective global public policy [1].

However, contemporary forms of globalization simultaneously produce
tensions, disparities, and competing dynamics within the global system. As a
result, fragmentation has become an inherent aspect of globalization, highlighting
the difficulties of balancing integration with sovereignty, equity, and cultural
identity.

Despite the expansion of transnational challenges such as climate
change, public health crises, and cyber threats, which ostensibly call for greater
international cohesion, the reality has been a marked divergence of interests
among states. The pursuit of competing national objectives often outweighs the
incentives for collaboration, creating a global environment marked by conflicts
and disunity.

This fragmentation is further exacerbated by the rise of nationalism and
protectionism, as states increasingly prioritize sovereignty and domestic agendas
over collective global governance frameworks. These tendencies reflect a growing
skepticism toward multilateral institutions and global cooperation, driven by
geopolitical rivalries and a perceived loss of control over national policies. The
tension between economic integration and political fragmentation underscores
the duality of globalization: while it fosters economic interdependence, it also
challenges the very foundations of international cohesion.
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Moreover, the paradox of globalization lies in its capacity to simultaneously
unify and divide. On the one hand, it creates shared economic opportunities and
interdependent markets, driving technological innovation and the diffusion of
ideas. On the other hand, it intensifies competition for resources, power, and
influence, often leading to geopolitical instability and heightened tensions among
states. The rise of regional blocs and alliances, aimed at safeguarding specific
national or regional interests, further illustrates paradoxes of globalization.

In this context, the future of globalization depends on the ability of the
international community to navigate these competing forces. Achieving a balance
between national interests and collective action requires robust, inclusive, and
adaptive governance structures capable of addressing global challenges while
respecting the sovereignty and diversity of individual states. The need for
innovative approaches to multilateralism, alongside efforts to rebuild trust and
cooperation among nations, is paramount in ensuring that globalization serves as
a force for collective progress rather than a source of division.

Climate change and digitalization of the global economy are key factors
that have a significant impact on international relations and global processes. A
rapid pace of change, which requires political actors to adapt quickly and develop
appropriate strategies at the global level, characterizes these phenomena.

The study of the green economy and digital technologies can offer
integrated solutions that promote long-term sustainability and development. In
this context, the “green economy”, focused on the sustainable use of natural
resources and innovations in the field of environmentally friendly technologies,
is an important component in addressing climate change and ensuring sustainable
economic growth. Thus, the “green economy” can serve as a strategic response
to the challenges associated with global warming and the need to mitigate its
consequences, while simultaneously providing conditions for social and economic
development in the international arena.

In last sixth Consultative meeting of Central Asian leaders in Astana
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev highlighted that
the transition to a “green” economy is a key strategy for mitigating the negative
impacts of global climate change. In this context, Kazakhstan aims to effectively
utilize its significant natural potential in renewable energy. Specifically, the
country plans to increase the share of renewable energy sources to 15% by 2030
and to achieve carbon neutrality by 2060. The widespread adoption of renewable
energy sources will not only have a positive impact on the environment by
reducing greenhouse gas emissions, but also enhance energy security and create
new job opportunities. An essential factor in the successful implementation of
these objectives is the strengthening of cooperation, which can be facilitated
through the exchange of knowledge, resources, and advanced technologies in the
field of renewable energy [2].

The transition to a “green” economy is a vital step for Kazakhstan in
addressing climate change and protecting the environment. By harnessing its
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renewable energy potential, the country can reduce its carbon footprint and create
a sustainable energy future. The target of 15% renewable energy by 2030 is
ambitious yet attainable, showcasing Kazakhstan’s commitment to environmental
responsibility. Achieving carbon neutrality by 2060 sets a strong example for
others. Renewable energy adoption will enhance energy security and reduce
reliance on fossil fuels. Additionally, the green energy sector will create new jobs
and support economic growth. Strengthening international cooperation will foster
innovation and accelerate Kazakhstan’s progress in sustainable development.

The economic transformation in Central Asia has been a critical factor in
reshaping the region’s cooperative dynamics. Both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
have undertaken extensive economic reforms aimed at market liberalization,
reducing state control, and fostering the development of the private sector.

One of the significant developments between the countries was the signing
of a decree approving the “Agreement between the Governments of Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan, and Uzbekistan on Strategic Partnership in the Field of Green Energy
Development and Transmission”. According to the agreement, endorsed by the
President of Uzbekistan, Shavkat Mirziyoyev, the green energy produced will be
transmitted across the Caspian Sea and integrated with an energy cable connecting
the Black Sea. The Ministry of Energy of Uzbekistan has been appointed as the
responsible authority for implementing the international agreement.

These reforms are crucial for enhancing the business climate, attracting
foreign investment, and facilitating increased cross-border economic interactions.
A focal point of their collaboration has been infrastructure development to
strengthen regional connectivity. Both nations have actively participated in
projects such as the construction of new railways and highways, many of
which are part of China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). The BRI has become
an essential tool for improving trade routes and linking Central Asia to global
markets, with Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan strategically leveraging the initiative to
improve their economic standing. For example, Kazakhstan acts as a vital transit
hub in the transcontinental rail network connecting China and Europe, providing
substantial potential for trade and logistical growth. Similarly, Uzbekistan’s central
location within the region makes it a key player in advancing efforts to improve
connectivity and regional trade. Furthermore, energy cooperation continues
to be a fundamental pillar of regional integration. Kazakhstan, endowed with
substantial energy resources, plays an indispensable role in supplying energy to
its neighboring countries. Collaborative ventures in the energy sector—spanning
natural gas, electricity, and renewable energy—have reinforced ties between
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, and other Central Asian states. These partnerships are
essential for ensuring energy security and addressing the growing demand for
sustainable energy solutions in the region.
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To reduce the negative effects of increasing geopolitical and geoeconomic
divisions, the governments of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan have focused on
accelerating the development of transport corridors to lessen their reliance on
Russian imports [3]. The governments of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan have
implemented a proactive strategy in response to the evolving global political and
economic environment. By advancing the development of alternative transport
corridors, including new railways, highways, and pipelines, Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan seek to diversify their trade routes and strengthen their connectivity
with both regional and international markets. This approach not only bolsters
their economic resilience but also fosters deeper cooperation with neighboring
states and global powers, thereby mitigating vulnerabilities to external pressures
and promoting enhanced economic autonomy.

Uzbekistan is increasingly emerging as a key hub in the transport and
logistics network of the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route, also known
as the Middle Corridor. This route stretches from the Chinese-Kazakh border,
passing through Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Turkey,
ultimately reaching European countries.

The Trans-Caspian International Transport Route (TITR) is of significant
importance to Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, primarily due to its pivotal role in
enhancing trade and regional connectivity. As integral transit hubs along the
Middle Corridor, all nations of Central Asia region benefit from improved access
to international markets, particularly those in Europe and China. TITR offers a
more efficient and cost-effective alternative to traditional maritime routes, thereby
fostering economic growth, attracting investment and gaining their geopolitical
standing. Moreover, the route facilitates greater regional cooperation, contributing
to the long-term stability and development of the Central Asia region.

Both the BRI and the TITR are central to improving global connectivity,
yet they differ in terms of scope, geographical focus, and specific objectives. The
BRI is a global infrastructure and development initiative aimed at promoting
economic collaboration, enhancing trade routes, and bolstering geopolitical
influence across Asia, Europe, and Africa. It encompasses substantial investments
in various infrastructure projects, such as railways, ports, and energy pipelines,
with the goal of establishing an interconnected global economic network.

Conversely, the TITR is aregionally concentrated project that operates within
the larger context of the BRI framework. It specifically facilitates connectivity
between China and Europe through Central Asia, focusing particularly on
improving trade routes between China and European markets via Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, and other Central Asian nations. The primary aim of the TITR is to
enhance regional transportation efficiency by providing a land-based alternative
to maritime shipping, thus enabling faster and more cost-effective movement of
goods.
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While the BRI has a more extensive, global reach with the objective of
fostering economic integration across multiple continents, the TITR is narrower
in scope, concentrating on regional development and positioning Central Asia
as a crucial transit hub. Both initiatives, however, place significant emphasis on
infrastructure development, economic cooperation, and strategic positioning,
with the BRI offering a broader geopolitical framework and the TITR acting as a
key regional link within this larger network.

China is increasing its influence in the Central Asian region, largely due
to the abundance of hydrocarbon resources. In this regard, China has developed
robust partnerships with Central Asian countries, particularly in areas such as the
construction of energy pipelines and mining. This development could potentially
spark competition between Russia and China in the region, leading to a new
geopolitical and geo-economic rivalry. However, China’s approach remains
adaptive, responding to the current dynamics in the region. All Central Asian
nations are, to varying degrees, participating in China’s project.

The BRI broadly mirrors and extends the historical Silk Road along the
land route, while also incorporating a maritime component to establish a network
of economic corridors spanning Asia, East Africa and Europe. The initiative
encompasses a diverse array of activities: infrastructure development, trade-
investment and financial cooperation.

Three primary corridors are particularly significant for Central Asia region.
First, the New Eurasian Land Bridge, the China-Central Asia-West corridor,
and the North-South corridor (China-South Asia) [4]. Central Asia region has
the potential to establish itself as a pivotal hub within global supply chains,
leveraging its strategic geographic location. However, realizing this potential
hinges on overcoming significant challenges, including political instability,
infrastructural deficiencies and the divergent interests of major powers. These
factors collectively shape the regions ability to capitalize on its connectivity
initiatives. The development of key transport and trade corridors highlights
Central Asia’s increasing strategic relevance amid shifting geopolitical dynamics.
Ultimately, the region’s success in this endeavor will depend on its capacity to
navigate these complexities and foster regional and international cooperation.

The focuses on building physical and digital infrastructure to connect
regions, for instance project facilitated the development of essential infrastructure,
railways and ports. One of the notable is the China —Pakistan Economic Corridor
and the Jakarta —Bandung High —Speed railway in Indonesia. Those are designed
to reduce transportation costs and travel times. Also by initiative promotes the
construction of critical energy, including oil and gas pipelines. These developments
aim to strengthen energy security and improve regional connectivity.

The initiative also encompasses investments in telecommunications, 5G
networks and fiber-optic cables that crucial for gaining the digital connectivity
and growth of e-commerce and digital economies.

Sustainable development is a key aspect of the BRI, with China prioritizing
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green energy initiatives, including solar and wind power objects, to mitigate
environmental issues and lower carbon emissions.

In Kazakhstan 2013, Chinese President Xi Jinping announced Belt and
Road Initiative (BRI) program that seeks to enhance connectivity between China
and Asia, Europe and Africa by establishing six principal transport routes. Central
Asia due to its strategic position has emerged as a focus point for BRI investments.
Among the different components of the BRI, the promotion of green and digital
sustainable markets has received substantial attention. Sustainability within the
BRI framework includes environmental, economic, and social components.
The environmental focus emphasizes minimizing carbon emissions, fostering
renewable energy, and safeguarding natural resources. The digital component
entails the integration of information and communication technologies to
improve efficiency, transparency, and inclusivity. These aspects strive to develop
markets that are economically viable while being environmentally sustainable
and socially responsible.

Central Asia, endowed with abundant natural resources, is emerging as a
crucial region in the global transition to green energy. The region’s extensive
reserves of rare earth elements and other essential minerals, coupled with its
substantial potential for renewable energy generation, position it as a key player
in advancing the realization of a more sustainable future.

This chart presents the proportion of total primary energy derives from
solar sources in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan over the period from 2013 to 2023.
The Kazakhstan has demonstrated a more rapid and substantial increase in solar
energy utilization compared to Uzbekistan. Between 2013 and 2018, Kazakhstan
exhibited minimal growth in its solar energy share, remaining below 0.1%. A sharp
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increase was observed after 2018, with the share surpassing 0.2% by 2020. Post-
2020, the trend continued with a significant rise, reaching approximately 0.6% by
2023. This steep upward trajectory suggests a strong policy shift or investment
in solar energy infrastructure. Uzbekistan’s progress appears delayed but follows
an upward trajectory, suggesting a growing focus on solar energy expansion.
Until 2019, Uzbekistan’s share of solar energy in primary consumption remained
negligible. A modest increase began after 2020, showing a gradual rise. The
trend accelerated between 2021 and 2023, indicating increased adoption of solar
energy. However, the overall share in 2023 remains significantly lower than that
of Kazakhstan. The divergence in trends may reflect differences in governmental
policies, investment levels, or infrastructure readiness between the two nations.

This data underscores the increasing role of solar energy in Central Asia,
particularly in Kazakhstan. The rapid acceleration of solar energy adoption
in Kazakhstan highlights the effectiveness of renewable energy policies and
investment strategies. Meanwhile, Uzbekistan’s gradual increase suggests
emerging but less aggressive engagement in solar energy integration. Perhaps
near future the socio-economic and policy factors influencing these trends, as
well as the potential for further solar energy expansion in the region [5].

The expansion of solar energy in Central Asia aligns with the BRI,
which promotes regional energy cooperation, infrastructure investment, and
technological exchange to accelerate the transition to renewable energy sources.

China - Central Asia Summit that held in 2023 May Xi Jinping emphasized
the need to expedite the construction of the China —Central Asia natural gas
pipeline. It underscores the gaining importance of energy infrastructure in
strengthening regional cooperation and ensuring energy security and the project
aligns with China’s broader goals by BRI. China’s energy related investments in
2023 were the most environmentally sustainable since the inception of the BRI
reached 7.9 billion USD.

China’s enterprises significantly engage in metals and mining, which are
especially pertinent to the green transition and batteries for electric vehicles.
The substantial investments on it reflects their strategic focus on supporting the
worlds transition to green energy and by securing these critical resources China
aims to strengthen its position in the growing clean energy market and support
the shift toward more sustainable transportation solutions. It is implies China’s
expenditures in metals and mining, for instance in lithium and electric vehicle
batteries, represent a deliberate initiative to gain a competitive advantage in the
swiftly advancing green energy sector. Sustainable transportation by controlling
supply chain, China not only ensures access to a vital resource but also positions
itself as a global leader in the electric vehicle market. This investment is a critical
step in reducing dependence on fossil and fuels, driving technological innovation,
and strengthening China’s influence in the global green energy economy, aligning
with it is long term environmental and economic goals.

China’s energy related participation in the BRI in 2023 has attained its
highest levels of environmental sustainability since the initiatives establishment,
in energy engagement and hydropower [6].

The chart illustrates fluctuations in investment levels over time, influenced
by shifts in China’s strategic priorities, global economic conditions and
geopolitical dynamics. According the chart shows a peak in energy investments
around 2016-2018, corresponding with the early phase of the BRI when China
made substantial investments in energy infrastructure, including oil, gas and
renewable energy projects.

After 2018, there appears to be a decline in investment, possibly due to global
economic slowdowns, rising concerns over debt sustainability in BRI countries
and growing scrutiny of projects. However, the chart indicates a recovery in
investment in recent years, likely reflecting China’s renewed emphasis on green
energy and sustainable development within BRI. The post 2020 recovery may
be attributed to China’s shift toward green energy projects, aligning with global
sustainability goals and reducing dependence on fossil fuels.

The decline in investment after 2018 underscore the challenges related to
debt sustainability and the environmental impact of BRI, which has led to more
cautious investment strategies. Moving forward, it will be essential to adopt a
balanced approach that prioritizes sustainability, transparency and mutual benefits
to ensure the long —term success of BRI energy projects.

Kazakhstan has significantly larger power generation capacity compared to
Uzbekistan, reflecting it is more extensive energy infrastructure. Both countries
are investing in new projects, with capacity under planning and construction.
According to the dates, gas is the primary energy source in both states, contributing
38% of Kazakhstan’s and 63% of Uzbekistan’s energy mix. Coal is the second
largest source, particularly in Kazakhstan and this heavy reliance on fossil fuels
drives high emissions.

Kazakhstan is responsible for 81% of total emissions, primarily due to it
is extensive energy capacity and heavy reliance on coal. In contrast, Uzbekistan,
with more limited energy capacity, contributes 19% of emissions, largely
stemming from natural gas powered plants. Therefore, renewable energy sources
(hydro, solar, wind) make up a modest portion of the energy mix, accounting for
34% Kazakhstan and 12% of Uzbekistan’s total energy. Although, these sources
churn out minimal emissions, their current usage remains limited, highlighting
significant potential for growth.

The data emphasizes the urgent need for both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
to expedite their transition to low-carbon energy systems. Although natural gas is
less polluting than coal, it continues to present notable environmental challenges.
Both countries could benefit from greater investment in renewable energy
technologies, such as wind and solar, to diminish their dependence on fossil
fuels and reduce their carbon emissions. Furthermore, the limited contribution
of nuclear energy indicates that nuclear power could be considered as a
complementary low-carbon energy option. It is necessary to prioritize investment
in green economy and explore cleaner technologies to meet their climate goals
and ensure sustainable development.

China’s expanding economic involvement in Central Asia, particularly
through the BRI, has played a crucial role in reshaping the region’s geopolitical
and economic dynamics. This transformation has been particularly evident in
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Uzbekistan’s post-Karimov era, as the country strives to reassert itself as a key
regional actor through economic modernization and strategic engagement [7].
While the BRI has facilitated infrastructure development and trade expansion,
further research is needed to assess its long-term sustainability and impact on
Central Asia’s economic sovereignty. This requires strategic policymaking,
diversification of foreign investment sources, and the development of stronger
local industries to ensure long-term economic independence.

China’s strategic expansion of global digital infrastructure through the
DSR, a key component of the BRI, represents a significant step in strengthening
its technological and geopolitical influence. As part of this initiative, China
actively invests in telecommunications, undersea cables, satellite systems, cloud
computing, and artificial intelligence, aiming to secure a leading position in the
global digital space.

However, alongside the country’s economic expansion, this strategy raises
concerns regarding the potential technological dependence of participating
countries, cybersecurity risks, and the reinforcement of digital authoritarianism.
China’s leadership in digital infrastructure has the potential to reshape the
international order, challenging the dominance of Western technology powers and
altering the balance of power in the global economy and politics [8]. Meanwhile,
it should emphasize policy diversification, risk mitigation strategies, and regional
cooperation to ensure that region and especially Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan can
navigate these transformations without compromising their economic sovereignty,
political stability, and digital autonomy. It is essential that both nations balance
foreign investment with domestic capacity building to secure a sustainable and
independent path toward development.

Discussion

Digitalization in Central Asia offers significant opportunities for economic
growth, modernization and integration into the global digital economy. However,
countries of the region — Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and
Turkmenistan — encounter obstacles that impede the shift to a digital economy
and restrict equal access to digital resources.

Albeit, according to recent studies, digital development and the provision
of digital government services are widely advanced. At the same time, in Central
Asia, there is a significant amount of initiative, such as the implementation of
e-government. One of the key aspects of the digital economy is the accessibility
of online services, the development of telecommunication infrastructure.

In Kazakhstan, the “Digital Kazakhstan” program has been adopted, aimed
at accelerating the development of the Kazakhstani economy and improving the
quality of life for citizens. The goal of the program is to create conditions for the
transition of the economy to a fundamentally new trajectory — the digital economy
of the future. The program provides additional momentum for the technological
modernization of the country’s flagship industries and created conditions for
large-scale and long-term productivity growth. The program includes five key
areas: digitalization of economic sectors, the transition to a digital government, the
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creation of an innovative ecosystem, the development of human capital, and the
implementation of the Digital Silk Road. Major projects include the digitalization
of industry, transportation, and logistics, the development of e-commerce and
online payments, as well as agribusiness [9].

One of the aspects of transportation and logistics is multimodal
transportation, where automation of cargo transportation processes across all
modes of transport implemented. The development of electronic technologies
and cashless payments includes mechanisms such as the Fulfillment Center.
This center allows online stores to store goods, process and package orders, ship
them to customers, and handle returns. It will also reduce the speed and cost of
delivering goods to customers.

An e-commerce center serves as a communication platform for
representatives of online and offline businesses, a support center for enhancing
the competencies of SMEs in electronic commerce, and a center providing
comprehensive delivery services for goods.

One of the digitalization implementations is the model for remote identity
verification using databases from government and commercial companies,
including those based on various biometric indicators. This will enable the
creation of a universal digital environment for interaction and communication
between financial institutions, clients, government agencies, and organizations.

As part of the program, the portal egov.kz introduced. The “e-government”
is a portal that provides access to government services in an online format and
became possible through the provision of electronic digital signatures (EDS) to
citizens free of charge. EDS allows individuals to receive necessary government
services and certificates without leaving their homes. Today, over 6 million
people are users of the portal. Through its infrastructure, 760 electronic services
and offerings implementing.

The global pandemic has significantly increased the importance of digital
technologies, emphasizing the necessity of digital transformation, particularly for
developing countries, including Uzbekistan. In response, on October 5, 2020, the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan issued a decree approving the “Digital
Uzbekistan —2030” strategy. This strategic document outlines the implementation
of two key directions: the digitalization of regions and industries, as well as the
development of a “roadmap” for its phased implementation from 2020 to 2022.

Uzbekistan has implemented a unified portal of interactive government
services my.gov.uz, designed to provide citizens and businesses with efficient and
convenient access to government services through a centralized digital platform.
This portal consolidates electronic services offered by various ministries and
state agencies, thereby enhancing the efficiency of administrative processes.

The platform facilitates a range of services, including the renewal of driver’s
licenses, verification of monthly salaries, assessment of tax liabilities, and access
to pension account information, among others. According to data from the United
Nations department of economic and social affairs, Uzbekistan has advanced six
positions in the EGDI, achieving a classification among countries with a very
high EGDI. Given that, the country had previously risen 18 positions in the
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preceding ranking cycle, Uzbekistan’s cumulative progress over two-evaluation
period’s amounts to 24 positions, underscoring substantial advancements in the
development of digital governance.

Central Asian countries have superficially adopted green transition policies,
lacking comprehensive legislation and actionable plans. Despite possessing
significant renewable energy potential, their progress depends on strengthening
legal frameworks, socio-economic development, and active participation in
international initiatives [ 10]. Countries of the region have embarked on initiatives
to harness their renewable energy potential, exemplified by Uzbekistan’s recent
announcement of a $1.3 billion investment in waste-to-energy projects. This
ambitious endeavor aims to process 4.7 million metric tons of solid waste
annually, generating approximately 2.1 billion kilowatt-hours of electricity by
2027 [11]. Such projects not only address waste management challenges but also
contribute to sustainable energy production.

Furthermore, international collaborations are playing a pivotal role in
the region’s green transition. China’s Belt and Road Initiative has facilitated
investments in renewable energy infrastructure across Central Asia. Notably,
a significant wind farm project in Kazakhstan has been financed through
these collaborations, underscoring a shared commitment to sustainable energy
development [12].

To fully realize their green transition potential, Central Asian countries
must enhance their legal and institutional frameworks, promote socio-economic
development, and actively engage in international environmental initiatives.
This comprehensive approach is essential for achieving sustainable energy
development and addressing the multifaceted challenges posed by climate change.

Central Asia is rapidly establishing itself as a significant player in the global
technology sector. In recent years, particularly during 2022-2023, the region
has witnessed a growing influx of multinational corporations relocating their
operations, positioning Central Asia as an emerging hub for international business
and technological innovation [13]. The increasing presence of multinational
corporations in Central Asia reflects the region’s growing importance in the
global technology landscape. Several factors contribute to this trend, including
strategic geographic positioning, favorable economic policies, and a skilled
labor force. One perspective is that the region’s expanding digital infrastructure
and investment-friendly environment have attracted international businesses
seeking new growth opportunities. Additionally, geopolitical shifts and economic
diversification efforts have encouraged multinational firms to establish operations
in Central Asia as an alternative to traditional markets. However, challenges such
as regulatory complexities, infrastructure gaps, and potential political instability
may affect the sustainability of this growth.

In recent years, the delivery of goods from China to Kazakhstan has
significantly improved. In this context, Chinese online platforms such as
Taobao, 1688, and Pinduoduo have become widely utilized in Kazakhstan for
both wholesale and retail purchases. These platforms offer an extensive range of
products, from everyday essentials to unique items. Consumers can find virtually
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anything on these websites, including clothing, electronics, household appliances,
auto parts, cosmetics, and more. These platforms bear similarities to the Russian
Wildberries marketplace.

So far, many Kazakhstani entrepreneurs procure goods from 1688 and
Taobao for resale, enabling small businesses to grow without the need for large
warehouses or significant production capacities. The popularity of Chinese
platforms in Kazakhstan did not emerge randomly; rather, it driven by several
key factors that facilitated their successful integration into the market.

The expansion of e-commerce closely linked to the development of the
digital economy and the increasing number of internet users, which has simplified
access to Chinese marketplaces. In this regard, AliExpress was initially the
dominant platform, laying the groundwork for this transformation. Several
factors contributed to the rise of these services, with the most significant being
the growth of the digital economy, online payment systems, and e-commerce.

The post-pandemic period witnessed a surge in online shopping platforms,
which further accelerated the popularity of Chinese marketplaces. This trend
has accompanied by improvements in logistics infrastructure and reductions in
delivery costs. Moreover, state policies toward China have played a crucial role
in fostering these developments. The BRI has been both a contributing factor and
a result of the broader transformation in e-commerce, reflecting a combination of
digital trade expansion and international economic cooperation.

In Uzbekistan, the popularity of these platforms attributed to several key
factors that have made them highly sought after among both ordinary consumers
and entrepreneurs. In recent years, the country has been actively developing its
digital economy and online payment systems.

The emergence of local delivery and payment services such as Uzcard,
Humo, Payme, and Click has significantly facilitated the purchasing process. This
has enabled the growth of small businesses without the need for large warehouses
or extensive production facilities.

As previously noted, Uzbekistan is also actively strengthening its economic
ties with China under the framework of the BRI. Improvements in logistics
infrastructure, free trade agreements and Chinese investments in Uzbekistan’s
economy have contributed to the growth of Chinese imports, further enhancing
the accessibility and affordability of goods from Chinese e-commerce platforms.

The rapid expansion of e-commerce platforms and the increasing adoption
of digital payment systems have profoundly reshaped Uzbekistan’s digital
ecosystem. The acceleration of digital transformation, spurred by the COVID-19,
alongside the implementation of the digital Uzbekistan 2030 strategy, has been
instrumental in driving this shift. Government initiatives, advancements in digital
infrastructure, and the growth of e-commerce platforms have contributed to the
expansion of cross-border trade, the proliferation of digital transactions, and the
empowerment of small businesses within online marketplaces. Furthermore, the
strategic collaboration between the Uzbekistan export promotion agency and
Alibaba has reinforced the nation’s integration into the global digital economy,
facilitating broader participation in international trade networks.
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Under the guidance of the Ministry of Ecology and Environment of China,
the Center for International Cooperation and Exchange, in collaboration with
various domestic and international institutions, officially launched the Belt
and Road Low-Carbon Services Partnership on December 8, 2024, in Nansha,
Guangzhou. The initiative aims to promote green and low-carbon development
among countries participating in the Belt and Road Initiative and to contribute to
global climate governance.

Moreover, fostering collaboration in e-commerce is crucial through the
establishment of the “China-Central Asia E-Commerce Cooperation Dialogue
Mechanism” and the advancement of the “Silk Road E-Commerce” initiative.

Additionally, it is imperative to expedite the integration of digital
infrastructure while enhancing cooperation in the areas of the digital economy,
technological innovation, and sustainable green technologies.

Recently, the China Development Bank, in collaboration with the Foreign
Economic Bank of Uzbekistan (“Uzbek Foreign Economic Bank™), issued
the initial loan for the second phase of a project focused on bus procurement
through refinancing. The project is structured into two phases. In the first phase,
the allocated loan was fully utilized by June 2023, facilitating the acquisition
of 1,000 new energy-efficient and natural gas-powered buses by Tashkent Bus
Company. Currently, all required vehicles have been delivered, playing a crucial
role in enhancing the frequency of existing routes, replacing outdated public
transport, and establishing new routes. Furthermore, this initiative has made a
substantial contribution to the transition towards a greener and low-carbon public
transportation system in Uzbekistan.

The “Bash” wind power plant, currently under construction in the Gobi
Desert, represents the largest wind energy project in Central Asia. As a global
co-leader of this initiative, the Shanghai branch of the Bank of China has
played a pivotal role as a financial liquidity provider, facilitating the structuring
of financing for the 1 GW wind energy project in both the Bash and Zankeldi
regions. Upon completion, the 158 wind turbines at these two sites are expected
to generate 3.59 billion kilowatt-hours of electricity annually, accounting for 7%
of Uzbekistan’s total yearly electricity production. This renewable energy will be
distributed across the country via the national power grid.

These sectors not only enhance efficiency and economic development but
also play a pivotal role in fostering regional integration within Central Asia.
The harmonization of digital governance frameworks can streamline cross-
border trade, labor mobility, and regulatory cooperation, enabling businesses and
individuals in both nations to operate with greater ease. The mutual recognition
of digital identities can further simplify administrative processes, thereby
facilitating trade, education, and tourism.

Collaborative efforts in cybersecurity and data protection can strengthen
digital trust, ensuring the security of online transactions and information
exchanges between the two countries. Additionally, advancements in logistics
infrastructure and the integration of cross-border digital payment systems can
reduce trade barriers, granting kazakh and uzbek enterprises greater access to
expanded consumer markets.
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The establishment of a unified digital trade zone between Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan has the potential to serve as a model for regional integration,
encouraging other Central Asian nations (such as Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Turkmenistan) to adopt similar digital transformation strategies. Furthermore,
joint investments in digital infrastructure could position Central Asia as a
competitive digital hub, reducing economic dependence on external markets.

Enhancing regional cybersecurity cooperation would also be crucial in
mitigating risks associated with cross-border digital transactions, ensuring a
secure and reliable digital ecosystem across the region. Ultimately, the success
of Kazakhstan-Uzbekistan digital collaboration could attract foreign investment
and global technology firms, further strengthening Central Asia’s technological
advancement and global competitiveness.

The BRI fosters digital connectivity through projects such as the Digital Silk
Road, which seeks to enhance telecommunications and e-commerce infrastructure
inthe participating nations. The Digital Silk Road (DSR) holds substantial potential
to advance technological development, economic diversification, and regional
integration within Central Asia, particularly in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. A
fundamental objective of the DSR is to enhance digital connectivity through the
establishment of sophisticated telecommunications infrastructure, including fiber
optic networks, 5G technology, and satellite communication systems. Given their
strategic positions as key transit and trade hubs, both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
stand to benefit from digital infrastructure investments that facilitate access to
global markets.

The DSR can incorporate green finance by using digital technologies
it enhance the transparency, accessibility, and effectiveness of sustainable
investments. As China’s green finance framework becomes more comprehensive
and increasingly aligned with international standards, the country is poised to
take on a more influential role in shaping global norms and advancing sustainable
investment worldwide. This strengthened position enables China to contribute
significantly to the development of green finance standards and to expand its
leadership in environmentally responsible overseas investments [14]. It could
enhance global coordination in green investment, particularly in emerging
markets where financing gaps for sustainable projects remain substantial.

In 2024, China’s energy-related investments under the BRI reached their
highest levels since the initiative’s inception, totaling $11.8 billion, which shows
a 60% of increase compared to 2023. Additionally, investments in technology
and manufacturing also reached record highs, amounting to nearly 30 billion,
with a strong emphasis on high-tech sectors such as batteries.

According to the report in 2025, China’s BRI engagements expected
to stabilize further, with a continued emphasis on partnerships in renewable
energy, mining, and related technological advancements. The primary areas
of future investment remain consistent across six key sectors: new technology
manufacturing, renewable energy, trade-enabling infrastructure, information
and communication technology, resource-backed agreements and large-scale
strategic projects for instance, railway infrastructure [15]. It means that China’s
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investments reflect a strategic pivot towards sustainable energy and high-tech
manufacturing, marking a significant evolution from earlier infrastructure-heavy
engagements. An increase in energy-related investments underscores China’s
commitment to renewable energy and resource security, aligning with global
decarbonization trends. However, while these investments signal progress,
concerns remain regarding debt sustainability in partner countries and the
geopolitical ramifications of China’s expanding economic footprint. The focus on
resource-backed agreements may raise questions about the equitable distribution
of benefits, potentially leading to economic dependency. Moving forward, the
stability of these investments in 2025 will depend on China’s ability to foster
transparent, mutually beneficial partnerships while balancing economic interests
with environmental and social considerations.

According to Daniel Yergin, nowadays China is heavily investing in
electric vehicles to reduce its reliance on oil, address climate concerns, and
gain a competitive edge in the global automotive market. By focusing on EV
technology, China aims to surpass traditional car manufacturers and has already
become a major exporter of electric cars, particularly to Europe [16]. Now, in the
context of the popularity of electric cars in Central Asia, there is a widespread
use of electric cars from China. Affordable EV models are widely available in the
region, providing consumers with more choices at lower prices.

InUzbekistan,thegovernmentactively supportsthe growthofthee-commerce
sector through various policies and initiatives. Within this framework, the Digital
BRI holds significant potential to facilitate cross-border e-commerce, enhance
market expansion, and contribute to the overall development of e-commerce in
the country [17]. A conjunction with the opportunities provided by the Digital
BRI, offer substantial prospects for economic expansion. By facilitating cross-
border trade and broadening market access, these measures have the potential
to strengthen digital connectivity and integrate Uzbekistan more effectively into
the regional e-commerce ecosystem. However, to fully realize these benefits,
it 1s essential to address challenges related to regulatory frameworks, digital
infrastructure, and cybersecurity.

Indeed, green innovation offers the dual benefit of fostering economic growth
while ensuring environmental sustainability. It serves as a crucial mechanism for
advancing economic transformation and acts as a key driver in achieving high
quality, sustainable development. The pressing nature of global environmental
challenges, combined with the swift progress of digital transformation, has made
green innovation a vital strategy for attaining sustainable development [18].

China has already implemented fiber-optic corridors throughout Central
Asia, linking major economic centers in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan to
international digital networks. The expansion of 5G technology and broadband
accessibility has the capacity to bridge the digital divide in both urban and
rural regions, fostering broader participation in the global digital economy.
Additionally, the integration of intelligent logistics systems along principal trade
corridors, such as the China-Kazakhstan-Uzbekistan route, enhances supply
chain efficiency and promotes the growth of cross-border e-commerce.
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The DSR fosters technological collaboration and innovation by encouraging
the adoption of emerging technologies, including artificial intelligence. Chinese
corporations, such as Huawei and ZTE, play a crucial role in supporting ICT
infrastructure development, thereby contributing to data-driven economic
planning and the growth of digital entrepreneurship ecosystems. Moreover, the
DSR provides both geopolitical and economic advantages for Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan, reinforcing their positions as technological intermediaries connecting
China, Europe, and the Middle East.

The initiative also supports economic diversification by reducing reliance
on conventional energy exports and facilitating integration into China’s digital
trade networks. Furthermore, participation in the DSR enhances these nations’
attractiveness to international technology investors and multinational enterprises,
generating increased financial support for startups, technology incubators, and
digital education initiatives. The expansion of digital infrastructure through the
DSR further strengthens regional cooperation by fostering shared technology
policies among Central Asian states, ultimately contributing to a more cohesive
economic bloc driven by digital trade and innovation.

Overall, the DSR represents a transformative initiative for Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan, promoting regional connectivity, technological progress, and
economic modernization. By capitalizing on DSR-driven digital infrastructure,
the growth of e-commerce, and cross-border innovation, these countries can
position themselves as central actors in Central Asia’s evolving digital economy.
Additionally, deeper regional integration through the DSR may serve as the
foundation for a digitally interconnected Central Asia, contributing to long-term
economic resilience and enhancing the region’s geopolitical influence in the
global arena.

Kazakhstan ranks 33rd in the Green Future Index, reflecting its moderate
progress toward a low-carbon future [19]. This country still relies heavily on
high-emission energy sources. Overall, the rankings reflect Kazakhstan’s ongoing
transition, with significant potential for improvement in the areas of energy
transition and green societal integration.

The table above presents a detailed comparison of foreign investments
in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, specifically focusing on the period from 2014
to 2024. The investments are categorized by sector, investor, and the amount
invested, which provides a comprehensive overview of the types and scales of
foreign investments both countries are attracting and it highlights key patterns
and provides insights into the investment climate in each country based on the
data.

The energy sector remains the dominant recipient of foreign investment in
both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. In Kazakhstan, investments in the energy sector,
particularly oil and gas, account for a large portion of the foreign investments,
with notable entries like China Petroleum and Chemical (Sinopec) and Geo-Jade
Petroleum. Large-scale projects in this sector reflect Kazakhstan’s reliance on its
extensive natural resource base and the attraction of foreign capital for resource
extraction and infrastructure development.

In Uzbekistan, energy investments are also significant, especially from
China Energy Engineering, and other energy-related firms. However, while
Uzbekistan does receive substantial energy investments, the overall volume of
investment in this sector is smaller in comparison to Kazakhstan. This indicates
that while energy is critical for Uzbekistan, the scale of investment in this area
remains less extensive than in Kazakhstan, possibly due to differences in the
resource endowment or the stage of development of the energy sector.

Uzbekistan demonstrates a growing trend toward attracting foreign
investment in the real estate sector. A number of real estate projects from
investors such as Anhui Conch and China Energy Engineering illustrate the
country’s emphasis on urban development and infrastructure modernization.
The consistency of investments since 2017, particularly in the energy and
real estate sectors, suggests a growing interest in Uzbekistan as a stable
investment destination. This attributed to the country’s recent economic reforms,
improvements in the business climate, and efforts to attract foreign capital into
infrastructure and development.

In the aftermath, these investments reflect China’s broader geopolitical
ambitions in Central Asia and its role in driving economic integration through
infrastructure connectivity. The investments from Chinese companies in
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both countries highlight the central role of the BRI in shaping the investment
landscape in Central Asia. We can clearly comprehend, while Kazakhstan
continues to attract large-scale energy investments due to its resource-rich
economy, Uzbekistan is positioning itself as an emerging market with a focus on
economic diversification, infrastructure development. This trend suggests a shift
in Uzbekistan’s development priorities, reflecting its evolving role in the regional
economic landscape.

The data also highlights the broader regional dynamics, with both countries
benefiting from strong Chinese investment, which further consolidates Central
Asia’s position in the global economic network as part of the Belt and Road
framework. Future investment trends will likely continue to follow these patterns,
with a focus on renewable energy, infrastructure, and urban development in both
countries.

In the aftermath we can say, that the both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
acknowledge the urgency of energy transition due to their reliance on fossil
fuels and the impact of climate change. Kazakhstan has a more advanced
regulatory framework for renewable energy development, largely due to its early
commitment through the Green Economy Concept. It has implemented feed-in
tariffs, renewable energy auctions, and incentives for foreign direct investment,
attracting Chinese firms under the BRI. Uzbekistan has recently accelerated its
green energy projects, particularly in solar and wind energy, through agreements
with China and other international players. In terms of the digital market
cooperation, it is growing, yet fragmented. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan both aim
to integrate into the DSR, enhancing their digital economies and technological
ecosystems. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan exhibit both alignment and divergence
in their engagement within the BRI’s green economy and digital market sectors.
While their cooperation potential is significant, structural barriers—regulatory
misalignment, geopolitical considerations, and institutional inefficiencie—
hinder seamless collaboration. Greater policy synchronization, regional energy
trade frameworks, and cybersecurity agreements could enhance BRI-related
cooperation between the two nations, fostering a more integrated and sustainable
economic future.

Conclusion

This comparative analysis of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan within the
framework of China’s BRI reveals a complex and evolving picture of regional
transformation. Both countries exhibit notable advances in developing green and
digital sustainable markets, yet structural asymmetries and external dependencies
continue to shape their trajectories. The key driving forces—such as energy
transition, digital innovation, and regional infrastructure connectivity—are
accelerating, but remain constrained by institutional fragmentation, governance
gaps, and the geopolitical influence of external actors.
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Kazakhstan leads the region in terms of solar energy deployment, digital
infrastructure, and regulatory frameworks for renewable energy investment.
Its proactive approach, supported by policies like “Digital Kazakhstan” and
the “Green Economy Concept,” has positioned it as a regional frontrunner. In
contrast, Uzbekistan, while progressing, is still catching up—though its recent
acceleration in energy diversification and digital governance shows strong
political intent under President Mirziyoyev.

BRI investments in solar, wind, and digital connectivity infrastructure are
transforming Central Asia’s economic landscape. Although BRI-linked projects
offer opportunities for modernization, they can inadvertently reinforce external
control if not balanced by regional coordination and domestic capacity-building.

The Digital Silk Road (DSR) represents a turning point for regional
cooperation, but also presents challenges related to cybersecurity, data
sovereignty, and regulatory harmonization. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are
actively engaging in digital transformation, but without synchronized standards
and legal interoperability, the digital divide within Central Asia may deepen.
Similarly, the uneven commitment of countries like Turkmenistan and Tajikistan
to multilateral frameworks further complicates the realization of a cohesive
regional digital ecosystem.

A key insight is that while Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan serve as anchors
for regional integration, their cooperation remains largely bilateral and project-
based. A lack of formal regional institutions, fragmented green and digital
policies, and insufficient alignment in regulatory frameworks hinder the region’s
ability to harness synergies and scale up innovation collectively. Furthermore,
while green energy adoption is progressing, fossil fuels still dominate energy
mixes in both countries. This calls for accelerated action on regulatory reform,
public-private partnerships, and innovation financing to meet long-term climate
and development goals.

The comparative analysis of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan within the BRI
framework illuminates a fundamental paradox at the heart of Central Asia’s
transformation: while these states are undeniably making progress in cultivating
green and digital markets, their advancement remains deeply entangled in
structural dependencies, asymmetrical partnerships, and a lack of systemic
regional integration.

China’s involvement through the BRI has served as both a developmental
accelerant and a geopolitical constraint. Infrastructure, energy, and digital
investments have filled longstanding gaps in state capacity, yet the terms of
engagement-financial, technological, and regulatory- heavily skewed in favor of
the investor.

Moreover, while Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan emerge as leading voices in the
regional development discourse, their bilateral cooperation has not yet translated
into a cohesive regional vision. The absence of institutionalized multilateral
mechanisms for coordinating green and digital policies—whether in the form of
a regulatory alliance, joint innovation fund, or environmental compact—means
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that opportunities for synergy are underexploited, and policy fragmentation
persists. Integration, in this sense, is occurring horizontally across borders but
not vertically through institutions. The lack of regional legal harmonization
undermines the very sustainability the green and digital transitions are supposed
to achieve.

The internal political structures of both countries also matter. While
President Mirziyoyev’s reforms in Uzbekistan have opened space for regional
diplomacy and market modernization, both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan still
operate under centralized political systems.

For Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan—and indeed, for Central Asia as a whole—
the path to meaningful regional integration lies not in the passive adoption of
external agendas but in the strategic internalization of sustainable and digital
transformation goals. This requires:

* Diversification of partnerships beyond China, involving the EU, South
Korea, Japan, and regional financial institutions;

* Institutionalization of regional governance, with legally binding
mechanisms for climate action, digital cooperation, and joint innovation
strategies;

* Development of indigenous innovation ecosystems, including green
startups, digital entrepreneurship, and academic research hubs;

* Inclusive policymaking, where civil society and local communities
participate in shaping the digital and green futures being imagined for them.

In conclusion, Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are not merely recipients of
investment or conduits of geopolitical ambition—they are potential architects of a
sustainable, digitally connected, and regionally coherent Central Asia. However,
to fulfill this role, their leadership must move from pragmatic bilateralism to
principled, inclusive, and visionary regionalism—one that resists dependency,
empowers domestic capacity, and redefines what it means to be “developed” in
the 21st century.

THE ROLE OF DEVELOPING COUNTRIES IN THE NEW
REGIONALISM: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF
PARTICIPATION MODELS

Abstract. This article analyzes the participation of developing countries
in the processes of new regionalism. The main objective of the study is to
conduct a comparative analysis of regional integration models formed in various
parts of the world: Latin America, Southeast Asia, the African continent, and
the Eurasian space. The research examines the historical background of each
model, their institutional structure, degree of involvement in global processes,
and resilience to external influence. The methodology is based on comparative
analysis, supplemented by elements of the systemic and structural-functional
approaches, allowing for a comprehensive assessment of political and economic
dimensions of integration.

The study identifies significant differences between the models. For instance,
integration blocs in Latin America, such as MERCOSUR, emphasize political
coordination and reducing dependence on external power centers. Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) is characterized by a flexible structure
and minimal institutionalization while maintaining economic cooperation.
African initiatives, such as Southern African Development Community (SADC),
demonstrate a strong role of non-state actors and informal networks in contexts
of weak state institutions. Eurasian projects, including the Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU), are marked by a pronounced geopolitical orientation and
institutional asymmetry among members.

The article argues that new regionalism in developing countries is not only
an instrument of economic integration but also a means of strengthening political
sovereignty, maintaining internal stability, and fostering regional solidarity. The
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findings are summarized in an analytical table that outlines the key features and
parameters of each model. The results of the comparative analysis allow us to
identify the key factors determining the sustainability and effectiveness of the new
regionalism in developing countries: the availability of institutional flexibility,
adaptation to local realities, the political will to integrate, the participation of
non-state actors and the ability to develop common goals.

REGIONAL INTEGRATION IN THE MIDDLE EAST: POLITICAL,
ECONOMIC AND SECURITY DIMENSIONS

Abstract. Over the past decades, numerous attempts at regionalization in
the Middle East have been undertaken, yet cooperation in the political, economic,
and security dimensions remains limited. This article examines the weaknesses
of these processes, focusing on institutional fragility, lack of trust among states,
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and persistent dependence on external powers. Employing a comparative
political analysis, the study juxtaposes the Middle Eastern and Central Asian
experiences to highlight the distinct features of regional integration. The findings
reveal that while energy policy constitutes a major driver of interdependence,
interstate rivalry and mistrust hinder its full potential. In the security domain,
despite common threats, regional institutions remain weak, with external actors
exerting decisive influence. Geopolitically, multi-vector diplomacy enables
states to safeguard sovereignty but simultaneously constrains deeper integration.
The study concludes that regionalization in the Middle East evolves primarily in
informal and adaptive forms, underscoring the necessity of flexible, multi-level
frameworks of cooperation for the future.

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Abstract. In the context of rapid global digitalization, ensuring equal access
of women and girls to modern educational opportunities has become increasingly
critical. Digital technologies are not only tools for acquiring knowledge but
also decisive factors of socio-economic development, shaping both individual
and national competitiveness. Central Asia including Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan, has formally committed to major
international frameworks on gender equality in education, such as the UN
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), the Beijing Platform for Action, and
the CEDAW Convention. Nevertheless, the practical implementation of these
commitments continues to encounter significant obstacles.

This article examines international policy documents defining the global
agenda in digital education and women’s rights and analyzes national strategies
and legislative initiatives of the five Central Asian states. The findings reveal that,
despite formal progress, several persistent challenges remain: insufficient digital
infrastructure, uneven internet access between urban and rural areas, deeply
rooted socio-cultural stereotypes that limit girls’ professional trajectories, and
institutional shortcomings in adopting and enforcing international standards.

A comparative analysis of the level of digitalization in the education sector
and women’s access to digital resources highlights key areas requiring urgent
attention. The article formulates practical recommendations to reduce the digital
gender divide, strengthen institutional mechanisms, and enhance the effectiveness
of implementing international commitments in the region.

Overall, the study reflects the current state of the issue and emphasizes
the need for a comprehensive approach that combines infrastructural, cultural,
and governance measures to ensure that the digital era becomes one of equal
opportunities for all, rather than a source of new inequalities.

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Introduction

In the era of global digitalization, information and communication
technologies (ICTs) are rapidly permeating all spheres of life, including
education. Digital skills and access to online resources have become essential
prerequisites for quality education and competitiveness in the labor market [1].
At the same time, the international community emphasizes the need to ensure
that digital transformation does not exacerbate existing inequalities, especially
gender-based ones. Historically, women and girls have faced discrimination in
access to education, and today there is a risk that the «digital divide» between
men and women may reproduce or even deepen these disparities [2]. Therefore,
integrating the principles of gender equality into the digital education agenda has
become critically important.

The Central Asian states, which inherited Soviet legacies of universal
literacy and relatively high levels of women’s education, on the one hand, have
supported key international initiatives on women’s rights. All five countries of the
region ratified the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against Women (CEDAW) and joined the Beijing Platform for Action of 1995
[3]. On the other hand, the transition to a digital economy and education has
been accompanied by new challenges: insufficient infrastructure in remote
areas, gender stereotypes regarding technology, disparities in digital skills, as
well as institutional constraints. The COVID-19 pandemic starkly highlighted
the vulnerability of education systems in the region, with up to 34% of students
in Eastern Europe and Central Asia lacking access to distance learning during
lockdowns [4], with rural girls being particularly disadvantaged [5].

The purpose of this article is to conduct a comprehensive study of how the
global agenda on digitalization and women’s education is being implemented in
Central Asia, what barriers exist, and what measures are necessary to overcome
them. To achieve this aim, the article addresses the following objectives:

To provide an overview of key international documents concerning
digitalization and women’s right to education.

To analyze the national strategies and legislation of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan in the field of digital education and
gender equality.

To identify the main infrastructural, socio-cultural, and institutional barriers
that hinder the fulfillment of international commitments.

Comparing the levels of digitalization in the educational sector and women’s
access to digital opportunities across the region.

To develop recommendations for addressing identified barriers and ensuring
more effective implementation of the international gender agenda in the digital
education sphere.

Description of Materials and Methods

This study employs an analytical and comparative methodology to explore
how global digitalization trends intersect with women’s education in Central
Asia. The analytical component involves a qualitative review of international
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agreements, declarations, and policy frameworks relevant to gender, education,
and technology. Key documents analyzed include United Nations treaties (such
as CEDAW), global action plans (e.g., the 2030 Agenda and Beijing Platform for
Action), and recent outcomes from international bodies (for example, the 2023
UN Commission on the Status of Women recommendations on gender and digital
innovation). These texts are examined to identify the commitments and norms
that Central Asian countries are expected to implement in advancing women’s
educational opportunities in the digital era.

In parallel, a comparative analysis is conducted across the five Central
Asian republics. This involves comparing national policy documents, strategic
programs, and statistical indicators to evaluate each country’s approach and
progress. Sources reviewed include government strategy papers on digital
development and education, national gender equality action plans, and reports
from international organizations (UN agencies, OSCE, World Bank) that provide
country-specific data. By comparing metrics, such as female enrollment in ICT
studies, digital literacy rates, and internet access gender gaps the study highlights
similarities and differences in outcomes. The comparative method also extends to
examining case studies and initiatives; for instance, evaluating how Kazakhstan’s
digital education initiatives contrast with those in its neighbors.

Data from scholarly research and official statistics are incorporated to
support the analysis. Where available, quantitative data (e.g., percentages of
women in STEM education or workforce) are used to illustrate points. The
methodology is therefore interdisciplinary, combining elements of legal/policy
analysis with comparative education and gender studies. This approach allows
for assessing not only each country’s internal progress but also how regional
trends align with or diverge from global expectations.

International Frameworks: Digitalization, Education, and Women s Rights

The global normative framework encompasses a range of documents
that directly or indirectly set out goals for digitalizing education and advancing
women’s rights. The most important among them are the United Nations
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) 2030, the Beijing Declaration and
Platform for Action (1995), and the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms
of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW, 1979), along with subsequent
resolutions.

Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development established two goals of particular importance to this study: SDG 4
«Quality Education» and SDG 5 «Gender Equality». SDG 4 recognizes the right
of every individual to inclusive and equitable quality education throughout life,
while Target 4.5 specifically requires countries to «eliminate gender disparities in
education and ensure equal access to education for vulnerable groups by 2030»
[6]. Thus, the global framework confirms that eliminating the gender gap in
education is a prerequisite for sustainable development. Meanwhile, SDG 5 is
dedicated to achieving gender equality and empowering all women and girls,
with Target 5.b calling to «enhance the use of enabling technologies, in particular
information and communications technology, to promote the empowerment of
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womeny [7]. For the first time at such a high level, technological progress was
explicitly linked with women’s empowerment. The indicator for monitoring
progress under SDG 5.b is the proportion of individuals who own a mobile phone,
disaggregated by sex [7]. As of 2024, 77% of women worldwide owned a mobile
phone compared to 82% of men, meaning women were 7% less likely to own
one than men [7]. This data illustrates the persistence of the digital gender divide
and highlights the continuing relevance of Target 5.b for all countries, including
those of Central Asia.

Beijing Platform for Action (1995). Adopted at the Fourth World
Conference on Women, the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action remains
a key reference point for global policy on women’s rights. It identified 12 critical
areas of concern, including «Education and Training of Women» and «Women’s
Empowerment». Although in 1995 digital technologies were only beginning to
spread, the Platform already recognized technology as a crucial driver of women’s
rights [8]. In particular, the section on women and the media emphasized the
need for equal access of women to new communication technologies. Today,
three decades later, digital inclusion is regarded as essential for achieving gender
equality [8]. Thus, the Beijing Platform laid the foundation for current initiatives
aimed at ensuring women’s participation in the digital economy and inspired the
development of gender-sensitive technological programs.

CEDAW. The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against Women (1979) is the primary legally binding instrument obligating
states to eliminate discrimination on the basis of sex in all areas, including
education. Article 10 of CEDAW guarantees women equal rights with men in
education: equal access to all levels of education, vocational training, curricula,
examinations, scholarships, and the removal of stereotypes through curriculum
reforms [9]. For the Central Asian states, all of which have ratified the Convention
(Tajikistan - 1993, Kyrgyzstan -1997, Kazakhstan - 1998, Uzbekistan -1995,
Turkmenistan -1997), this implies a legal obligation to ensure full and equal
participation of girls and women in education at all levels. In 2017, the CEDAW
Committee issued General Recommendation No. 36 on the right of girls and
women to education, clarifying that states should integrate gender perspectives
into education strategies, including technical and digital training, and eliminate
barriers from early marriage to gender stereotypes, that prevent women from
pursuing education in new fields such as STEM (science, technology, engineering,
and mathematics).

In addition to the aforementioned documents, the international agenda
encompasses a number of specialized agreements and programs. For instance, the
Education 2030 Agenda, enshrined in the Incheon Declaration (World Education
Forum, 2015), proclaims gender equality as a central principle: countries agreed
that «girls and boys, women and men not only gain equal access to all levels
of education but are equally empowered through education» [6]. UNESCO’s
Strategy for Gender Equality in and through Education (2019-2025) likewise
guides states toward transforming education systems, including closing gender
gaps in acquiring science and technology skills [6]. The UN Commission on
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the Status of Women (CSW), in its annual sessions, devotes particular attention
to women and technology. Notably, the priority theme of the 67th CSW session
(2023) was «Innovation, Technological Change and Education in the Digital Age
for Achieving Gender Equality». The outcome documents of CSW-67 urge states
to expand women’s and girls’ participation in STEM education, invest in their
digital literacy, and remove barriers such as online violence and stereotypes that
restrict women’s participation in ICT. Thus, at the global level, a substantial body
ofbenchmarks and commitments has been accumulated, requiring states including
those of Central Asia to take active measures in ensuring equal opportunities for
women in the digital era.

In summary, international norms clearly establish the interconnection
between digitalization and women’s right to education. The Central Asian
states have undertaken these commitments, but the extent of their practical
implementation depends on national policy. We now turn to how these
international principles are reflected in the internal strategies and legislation of
the five countries in the region.

Results and Discussion

National Strategies and Legislation on Digital and Women's Education

All Central Asian states declare the development of the digital economy
and education, as well as the achievement of gender equality, as policy priorities,
which are reflected in national programs and legislative acts. Below is a brief
overview of the situation in each country, with attention to strategies for education
digitalization and legal guarantees of women’s equal access to learning.

Kazakhstan

In Kazakhstan, digital transformation has been proclaimed as one of
the strategic directions of national development. The state program «Digital
Kazakhstan» (adopted in 2017) covered the period up to 2022 and aimed at the
accelerated introduction of digital technologies into the economy and social
sphere [10]. Within the education sector, the program set a target for improving
the population’s digital literacy, including students and teachers. Parallel to
this, the State Program for the Development of Education and Science until
2025 identifies education digitalization as a key priority: it envisages the broad
provision of schools with computer equipment, connection to high-speed internet,
and the development of distance learning and online resources.

According to national legislation, every citizen has the right to education,
and gender-based discrimination is prohibited. In 2009, Kazakhstan adopted a
special Law «On State Guarantees of Equal Rights and Equal Opportunities for
Men and Women», which enshrined the principle of gender equality, including in
education [4]. Current education legislation contains a clause guaranteeing equal
access to quality education regardless of gender [11].

As a result of these measures, Kazakhstan has achieved near parity in
women’s participation in education: male and female youth are almost equally
covered by secondary education, while in higher education the proportion of
female students reaches 50% [11]. Moreover, in some respects women even
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outpace men: for example, the share of women among master’s and doctoral
students is 1.7 times higher than that of men [11]. However, gender disparities
remain in the choice of specializations. Women are still underrepresented in
ICT and engineering fields. In 2020-2021, the number of men studying ICT
disciplines was 2.2 times greater than that of women [11]. A similar pattern
was observed in technical and engineering programs, whereas in pedagogy and
social sciences women’s share exceeded men’s [11]. This «horizontal» inequality
poses a challenge for policy: the government recognizes the need to encourage
girls’ participation in STEM. In recent years, with support from the UN and
business, initiatives such as «Tech Girls» and «Digital Mom (IT-Aiel)» have been
implemented, training women and girls in programming and digital skills [12].
Thus, Kazakhstan has institutionally established equal rights in education and is
actively introducing digital solutions, while paying special attention to increasing
women’s involvement in high-tech sectors where they remain underrepresented.

Kyrgyzstan

In the Kyrgyz Republic, the digital agenda is enshrined in national
development documents. The digital transformation program «Sanarip
Kyrgyzstan» (Digital Kyrgyzstan) for 2019-2023 set the task of modernizing the
economy and social sphere through ICT, including education [13]. At the same
time, the Education Development Strategy until 2040 (EDS-2040) identified
«education digitalization» as one of its main priorities [14]. This strategic
document explicitly highlights the need to train all participants in the educational
process in digital skills, to create a unified electronic educational environment,
to implement distance learning technologies, and to develop an Education
Management Information System (EMIS) [14]. Expanding distance learning and
supporting electronic resources are viewed as key conditions for ensuring access
to school education for all [14].

The Law of the Kyrgyz Republic «On Education» (amended in 2022)
legalized distance learning at all levels as an equal form, granting students in
remote learning the same rights and diplomas as those in full-time education
[14]. This proved particularly relevant during the COVID-19 pandemic, when
schools were forced to move online.

Regarding gender equality, the Constitution of Kyrgyzstan and the Law
«On the Basic Guarantees of Gender Equality» (2008) proclaim equal rights for
men and women. Women in Kyrgyzstan enjoy almost the same levels of literacy
and education coverage as men: as noted by UNDP, the country «has achieved
gender parity in educational coverage and literacy levels» [1]. In primary and
secondary school, the share of boys and girls is approximately equal, while in
higher education parity is also observed (UNESCO data show gross enrollment
in higher education at 28% for both men and women) [6].

Nevertheless, problems of «gender segregation» in specializations and
subsequent labor market mismatches persist, similar to Kazakhstan. Men
predominate in technical universities, while women more often choose humanities
and social sciences. Moreover, early marriage and the practice of bride kidnapping
(ala kachuu), especially in rural areas, continue to hinder girls’ completion of
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secondary and higher education [3]. According to OECD estimates, around 20%
of girls in Kyrgyzstan leave education due to early marriage [4]. The government
acknowledges this problem and, in cooperation with the UN and NGOs, has
taken steps to address it, including strengthening penalties for forced marriage
and conducting awareness campaigns.

Given limited resources, Kyrgyzstan relies heavily on international support
in the area of digital learning. For example, the European Union finances programs
for developing digital and media literacy among youth and reducing educational
inequalities [15]. UNICEF supports the transformation of rural libraries into
centers of digital learning for preschoolers [16]. Thanks to such efforts, as well
as a relatively liberal information policy (compared to some neighbors), internet
penetration in Kyrgyzstan has grown rapidly in recent years: by 2022, 80% of the
population were internet users [17]. According to ITU, internet penetration rose
from 45% in 2017 to nearly 80% in 2022 [18], creating favorable conditions for
the wider introduction of digital learning.

Uzbekistan

In recent years, Uzbekistan has witnessed an active process of digital
modernization, initiated through reforms. President Shavkat Mirziyoyev has
proclaimed the course toward building a «New Uzbekistany», in which the
program «Digital Uzbekistan-2030» constitutes an integral part. This national
strategy, adopted in 2020, is aimed at the comprehensive development of digital
infrastructure, e-government, and digital skills among the population [19]. In
the field of education, Uzbekistan prioritizes the integration of ICT into schools
and universities and the development of online platforms. As early as 2002, a
program for the informatization of education had been introduced, and by the
2020s new targets were set to bring school equipment and internet access to
modern standards (in earlier strategies, the goal had been to provide internet
access to 63% of schools a benchmark already surpassed) [20].

In partnership with international organizations, innovations are being
piloted: for instance, with UNICEF’s support, an Innovation Center for Education
was created to test digital solutions for improving student performance [21]. A
key priority is improving teachers’ ICT qualifications [22]. For this purpose,
experts are invited and training programs conducted (e.g., in 2022, UNESCO
engaged specialists to train teachers in digital technologies [22]).

Uzbekistan’s legislative framework regarding women’s rights has also
undergone positive changes in recent years. In 2019, the Law «On Guarantees
of Equal Rights and Opportunities for Women and Men» and the Law «On
the Protection of Women from Oppression and Violence» were adopted. In
2022, the National Strategy on Gender Equality until 2030 was approved, with
implementation carried out in cooperation with UNDP and other international
partners [23]. These documents include provisions on promoting women’s
education, particularly in technical fields, and on eliminating stereotypes.

Formally, women in Uzbekistan enjoy equal access to education, and in
practice, the enrollment of girls in schools is nearly universal; literacy rates among
women are as high as among men [20]. According to the U.S. Embassy, «women
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and girls in Uzbekistan enjoy equal access to education: in 2017, girls constituted
50% of primary school students and 54% of secondary school students» [20].
This demonstrates the preservation of universal education for girls. Moreover, a
significant share of women pursue higher education. However, as in neighboring
countries, a gender gap remains in digital skills and participation in high-tech
sectors. A UNDP study (2022) confirmed the existence of a «gender digital
divide» in Uzbekistan: women’s digital skills were 24% lower than men’s. On
average, women are less likely to possess advanced ICT competencies, with the
gap especially pronounced among older users (women over 35 had 10% fewer
ICT skills than younger women) [23].

Women are also underrepresented in IT specializations: as of 2021, only
17.8% of ICT graduates in Uzbekistan were female. Thus, young Uzbek women
remain insufficiently engaged in shaping the digital economy. The state seeks
to address this situation by creating technology parks and training programs for
girls (e.g., Technovation Girls and IT start-up competitions for women [23]). A
presidential decree in 2022 introduced quotas for girls from low-income families
when applying to technical universities. Campaigns are also conducted to counter
stereotypes that «technology is not for women»: open discussions featuring
female ICT leaders have become part of celebrations for the International Girls
in ICT Day [23].

In sum, Uzbekistan recognizes in its strategic documents both the necessity
of digitalizing education and the importance of gender equality. However,
overcoming historical stereotypes and skill gaps requires continued efforts.

Tajikistan

For Tajikistan the least economically developed state in the region, the
task of digitalizing education is coupled with serious infrastructural and staffing
challenges. Nonetheless, at the highest level the course toward a digital economy
has been declared: beginning in January 2025, the period «Years of Development
of the Digital Economy and Innovation, 2025-2030» was officially launched
by presidential decree [5]. The government has elaborated a Concept for the
Transition to Digital Education and a National Education Development Strategy
2020-2030, which envision the expansion of digital learning and distance formats
[5]. These documents acknowledge that distance education can simultaneously
advance digitalization and accessibility for all-including girls. Yet, in practice,
during the COVID-19 pandemic Tajikistan made little use of distance education,
and thus these policies have not been tested [5].

Unlike its neighbors, Tajikistan did not close schools for extended periods
in 2020-2021 (officially citing the absence of registered COVID-19 cases until
mid-2020), and thus a mass transition to online classes did not occur. However,
persistent problems of digital underdevelopment remain evident: in 2021,
Tajikistan ranked 129th in the world for mobile internet speed and 104th for fixed
broadband, making it one of the least connected countries [5]. High connection
costs and a shortage of technical equipment are especially acute in rural and
mountainous areas.
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The legal framework of Tajikistan guarantees women equal rights:
the Constitution proclaims equality, and the Law on Education prohibits
discrimination. Nonetheless, estimates suggest that up to half of young women
in Tajikistan are not engaged in either education or employment often due to
early marriage and childbearing [4]. OECD notes that 52% of Tajik women
aged 18-24 fall into the NEET (Not in Employment, Education, or Training)
category, compared with 30% of men [4]. Traditional norms exert a strong
influence: a significant portion of the population (37% in Central Asia) believes
higher education is more important for sons than for daughters [4]. Domestic
responsibilities disproportionately fall on women: 20% of young women in
Central Asia are excluded from education or work due to household duties and
caregiving, compared to only 2% of men [4].

These tendencies manifest in the digital era as well. During the pandemic,
when learning moved to the home, 40% of girls reported difficulty balancing study
with household tasks, compared to 29% of boys [4]. In remote areas of Tajikistan,
when attempts were made to organize online classes, only 20% of students could
continue learning digitally; the rest lacked internet access or devices [4]. The
burden was particularly heavy on girls: a recent survey found that 65% of female
students in rural Tajikistan reported that household responsibilities prevented
them from using online educational resources (compared to 40% of girls in urban
areas) [5]. This disparity underscores that rural girls are in the most disadvantaged
position within the digital education system.

Recognizing these challenges, the government plans significant investments
in infrastructure (expansion of broadband, subsidized mobile internet), school
equipment, and most importantly teacher training. Currently, many Tajik teachers
are unprepared for digital education: in the capital Dushanbe, 56% of teachers
had internet access, while in some regions only 9-25% could connect at work [5].
Even schools that received computers often failed to use them effectively due to
lack of skills and maintenance.

In response, the government, with donor support (World Bank, GPE,
UNICEF), is implementing programs to improve teachers’ ICT competencies
and develop online platforms. A special emphasis is placed on the principle of
«equity at the center of digital education strategies» [5]: new initiatives must
address the needs of vulnerable groups such as girls, minorities, and rural youth.
Proposed measures include subsidized internet for girls, provision of devices to
low-income female students, and localization of content into minority languages.
In 2023, Tajikistan launched a pilot project with support from GPE and EdTech
Hub to integrate technology into schools and exchange experiences with other
countries [5].

Thus, although Tajikistan lags in many respects, it demonstrates political
will and has begun systemic reforms which, with adequate funding, could reduce
the digital divide including the gender divide in the coming years.

Turkmenistan

Turkmenistan represents the most closed and distinctive case in the region.
Official state ideology proclaims the priorities of science, education, and progress.
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The State Program for Education Development aims to modernize the system,
introduce innovative technologies, and train young cadres skilled in IT [24]. A
unified electronic education portal for schools and universities has been created
[25] particularly relevant during the COVID-19 pandemic, when the need for
remote learning also arose in Turkmenistan [26].

However, the real level of education digitalization remains low due to
extremely weak internet infrastructure and strict state control over online access.
Turkmenistan is among the least connected countries in the world: according to
the World Bank, only around 21% of the population used the internet in 2019 [27].
Internet service is expensive, speeds are low, and many international resources are
blocked. Under such conditions, mass online learning is hardly feasible: during
the 2020 lockdowns, schools largely resorted to traditional methods (distribution
of printed materials) rather than internet-based instruction [26].

The government nonetheless reports steps toward digitalization: for
example, introducing bans on mobile phones in classrooms (to improve student
focus) [28], while simultaneously equipping schools with computer labs through
international projects (e.g., the EU BOMCA program supplied a border school
with computers and an interactive panel [29]).

Regarding women, Turkmen society is patriarchal, but formally women
have equal rights. Turkmenistan ratified CEDAW in 1997 and legally prohibits
discrimination. Girls are almost universally enrolled in secondary education,
and female literacy is close to 100%. Yet women’s broader status is marked by
contradictions: on the one hand, relatively high female representation in education
and even politics (women comprise 24.8% of the Mejlis deputies [30]); on the
other, strong traditional norms emphasizing women’s roles within the family.
According to UNICEF, 89% of the population believes that children should be
raised primarily by mothers, with fathers and kindergartens playing a secondary
role [30]. This leads to a double burden on women, limiting their educational and
career development.

Digital skills among women remain underdeveloped: a 2019 survey found
that only 34.9% of girls and young women possessed at least one ICT skill [30].
By contrast, nearly 95% of women aged 20-24 used a smartphone at least once a
week, but mainly for basic purposes (calls, messaging) [30]. Thus, digital literacy
requires improvement. The government has declared commitment to closing the
gender digital divide: in cooperation with UNDP, projects are being implemented
to train women in I'T competencies [31]. Nevertheless, progress is constrained by
the overall state of internet freedom; as long as online access remains a luxury,
genuine digital education and equal opportunities for women remain unattainable.

That said, in its international reporting, Turkmenistan regularly highlights
successes: for example, citing legal guarantees of equal access to education for
men and women, and the absence of a gender gap in school enrollment. These
statements are factually correct in terms of numbers boys and girls attend school
in equal proportions but they do not reflect the quality of access, particularly to
digital opportunities.

In conclusion, Turkmenistan formally supports the international agenda
but lags furthest behind among the five countries in its actual implementation,
especially in terms of digitalization.

Comparative Summary of National Overviews

Across all Central Asian states, formal commitments exist to gender equality
in education and to digital transformation, with these priorities integrated into
strategies and legislation. Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Uzbekistan have adopted
extensive programs for education digitalization, encompassing ICT training,
online learning, and school equipment [5]. These same countries also have gender
equality strategies or laws (e.g., Kazakhstan’s Law on Equal Opportunities,
Uzbekistan’s National Gender Equality Strategy, Kyrgyzstan’s National Plan on
Gender Equality). Tajikistan and Turkmenistan, despite more limited resources,
likewise declare digitalization and women’s rights as priorities and adopt relevant
concepts and programs.

However, the existence of strategies does not equate to their full realization.
The next section will analyze the challenges and barriers that hinder the
achievement of stated goals in practice.

Challenges and Barriers to Implementing the International Agenda in the
Digitalization Context

The implementation of international commitments (such as SDGs 4 and
5, the Beijing Platform, and CEDAW) in the Central Asian states encounters a
complex set of problems. These challenges may be grouped into:

- Infrastructural and technical (related to access to digital technologies),

- Socio-cultural (linked to societal attitudes and gender norms),

- Institutional and legal (related to policies, governance, and legislation).

- Infrastructural and Technological Barriers.

Uneven access to internet and equipment. One of the primary obstacles
is the underdeveloped state of digital infrastructure, especially outside major
cities. While capitals and large urban centers in Central Asia are relatively well
connected, rural areas lag significantly behind. For example, in Kazakhstan
internet penetration is estimated at about 90% of the population overall, but
connectivity and quality remain much lower in rural regions, limiting access to
online education for many rural residents (half of whom are women) [2]. Studies
show that only one-third of rural schools in Kazakhstan are equipped with basic
computer technology, and many face acute shortages of both computers and
internet access [10].

Similarly, in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, many remote schools lacked stable
connections at the beginning of the 2020s. During the pandemic, around 70%
of students in Tajikistan’s rural areas were deprived of reliable internet access
[5], making distance education inaccessible for most. In Uzbekistan, despite
state efforts to increase the number of schools with internet access, connection
quality and speed often remain insufficient for video lessons, particularly outside
Tashkent. Turkmenistan remains among the least connected countries globally,
with only 21% of the population online [27], the majority in the capital Ashgabat.
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High costs and technical constraints. Even when technically available,
internet access is often prohibitively expensive. In low-income families, priority
access to computers or phones may be granted to sons (for university or work
purposes), while daughters’ access is restricted. This is indirectly reflected in
global statistics: as of 2024, women were 7% less likely than men to own a mobile
phone [7]. In Central Asia, mobile internet has played an outsized role due to
relatively good cellular coverage, yet traffic costs remain a barrier, especially for
data-intensive content such as online lessons. In Tajikistan, during the COVID-19
lockdowns, many students relied only on smartphones; however, high mobile
internet costs and the absence of adequate learning apps severely limited their use
for educational purposes [5]. Device shortages present another issue: multiple
children may share a single phone, or households may lack any computer at all.
Girls often receive less screen time under these conditions, as priority is given to
brothers or other family members.

Insufficient school equipment. School infrastructure in many places
remains unprepared for digital education. There are cases where even supplied
equipment remains unused. In Tajikistan, some schools receiving computers
failed to implement them due to a lack of maintenance staff and teacher training
[5]. In Kazakhstan, studies of rural schools revealed an «acute shortage of modern
equipment», with many relying on outdated computers incapable of supporting
new software [10]. Unreliable electricity and connectivity in remote areas further
disrupt online classes. Such disparities exacerbate educational inequality between
urban and rural students a problem with a gender dimension, given that girls are
more likely to remain in rural areas (while young men often migrate to cities for
study or work).

Cybersecurity and digital safety. Another dimension concerns the absence
of a safe online environment. Parents and teachers in the region often express
concern thatthe internet poses risks for girls, including exposure to harmful content,
online violence, or fraud. In societies with traditional values (e.g., Turkmenistan,
parts of Uzbekistan and Tajikistan), this sometimes leads to restrictions on
girls’ internet access «for their own protection». A lack of digital safety skills
compounds the problem: users are often unaware of how to protect their data,
leading to distrust of technology. In Kazakhstan, policymakers stress that digital
integration must go hand-in-hand with digital safety; otherwise, the benefits of
technology risk being undermined [2]. Women in particular face heightened
vulnerability to online risks (gender-based cyberbullying, harassment), which
may serve as further barriers to their full use of digital opportunities.

Summary. Infrastructural limitations the «hard» digital divide manifest in
connectivity and equipment shortages, disproportionately affecting rural women.
Without addressing these deficits (through network expansion, subsidized access,
and better school equipment), the international goals of education for all and
women’s digital empowerment remain difficult to achieve.

Socio-Cultural Barriers

Gender stereotypes and traditional norms. Social attitudes largely
determine the extent to which girls can take advantage of new educational
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opportunities. In Central Asia, despite women’s relatively high levels of basic
education, patriarchal views on women’s roles persist especially in rural areas
and traditional families. From an early age, girls may receive the message that
success in science, mathematics, or technology is «not for womeny. Studies
show that stereotypes about what activities are suitable for boys versus girls are
already formed in preschool [2]. At school, this is reflected in the belief among
both students and often teachers that boys are more inclined toward mathematics
and technical subjects, while girls are better suited for the humanities. Such
assumptions influence self-esteem and career choice. As a result, women are
underrepresented in STEM disciplines: for example, in Kazakhstan, fewer than
32% of students in ICT programs are female [1], while in Uzbekistan the figure
1s even lower at about 18% [1].

Stereotypes are also reinforced by educational content: an analysis of
Kazakhstani school textbooks revealed an extremely limited representation of
female characters in physics, computer science, and similar subjects [2]. This
fosters the perception among girls that science and technology are male-dominated
fields. There are also too few role models: although female engineers and
programmers do exist, their visibility in the public sphere is limited. Overcoming
this barrier requires efforts to revise teaching materials and promote examples of
women in science and IT. Initiatives such as WikiGap, supported by UNESCO,
which aims to fill Wikipedia with articles on outstanding women across fields,
illustrate such efforts [32].

Priority of family responsibilities. In the region’s traditional culture,
women are expected to prioritize their roles as wives, mothers, and homemakers.
This directly shapes educational trajectories. Girls may be implicitly or explicitly
encouraged to view higher education as less important than marrying and
bearing children at the «right» time. As a result, some families stop investing
in daughters’ education after secondary school. Early and forced marriages still
occur, especially in rural communities. In Kyrgyzstan, UN estimates suggest that
13.8% of girls under 24 have been subjected to bride kidnapping [3], despite its
illegality. In Tajikistan, around 7% of girls marry before the age of 18 [3]. In
Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan early marriages are officially less common, yet social
pressure persists in rural areas for example, the belief that an unmarried woman
over 23 is «overdue» [3]. Consequently, early marriage often leads to interrupted
education, with young women abandoning studies and failing to obtain university
degrees. Even when secondary education is completed, family pressures may
prevent girls from enrolling in higher education. This dynamic contributes to men
having higher average levels of tertiary and vocational education than women
though Kazakhstan is an exception, where female enrollment slightly exceeds
male enrollment, due to urban middle-class dynamics and policies supporting
women’s education [11].

Under conditions of digital learning, family duties become an even greater
obstacle for girls. In traditional schooling, girls at least spend time outside the
home, whereas in distance learning settings they are often expected to supervise
younger siblings or perform household chores during lessons. The COVID-19
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pandemic exposed this issue starkly: according to UNESCO surveys, 40% of
girls in the region reported difficulties balancing online study with household
duties, compared with 29% of boys [4]. Older girls were often expected to cook or
clean while parents worked, while boys were more often allowed to concentrate
on lessons. In Tajikistan, the rural-urban divide is evident: 65% of rural girls,
compared to 40% of urban girls, reported that domestic responsibilities prevented
them from using online resources [5]. Thus, traditional gendered divisions of
labor negatively affect girls’ education, particularly in remote learning formats.

Social expectations and the «brain drainy». Even after obtaining education,
women do not always realize their professional potential due to societal pressure.
In some communities, it is frowned upon for married women to pursue careers
outside the home. This indirectly undermines the motivation to pursue higher
education in the first place: why spend years at university if one is expected to
stay at home? Such attitudes are especially common in more conservative areas
of Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan. UNDP notes that «Central Asian
women, even when educated, often drop out of economic activity to stay at home
caring for children». Female labor force participation is consistently lower than
men’s: in Tajikistan, for instance, only about 29% of women are economically
active, compared to 67% of men [33]. Domestic responsibilities play a key role
in this imbalance. This reduces the returns on investment in women’s education
and reinforces the perception in some families that «basic education is enough
for girls, the rest is family».

Resistance from conservative groups. In several countries, initiatives
promoting gender equality have faced opposition. Feminist events or even
discussions of sexual education may be criticized or banned under pressure from
religious or nationalist groups. In Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, peaceful women’s
rights marches have at times been dispersed [3]. This creates an atmosphere in
which teachers may hesitate to openly discuss gender equality or promote «non-
traditional» ideas, such as encouraging girls to code or participate in hackathons
for fear of backlash from parents. Consequently, progressive initiatives to expand
girls’ participation in technology may lack broad social support.

Despite these negative factors, there are also positive shifts. The younger
generation increasingly recognizes the value of education for all, regardless of
gender. In Kazakhstan, for instance, the gender gap in education is minimal,
and society broadly accepts women’s careers. In Kyrgyzstan, active women’s
organizations promote girls’ rights to education and professional choice.
Uzbekistan in recent years has lifted certain informal restrictions on women, such
as easing procedures for female students to study abroad. Social and cultural norms
are thus gradually transforming, particularly under the influence of globalization
and the internet. Accelerating this process is crucial, as without changes in social
consciousness, even robust infrastructure will not eliminate barriers to women’s
participation in the digital sphere.

Institutional and Political Barriers

The gap between policy and implementation. As shown, all Central
Asian states have adopted strategies and laws declaring support for education

digitalization and gender equality. The challenge lies in execution and monitoring.
Strategic documents sometimes remain on paper due to resource shortages,
bureaucratic delays, or insufficient interagency coordination. For example, in
Tajikistan, policies on distance learning existed for years, yet no meaningful
steps toward implementation were taken until the pandemic [5]. In Uzbekistan,
the National Gender Equality Strategy has been adopted, but its provisions such
as addressing stereotypes in schools will require sustained effort before they are
widely realized.

Insufficient funding and investment. Digitalizing education is costly. It
requires procurement of equipment, infrastructure development, teacher training,
and digital content creation. Not all regional governments allocate sufficient
funds. Education spending as a percentage of GDP in Tajikistan and Turkmenistan
i1s among the lowest in Eurasia, hindering innovation. As a result, many schools
have not updated computer equipment in over a decade. Gender equality programs
are also often underfunded. Although SDG 5.c calls on countries to establish
tracking and financing systems for gender equality [7], in practice budget
allocations for concrete measures (such as scholarships for girls in IT) remain
small. International donors partially fill these gaps (e.g., World Bank grants for
digitalizing schools in Uzbekistan, EU projects in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan),
but sustainability depends on governments’ willingness to maintain funding once
grants end.

Lack of expertise within education governance. Administrators and
educators responsible for implementing digital and gender agendas themselves
often need capacity-building. Many officials from the «old school» may not
fully appreciate the importance of gender perspectives or the specifics of digital
education. This can lead to misplaced priorities: for instance, focusing solely
on purchasing equipment (to «tick a box») without developing pedagogical
methods for its use particularly in engaging girls. Horizontal coordination
between ministries of education, ICT, labor, and women’s committees is also
sometimes inadequate. Uzbekistan offers a positive example: discussions on the
gender digital divide involved the Ministry of Digital Technologies, Ministry
of Education, the Women’s Committee, and others jointly [23]. Such integrated
approaches, however, remain exceptions rather than the rule.

Insufficient gender-disaggregated data and monitoring. Effective policy
requires data on where and how inequalities manifest. Yet, not all countries
systematically collect statistics on gender gaps in internet use, digital skills, or
participation in distance learning. Without such data, progress on SDG 5.b is
difficult to track. A positive example is UNDP’s recent gender digital divide
assessment in Uzbekistan, which provided concrete figures on women’s lag
[23]. Similar studies are needed in other states. Official statistics often focus
only on aggregate indicators (e.g., internet penetration, number of computers per
100 students), without gender breakdowns. Consequently, gender nuances may
remain invisible and unaddressed in policymaking.

Legal barriers and internet censorship. Another institutional factor concerns
states’ broader internet policies. Here the differences are stark: in Kazakhstan,
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Kyrgyzstan, and (more recently) Uzbekistan, internet access is relatively open,
whereas in Turkmenistan and, to some extent, Tajikistan it is heavily restricted.
Blocking of resources, VPNs, and other tools limits educational opportunities. For
instance, if YouTube or similar platforms are inaccessible, students lose access
to vast repositories of educational videos. In Turkmenistan, a kind of «cyber-
isolation» places students at a severe disadvantage compared to the outside world.
While this is primarily a political issue, it directly affects the implementation
of international agendas: how can SDG 5.b (women’s digital empowerment) be
fulfilled if digital technologies themselves are available only to a privileged few?

Institutional biases. Beyond formal laws, informal practices persist. For
instance, universities and vocational schools may lack programs encouraging
girls to pursue technical fields. Career counseling in schools may continue to
direct girls into «traditionally female» professions (teaching, medicine, services)
rather than IT. Instances of discrimination in hiring or internships in I'T companies
against women (e.g., questioning their competence) also occur. Such practices
diminish girls’ motivation to study ICT. Government institutions should lead by
example appointing women to head digital projects, creating flexible working
conditions for female programmers with children, etc. Without such measures,
well-intentioned declarations risk remaining empty rhetoric.

Overall, institutional barriers in Central Asia are systemic in nature: policies
on digitalization and gender equality have not yet become truly «mainstreamed»,
permeating all decision-making processes. However, there are signs of positive
shifts. For example, Kazakhstan’s introduction of a 30% quota for women
and youth on electoral lists indicates recognition of the need for institutional
mechanisms of equality [11]. A similar approach could be applied to education
for instance, introducing targeted quotas or programs to increase the share of girls
in IT courses, and monitoring the fulfillment of these goals by ministries.

The challenges analyzed are interrelated and often mutually reinforcing.
Weak infrastructure amplifies the effects of social factors (e.g., if a household has
only one computer with a poor internet connection, the son is more likely to use
it for his studies, while the daughter is left without access). Social stereotypes, in
turn, can serve as implicit justifications for insufficient investment («why spend
money on a digital lab for a rural school if the girls will marry early anyway?»).
Successful implementation of the international agenda therefore requires
simultaneous action to address barriers in all dimensions technical, cultural, and
institutional. Before moving to recommendations, it is important to compare
how the Central Asian states rank against one another across key indicators of
education digitalization and women’s participation.

Comparative Analysis of Central Asian Countries

The five Central Asian states demonstrate both commonalities shaped by
their shared history and notable differences in the levels of digital infrastructure,
population education, and women’s status. To identify priorities, it is important
to compare several indicators: internet access, the spread of digital learning,
women’s participation in education (in general and in STEM), women’s digital
skills, and the countries’ positions in relevant international rankings.
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Internet access and connectivity. Based on internet penetration, the states
can be divided into three groups:

Leaders: Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan. Kazakhstan has the highest proportion
of internet users variously estimated between 81% and 90% of the population [2].
These high levels are largely due to developed urban infrastructure (penetration
in cities is close to 100%) and state policies to expand access (e.g., projects to
extend broadband to 250+ rural settlements). Kyrgyzstan has also shown a sharp
rise: by 2022, around 80% of citizens used the internet [2], [17]. This growth
is explained by the rapid expansion of mobile internet; in terms of mobile
subscriptions per capita, Kyrgyzstan has caught up with its neighbors. Thus,
Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are nearly on par in terms of network accessibility.

Middle performer: Uzbekistan. Here, a clear majority has internet access,
though not at the same level as Kazakhstan. Estimates vary: officially about 71%
of the population were online in 2023 [34], while independent sources put the
figure closer to 60-65%. The urban-rural divide remains large: in Tashkent and
provincial centers nearly all young people are connected, while access in remote
kishlaks is still limited. However, implementation of the Digital Uzbekistan
2030 strategy has already led to cheaper and more widespread mobile internet.
In 2022, Uzbekistan entered the global top five countries for internet audience
growth. This suggests that it will likely catch up with neighbors in the near future.

Laggards: Tajikistan and Turkmenistan. Tajikistan long ranked last in the
region: in 2019, only 26% of the population had internet access, and even by
2023 the rate was only 35-40% [4]. The main causes are mountainous geography,
poverty (fewer smartphones), and expensive traffic. Still, progress is visible:
operators are extending 3G/4G networks into mountainous areas, and prices
are slowly falling. Turkmenistan remains one of the world’s most disconnected
countries: just 21% of the population used the internet in 2019 [27], and by 2023
the figure was no higher than 30%. Moreover, internet quality is extremely poor,
with speeds dozens of times below global averages. Turkmenistan is the only
country in the region not directly connected to major internet backbones, relying
instead on routes via Russia or Iran, which limits bandwidth. Thus, the regional
digital divide between leaders (Kazakhstan) and laggards (Turkmenistan)
amounts to around 60 percentage points in population coverage.

Women’s access to digital opportunities. Beyond overall access, gender
gaps within each country reveal how equally women benefit from connectivity
compared to men. Available data show:

Kazakhstan: The situation is close to parity. Official figures indicate that
women constitute 51% of internet users [2]. Given that women make up 52% of
the population, representation is virtually equal. Women are active online, widely
adopting social networks, messaging apps, and services. Thus, the gender gap in
access 1s minimal (a few percentage points, if any).

Kyrgyzstan: Women are reported to account for more than half of social
media users (53-57% in different years) [35]. Likely, women’s share among
internet users is close to their population share (~50%). Earlier surveys noted
gender gaps, especially among older age groups (e.g., in 2018, only 25% of
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women respondents used the internet compared to 32% of men [36]), but this may
now be outdated. With mobile internet widely available, and overall penetration
at 80%, women’s usage is likely similar (UN Women data show 75% of rural
women online compared to 78.6% of men, a ~3-point gap [37]).

Uzbekistan: Precise gender-disaggregated data are limited. However,
UNDP estimates suggest women’s digital skills are 24% lower than men’s [23],
implying less active use. GSMA has noted significant mobile internet gender gaps
in South Asia, though Uzbekistan is closer to its Central Asian peers. Women
likely lag men by 5-10 percentage points in internet use, with young men more
likely to own smartphones. Nevertheless, state support is helping to narrow the
gap.

Tajikistan: Gender gaps are more pronounced. Young men own mobile
phones and gain internet exposure while working abroad, whereas many rural
girls lack smartphones. A 2019 USAID survey showed that among Tajiks aged
15-24, 37% of young men and only 30% of young women used the internet a
7-point difference [36]. The gap is larger among older cohorts. Women are thus
significantly less connected.

Turkmenistan: No official data are available, but reports indicate that women
actually outnumber men among social media users (54.7%) [35]. This may reflect
men’s reluctance to appear online under state surveillance, while women are more
active in permitted areas (e.g., cooking, fashion, communication). However,
given the small overall user base, this cannot be equated with equal opportunities.
In urban areas, young women likely use the internet as much as men, but in rural
areas neither group has significant access.

We compare the five Central Asian countries on digital connectivity
and gender parity. Table 1 summarizes key metrics: internet usage, mobile
subscriptions, and the Global Gender Gap (GGG) score (higher = greater parity).

Level of Education Digitalization

Kazakhstan: the most advanced. Almost all schools have computers, and
the majority are connected to the internet. By 2021, 100% of schools had network
access (though at varying speeds). During the pandemic, Kazakhstan transitioned
relatively quickly to distance learning, using the national Online Mektep
platform and televised lessons. Problems existed especially in rural schools but
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overall preparedness was higher than that of its neighbors. The state continues
to invest: for example, in 2022 it planned to provide high-speed internet to 90%
of rural schools. However, only about one-third of rural schools had a full set of
equipment [10], indicating that further improvements are needed.

Kyrgyzstan: a medium level of digitalization. Before COVID-19, distance
learning was not widespread. By 2020, only 60% of schools were connected
to the internet, and on average there was one computer for every 30 students.
During the pandemic, Kyrgyzstan faced difficulties: 34% of students (according
to the Eastern Europe and Central Asia region) lacked access to remote learning
[4]. Afterwards, the government, with donor support, accelerated reforms,
introducing electronic gradebooks and online platforms. Nonetheless, the digital
divide between urban and rural areas remains significant: schools in Bishkek and
Osh are better equipped, while mountain villages often lack facilities altogether.

Uzbekistan: rapid growth. Whereas previously not all schools had
internet access, authorities now claim that practically all schools are connected.
Uzbekistan has invested in IT classrooms and launched the «One Village - One
Wi-Fi» project for schools. The 2020 lockdown spurred the introduction of
televised lessons and the Eduuz online portal. Problems remain: overcrowded
classrooms and insufficient equipment for all students. In urban areas, however,
many pupils own smartphones, enabling teachers to use messaging apps for
learning. A specific gender aspect is evident: women account for over 70% of
teachers in primary schools, yet older female teachers are often less confident
in using computers than younger male IT instructors. This feminization of the
teaching workforce, combined with low ICT skills, may slow digitalization. The
government is addressing this by offering ICT training for teachers.

Tajikistan: low level. Until recently, inmostrural schools, only administrators
had a computer and often without internet. As noted, more than half of teachers in
cities had internet access, but in rural districts fewer than a quarter did [5]. Many
rural students had never used a computer. Consequently, digital literacy among
graduates is very low, especially among girls (who are less likely than boys to
gain exposure to computers at home, e.g., through gaming). With international
support, Tajikistan has begun equipping schools «from scratch», but the task is
immense.

Turkmenistan: officially, all schools are equipped with multimedia
classrooms, but in practice equipment in rural schools is often outdated and
without real internet access (only local intranet resources). Turkmenistan
announced the creation of an e-school, but internet censorship prevents the use
of global platforms. Universities are permitted internet access only in closed
computer labs with filtering. Thus, digitalization is tightly controlled, diminishing
its effectiveness.

Women in Higher Education and Science

It is instructive to compare women’s shares at the tertiary level:

Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan: women are either the majority or close to
parity in universities. In Kazakhstan, ~55% of students are women; in Kyrgyzstan,
~50% [11]. This reflects the legacy of universal access and relatively liberal social
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norms: families are willing to educate daughters, and many young women seek
higher education. However, significant imbalances persist in technical fields: in
ICT, men account for ~70% of students and women 30%, while in education the
proportions are reversed (70% women, 30% men) [11].

Uzbekistan: historically, female enrollment was lower (especially in the
1990s), but the situation has improved. By 2022, women made up over 38%
of students, with numbers rising as higher education expands (new university
branches, incentives for rural girls). Authorities actively promote female
participation: for example, rural girls entering universities receive additional
scholarships. Yet women remain underrepresented in technical institutions.

Tajikistan and Turkmenistan: female enrollment is generally below 40%.
In Tajikistan, male labor migration (many young men work abroad) increases the
relative share of women in local universities, but early marriage offsets this effect.
In Turkmenistan, traditional norms also limit higher education: although many
girls finish school with high marks, a significant portion marry early. Access to
universities is further constrained by competitive exams and corruption, where
boys may be favored. No exact statistics are available, but indirect estimates
suggest women make up ~30% of researchers in Turkmenistan and just over one-
third in Tajikistan.

Digital Skills and Participation in the ICT Sector

According to UNDP, gender gaps in digital skills exist across all countries
in the region, though their magnitude varies. In Uzbekistan, men’s digital skills
exceed women’s by 24% [23]. Kazakhstan lacks precise figures, but given near-
parity in internet access, the gap is likely smaller. Still, women comprise only
15-20% of IT-sector workers (with indicators suggesting women’s share of the
STEM workforce is around 28%) [2]. In Kyrgyzstan, the estimated gender gap in
digital literacy is 7-10%, while in Tajikistan it may exceed 10%.

Women entrepreneurs in ICT remain few, though success stories exist female
founders of start-ups in Kazakhstan, or a young woman in Uzbekistan winning
an innovation contest. Structurally, however, women are underrepresented in
tech business. A 2022 study showed women in Central Asia to be significantly
underrepresented among founders and investors in Web3 companies [2]. This
is a global trend but is accentuated in the region. Nonetheless, progress is
evident: communities such as Women Techmakers (a Google initiative, with a
representative in Turkmenistan) [1] and Girls in Tech clubs have emerged.

International Indices

Global Gender Gap Index (World Economic Forum, 2023): Kazakhstan
ranked 65th (of 146), Kyrgyzstan 95th, Uzbekistan 120th, Tajikistan 136th, while
Turkmenistan was not ranked (no data, though prior estimates placed it 130-140).
These positions reflect overall gender equality progress: Kazakhstan significantly
outperforms its peers (rising from 72nd to 65th in the past decade [2]); Uzbekistan
and Turkmenistan lag. Much of the variation is due to political indicators (women’s
representation in governance and the economy). In education, near-parity exists
almost everywhere, except for certain tertiary indicators in Tajikistan.
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ITU ICT Development Index and the UN E-Government Development
Index: Kazakhstan also leads here, ranked 28th globally in the 2022 e-Government
Development Index [2]. Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan are mid-range (80-100th),
while Tajikistan and Turkmenistan occupy low positions (130s). These indices,
however, do not disaggregate by gender.

GSMA Mobile Gender Gap Report (2023): Europe and Central Asia are
noted as having one of the world’s smallest gender gaps in mobile connectivity only
1-2% (nearly full equality), with some exceptions. Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan
likely fall into this low-gap category, while Tajikistan performs worse.

Summary of the Comparison

Kazakhstan performs relatively well across most parameters (high internet
access, minimal gender gap in education, strong legal frameworks). Kyrgyzstan,
despite modest resources, has ensured broad access and is close to Kazakhstan
in women’s participation, though deep-rooted challenges (early marriages,
rural poverty) persist. Uzbekistan is improving rapidly but began from a more
traditional baseline, leaving it behind in women’s STEM participation and digital
skills. Tajikistan remains the most problematic: weak digitalization combined
with restrictive traditions severely limit women’s opportunities. Turkmenistan
is unique: it combines near-100% literacy with near-0% openness formally
universal education, but very limited digital opportunities. Its isolationist policies
mean international digital agendas are minimally implemented.

This comparative overview confirms that there are no «one-size-fits-
all» solutions for Central Asia. Policies must take into account each country’s
distinct level and context. At the same time, common directions of action can
be identified that are relevant for the entire region. These are presented in the
recommendations.

Recommendations

Given the identified challenges, a comprehensive set of measures is
proposed for Central Asian countries to overcome barriers and accelerate the
implementation of international commitments in digital education and gender
equality. These recommendations target governments, educational institutions,
international organizations, and civil society.

Expand digital infrastructure and access. Without a strong technical
foundation, other measures are ineffective. States should increase investment in
internet infrastructure in rural and remote areas, ensuring affordable broadband
for all schools and communities. Steps include subsidized fiber-optic connections
for schools, satellite internet in mountain villages, and low-cost or free internet
packages for disadvantaged students. Community access centers (libraries,
cultural houses) can provide girls with safe digital learning spaces. Kazakhstan’s
rural IT coworking centers offer a replicable model. Equipment upgrades should
be continuous, with minimum annual standards for schools.

Improve digital literacy and skills. Training teachers and students in
ICT must be a priority. Teacher preparation programs should include digital
literacy, with mentoring for older educators, especially women, who may feel
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less confident with technology. Students should acquire practical digital skills
from early grades, including coding, information search, and office software.
Dedicated STEM programs for girls robotics clubs, hackathons, Technovation
competitions should be expanded across the region. Adult women in rural areas
also need digital literacy courses (e.g., using smartphones, online services,
e-learning platforms for children).

Targeted support for girls and women in education. States should introduce
scholarships and grants for girls in IT fields, quotas in technical universities, and
mentoring programs. Enforcement of laws protecting girls’ right to secondary
education, including against early marriage, is critical. Community campaigns
and parental engagement should emphasize that digital literacy benefits entire
families.

Challenge gender stereotypes and shape public opinion. Revising curricula
for gender balance, training teachers on equality, and promoting female role
models in ICT are essential. Media should highlight success stories of women
in technology. Campaigns encouraging shared domestic responsibilities can help
free women’s time for study and work.

Institutional reforms and governance. Gender analysis should be
mainstreamed into all digitalization projects, with measurable indicators (e.g.,
the proportion of girls using school internet for learning). Governments should
improve gender-disaggregated data collection on ICT access and skills. Multi-
sectoral councils involving ministries, IT industry, and women’s groups can
develop joint strategies. Positive discrimination measures such as quotas in IT
programs or requirements for female participation in state digital projects could
also be considered.

Flexible learning opportunities. Digitalization enables distance and blended
learning, crucial for women balancing education with family duties. States should
support online courses, evening classes, and second-chance education for young
mothers, while creating mechanisms to certify online-acquired skills.

Safe and inclusive digital environments. Women’s full participation
requires protection from online violence and harassment. Governments should
implement cyberethics in school curricula, create hotlines, and strengthen laws
against cyberbullying. Localized digital content in minority languages is also
essential to ensure inclusivity.

Regional cooperation and knowledge exchange. Central Asian states should
share best practices: Kazakhstan’s online schooling, Uzbekistan’s I'T competitions
for girls, Kyrgyzstan’s women in digital entrepreneurship, Tajikistan’s blended
learning via radio, and Turkmenistan’s maternal support programs. Regional
conferences, supported by UNESCO or UN Women, could lead to a joint strategy
on «Digital Education for All Women in Central Asiay.

Monitoring and accountability. Governments must report not only nominal
achievements but also real outcomes to mechanisms such as CEDAW and the
UN Education Forum. Independent monitoring by NGOs and researchers should
be encouraged to ensure transparency.
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In conclusion, implementing these recommendations requires integrated
action at the levels of infrastructure, people, and institutions. With sustained
commitment, Central Asian states can ensure that the digital era becomes one of
expanded opportunities for women, rather than a new source of inequality.

Conclusion

Digital transformation carries enormous potential for accelerating socio-
economic development, but it also risks deepening existing inequalities. For
Central Asia where women constitute half of the population and have traditionally
enjoyed high levels of basic education it is crucial to ensure that digitalization
promotes gender equality rather than undermines it. International frameworks such
as the SDGs, the Beijing Platform for Action, and CEDAW clearly emphasize: no
woman or girl should be left behind in the digital revolution.

The analysis demonstrates that all five Central Asian states formally
recognize this goal and have taken policy steps toward it. Yet the gap between
declarations and practice remains wide. Unequal infrastructure, entrenched
patriarchal norms, and resource and coordination deficits continue to hinder the
full realization of women’s rights to education and digital opportunities. Rural
women and girls are especially vulnerable, as they face both limited technological
access and traditional social pressures.

Each country has its own specific context: Kazakhstan has made notable
progress in equal access but still struggles with a «glass ceiling» in STEM;
Kyrgyzstan, despite relative openness, is challenged by early marriages and
migration; Uzbekistan is modernizing rapidly while overcoming its legacy of
closed institutions; Tajikistan is building a digital foundation virtually from
scratch; and Turkmenistan, in its isolation, risks falling further behind without
decisive reforms. The common denominator is clear: without investing in women
and girls, the region’s digital future will remain incomplete.

For the international community, Central Asia represents an important test
case: here, a relatively strong baseline of female education (a Soviet legacy)
intersects with the development challenges typical of emerging economies.
Successful closure of the digital gender gap in this region would demonstrate
the universality of the SDGs and the Beijing commitments. Yet progress remains
uneven, and time is short: with the 2030 SDG deadline approaching, current
trends suggest that full gender equality in education and technology access will
not be achieved without urgent measures.

Crucially, women’s education and digitalization are not separate agendas
but mutually reinforcing drivers of development. Educated women enhance
national human capital, while digital technologies multiply the benefits of
education by providing tools for empowerment, employment, and creativity.
Central Asia possesses rich human potential (millions of talented young women)
and a growing technical base (expanding telecom and IT sectors). Realizing this
potential requires dismantling the barriers identified in this study. Implementing
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the global agenda is not merely a matter of prestige but a foundation for sustainable
development. Global evidence shows that investment in girls’ education yields
some of the highest social returns.

The digital era poses a challenge to Central Asia: will the region turn
digitalization into a driver of inclusive progress, or will it reinforce divides
between urban and rural, men and women? The answer depends on today’s
choices. This study provides grounds for cautious optimism: the problems are well
identified, and the solutions are known. What remains is action from government
offices to school classrooms. Global digitalization must not bypass the women
of Central Asia; rather, they can become the driving force of the region’s digital
future if given equal opportunities and freed from barriers. Achieving this would
constitute a meaningful contribution by Central Asian states to building a more
just and prosperous world, aligned with the spirit of the international agenda.

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Abstract. This article examines the development of bilateral relations
between the United States of America and the Republic of Korea, with a focus
on diplomatic, military, and economic dimensions. It provides historical context,
highlighting the evolution of ties from the Cold War era to the present, and
analyzes contemporary challenges facing the two nations. The study relies on
secondary sources and literature review to explore the foundations of the US-
ROK alliance and the influence of American foreign policy on South Korea’s
development. The theoretical significance lies in better understanding the roots
of the bilateral partnership, while the practical relevance is found in evaluating
strategic cooperation across three main dimensions: politics, military defense,
and economic investment. The article aims to contribute to scientific knowledge
by offering insights into how this alliance has shaped both countries’ foreign
policy agendas and regional stability.

The main findings show that South Korea has taken an active role in the
Indo-Pacific economic order, combining cooperation and “hedging” to maximize
benefits and minimize risks. The study confirms that the U.S.-ROK alliance
reflects a new type of alliance policy, where networks, interconnections, and
strategic economic alignment play a key role not just military power.

This research employs qualitative and historical-comparative analysis
of key government strategies and speeches by top officials, as well as expert
research analysis. The article may be useful for scholars of international relations,
policymakers, economists, diplomats, as well as students and graduate researchers
studying Korea-U.S. relations.

Introduction

In today’s interconnected world, nations are compelled to form alliances,
join international organizations, and engage in ongoing dialogue even disputes,
with other countries. While some states may pursue peaceful policies, the global
landscape makes it difficult to remain unaffected by the actions of allies or
adversaries. In this case, we surely can affirm that the Republic of Korea (South
Korea) is no exception.

Bilateral relations between the Republic of Korea and the United States of
America have deep historical roots, dating back to the era of the Joseon Dynasty
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and to the Treaty of Friendship, Commerce and Navigation which was concluded
after 10 years of the misunderstanding and conflict that occurred between today’s
allies. However, significant developments began in the aftermath of World War
II and during the Cold War, a time marked by ideological and geopolitical rivalry
between the United States and the Soviet Union. Although the term “Cold War”
refers to conflict without direct warfare between superpowers, proxy wars and
regional confrontations such as those on the Korean Peninsula in the defined the
period.

The division of Korea into North and South following the Korean War laid
the foundation for the modern ROK-US alliance. Since then, the United States
has played a pivotal role in South Korea’s security, economy, and positioning
on the global stage. The alliance remains central to South Korea’s defense
strategy, including the provision of a so-called “nuclear umbrella” by the U.S.
to deter North Korean aggression. In addition to military cooperation, American
investments have significantly contributed to South Korea’s economic growth,
making bilateral economic ties another crucial pillar of the relationship.

Today, South Korea is among the top five economies in Asia and ranks
second among 17 economies in Southeast Asia, East Asia, and Oceania. According
to the Global Innovation Index 2024, the Republic of Korea ranks sixth among
51 high-income economies and second in its regional group—surpassing even
China. This achievement is remarkable for a country once dubbed a “shrimp
among whales” in a region dominated by global powers [1].

Description of Materials and methods

This study employs a qualitative research methodology based on secondary
data analysis. The primary sources include academic articles, policy reports,
government publications, historical documents, and statistical data from
international organizations such as the OECD, Congressional Research Service
as well as official key papers of both Governments. The analysis focuses on three
core areas of the ROK-US bilateral relationship: political-diplomatic history,
military cooperation, and economic interaction.

A historical-comparative approach was used to trace the evolution of the
alliance from the post-World War II era to the present. This method allows for
identifying key turning points and trends that have defined the relationship over
decades. The data was synthesized and critically reviewed to assess both the
theoretical underpinnings and practical outcomes of the bilateral cooperation
between the Republic of Korea and the United States.

The research also incorporates case study elements, focusing on pivotal
events such as the Korean War, the Mutual Defense Treaty (1953), the deployment
of THAAD (2017), and recent developments in U.S. Indo-Pacific strategy. This
approach helps illustrate how broader geopolitical shifts influence bilateral
relations.
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Results

Historical Overview of US-ROK relations

Diplomatic relations between the United States and Korea were first
established 143 years ago during the late Joseon Dynasty. The 1882 Treaty of
Peace, Amity, Commerce, and Navigation served as the foundational agreement
between the two nations, and in 1883, the first official American envoy arrived
in Korea. These early diplomatic ties continued until 1905, when Japan began
its colonial occupation of the Korean Peninsula. Under Japanese rule, which
lasted for approximately 35 years, formal relations between Korea and the United
States were effectively suspended. It was not until 1949, it took place only after
four years when Korea regained independence, hereinafter the Republic of Korea
(ROK) and the United States formally reestablished diplomatic ties [2].

The modern era of US-ROK relations began during the Cold War, a period
defined by ideological confrontation and global power rivalry. Facing immediate
threats from the North Korean regime, South Korea required international
support to ensure its survival and sovereignty. The United States responded by
extending military aid, and following the outbreak of the Korean War (1950—
1953), American forces played a decisive role in defending the South. This
military intervention laid the groundwork for the 1953 Mutual Defense Treaty
(MDT), which formalized a strategic alliance that remains central to U.S.
security interests in Northeast Asia. Deep down the signed-on 1 October 1953
the MDT established strong either security or economical connection in the U.S.-
ROK affairs. Moreover, in the frame of the Mutual Defense Treaty in 1967 was
concluded another supplementary document called Status of Forces Agreement
(SOFA) that regulates the status and conditions of the American troops’ presence
in South Korea.

It 1s important to recognize that US-ROK relations are rooted in a deep
historical context, often positively emphasized by both nations. Over the decades,
this alliance has evolved beyond military cooperation, encompassing significant
economic, political, and cultural dimensions. Today, South Korea is considered
one of the United States’ most reliable and strategic allies in the region. Looking
back to the history again, South Korea was not obliged, by any of international
contracts, to take part in Vietnamese war, so the decision to send Korean 350,000
troops showed Korean interaction into American problems based on biliteral
consent and ROK’s strategical interests only. In the time following the decision
of the President Park Chung-hee’s administration brought to the economy
of the country all about 235.6 million dollars as aid, credits and contracts for
conglomerates, which after was the “start” button for “the Miracle on the Han
River” [3, p.22].

Nevertheless, the bilateral relationship is not without challenges. One of the
most pressing geopolitical dilemmas involves South Korea’s position between
two great powers: the United States and the People’s Republic of China. As China
continues to rise economically and militarily, it has become increasingly difficult
for Seoul to navigate the complex dynamics of regional competition. While the
United States remains South Korea’s primary security guarantor, China is also
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South Korea’s largest trading partner but at the same time China plays the main
role of the biggest counterpart of the USA. This has placed Seoul in a delicate
position and some scholars even describe as a balancing act between strategic
and economic interests.

The metaphor of South Korea as a “shrimp among whales,” often used to
describe its historical vulnerability in a region dominated by powerful neighbors,
is gradually being reconsidered. As Professor Ramon Pacheco Pardo of King’s
College London notes, South Korea has transformed into a “whale” in its own
right, especially through the expansion of its global soft power, technological
innovation, and cultural exports [4].

Military Relations and Strategic Alliances

Military cooperation has long served as a foundational element of the
U.S.-Republic of Korea (ROK) alliance. One of the most recent developments
in bilateral defense collaboration is the 24th Korea-U.S. Integrated Defense
Dialogue (KIDD), held on April 11, 2024, and publicly detailed by the U.S.
Department of Defense. The dialogue reinforced three core pillars of the alliance:
(1) enhancing extended deterrence against the Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea (DPRK); (2) modernizing alliance capabilities through scientific
and technological collaboration; and (3) strengthening U.S. regional security
cooperation with allies in the Indo-Pacific [5].

The year 2023 also marked a symbolic milestone, the 70th anniversary
of the U.S.-ROK alliance, commemorated through a joint statement affirming
the enduring value of their strategic partnership. The alliance has continuously
evolved since the Korean War, adapting to new regional and global security
challenges.

U.S. presidential elections are a recurring source of concern for South
Korea, as leadership changes in Washington often influence the direction of
foreign policy. For instance, the possibility of a second term under President
Donald Trump raised anxieties in Seoul due to his administration’s previous
demands for increased South Korean financial contributions to host U.S. troops
and his unpredictability in alliance management. Although these concerns remain
speculative, they underscore the ROK’s vulnerability to shifts in U.S. political
leadership. However, following the updates of South Korean political changes as
the impeachment and subsequent removal of his predecessors and inauguration of
new president Lee Jae-myung took the worries about already selected president
Trump away. In reality, the biggest “headache” of the whole world was the new
tariff policy of the U.S. declared by the president Donald Trump, the wind of
changes hit many countries without any exclusion but to be fair the ROK could
change the rate from 25% up to 15%, in the today’s reality the result is remarkable
and gives us the base to declare about close connection between U.S. and ROK
[6].

In a January 2024 press conference in Washington, D.C., South Korean
Ambassador Cho Hyundong reaffirmed the nation’s commitment to deepening
trilateral cooperation with the United States and Japan in the face of increasing
North Korean provocations. He also emphasized the continued operation of the
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Nuclear Consultative Group (NCGQG), which serves as a platform for strengthening
extended deterrence mechanisms and improving communication in crisis
scenarios.

Beyond institutional frameworks, the influence of American values on
South Korean policy, particularly regarding human rights and the treatment of
North Korean defectors remains strong. South Korea’s public and government
alike show solidarity with North Koreans suffering under the authoritarian
regime, mirroring U.S. advocacy efforts.

While the global spotlight in recent years has focused on other major
conflicts such as Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and violence in the Middle East,
the North Korean threat has not diminished. On the contrary, the DPRK has used
its strategic partnership with Russia to circumvent international sanctions. It has
emerged as a major arms supplier to Moscow, raising the possibility of reciprocal
military or political support that could destabilize the Korean Peninsula further.

To understand the broader context of U.S.-ROK military ties, it is essential
to examine regional defense frameworks. Although South Korea is not a formal
member of QUAD (U.S., Japan, India, Australia) or AUKUS (U.S., UK.,
Australia), it has increasingly aligned with the strategic objectives of these
coalitions. In 2023, the leaders of the United States, Japan, and South Korea
issued a joint statement emphasizing trilateral defense coordination.

Analysts close to President Yoon Suk-yeol’s administration argued that
cooperation with Japan is becoming increasingly practical and necessary. Japan’s
advanced anti-submarine warfare capabilities and missile-tracking systems are
considered valuable in countering North Korean threats. As one expert noted,
“If 1t 1s necessary to contain the threat from North Korea, then all possible
efforts must be combined—including those of Japan” [7]. However, after the
impeachment of the President Yoon, since June 4 of the current year, South Korea
has a new president — Lee Jaec Myung and perhaps new regime. In the frame of
the recent political changes, we can just predict the upcoming scenario.

Despite these collaborative efforts, some South Korean analysts raise
concerns about the perception of their country’s military status. According to the
Global Firepower Index of the year 2024, South Korea ranks below the military
powers of the United States, Russia, China, and India, and even behind Japan,
which ranked in the global top ten. This raises the question: Is the South Korean
military seen as secondary in comparison to its allies, or is its role undervalued in
the broader alliance structure? [§]

Moreover, while the People’s Republic of China (PRC) is widely viewed
as a strategic competitor to the United States, South Korea maintains a more
nuanced relationship with Beijing. The ROK must constantly navigate between
its economic interdependence with China and its military obligations to the
United States—a diplomatic tightrope that reflects its broader strategy of strategic
ambiguity. South Korea’s ability to manage these competing pressures is critical
to ensuring regional security and maintaining the balance of power in East Asia.

Political and Diplomatic Cooperation

The political and diplomatic relationship between the Republic of Korea
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and the United States has evolved significantly since its formal reestablishment
in 1949. Initially shaped by the geopolitical imperatives of the Cold War, the
partnership was largely centered on containing communist expansion in East
Asia. The Korean War (1950-1953) served as a turning point, after which the
United States became South Korea’s primary security partner, formalizing their
alliance through the 1953 Mutual Defense Treaty. From that moment on, the
bilateral relationship became institutionalized through military agreements,
political dialogues, and joint efforts in regional diplomacy.

During the Cold War, South Korea was viewed by Washington primarily
through a strategic lens as a frontline state in the ideological battle against
communism. As such, American foreign policy largely supported South Korean
regimes, including authoritarian governments, so long as they maintained an anti-
communist stance. However, the 1980s marked a shift in U.S. policy, especially
under President Ronald Reagan, who began placing greater emphasis on
democratization as a component of American global leadership. This coincided
with South Korea’s own democratic transition in 1987, a key moment that helped
align the two countries not only strategically, but also ideologically.

With the advent of democracy, political cooperation between Seoul and
Washington deepened further. The alliance extended beyond security interests
to encompass shared values such as democratic governance, human rights,
and rule of law. Over time, the bilateral political dialogue expanded into new
areas, including non-proliferation, climate change, public health, and global
development initiatives.

In the post-Cold War and 21st-century context, U.S. administrations have
pursued different strategies in Asia, each shaping the ROK-U.S. partnership in
distinct ways. The Obama administration’s “Pivot to Asia” reaffirmed America’s
commitment to regional allies, including South Korea, by expanding diplomatic
and military engagement. This policy emphasized multilateral cooperation and a
rules-based regional order, positioning Seoul as a critical partner in maintaining
Indo-Pacific stability.

The Trump administration, by contrast, took a more transactional approach.
While affirming the military alliance, it frequently pressured South Korea to
increase its financial contributions to host U.S. forces under the Special Measures
Agreement (SMA). This created friction in the alliance, though cooperation
continued on key issues such as North Korea’s denuclearization and trade
realignments.

Under President Joe Biden, the tone of diplomacy has returned to a more
traditional alliance-based approach. The Biden administration emphasizes
multilateralism, values-based diplomacy, and strategic competition with China.
In this framework, South Korea plays an increasingly important role—not only
as a regional security partner but also as a global stakeholder. In recent years,
the two countries have intensified coordination on global issues such as climate
change, supply chain security, and emerging technologies [9].

South Korea’s growing participation in trilateral cooperation with Japan
and the United States, particularly in light of shared security threats from
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North Korea and challenges posed by China, also illustrates the maturing of
its diplomatic posture. Despite historical tensions between Seoul and Tokyo,
Washington continues to encourage deeper trilateral coordination. This signals
a shift from a purely bilateral alliance structure to a broader regional strategic
architecture in which the ROK plays a central role.

In conclusion, political and diplomatic cooperation between South Korea
and the United States has undergone substantial transformation from a relationship
driven by Cold War exigencies to a multifaceted partnership grounded in shared
democratic values, regional stability, and global cooperation. As global power
dynamics shift, the depth and flexibility of this alliance will remain critical for
both nations’ long-term strategic interests.

Economic Relations and Investment Trends

In the recent decades, the economic growth of South Korea shows incredible
results and during 1960-1990 yy. South Korea was a part of so called “East
Asian Tigers”, so the country after all troubles that was faced with recovered
and became one of the leading economies in Asian region, undoubtedly that
the economic mystery of Korea could not happen without American support.
Moreover, these relations have two beneficial sides: the ROK is one of the key
partners of America in Asian Pacific Region in the fields of politics, military and
economics as well. Nowadays, Korean economics is on the top, therefore, South
Korea is strong economic power which is playing the main role not only in the
Asia-Pacific region but also worldwide.

Economic relations between South Korea and the United States received
new momentum in 2011, when the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) between the
two countries was ratified. Although the ratification process took several years,
the agreement significantly strengthened bilateral relations. While no other major
agreements have been signed since then, this FTA is considered one of the most
important and is often compared to North American Free Trade Agreement
(NAFTA).

Between 2011 and 2024, U.S. exports to South Korea increased from $63.1
billion to $93.4 billion, while imports from South Korea surged from $67.5
billion to $148.9 billion, resulting in a growing U.S. trade deficit of approximately
$55.5 billion by 2024.This imbalance is primarily driven by strong South Korean
exports in key sectors such as electronics, automobiles, and industrial machinery.

Foreign direct investment (FDI) trends further demonstrate the strategic
dimension of economic ties. As 0of 2023, the cumulative stock of South Korean FDI
in the United States reached $76.7 billion, while U.S. FDI in Korea amounted to
$35.6 billion. Moreover, South Korea ranked among the top sources of greenfield
investment in the U.S. in 2023, committing $21.5 billion to new projects,
particularly in semiconductors, electric vehicles, and battery manufacturing [10].

These developments align with the broader U.S. Indo-Pacific Strategy,
which emphasizes secure supply chains, technology cooperation, and industrial
resilience. As the geopolitical competition between the U.S. and China intensifies,
South Korea’s economic alignment with Washington has gained new strategic
relevance.
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The asymmetry in trade and investment flows also reflects broader
theoretical frameworks such as weaponized interdependence, where networked
economic ties are no longer neutral but can be used for leverage or coercion. For
Seoul, hedging remains essential: the ROK aims to maximize economic gains
from both major powers while reducing exposure to systemic risks.

Overall, the U.S.—ROK economic relationship has evolved beyond trade
liberalization. It now functions as a cornerstone of regional resilience and a
testbed for hybrid economic-security cooperation in a contested Indo-Pacific
order.

The empirical analysis demonstrates that the Republic of Korea and the
United States have significantly expanded their economic engagement over the
past decade, both in volume and strategic scope. U.S. exports to South Korea
grew from $63.1 billion in 2011 to $93.4 billion in 2024, while imports increased
from $67.5 billion to $148.9 billion over the same period [9]. This trend has
led to a widening trade deficit for the U.S., reaching —$55.5 billion in 2024.
Simultaneously, South Korean FDI in the U.S. reached $76.7 billion, exceeding
the $35.6 billion in U.S. investment in Korea [11].

Strategically, the data reveals that South Korea has become one of the most
active middle powers in the Indo-Pacific, engaging in minilateral mechanisms
such as Chip 4, IPEF, and U.S.—Japan—ROK trilaterals. This participation reflects
Seoul’s effort to ensure technological and economic resilience while preserving
autonomy in the face of U.S.—China rivalry.

The findings also support key theoretical frameworks. Neoclassical realism
explains how systemic pressures are filtered through domestic constraints and
elite perceptions, accounting for South Korea’s hedging posture. Meanwhile,
the concept of weaponized interdependence is validated through South Korea’s
exposure to economic coercion, most notably in the THAAD episode and ongoing
semiconductor diplomacy.

Challenges and Prospects for Future Cooperation

Despite the growing economic and strategic alignment between the
Republic of Korea and the United States, the bilateral partnership faces multiple
challenges that may complicate future cooperation. These challenges stem
from both structural pressures in the international system and domestic-level
constraints in each country.

One of the primary challenges is the structural dilemma of systemic
competition between the U.S. and China. As the rivalry intensifies, Washington
continues to promote economic decoupling from Beijing, especially in high-
tech sectors such as semiconductors, Al, and critical minerals [12]. However,
South Korea maintains deep economic ties with China, its largest trading partner,
making it vulnerable to both supply chain disruptions and economic coercion, as
exemplified during the THAAD missile defense dispute in 2017.

This strategic ambivalence places Seoul in a difficult position: it must balance
alliance obligations with the U.S. while managing its economic interdependence
with China. This reality fuels a “hedging strategy”, in which South Korea seeks
to avoid full alignment with either power while preserving flexibility in foreign
and economic policy.
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At the domestic level, political polarization and changes in leadership
can also affect the trajectory of cooperation. While recent South Korean
administrations have been broadly pro-alliance, public opinion remains cautious
about entanglement in U.S.-led containment strategies, especially those perceived
as anti-China [13]. Moreover, three years earlier another survey but with the
same content was conducted by the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace
in November 2019, Seoul, where the respondents were comparing and placing
by the most attractive and non-attractive country for the citizens of South Korea.
Their replies mostly were placing China to one of the last points, for instance,
North Korea was awarded with the last position and China just before the DPRK.
Among the list of the countries which should be positioned were the following
as the United States of America, Japan, North Korea and China. Doubtless fact
that during last 80 years American and Korean relations have been tightening
and most of the Koreans have warm feelings about American citizens, culture
and the country itself. However, there should be focus the attention that Japan
and South Korea based on their history had not the friendliest affairs, as a result
in the phenomenon called “historical memory” there is still background tensions.
Obviously, in spite of these tensions Japan and South Korea are in one ally-
block connected to the U.S., either economically or politically also. In the light
of these “ties” the Peoples’ Republic of China is less attractive to the citizens
of South Korea, this is particularly true in the neighborhood with the one of the
rising empires of the century which is at the same time the biggest enemy of “big
brother”.

Similarly, shifts in U.S. foreign policy priorities such as renewed focus
on domestic industrial policy or electoral uncertainty may also limit long-term
predictability.

Nonetheless, there are clear prospects for deepened and diversified
cooperation, to demonstrate the key areas, there can be shown the following pie-
chart [13]:

Key areas include:

= Semiconductor and high-tech collaboration, especially through platforms like the Chip 4 alliance;
= Supply chain resilience via the Indo-Pacific Economic Framework;
Climate and energy cooperation, including clean energy transitions and battery technology;

Defense and cyber security, particularly in trilateral formats with Japan.

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In addition, both countries increasingly recognize the importance of middle-
power diplomacy and networked minilateralism as mechanisms to navigate a fluid
regional order. Rather than relying solely on rigid bilateral alliances, South Korea
and the United States are investing in flexible, issue-specific coalitions that can
respond to transnational challenges without triggering bloc-based polarization.

If managed carefully, these new institutional pathways offer strategic
autonomy for South Korea and regional leveragefor the United States. Ultimately,
the future of U.S.—ROK cooperation will depend on the ability of both governments
to align their strategic objectives without overstepping political, economic, or
societal constraints.

Conclusion

Concluding the main idea of this study, we are taking courage to highlight
South Korea’s complex position as both a beneficiary and a risk-bearer in the
emerging Indo-Pacific economic order. Far from being a passive actor caught
between two great powers, South Korea is leveraging its strategic position to
become an active node in a networked regional architecture. Through a careful
combination of cooperation and hedging, Seoul is pursuing a pragmatic strategy
aimed at maximizing economic gains while managing geopolitical risks. There is
clearly seen that describing the ROK’s strategic system before it was widely used
the terminology of “balancing” but in today’s reality we face with “hedging”
system, which is proven by the government wise policy aimed to use the “shield”
before the problem arises.

For policymakers, this suggests the need to strengthen resilient, non-
polarizing cooperation frameworks, particularly in technology, energy, and
supply chains. Mini-lateralism, rather than rigid bilateralism or bloc politics,
appears to be the most viable path forward.

For scholars, the case of South Korea affirms the analytical value of moving
beyond traditional alliance theory. Middle powers are not merely balancing
or bandwagoning; they are shaping institutions, setting norms, and managing
interdependence in ways that are increasingly central to regional order.

Based on the results of comparative analysis, case study of mutual key
papers, the fact that the political relations between the United States of America
and the Republic of Korea are directly connected with either economic or
military alliances. It might be noticed that recent years the dynamics between
these two countries are changing not every year but even every day, especially,
it 1s actualized with the recent either American or South Korean establishment
changes.

In conclusion, the U.S.—ROK relationship illustrates the future of alliance
politics in an age of complex interdependence, where power is exercised not
just through military might, but through connectivity, networks, and strategic
economic alignment. Nowadays, the South Korea became not only one of the
leading partners of America in Indo-Pacific region but also the Partner who had
proven its’ loyalty over passed 72 years.
