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Abstract. This paper examines the alliance between the United States and
Israel in prosecuting war in the Gaza Strip. The key objective of the paper is to
gain a proper understanding of what policies the US have employed throughout
its history towards native populations of North America and why it is backing the
current Israeli war on Gaza.

The methodology of the study combines analyzing sources and literature,
identifying the role of theological and political concepts in motivating imperial
policy of the US and the current Israel’s onslaught in Gaza. Deploying a comparative
analysis of sources and primary data, the review of relevant literature this study
explores the roots of war prosecuted by the United States and Israel.

The relevance and significance of the study lie in shedding light on one of
the pressing and crucial issues in contemporary international relations, namely the
political, military and strategic alliance between the US and Israel in their war
in Gaza. Moreover, there is a lack of research into this problem and thereby the
current study seeks to fill the gap and provide a comprehensive analysis of the topic
under consideration.

The results of our study show that current unequivocal American support
for Israel’s ongoing war in Gaza and the suffering of the Palestinians is rooted in
their shared hatred of Islam. The foundational ideology of these two settler colonial
entities is predicated on the colonial discourse of civilization vs barbarism, cultural
and racial superiority. Like the United States, Israel is a settler colonial project in the
Mideast backed by the collective West. From this perspective, the study concludes
that the shared history and values between the US and Israel allow us to understand
why the United States is consistent in its support for the ongoing war in Gaza.

Introduction

This study explores the role of religion and biblical narratives in
underpinning, fueling and motivating extermination of indigenous peoples in two
settler colonial entities, namely the United States and Israel. People in the West
and Israel (referred to as an outpost of Western imperialism in the Mideast) have
historically stereotyped Islam, its scripture and adherents as inherently violent,
belligerent and warlike, while concealing or disregarding the violent character
of their own religious faiths, holy books and societies in general [1]. Studies
on religious violence and genocide indicate how Christians and Zionists have
systematically referenced the Bible and invoked religious scripture to justify and
carry out their genocidal intent and extermination of their so-called enemies. In
this case, Islam has been increasingly demonized and vilified by Western and
Israeli political establishment, media, intellectuals and academic circles [2].
The bigotry and hatred of Islam and Muslims have deeply permeated Western
societies and Israel, where hatred, constant denigration and scapegoating of Islam
and Muslims have been thoroughly rationalized and normalized. This collective
hostility and hatred of Islam and Muslims in the West are defined by Nathan Lean
as the “Islamophobia Industry” [3]. Not only are Western political, religious,
intellectuals and mainstream media an essential part of this “Islamophobia
Industry” but also are ordinary people who have embraced the Islamophobic
racist ideologies and discourses. Therefore, Islamophobic hysteria is a collective
phenomenon in the West and Israel. In fact, Islamophobia, Orientalism and racism
run deep in Western societies, and hatred of Islam was resurrected by Western
policy makers and intellectuals during the 1990s [4, 5].

Building on Edward Said’s Orientalism, Patrick Wolfe’s logic of elimination
of settler colonialism and Achille Mbembe’s necropolitics, this paper sheds light
on the rationale behind the American support for Israel’s ongoing genocide in
Gaza and its colonial expansionist policy in the Mideast. We argue that the United
States and other Western settler colonial powers lend their unwavering support
for Israel in the light of genocide in Gaza and even since the emergence of this
colonial project due to their shared history, values and principles that rooted in
colonialism, imperialism, ethnocentric, ethnoreligious and racial supremacism as
well as their shared hatred of ‘barbarians’. We also argue that the United States,
Israel and other settler colonial entities are united in their contempt and hatred of
Islam, Muslims and other racialized ethnic and religious groups defined as ‘neo-
barbarians’ [6, 7]. We highlight that the US and other Western countries back
Israel’s atrocities in Gaza and the region because they themselves have colonial
genocidal history, which makes it easy to condone and support a similar settler
colonial genocidal project.

Drawing upon the relevant literature and primary sources we explore
religiously motivated genocide in the United States and Israel, the root causes
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of American support of Israel’s ongoing genocide in Gaza and their shared
history of genocide, colonial expansion and settler colonialism. To gain a
proper understanding of today’s Israel’s genocide in the region and its support
by the United States and other Western powers, we first examine how genocide
of indigenous peoples has been morally and theologically justified throughout
American history. Second, we look into how theological justifications resulted
in the utter decimation and genocide of some indigenous peoples of North
America, specifically we consider genocide of indigenous populations in the pre-
1783 America and recurrent genocide of Native Americans after the US gained
its independence from Britain in 1783. Interrogating the history of American
genocide of indigenous peoples would allow us to understand today’s American
unequivocal support of Israel’s genocidal campaign in Palestine. Finally, we
consider moral and theological justifications of Israel’s genocidal behavior
towards Palestinians, and we establish the shared genocidal history, present and
future between the United States and Israel. We identify striking overlaps between
American genocidal history and current Israel’s genocide, exploring how Israel
has systematically been invoking the same narratives, discourses and theological
scripture to justify its genocidal intent, behavior and actions in Palestine and
beyond.

Description of Materials and Methods

The study is based on the review of relevant literature on the topic, a critical
analysis of historical and religious sources, an analysis of media outlets and
online press. Moreover, the paper employs a comparative historical analysis of
the theological, ideological and historical roots and underpinnings of American
and Israeli genocidal history and their current genocidal onslaught in Gaza. This
study seeks to establish the relationship between biblical genocidal narratives
on the one hand, and on the other, past and current genocidal behavior displayed
by the United States and Israel. Through a critical analysis of pertinent sources
and literature, we have established the rationales behind genocidal worldview,
mindset and behavior exhibited by the US and Isracl. We have also identified
that throughout US history in pre-1783 period and post-1783 era English settlers
and then their successors Americans acted exactly how it was prescribed in the
Bible, constructing themselves as the biblical Israelites and native Americans as
enemies of Christ. This genocidal tribal mindset led to systematic extermination
and genocide of indigenous peoples of North America. Due to their shared history
of genocide and the strict adherence to religious scriptures, today the United
States and Israel are committing genocide against Palestinians. Genocidal history
and mentality, a feeling of superiority and dominating mindset are deeply rooted
patterns in the US and Israel. This in turn explains the reason why it is quite
acceptable for the US to back and facilitate Israel’s ongoing genocide in Gaza.

American scholar Norman Finkelstein draws parallels between the
Palestinian resistance to Israeli Zionist settler colonialism and Nat Turner’s
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uprising against slavery in the antebellum America. In the aftermath of Hamas
attack on October 7, 2023, Norman Finkelstein referred to Nat Turner’s 1831
revolt, emphasizing overlaps between this slave uprising and Hamas attack,
stating that like Black slaves in the United States, Palestinians in Gaza have
been oppressed and forced to reside in a concentration camp [8]. Finkelstein’s
argument is sound and relevant. Yet besides enslavement and oppression of
blacks by whites in America, the US mistreatment, displacement and genocide of
indigenous populations of North America share a myriad of overlaps with Israel’s
policy towards the indigenous people of historic Palestine. Patrick Wolfe’s
logic of elimination highlights the proclivities of colonial settler societies for
the elimination and erasure of the colonized or indigenous populations through
large-scale violence, ethnic cleansing, physical and cultural genocide [9].

In this respect, both the United States and Israel share a common history
of removal, erasure and genocide of indigenous peoples. Building an English
settler society and erecting a Zionist Jewish colonial entity have triggered mass
atrocities, ethnic cleansing and genocide of indigenous populations of North
America and Palestine. To justify their genocidal practices and policies, settler
colonial entities have invoked colonial Orientalist deficient narratives and
discourses, resorting to systematic dehumanization and denigration of indigenous
peoples, their culture and way of life. Constructing deficient social constructs by
European colonizers with respect to the colonized is conceptualized by Edward
W. Said as ‘Orientalism’, in which colonial world is constructed in a binary
Manichean thinking as the struggle between civilization and savagery, modernity
and backwardness, good and evil [10]. From the Orientalist perspective, the
colonizers tend to see the colonized as deficient and inferior creatures who
need to be civilized or exterminated. To subject the colonized to civilization
and modernity, they must first be conquered and brought under the control of
the colonizer. Exogenous invading colonizing entities increasingly racialized
and ‘otherized’ the colonized. According to Achille Mbembe, racism as a social
construct is a key driving force behind necropolitics, which is conceptualized as
the state-sponsored death and a right to kill [11]. Colonialism can be defined as
the use of large-scale state-sponsored violence against racialized and otherized
groups. In this regard, settler colonial societies are a killing machine where the
lives of the colonized are depreciated and cheapened and their further existence
are at the hands of the colonizer.

Leading intellectuals of the so-called Judeo-Christian civilization such as
Bernard Lewis, Samuel Huntington and many others have deliberately promoted
Islamophobia and neo-Orientalism, fueling further belligerency and hostility of
the United States and other Western powers towards Islam and Muslims [12,
13, 14, 15]. In the United States and other Western countries white Christian
extremists and fanatics have been backing and cheering Israel’s ongoing genocide
in Gaza. It is a well-documented fact that white Christians ardently support
genocide of Palestinians in Gaza by Israel. Evangelicals, who are also known
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as Christian Zionists, consider their backing of Israel as a religious obligation
that would purportedly facilitate the realization of apocalyptic prophecies and
portend the second coming of Christ. In Joseph Massad’s view, a prominent
American scholar, Israel’s ongoing genocide in Gaza is in fact a Western war on
the Palestinian people because mass destruction of Gaza and wholesale genocide
of'its inhabitants are not being waged by the Zionist regime alone. Echoing Joseph
Massad, Mark Lewis Taylor highlights that Israel’s genocide in Gaza is entirely
backed by the United States and thereby he refers to this genocide as US-backed.
Joseph Massad also calls attention to how Israel, the United States and
other Western nations share the same values, notably shared history of settler
colonialism, racism, imperialism, white supremacy and genocide. Antony
Loewenstein argues that white Christian supremacists admire and cheer Israel
not because they love Israel, their admiration and affiliation with the Zionist
regime are linked to the very fact that Israel is creating a Jewish supremacist
state. Israel is admired so much by white ethnonationalists because their dream
is to create a racially pure Christian ethnonationalist white state. In response,
Jewish supremacists tend to reciprocate by closely allying themselves with white
Christian supremacists, emphasizing that Jews and white Christian supremacists
have shared values. In this regard, Loewenstein indicate that the elements of these
shared values are “a hatred of Muslims, a hatred of Islam as a whole, a hatred of
multiculturalism, a belief of ethnonationalism... in case of Europeans it would
be a white Christian ethnonationalist state and in Israel it is a Jewish nationalist
state. And Israel is building a loose global coalition of those kinds of entities...
This is because Israel is looking for ideological support for its occupation of
Palestine” [1]. In Loewenstein’s view, white Christian supremacists also admire
Israel due to its mistreatment and genocide of Palestinians. It is also because for
many centuries European Christians have frequently referenced their holy book
and invoked the Amalekite language to justify and set in motion extermination
and genocide of native Americans and other non-European peoples around the
globe. Like white Christian supremacists, Jewish supremacists have often invoked
religious scriptures to carry out genocide against Palestinians and other people.

Results and Discussion

The roots of the Palestinian issue and American-Israeli alliance

Tuastad indicates that hegemonic powers, such as Israel, tend to produce
enemy imaginaries to legitimize and justify their colonial and imperial oppressive
policies and practices over the colonized and oppressed [6, p. 591]. Even though
such hegemonic powers do produce violence and terror, they tend to place the
blame upon the colonized and oppressed, arguing that their alleged ‘violence’
and ‘terror’ are embedded in their culture [6, p. 591]. Basically, hegemonic
powers posit that resistance of the oppressed to the colonial projects is in fact the
manifestation of terror culture. Moreover, hegemonic powers tend to view the
colonized and oppressed through the lens of neo-barbarian and neo-Orientalist
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prisms. This is especially reflected in Israel’s settler colonial and oppressive
regime in the occupied Palestinian territories [6, p. 591].

The genocidal attitude and policy towards indigenous populations are
shared by Euro-American and Zionist settler colonies, constituting their shared
history. Since Euro-American colonial empires and settler colonies were built
upon the destruction, erasure and genocide of the colonized, today it is morally
acceptable for the United States and other Western powers to prop up the Zionist
Israeli settler entity and its genocidal actions in the region. Despite the Israeli
regime has been systematically erasing the Palestinian society, people and their
self-determination, completely replacing them with invading Zionist settlers,
the United States and other Western powers who purportedly cherish freedom,
liberty, human rights and rule of law, explicitly exhibiting genocidal behavior,
fully disregarding and violating their own principles and values. This is because
the United States has never been the bastion of human rights as they claim to be,
and they have consistently used it as a tool in both domestic and international
policy. Quite the contrary, as a nation state, the US is an outcome of the erasure
and genocide of indigenous peoples of North America and enslavement of black
populations throughout its history. In this regard, the United States is a genocidal
empire for whom the lives of Muslims and other people of color have no value.
American genocidal thinking and behavior are rooted in religion, namely
Christianity. Invoking Christianity and its scriptures, America pre-1783 period
and after that have committed horrendous crimes against humanity, decimating
indigenous peoples of North America. The United States has been created and
built at the expense of indigenous peoples, who have been erased and reduced to
a tiny minority, successfully being replaced by invading and colonizing English
and other Europeans. In historic Palestine, we observe the same patterns. Like
the United States, Israel with the help of other genocidal regimes of the West is
decimating Palestinian society and people, gradually instilling a settler entity and
population in lieu of Palestine [2].

The question is what exactly justifies these genocidal history and mentality
that resulted in the erasure of indigenous peoples? Studies on religiously motivated
genocides in history highlight that European and Zionists settler colonialists
have drawn from their religion and scriptures to justify and implement genocidal
campaigns against their enemies. In this regard, religion is the key source of
genocidal thinking, mentality and behavior. An analysis of relevant literature
shows that in accordance with Puritanism and Judaism, English colonists and
Jews are considered to be God’s chosen people. Moreover, they have developed
a sense of racial, cultural and ethnic superiority by deriving from their religion.
Both Christianity and Judaism are considered a superior religion and thereby their
adherents are regarded as civilized and advanced. Religion lies at the foundation
of both American and Zionists national myths, narratives, discourses and identity.
In fact, intellectually and ideologically the United States and Israel was founded
by early English settlers in North America and early Zionist leaders who portrayed
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themselves as a “God’s chosen people” and the lands under indigenous control as
“God’s promised land”, which later perfected and evolved into a myth of America
as a “God’s chosen nation” and Americans as a “God’s chosen people”, the idea
of American exceptionalism and American providentialism [3]. Founding myths
of America hold that early English settlers in North America, especially the
Puritans believed in divine intervention, assuming that God intervened in their
lives to guide them and assigned a special role for the Puritans. Drawing on the
Old Testament, early English settlers in North America forged myths of their
chosenness and their identification with ancient Israel and the Hebrews in the
Hebrew Bible. Invoking biblical narratives of exceptionalism and chosenness,
early English settlers and later the Zionists constructed ethnoreligious myths of
their providential origins, who were destined by God to take possession of the
“promised land” and carry out the mission to remake the world in their image.

American support of Israel

Since its inception the settler Zionist state with the blessing and backing
of the US and other Western nations has subjected indigenous population of
historic Palestine to cruel treatment, racist apartheid and military occupation
regime, perpetual displacement and extermination. The final goal of the Zionist
regime to get rid of the indigenous Palestinians either through ethnic cleansing or
genocide, fully denying their distinct Palestinian identity, historicity, their right to
self-determination and statehood. In the Bible, the Israelites were commanded by
God to treat the Canaanites, the Amalekites and other non-Hebrew nations with
the utmost barbarity and cruelty, unleashing terror upon non-Hebrews, utterly
decimating their society and slaughtering men, women, children and whoever
breathed. Since its creation in 1948, the Zionist entity has embarked upon the
path of the systematic de-Palestinization and de-Arabization of historic Palestine
and simultaneously Hebraizing the land through mass immigration of Jews from
Europe and other parts of the globe to Palestine. Nur Masalha claims that de-
Arabization of Palestine and building a Jewish majority nation state have been the
dream of the Zionists. Since its advent, the Zionist regime has systematically been
realizing this policy through forced removals, ethnic cleansing and extermination
of indigenous Palestinians. In 1948, the year of the establishment of the Jewish
state, Jewish militias carried out ethnic cleansing campaigns against indigenous
Palestinians, violently expelling 750,000 people, which constituted more than
80 percent of the indigenous residents of historic Palestine [4]. The discourse of
population transfer, in other words ethnic cleansing and genocide of Palestinians
are rooted in the Zionist ideology.

All settler colonial entities tend to share many commonalities, yet Zionist
settler colonialism is intended to build a racially self-segregated society, which
rejects any idea of coexistence and assimilation of indigenous peoples. The
United States as a settler entity has behaved pretty much in a similar fashion.
Yet the US has been erected as a racially hierarchical society where the white
Christian core dominates, while people of color, including indigenous peoples
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have been reduced to a highly marginalized and minoritized racial group [16].
Oren Yiftachel argues that Israel has been erected as an ethnocratic society while
maintaining its democratic fagade. The ethnocratic character of Israel manifests
in the strategy of the Zionist regime to Judaize and Hebraize Palestine that
indigenous Palestinians perceive as their ancestral homeland and thereby have
been resisting this Judaization dynamic. In the aftermath of the Hamas attack on
October 7, 2023, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu stated that Hamas
and Palestinians are forces of barbarism and darkness. Invoking a religious
colonial discourse of civilization and barbarism, good and evil, Netanyahu
has called on the so-called civilized world to fight these forces of barbarism.
Afterwards in his speech, Netanyahu associated the Palestinians with the biblical
nation of Amalekites [17].

Identifying the Palestinians and other enemies of the Zionist regime with
the Old Testament Amalekites and Canaanites is not limited to the current prime
minister of Israel. Zionists and Jewish extremists have consistently associated
the Palestinians with the biblical foes of the ancient Israelites. Nur Masalha
calls attention to how the Jewish fundamentalists and right-wing ethnoreligious
ultranationalists have invoked the biblical narratives of the Israelites’ destruction
and subjugation of the Amalekites, the Canaanites and other non-Hebrew nations
in the Old Testament. A dangerous idea of exterminating the Amalekites of today,
notably the Palestinians, has become the dominant discourse in Zionist religious
thinking. Thus, by establishing ‘death-worlds’, the Zionist regime has created a
form of necropower through colonial occupation of historic Palestine [18].

On October 28, 2023, in his statement Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu referred to Amalek or the Amalekites, an ancient biblical nation of
Canaan (in the ancient Mideast), stating that ““You must remember what Amalek
did to you” [9, 10]. Invoking the Jewish religious scripture, Netanyahu seems to
have likened the Hamas and all Palestinians to the Amalekites, an enemy of the
biblical Israelites, implying that the Hamas and residents of Gaza are modern
day Amalekites and thereby Israel ought to treat them as the biblical Israelites
treated their enemies by wiping them out. Media outlets, human rights defenders
and experts around the world reacted to Netanyahu’s incendiary vicious rhetoric
and genocidal language as a clear manifestation of genocidal intent to decimate
Gaza and exterminate Palestinians [19]. In the Hebrew Bible, God commands
the Israelites to treat the Amalekites as their mortal enemy and seek their total
extermination. Netanyahu referred to the biblical scripture, namely 1 Samuel
15:3, in which God commands Saul, the king of the Israelites, to “go and smite
Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and spare them not; but slay both
man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass” [20]. Like
God in the Old Testament, Benjamin Netanyahu seems to have explicitly called
for genocide of Palestinians, considering Israel’s invasion of Gaza to be a “holy
mission” and annihilation of the residents of Gaza as justifiable.

In Hamza Andreas Tzortzis’s view, a British religious scholar, Netanyahu’s
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reference to Amalek is genocidal, which clearly shows that the Zionists harbor
genocidal intention. Orly draws attention to how Netanyahu’s Amalek reference
is pervasive among Zionists, who continue the tradition of invoking religious
scriptures and deploying Amalek language to justify their genocidal actions
in Gaza and other Palestinian areas. Juan Cole argues that by referencing the
Bible, Netanyahu declared a holy war of annihilation on innocent civilians in
Gaza. According to Cole, Netanyahu’s reference to Bible’s instructions about the
Amalekites is not accidental; rather it is his favorite trope, which he often invokes
when stressing Israel’s alleged hostile environment and existential threat. Besides
the Palestinians, Iran has been referred to as Amalek by Netanyahu and other
Zionists. A Jewish scholar Arnon Soffer wrote in the Jerusalem Post in 2004 that
“if we want to remain alive, we have to kill and kill and kill. All day, every day...
If we don’t kill, we will cease to exist” [20]. Referring to Palestinians as animals,
Soffer suggested that the survival of Israel as a Jewish Zionist state depends on
constant killing of indigenous people of historic Palestine. Policies and practices
of abuse, oppression, dehumanization, displacement and extermination have
been rationalized and normalized in both the US and Israel premised upon their
invincibility, chosenness, benevolence and exceptionalism.

Conclusion

Drawing upon the relevant literature and historical sources, using the key
concepts of Orientalism, the logic of elimination, necropower and historical
methods, we have investigated the American-Israel alliance in the light of war
in the Gaza Strip, shedding light on the root causes of American support of
ongoing Israel’s onslaught in Gaza. In the minds of Americans and Israelis, the
Palestinians and in general Arabs and Muslims are constructed as a backward,
primitive and violent group. This type of social construct is defined by Tuastad
as neo-barbarism and neo-Orientalist imaginaries. We have also explored
religiously motivated genocides of indigenous peoples in North America and
historic Palestine, establishing the shared history and commonalities of two
settler colonial entities. We have selected North America and historic Palestine
as settler colonial contexts to understand the theological and historical roots
of American and Zionist settler colonialism, their shared history of genocide
and ethnic cleansing of indigenous peoples of the lands upon which they have
erected their ethnocratic and theocratic regimes. Our study has demonstrated that
first English settlers in North America extensively drew on the Old Testament,
developing close spiritual affiliations with the biblical Israelites. Appropriating
the concept of God’s chosen people and mimicking the biblical Israelites, the
English in North America weaponized religious scripture and Christianity to build
a white racialized Christian empire in the continent at the expense of indigenous
peoples. Associating themselves with the biblical Israelites and at the same
time likening indigenous peoples to the Canaanites, the Amalekites and other
non-Hebrew nations, the English constructed North America as the ‘promised
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land’ by God. Under the made-up religious ideology and narratives, English
settlers and then Euro-Americans systematically wiped native Americans out
to make way for settlers and a settler empire. We have also ascertained that
those nationalist ideologies and myths of the United States came into being not
after the US became independent in 1783, rather the foundations of American
ethnoreligious nationalism and exceptionalism were laid in the pre-1783 era
by English settlers. A deep religious and spiritual sense of kinship with the
biblical Israelites encourages the United States to gravitate towards Israel and
provide an unwavering commitment to the Zionist cause and support for the
Jewish state. It seems nothing can override a deep American affection and
commitment to the Zionist regime. In this regard, the United States seems to be
always willing to sacrifice its global commitment to democracy, human rights
and other liberal values. Although both the United States and Israel have long
portrayed themselves as the bastion of democracy or the only democracy in the
Mideast, their history of mistreatment and genocide against indigenous peoples
of North America and Palestine demonstrate that such claims are not in line
with the reality.

If the Hebrew Bible and the ancient Israelites inspired English settlers
and their descendants in building a settler empire in North America through
depopulating of the continent of its native inhabitants, the Zionists have drawn
inspiration from American history of native American genocide and the practices
and strategies of getting the ‘promised land’ of its indigenous populations.
English settlers in North America and their heirs Americans by mimicking the
ancient Israelites in the Old Testament applied biblical genocidal narratives
to de-indigenize the continent and establish white Christian dominated settler
body. Like English settlers and Euro-Americans, Jews who created the Zionist
state of Israel have extended the Canaanites and the Amalekites narrative in
the Old Testament to the Palestinians to depopulate historic Palestine of its
indigenous inhabitants to make room for Jewish settlers and a Zionist entity.
De-Palestinization and the erasure of historic Palestine have been an ongoing
process since the advent of the state of Israel. Yet it has not yet reached its
final stage. Thus, these two settler colonial juggernauts are in fact twins and
kins united by the desire and efforts to erect their settler empires at the expense
of indigenous nations, notably the rightful owners of these lands. Moreover,
Christian Zionists in the United States such Christians United for Israel are
convinced that supporting and helping Israel would facilitate and bring about
the second coming of Christ and Armageddon. Besides religious and spiritual
kinship, Israel and the US are united by their civilizational, cultural and racial
affiliation. Finally, Israel is perceived in the world as the American strategic
outpost in the Middle East that serves imperial policy of the US in the region.

Abstract. Kazakhstan’s cultural diplomacy is examined as a tool for
strengthening national identity in a multiethnic society. The study analyzes how
cultural diplomacy, a form of soft power based on the exchange and promotion
of cultural assets, can reinforce identity markers such as language, heritage,
and shared values. A comparative case study design draws on secondary data
from South Korea, Japan, and the United Kingdom to identify practices that are
transferable to Kazakhstan. We combine qualitative analysis of policy documents,
cultural exchange programs, and soft power indices with quantitative indicators
such as Global Soft Power Index scores and cultural institute networks. The
cases show that cultural diplomacy projects heritage abroad and nurtures pride
at home. South Korea’s Hallyu, including K pop, film, and cuisine, has elevated
national image and civic pride. Japan’s Cool Japan strategy uses popular culture
and traditional arts to build international appeal and domestic identity. The
United Kingdom maintains influence through the British Council and the BBC,
which promote English language and national culture. Kazakhstan can promote
a diverse identity through cultural centers abroad, diaspora engagement, and a
cohesive cultural brand. The findings propose a framework for using cultural
diplomacy to reinforce inclusive identity and reduce interethnic tensions.

Introduction

Cultural diplomacy is a type of soft power that involves the exchange and
promotion of cultural ideas, values, and practices across borders to foster mutual
understanding [1]. In essence, “cultural diplomacy reveals the soul of a nation”
[2], allowing countries to influence others through attraction rather than coercion.
As a component of public diplomacy, cultural diplomacy is deliberately used by
states to project their national culture and ideals abroad, building international
goodwill that can support foreign policy goals [3]. According to Pajtinka (2014),
it is “the specific part of cultural policy that is aimed at foreign countries” [4].
Such efforts range from language and education programs to arts exchanges and
heritage promotion.

For newly independent states like Kazakhstan, cultural diplomacy holds
particular significance in the post-Soviet nation-building process. Since gaining
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independence in 1991, Kazakhstan has sought to forge a cohesive national
identity that unites its diverse population of Kazakhs, Russians, and over
100 other ethnic groups. The country’s first President Nursultan Nazarbayev
emphasized the need to shape a new national identity rooted in shared history
and culture [5]. Initiatives such as the “Rukhani Zhangyru” (Spiritual Revival)
program launched in 2017 explicitly aimed to modernize Kazakhstan’s identity
through cultural renewal. This included projects to promote “Modern Kazakh
Culture in the Global World,” which translates contemporary Kazakh literature,
art, and music into major languages and shares them internationally [6]. By
communicating Kazakhstan’s cultural achievements to the world, the program
seeks to strengthen citizens’ pride in their heritage while shaping an image of
Kazakhstan as a culturally rich, modern nation.

However, the challenges are significant. Kazakhstan’s society i1s multiethnic
and multilingual; forging a unified identity requires embracing this diversity
without eroding the titular Kazakh culture. Cultural diplomacy offers a peaceful
means to highlight and celebrate the nation’s cultural mosaic on the world
stage. By projecting symbols like the Kazakh language, nomadic heritage, and
traditions of ethnic harmony, Kazakhstan can define markers of national identity
both externally and internally. Moreover, successful cultural diplomacy can help
address interethnic and intercultural issues at home by promoting an overarching
national narrative that all groups can identify with. For example, showcasing
the heritage of various ethnic communities abroad (through cultural festivals or
exhibitions) may in turn validate those communities’ place within Kazakhstan,
reducing feelings of marginalization [7].

Globally, many countries have deployed cultural diplomacy to bolster
national identity and international standing. South Korea transformed itself from
a war-torn nation to a cultural powerhouse in part by exporting its pop culture — the
Korean Wave or “Hallyu” — which not only improved South Korea’s international
image but also reinforced a confident national identity at home [8]. Japan’s
government launched the “Cool Japan” initiative to capitalize on the popularity
of anime, manga, cuisine, and design, thereby reshaping global perceptions of
Japan and instilling domestic pride in Japanese culture [7]. The United Kingdom
has long invested in cultural institutions (e.g. the British Council, BBC World
Service, British museums) to project British culture worldwide, a practice that
has sustained the UK’s influence and strengthened Britons’ sense of cultural
leadership. These cases illustrate how deliberate cultural outreach can become
a feedback loop: enhancing a country’s reputation abroad while invigorating
national identity internally.

In this context, our research examines the role of cultural diplomacy in
strengthening Kazakhstan’s national identity. The primary questions are: (1) How
and to what extent can Kazakhstan's cultural diplomacy initiatives reinforce
markers of national identity? (2) What mechanisms and tools of cultural
diplomacy have proven effective in addressing interethnic and cultural cohesion
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in other multiethnic societies, and how can Kazakhstan adapt these practices?
(3) Which aspects of national identity (e.g. language, heritage, arts) are most
amenable to promotion through cultural diplomacy, and what impact could
this have on social unity? By investigating these questions, we aim to identify
strategic cultural diplomacy approaches that align with Kazakhstan’s unique
cultural landscape and nation-building goals.

In the sections that follow, we first review the methodological approach,
including the selection of case studies (South Korea, Japan, UK) and the data
sources used. We then present results from the comparative analysis, highlighting
key cultural diplomacy instruments and their outcomes in each case. Finally,
we discuss the implications for Kazakhstan, proposing how specific tools (such
as cultural centers, international cultural festivals, educational exchanges, and
global branding of cultural heritage) can be leveraged to strengthen national
identity and interethnic harmony. The conclusion summarizes the findings and
offers recommendations for policymakers in cultural and foreign affairs domains.

Description of Materials and Methods

Data Collection

Multiple sources of data were gathered for each case:

(a) Policy and program documents — e.g. South Korean government
white papers on the Korean Wave, Japan’s “Cool Japan™ policy documents, UK
strategic reviews of the British Council — to understand official cultural diplomacy
strategies and objectives;

(b) Institutional data — such as the number and reach of cultural centers or
institutes each country operates abroad, budgets allocated to cultural diplomacy,
and cultural exchange program statistics;

(c) Soft power indices and surveys — notably the Brand Finance Global
Soft Power Index and other global opinion surveys, to quantify outcomes (in
terms of international reputation and influence) that might correlate with cultural
diplomacy efforts;

(d) Scholarly and media analyses — academic articles, think-tank reports,
and news features evaluating the impact of cultural diplomacy on national image
and identity (for example, analyses of how Korean pop culture increased national
pride, or how British cultural outreach has shaped perceptions post-Brexit).

All data were drawn from publicly available sources in English (or
translated into

Analysis Method

We employed a comparative analysis framework. First, we conducted a
within-case analysis for each country to catalog its main cultural diplomacy
instruments and any documented links to national identity. For instance, in the
South Korean case, we noted government initiatives like the Korea Foundation’s
cultural centers and the Korean Culture and Information Service (KOCIS)
programs, Hallyu promotion policies, and measures of domestic pride in Korean
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culture. In the Japanese case, we reviewed the role of the Japan Foundation,
the “Cool Japan” Fund, and other nation-branding campaigns, alongside their
reception domestically. For the UK, we examined institutions (British Council,
BBC), major cultural campaigns (such as “Britain is GREAT”), and the role of
cultural diversity in UK’s public diplomacy. Next, we performed a cross-case
comparative analysis, constructing tables and thematic matrices to identify
common tools (e.g. cultural institutes, international broadcasting, educational
exchanges, global cultural events) and outcomes. We specifically looked
for evidence of national identity markers being promoted and whether such
promotion correlated with improved international rankings or domestic pride.

Quantitative data were used where possible to complement qualitative
findings. For example, we compiled each country’s ranking and score in the Brand
Finance Global Soft Power Index 2025, and the extent of their cultural diplomacy
networks (number of cultural centers abroad, etc.), to create a comparative table
(see Results, Table 1) [8]. Simple statistical comparisons (rank differences,
budget percentages) were made to contextualize Kazakhstan’s standing relative
to the case studies.

All analyses were documented to ensure reproducibility. The sources of
data for tables and figures are indicated, and the methodology of selecting those
data (e.g. using the latest available index scores as of 2024/2025) is described. As
this study relies on published data, issues of equipment or material provenance
do not apply; however, we ensured to cite the origin of any specific dataset (for
instance, Brand Finance index results). We also cross-verified critical data points
across multiple sources when available (for example, confirming the number of
South Korean cultural centers abroad via both government releases and secondary
literature) to enhance reliability.

Limitations

It is acknowledged that establishing a causal link between cultural
diplomacy and strengthened national identity can be challenging. We mitigated
this by focusing on concrete markers (like the inclusion of cultural themes in
national rhetoric, changes in public opinion surveys about national pride, etc.).
Despite this limitation, the chosen method provides a structured way to leverage
existing knowledge for actionable recommendations. By triangulating qualitative
narratives with quantitative indicators, the study maintains a balanced analytical
perspective. The comparative design, in particular, ensures that recommendations
for Kazakhstan are grounded in proven practices elsewhere, adjusted for local
context as discussed in later sections.

Results

The analysis reveals several common instruments of cultural diplomacy
across the case study countries, and evidence that these instruments have
contributed to both international image and internal national identity. Table 1
summarizes key comparative indicators of cultural diplomacy reach and soft
power outcomes for the UK, Japan, South Korea, and Kazakhstan.

As Table 1 indicates, the UK, Japan, and South Korea all maintain
extensive networks of cultural institutes abroad, supported at the government
or semi-government level, which serve as hubs for disseminating culture and
language. The British Council operates in over 100 countries and is a cornerstone
of the UK’s cultural diplomacy, arranging everything from English classes to
arts collaborations. Japan’s Japan Foundation, with offices on every continent,
similarly funds language education (e.g. Japanese Language Proficiency Test)
and cultural events to enhance Japan’s appeal. South Korea, despite a smaller
size, rapidly expanded its global cultural reach by establishing dozens of Korean
Cultural Centers worldwide since 2009. These centers host exhibitions, film
screenings, K-pop concerts, and language classes, cultivating an international
fan base for Korean culture. In comparison, Kazakhstan’s dedicated cultural
diplomacy infrastructure is nascent — as of 2025, Kazakhstan has opened cultural
centers in a handful of countries (with plans for more, such as a large new center
in Beijing). Many of these are recent initiatives, often named after the poet
Abai Qunanbaiuly (e.g. Abai Center in Washington, DC) and focus on language
courses and cultural showcases.
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Despite differences in global reach, the United Kingdom, Japan, South
Korea, and Kazakhstan all use cultural diplomacy to foreground distinct
identity markers. Language and education are central. The United Kingdom
benefits from the global role of English, and British Council programs promote
language learning while transmitting cultural references that reinforce a sense
of Britishness. Japan and South Korea have expanded networks of language
institutes through the Japan Foundation and King Sejong Institutes. By 2022 the
latter counted nearly one thousand three hundred branches as global interest in
Korean language rose alongside K pop. Kazakhstan likewise treats language as a
core sign of identity. Abai Centers teach Kazakh language and culture in foreign
universities, for example at Belarusian National Technical University in Minsk.
The transition from Cyrillic to a Latin script under the Rukhani Zhangyru agenda
is presented as a step toward international accessibility and standardization.
Outreach to diaspora communities through language programs elevates the status
of Kazakh as a unifying national marker [9].

Arts, music, and popular culture function as mobile ambassadors. South
Korea explicitly branded the Korean Wave as a soft power asset and supported
the international circulation of idol music, television dramas, and film. Successes
such as the global fame of BTS and the Academy Award for Parasite increased
foreign familiarity with Korean history and values and raised domestic pride.
Japan’s exports of animation, video games, and fashion are supported by the Cool
Japan Fund launched in 2013 with substantial capital for overseas promotion.
This strategy projects an image of creativity and innovation while at home
encouraging a synthesis of tradition and modern culture. The United Kingdom
relies on established strengths in theater, music, and sport. Institutions such as
the BBC and the British Council sustain touring programs that communicate a
narrative of cultural excellence. Kazakhstan has intensified cultural programming
abroad. In 2024 it presented a national pavilion at the Venice Art Biennale for the
first time and mounted the exhibition Kazakhstan Treasures of the Great Steppe
in Paris. These initiatives validated nomadic heritage in international forums and
reinforced citizen pride in a distinctive cultural lineage [10].

Heritage and traditions provide durable content for exchange. Japan
highlights practices such as the tea ceremony, martial arts, and Zen aesthetics in
museums and cultural weeks. South Korea promotes cuisine, traditional dress,
and royal history in tourism and festivals. The United Kingdom references
canonical figures and national institutions as recognizable symbols. Kazakhstan
now foregrounds nomadic life, dombra music, eagle hunting, yurt craftsmanship,
and the spring festival of Nauryz. The inscription of the art of dombra kui on the
UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage list preserves a key tradition and supplies
a credible reference point for presentations abroad. International recognition
raises the visibility of these practices and affirms their value at home [11].

Values and identity narratives travel through these channels. The United

Kingdom communicates democracy, fairness, and multicultural inclusion. Japan
projects harmony and resilience and often links cultural outreach to sustainability
goals. South Korea’s creative industries voice themes of youth empowerment
and social reflection, which align with a forward-looking national narrative.
Kazakhstan emphasizes unity in diversity and a bridging role between East and
West, supported domestically by the Assembly of People of Kazakhstan. Cultural
events abroad deliberately include performers from many of the country’s ethnic
communities and exhibits that acknowledge their contributions to national
history. The Kazakh Cultural Center in London exemplifies this dual mandate.
It introduces local audiences to Kazakh arts while helping new generations of
Kazakhstanis maintain contact with their roots as they integrate into a global
environment. This approach strengthens identity outwardly through attraction
and inwardly through inclusion, which is essential for a cohesive multiethnic
society.

South Korea: the “Hallyu” model and national identity

South Korea’s cultural diplomacy over the past two decades offers a vivid
example of identity-building through soft power. Following the 1997 Asian
financial crisis, South Korea’s government pivoted to culture as a new engine for
growth and global influence. President Kim Dae-jung’s administration famously
increased the cultural budget nearly six-fold (from $14 million in 1998 to $84
million by 2001) to support the content industry. This investment, coupled with
policies like the Basic Law for Promotion of Cultural Industries (1999), laid the
groundwork for what is now termed the Korean Wave or Hallyu. The Korean
Wave encompasses K-pop music, television dramas, cinema, fashion, and cuisine
—a comprehensive cultural branding of South Korea [12].

By the 2010s, Hallyu became a central pillar of South Korea’s public
diplomacy. The state established and expanded networks such as the Korean
Cultural Centers (KCC) abroad — reaching 37 centers in 30 countries by 2024 — to
provide venues for Korean language classes, K-pop fan events, K-film screenings,
and K-food tasting. These centers work in tandem with South Korean embassies
and agencies like KOCIS to ensure a coordinated cultural message. One striking
outcome is that global familiarity with Korean culture skyrocketed; for example,
the share of Americans who reported being unfamiliar with Korea dropped from
13% in 2001 to just 2% by 2018. In parallel, international favorability towards
South Korea climbed —a Gallup poll recorded 77% of Americans having a positive
view of South Korea in 2018, reflecting a dramatic improvement in the nation’s
image. We created a bar chart (Figure 1) illustrating the Soft Power Index scores
of the four countries, to visualize the gap and room for growth for Kazakhstan.

South Korea’s rise (60.2/100) in global soft power is attributed in large part
to Hallyu’s cultural appeal, whereas Kazakhstan (score 36/100) lags significantly,
indicating substantial room to grow its cultural influence.

Critically, this global success feeds back into national identity. Korean
commentators often credit Hallyu with boosting young Koreans’ sense of cultural
pride and global confidence. The government explicitly links these efforts with nation-
building; President Moon Jae-in even appointed members of K-pop group BTS as
special envoys for public diplomacy in 2021, symbolically merging pop culture
stardom with the national interest. Domestically, the elevation of traditional Korean
culture alongside pop culture (e.g. incorporating folklore in blockbuster K-dramas, or
global popularity of Korean cuisine like kimchi) has reinforced public appreciation
for Korea’s heritage. This is important in a once-colonized nation where asserting a
unique identity was historically challenged — seeing global audiences celebrate aspects
of Korean identity (language, fashion, etc.) validates and strengthens Koreans” own
attachment to those identity markers [11].

Another aspect is South Korea’s multiethnic awareness. Traditionally a
homogenous society, South Korea is slowly acknowledging its growing diversity
(with immigrant communities, ethnic Koreans abroad, etc.). Hallyu has sometimes
been used to promote a vision of Korea as a dynamic, inclusive society — for
instance, K-pop groups are praised for members who speak multiple languages
and engage with international social causes, projecting an image of a “global
Korea”. The Diplomatic White Paper of 2010 even described South Korea’s
national identity as “future-oriented, multicultural and visionary”. Such framing
shows an intent to address internal social issues (like youth cultural needs or
multiethnic acceptance) through an external cultural narrative. While challenges
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remain (e.g. treatment of migrant workers, ethnic minorities in Korea), cultural
diplomacy has opened space for re-imagining South Korean identity beyond
ethnic purity, toward a more universal cultural brand that citizens can rally behind.

In summary, South Korea’s case demonstrates: (a) strong state support
for cultural industries can yield significant soft power gains; (b) global cultural
success can enhance citizens’ national pride; (c) cultural diplomacy can evolve
national identity narratives (e.g. from insular to global-minded). For Kazakhstan,
lessons include the importance of investing in cultural sectors (film, music, art)
and facilitating public-private partnerships to internationalize cultural content.
Kazakhstan might not replicate K-pop, but it can identify niches of cultural appeal
— for instance, nomadic sports, Turkic folklore, or contemporary Eurasian art —
and package them for global audiences, thereby boosting its soft power while
instilling pride in Kazakhstani people about their unique cultural contributions.

Japan: Nation Branding through “Cool Japan’ and Heritage

Japan’s cultural diplomacy has long been characterized by a blend
of traditional culture promotion and savvy nation branding of pop culture.
The post-World War II era saw Japan engage in cultural diplomacy as a form
of peaceful outreach, given its constitutional renunciation of military force.
Institutions like the Japan Foundation (established 1972) have spearheaded these
efforts, organizing Japanese language education in 142 countries and cultural
exchanges (from tea ceremony demonstrations to martial arts workshops). By
the 1980s—1990s, Japanese pop culture began to gain a global cult following (e.g.
animation films from Studio Ghibli, video games like Nintendo’s franchises).
Recognizing this, the Japanese government initiated the “Cool Japan™ strategy in
the 2000s to deliberately leverage contemporary cultural products as soft power.
Officially launched in 2013, Cool Japan dedicated substantial funds (¥50 billion,
approximately $500 million over 20 years) to promote anime, manga, fashion,
design, and cuisine overseas. This included financing international anime fairs,
supporting Japanese designers in global shows, and opening cultural showcase
stores and restaurants abroad. The aim was to “instill a fondness for Japanese
culture” globally and enhance Japan’s national brand [12].

The results have been notable in shaping perceptions: Japan consistently
ranks extremely high in global reputation measures — in 2025, it was 2nd in
the world for overall reputation, reflecting global admiration for its culture,
governance, and contributions. In terms of soft power, Japan has maintained a
top-five position worldwide (4th in 2025). Crucially, the Japanese government
and scholars believe that cultural diplomacy has helped fortify Japan's national
identity in a changing global landscape. One research work argued that through
initiatives like Cool Japan, Japan not only improved its international image but
also “achieves national cohesion” and significant economic benefits. This points
to a synergy between external and internal identity: as Japan projects an image of a
cool, innovative, yet culturally rich nation, it reinforces domestically the idea that
being Japanese means belonging to a culture that the world finds attractive. For a
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society that has faced an identity crisis in the past (post-war occupation, then the
“Lost Decade” economic stagnation in the 1990s), this boost is psychologically
important [13].

Japan’s cultural diplomacy toolbox also heavily features heritage diplomacy.
The country has 25 UNESCO World Heritage Sites and often organizes
global tours of Japanese art (from samurai armor exhibits to contemporary
art installations). By sharing heritage, Japan reinforces a narrative of being an
ancient, sophisticated civilization. Domestically, celebrating this heritage as
appreciated abroad can heighten citizens’ pride in their history and traditions. For
instance, when Japanese cuisine (Washoku) was added to UNESCQ’s Intangible
Cultural Heritage list, it spurred a revival of interest among Japanese youth in
traditional food culture, partly because it was seen as globally valued. Similarly,
the government’s sponsorship of international tea ceremony conventions or Zen
meditation workshops not only serves foreign interest but reminds Japanese of
the uniqueness of their cultural practices [14].

An interesting facet is how Japan’s identity narrative has been managed.
After WWII, Japan embraced a pacifist, economic-focused identity. Cultural
diplomacy in the late 20th century often highlighted Japan as a peaceful, tech-
driven country (think of the popularity of Japanese electronics alongside cultural
icons like Hello Kitty). In recent years, with geopolitical shifts, Japan uses
cultural outreach to maintain a friendly image even as it becomes more assertive
diplomatically. The emphasis on pop culture and youth trends in Cool Japan was
partly to address a demographic concern — to ensure younger generations remain
connected to national culture in an era of globalization. By making traditional
culture “cool” and blending it with modern pop elements, Japan aimed to keep
its youth engaged with national identity. This has parallels to Kazakhstan’s
situation: how to modernize national identity for a new generation. Japan’s
example suggests that investing in creative industries and merging old and new
can rejuvenate patriotism.

ForKazakhstan, applicable strategies from Japaninclude creating adedicated
cultural diplomacy fund or agency that supports cultural industries (perhaps a
“Cool Kazakh” initiative focusing on film, music, fashion with national motifs).
Emulating the Japan Foundation model, Kazakhstan could expand its Kazakh
cultural centers network and systematically offer Kazakh language and culture
classes to foreigners — this both raises Kazakhstan’s profile and solidifies the
central place of the Kazakh language in national identity. Additionally, branding
elements of nomadic and Turkic culture in a modern, “trendy” way (analogous
to how Japan branded anime) could attract global youth interest. For instance,
Kazakhstan might promote its nomadic games (like kokpar, a horseback sport)
internationally with a modern twist, or push Kazakh contemporary music that
fuses traditional instruments with modern genres. The key lesson is strategic
packaging and government support: Japan showed that cultural diplomacy can
be a national project with economic, political, and identity dividends.
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United Kingdom: institutional cultural diplomacy and identity projection

The United Kingdom has a long history of cultural diplomacy, often
intertwined with its colonial and post-colonial legacy. The British Council,
founded in 1934, is one of the earliest examples of an organized cultural diplomacy
institution. It was originally established to spread British culture and English
language as a means to foster friendly knowledge and understanding — a mission
that conveniently also supported Britain’s international influence. Today, the
British Council operates in over 100 countries, running programs in arts, education,
and society. For example, it sponsors touring exhibitions of British art, facilitates
British film and literature festivals abroad, and partners with local institutions to
teach English and connect academics. Through these activities, British culture
(from Shakespeare to contemporary music) is continually presented to global
audiences. This has reinforced an image of the UK as a cultural powerhouse and
guardian of quality education. Notably, the UK consistently ranks at or near the
top of global soft power indices; it was 2nd in 2024 and 3rd in 2025 in the Brand
Finance Soft Power Index, frequently cited as benefiting from its cultural appeal,
diplomatic network, and education exports [15].

Culturally, the UK’s national identity has been projected as one of a
modern, diverse nation built on strong traditions. The role of the BBC World
Service has been significant in this projection — during the Cold War it carried
British democratic values via radio worldwide, and in the 21st century through
BBC News online and TV it continues to be a voice associated with British fair
play and transparency (despite recent challenges). Meanwhile, institutions like
the Victoria & Albert Museum’s international exhibitions or the British Library’s
outreach share British heritage globally, from monarchic history to scientific
achievements. This extensive cultural reach has a domestic mirror: Britons often
take pride in the fact that their language and culture have global resonance. Events
like royal weddings or the UK’s hosting of global sports (e.g. London Olympics
2012, which was accompanied by a “Cultural Olympiad”) are embraced as
moments showcasing British identity to the world. That international appreciation
feeds national self-esteem — for instance, the success of British music or literature
abroad bolsters the British public’s pride in their cultural icons (like The Beatles,
Harry Potter, etc.).

Importantly, the UK has increasingly woven multiculturalism into its
cultural diplomacy narrative. As a multiethnic society (especially post-WWII
with immigration from the Commonwealth), the UK uses cultural diplomacy
to highlight its diversity as a strength. British Council programs often include
artists and writers from Britain’s minority communities (Afro-Caribbean, South
Asian, etc.), thereby presenting Britain as a vibrant mosaic of cultures united by
common values. This inclusive image can help diffuse internal ethnic tensions by
promoting a broader, pluralistic national identity. One concrete initiative was the
UK’s “ Britain is GREAT” campaign in the 2010s, a government-backed global
marketing push which featured Britain’s multicultural cities and innovators from
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diverse backgrounds, sending a message that British identity is not monolithic
but rather open and evolving. By celebrating Diwali in London or Chinese New
Year as national events and broadcasting these internationally, the UK frames
diversity as part of “Britishness.” For Kazakhstan — itself home to many ethnic
groups — the UK’s example suggests that cultural diplomacy can be an avenue
to highlight domestic diversity in a positive light, portraying it as integral to
national identity rather than a challenge to it [16].

On the flip side, British cultural diplomacy also serves as a form of
“reassurance” of national identity in times of change. After Brexit (the UK’s
exit from the European Union in 2020), there were concerted efforts by British
institutions to re-engage globally and reassert that the UK remained outward-
facing. The British Council, for instance, launched new exchange programs
and the government increased funding to the BBC World Service to expand
broadcasts in various languages. These were not just foreign policy moves but
also aimed at domestic audiences — to reinforce the narrative that Britain still
“punches above its weight” in global influence thanks to its culture and values,
an important aspect of British national self-conception. In essence, whenever the
UK’s political identity shifts, it leans on cultural diplomacy to maintain continuity
of its image and to unify the population around a proud international role.

For Kazakhstan, an analogous strategy could be to use cultural diplomacy
to bolster national confidence during internal transitions. For example, following
the 2019 presidential change and recent reforms, Kazakhstan can amplify
cultural achievements abroad (such as Kazakh films winning awards, or Kazakh
musicians performing on international stages) to strengthen public morale and
unity at home. Additionally, establishing a Kazakh-British or Kazakh-Japanese
cultural exchange year could simultaneously expose foreign publics to Kazakh
culture and give Kazakhstanis a sense of their culture’s value on the world stage.

Kazakhstan: Current Cultural Diplomacy Efforts and Identity Markers

Kazakhstan’s cultural diplomacy is still developing, but recent years have
seen a clear uptick in efforts to use culture as a bridge to the world. A notable
development is the creation of Kazakh cultural centers abroad, often supported
by the Otandastar (Compatriots) Foundation which aims to connect with the
Kazakh diaspora. As mentioned, centers have opened in key cities — Washington
D.C. (Abai Center at GWU), London (Kazakh Centre UK), Minsk (Belarus), with
a major one in Beijing set to open, among others. These centers serve multiple
functions: teaching Kazakh language, hosting cultural exhibitions and concerts,
celebrating Kazakh festivals like Nauryz, and engaging local Kazakh diaspora
communities. The stated mission is both to “preserve the identity of Kazakhs
abroad” and to generate foreign interest in Kazakhstan’s culture. This dual
mission reflects how cultural diplomacy ties to national identity — by keeping
diaspora Kazakhs culturally linked to their homeland, Kazakhstan reinforces a
global Kazakh identity, and by showcasing culture to foreigners, it enhances the
national brand which citizens at home can take pride in [2].
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Kazakhstan also increasingly participates in high-profile international
cultural events. In addition to the Venice Biennale art participation, Kazakhstan
has sent its nomadic-themed shows to expos (the “Spirit of Tengri” ethno-
music festival toured internationally), and supported talented individuals as
cultural ambassadors. A prominent example is the young Kazakh singer Dimash
Kudaibergen, who gained a worldwide fan following; the Kazakh government
has embraced Dimash’s popularity as a soft power asset, unofficially referring
to it as the “Dimash phenomenon” in promoting national culture. By supporting
such figures and tours, Kazakhstan signals the emergence of its “cultural brand”
internationally. Internally, the success of Kazakh artists on global stages has a
unifying effect — it creates national heroes that transcend ethnic divisions (Dimash,
for instance, sings in multiple languages and is celebrated by all Kazakhstan’s
communities). The government has highlighted these successes in state media,
framing them as proof of Kazakhstan’s growing prestige and as outcomes of the
country’s policy of openness [3].

Another realm of cultural diplomacy is interfaith and intercultural
dialogue, an area where Kazakhstan has tried to lead (e.g. hosting the Congress
of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions triennially). While not cultural in
the narrow sense, these efforts underscore a Kazakhstani identity as a meeting
point of civilizations — leveraging its heritage of religious tolerance (Muslim,
Christian, etc. coexisting) as part of national identity. This aligns with President
Tokayev’s narrative of Kazakhstan as “a bridge between East and West”, a
point he emphasizes in diplomatic outreach. By promoting this image abroad,
it implicitly strengthens the idea internally that Kazakhstan’s identity is one of
pluralism and mediator status, which can foster national unity around being a
peaceful, inclusive society.

From the research findings, some key markers of Kazakhstan’s national
identity that are being promoted through cultural diplomacy include:

1. Nomadic heritage and the Great Steppe

Kazakhstan positions itself as the heir to the Great Steppe civilization.
Cultural diplomacy projects like the “Seven Facets of the Great Steppe” (a series
of museum exhibitions and publications launched by Nazarbayev) highlight
Kazakhstan’s contributions to world history (domestication of the horse, the Silk
Road, etc.). These projects, when taken abroad, instill pride in Kazakhs about
their ancient roots and educate foreigners that Kazakhstan’s identity is deeply
historical. The Paris exhibition “Treasures of the Great Steppe” in 2024 is one
example, displaying Scythian gold and other artifacts to international audiences.
For Kazakhstanis, seeing their heritage in the Louvre or Guimet Museum affirms
the value of their culture on the world stage.

2. Kazakh language and literature

The 100 New Textbooks and Contemporary Kazakh Culture in 6 Languages
projects under Rukhani Zhangyru involved translating Kazakh literature and
scholarship into UN languages and vice versa. As these translated works circulate
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globally (some Kazakh novels and poetry have been presented at international
book fairs), they reinforce the Kazakh language’s status. Cultural diplomacy has
helped get Kazakh literature into foreign libraries and universities. Domestically,
this effort is positioned as safeguarding and elevating the Kazakh language —
a central marker of national identity — by ensuring it contributes to global
knowledge. Similarly, Abai, the 19th-century Kazakh poet-philosopher, has been
heavily promoted as a symbol of Kazakh identity; 2020 was declared the “Year
of Abai” with events worldwide. The establishment of Abai Centers abroad is
directly aimed at cementing his legacy as a figurehead of Kazakh culture globally,
thus enhancing national pride in this literary heritage.

3. Multiethnic harmony and Eurasian identity

Kazakhstan’s cultural diplomacy often emphasizes that Kazakh identity is civic
and inclusive. For instance, at international expos or cultural festivals, Kazakhstan will
feature performances by its Russian, Uyghur, Korean minority ensembles alongside
ethnic Kazakh performances. This deliberate showcasing sends a message externally
that Kazakhstan is home to many cultures living together. Internally, it reinforces the
idea that all these cultures belong under the Kazakhstani identity. The Assembly of
People of Kazakhstan, while a domestic institution, sometimes sends delegations or
exhibits abroad (e.g. showcasing ethnic costumes, weddings, etc. in cultural expos)
to demonstrate Kazakhstan’s model of interethnic unity. Such portrayals on the
world stage can strengthen domestic commitment to that unity, as it becomes a point
of national pride. In short, Kazakhstan uses cultural diplomacy to brand itself as a
Eurasian melting pot, which in turn encourages citizens to view their diversity as a
treasured part of national identity rather than a weakness.

4. Modern innovation blended with culture

As Kazakhstan strives to appear modern, it has also started using cultural
diplomacy to highlight contemporary creative achievements — for example,
Kazakh filmmakers winning awards at Cannes or Berlin, young Kazakh designers
in European fashion shows, Kazakh chefs fusing local cuisine with haute cuisine
abroad. These stories are promoted in Kazakh media as well, to inspire a modern
national identity that Kazakhs are not just proud of the past, but also of present
innovation. The “Creative Kazakhstan™ initiative, tied to developing creative
industries, is often mentioned in tandem with soft power. According to a 2024
report, creative industries accounted for 2.7% of Kazakhstan’s GDP and were
identified as a soft power resource. Showcasing these industries abroad (film,
design, tech) not only improves Kazakhstan’s image as an innovative nation
but reinforces at home that the nation’s identity includes creativity and future-
oriented development.

It is evident from our results that while Kazakhstan is still far from the
soft power level of the UK, Japan, or South Korea, it has recognized the value
of cultural diplomacy and begun aligning it with identity-building. The Global
Soft Power Index trends show Kazakhstan improving (moving up to 79th out
of 121 by 2023, and 80th out of 121 in 2024 with a score around the mid-30s),
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outperforming its Central Asian peers. Kazakh policymakers attribute these
gains partly to cultural and human capital factors — for example, Deputy Foreign
Minister Roman Vassilenko cited the success of Kazakh athletes, artists and youth
on international stages as contributors to strengthening the country’s reputation.
This acknowledgment reinforces our finding that cultural achievements (a facet
of cultural diplomacy) are linked to national image and pride. In essence, every
cultural diplomacy success abroad is also an investment in domestic national
identity: when a Kazakh opera garners a standing ovation at Moscow’s Bolshoi
Theatre or a Kazakh film earns applause at an international festival, it not only
wins hearts abroad but also becomes a news story at home that can inspire unity
and patriotism.

Finally, it’s worth noting a mechanism unique to Kazakhstan’s cultural
diplomacy: diaspora engagement through culture. Kazakhstan reaches out not
only to ethnic Kazakh diaspora (in Uzbekistan, China, Russia, Europe, North
America) but also to the wider Turkic world and Islamic world as cultural brethren.
Cultural diplomacy initiatives like Turkic cultural festivals or participation in the
TURKSOY (International Organization of Turkic Culture) serve to strengthen an
identity dimension that situates Kazakhstan within a larger Turkic civilization. This
external cultural kinship can reinforce internally the idea of Kazakhstan as both
a sovereign nation and part of a broader cultural lineage. Similarly, by engaging
with the Muslim world via cultural and religious heritage (e.g. exhibitions on
Al-Farabi, a famed philosopher born in what is now Kazakhstan), Kazakhstan
bolsters the Islamic facet of its national identity in a way that promotes inter-
cultural understanding rather than division.

Discussion

The comparative results indicate that cultural diplomacy can function as a
powerful instrument for nation building and for managing the complexities of a
multiethnic society. This discussion integrates lessons from the United Kingdom,
Japan, and South Korea and outlines how Kazakhstan can refine its strategy
to strengthen identity and interethnic harmony while expanding international
influence. The argument proceeds from one premise. Lasting impact arises when
a clear narrative is coupled with sustained investment, capable institutions, visible
outreach infrastructure, rigorous measurement, inclusive programming, regional
collaboration, and committed leadership.

A coherent narrative about identity and values is the foundation of
effective cultural outreach. South Korea presents an image of a dynamic and
creative society, with Hallyu acting as a widely recognized emblem that links
language, music, cinema, fashion, and food. Japan projects a culture that is
rich and inventive while maintaining respect for tradition, which positions the
country as both modern and rooted. The United Kingdom emphasizes diversity,
historical depth, and openness, and that combination supports a broad appeal.
Kazakhstan should continue to articulate a narrative that resonates both internally
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and externally. A concise formulation may be the Land of the Great Steppe where
ancient nomadic heritage meets modern innovation and where diverse peoples
live in cultural harmony. This message contains historical pride, contemporary
progress, and the value of diversity. Cultural initiatives should return to this
story in exhibitions, festivals, films, tourism campaigns, public diplomacy, and
education. Consistency across channels helps foreign audiences recognize the
country and helps citizens internalize a shared sense of who they are.

Investment and institutions convert narrative into sustained outcomes. The
case studies show that spending on cultural infrastructure produces long term
returns in soft power and social cohesion. South Korea maintained significant
cultural budgets in the 2000s and created agencies such as the Korea Creative
Content Agency to train, finance, and export creative content. The United
Kingdom built durable capacity through the British Council and through a broad
ecosystem of schools, public funds, and media that operate across electoral
cycles. Japan advanced a policy bundle that links creative industries, public
diplomacy, and education under a recognizable label. Kazakhstan has modernized
museums and opened several centers abroad, which is a valuable start. A larger
and more predictable budget line for cultural diplomacy would treat this field as
an investment in social stability and in international partnership. South Korea’s
cultural spending in that period approached about 1.5 percent of the state budget,
and the returns were visible in both image and industry. Kazakhstan can add
a dedicated grant program for export ready cultural productions to support
filmmakers, writers, designers, and musicians who engage themes of Kazakh
history and contemporary life. Stronger arts education and intercultural literacy
in schools would help the next generation carry the identity with confidence and
with nuance.

Outreach infrastructure provides the physical and symbolic presence
that turns policy into contact. Cultural centers abroad function as visible nodes
that introduce foreign audiences to Kazakh culture and that serve diaspora
communities as hubs of connection and pride. Expansion to countries of strategic
interest such as Turkey, Russia, Germany, South Korea, and Japan would
widen reach and diversify partnerships. Each center should combine language
courses, film screenings, exhibitions, concerts, and academic seminars, ideally
in partnership with universities and libraries. Where a full center is not feasible,
Kazakhstan Corners in public libraries or campuses can offer books, media, and
a regular calendar of events. Staff should include trained cultural diplomats or
cultural managers with international experience. Programming can rotate through
the diversity of Kazakh culture. A touring series titled Voices of the Steppe
could present musical traditions alongside contemporary genres and could pair
performances with talks on history and crafts. Feedback from successful events
often travels back to families and media at home and sustains domestic valuation
of culture.

Measurement clarifies progress and helps allocate resources. The Global
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Soft Power Index provides a structured benchmark with pillars such as Culture
and Heritage and International Relations. Kazakhstan moved from rank 88 to
rank 79 in 2023 and then to rank 80 in 2024. The direction suggests momentum
while also revealing gaps with leaders in cultural diplomacy. Authorities can set
a public target, for example entry into the top 60 by 2030. Advancement toward
that goal requires higher familiarity among foreign publics, greater perceived
influence, and a steady pipeline of cultural exports. Domestic surveys can track
cultural pride and interethnic attitudes. Researchers can test whether milestones
such as a national pavilion at a world event or a major film award correlate
with shifts in those indicators. When a specific program precedes measurable
gains, replication and scaling follow as evidence based choices. Progress in such
rankings also creates a narrative of achievement that can be shared at home,
similar to the way citizens celebrate sporting victories.

Inclusion is central to the domestic payoff of cultural diplomacy. The
United Kingdom offers a practical model of how a multicultural national story
can support social cohesion and international appeal. Kazakhstan can adapt
this lesson by showcasing minority cultures as integral to the national brand.
A cultural festival abroad might include a Russian language theater piece from
Kazakhstan or a performance by a Korean minority ensemble from Almaty.
Such programming signals pluralism to foreign audiences and affirms to citizens
that every community belongs in the national story. Authorities can sponsor
collaborative projects that bring artists from different backgrounds together
to prepare joint exhibitions or touring ensembles. Youth exchanges that send
diverse student troupes abroad encourage cross ethnic bonds through shared
representation of Kazakhstan. Inclusion of this type reduces feelings of exclusion
and lowers the risk of ethnic tension because it enlarges the definition of what it
means to be Kazakhstani.

Regional collaboration multiplies reach and deepens identity. Joint
initiatives with Central Asian and Turkic partners can place nomadic heritage
and Silk Road culture on the global agenda. Participation in the World Nomad
Games positions Kazakhstan within a larger family of cultures while elevating a
core identity marker in front of international audiences. A Silk Road Cultural Belt
that coordinates festivals, museum exchanges, and research residencies would
present the country as a regional convenor. These projects also acknowledge the
transborder ties of many communities inside Kazakhstan and therefore support
inclusion at home. By leading or co hosting such initiatives, Kazakhstan gains
visibility and provides contexts where its own narrative fits naturally within a
broader regional story.

Leadership and coordination sustain execution. In South Korea and Japan
senior leaders publicly supported cultural campaigns and helped align ministries,
funds, and media. Kazakh leaders have also emphasized the power of culture
in speeches and policy documents. The challenge is to translate rhetoric into
mandates, budgets, and timelines. A well funded Kazakh Cultural Institute with
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offices abroad can provide continuity, professional standards, and data collection.
Interministerial coordination across culture, education, foreign affairs, and trade
can align policy, funding, and metrics. Partnerships with the creative sector and
with academia can keep programming fresh, credible, and responsive to audience
feedback.

Conclusion

This study shows that cultural diplomacy strengthens national identity in
Kazakhstan while supporting dialogue in a multiethnic society. Positive reception
abroad tends to raise pride at home. Korea’s Hallyu and Japan’s Cool Japan
demonstrate this effect, and the British Council and the BBC illustrate how stable
institutions transform cultural assets into durable influence. A focused strategy
begins with clear identity markers. For Kazakhstan these include the legacy of
the Great Steppe, the Kazakh language and literature with Abai as a symbolic
figure, traditions of interethnic harmony, and a bridging role in Eurasia. These
themes can anchor a recurring Great Steppe festival, an international Abai prize,
and touring exhibitions of nomadic art. Consistent messaging shapes how foreign
publics perceive the country and how citizens see themselves.

Institutional design is decisive. Kazakhstan could establish a well funded
Cultural Institute with overseas offices and invest in creative industries.
Contemporary forms that appeal to youth, including popular music, cinema, and
digital media, broaden reach and renew cultural pride.

Diaspora and youth amplify impact. Supported communities abroad become
cultural ambassadors. Exchanges, diverse ensembles, and digital diplomacy
bring Kazakh content to global platforms. Monitoring closes the loop. Regular
surveys and external benchmarks such as the Global Soft Power Index help link
initiatives to measurable gains and guide scaling. Cultural diplomacy is therefore
a core pathway for nation building. By investing in heritage and creative potential,
Kazakhstan can reinforce an inclusive identity at home and project a respected
voice abroad. The experiences of Korea, Japan, and the United Kingdom confirm
that this goal is realistic and yields tangible benefits.

CULTURAL HERITAGE AS PUBLIC DIPLOMACY TOOL:
INTERNATIONAL, NATIONAL, AND LOCAL MECHANISMS
IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The management, preservation, and protection of cultural
heritage serve as strategic instruments of contemporary public diplomacy. In
an effort to expand their international image beyond a limited identity (e.g.,
resource or post-conflict), states increasingly adopt policies that emphasize
the preservation of cultural heritage. These include local traditions, trade route
artifacts, UNESCO-listed sites, and various intangible practices. This article
examines the goals, methods, and challenges of heritage-focused diplomacy in
the international, national, and regional dimensions, including innovations such
as special status laws for heritage areas and new types of nominations. The study
critically evaluates how heritage management redefines global perceptions and
soft power potential, distinguishing between nation branding promotion and
dialogue diplomacy. The qualitative analysis integrates primary sources —national
laws and international agreements with secondary literature on public diplomacy,
heritage preservation, and soft power theory. The theoretical framework draws
on key concepts of public diplomacy, nation branding, and soft power. Key
heritage narratives such as historical routes, traditional lifestyles, archaeological
sites, intangible cultural practices, and unique architectural heritage are explored
for their use in restoration and diplomatic work. Data for 2024-2025 highlight
achievements: new inscriptions on UNESCO tentative lists, transnational
“heritage corridors,” and international symposia on documentary heritage. There
is a strategic shift from state-focused policies to multifaceted communicative
engagement with global audiences. While there is significant potential for
improving the nation’s image, the success of heritage diplomacy depends on
moving beyond restoration to facilitating genuine, sustainable cultural dialogue,
aligning external representation with internal governance, and leveraging digital
innovation and local partnerships.

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Introduction

Since independence or significant political transformation, many states have
found themselves navigating in a complex geopolitical situation, often characterized
by a “multi-vector” foreign policy. This policy was initially aimed at balancing
relations with global and neighboring powers [1], while simultaneously ensuring
sovereignty and attracting foreign direct investment (FDI) into key economic
sectors. Consequently, a state’s early international identity was often defined by
economic assets (e.g., hydrocarbons), strategic position, or specific diplomatic
achievements. However, in an increasingly globalized and competitive information
environment, this narrow identity has become a limitation.

Governments have recognized the need to diversify their international image
by projecting a more modern, dynamic, and culturally rich identity that emphasizes
the country’s unique position at a historical crossroads. This marks a shift from
traditional diplomacy to public diplomacy, understood as state-sponsored efforts
to engage with foreign publics to influence public opinion and policy [2]. This
includes the involvement of non-state actors and the use of tools such as cultural
heritage preservation, educational exchanges, digital platforms, and international
cooperation [3]. Public diplomacy aims to build long-term relationships, foster
mutual understanding, and generate “soft power” — the ability to attract and co-
opt rather than coerce [4], as demonstrated by the promotion of unique traditional
heritage to attract global audiences seeking authentic cultural experiences [5].

As part of this shift, the regulation, preservation, and protection of cultural
heritage have become central pillars. Governments have identified cultural
heritage as a priority for consolidating national identity and, crucially, as a means
of nation branding and public diplomacy [6], enabling a country to demonstrate
its historical depth and contemporary relevance. Nation branding uses marketing
techniques to promote a country’s image [7], often to attract investment, tourists,
and enhance prestige. This article examines this relationship and poses a central
research question: How do states manage, preserve, and protect cultural heritage at
the international, national, and local (regional) levels as a tool of public diplomacy,
and what are the key challenges and opportunities in rethinking their international
positioning?

Recent events, particularly in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic, have
reinforced this focus. In 2024-2025, illustrative examples show that states are
expanding their engagement with UNESCO by planning to add new sites to the
World Heritage List, launching national plans to transform heritage sites into
global centres, and holding international symposia on documentary heritage [8].
Bilateral initiatives such as cultural exchanges and transnational heritage routes
projects have fostered international cooperation, while new laws, such as those
granting special status to cities with important cultural heritage, emphasize
the importance of preservation alongside sustainable development [9]. This
article argues that a state’s cultural heritage strategy often represents a centrally
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implemented public diplomacy campaign closely intertwined with nation branding
objectives. Its goals are twofold: to counter negative stereotypes and to build a
new national brand based on narratives of traditional heritage, historical trade
routes, unique archaeological sites, intangible practices, sacred sites, or unique
architectural forms. By analyzing official policies and diplomatic initiatives,
this article assesses whether this approach represents effective dialogical public
diplomacy that promotes mutual understanding or whether it remains primarily a
top-down promotional exercise in the field of nation branding, while considering
the integration of digital technologies for a wider global reach.

Description of Materials and Methods

Theoretical Framework

This study draws on the theoretical interplay of public diplomacy (PD),
nation branding (NB), and soft power, including cultural heritage management
and its diplomatic applications. It uses concepts that define PD as a state’s
communication with foreign publics to achieve foreign policy goals and cultural
heritage preservation as a means of enhancing international image and reputation.
The relationship between PD and cultural heritage is synergistic; PD emphasizes
relationship-building through dialogue [10], while heritage preservation provides
authentic content for projection, such as through UNESCO listings that affirm
a nation’s cultural significance globally. This article examines them as separate
but complementary, with heritage-focused NB focusing on image projection and
PD facilitating long-term mutual understanding. Nye’s concept of soft power is
applied to examine how heritage contributes to a state’s “attractiveness” through
culture, values, and politics [4], particularly in how key protected heritage sites
serve as symbols of historical continuity and contemporary stability.

Scholarly conceptualizations of cultural diplomacy are used to highlight
non-traditional projections, including the role of heritage in bridging geopolitical
divides [3]. To incorporate achievements, the framework incorporates digital
elements such as virtual heritage tours, Al-based preservation tools, and social
media campaigns that enhance conversational PD, enabling real-time global
engagement with a state’s heritage narratives. Furthermore, it draws on theories
of regional security complexes to analyze how heritage cooperation mitigates
tensions and promotes stability.

Research Methods

The study utilizes qualitative document analysis, supported by descriptive
secondary data. The work draws on two main sets of sources.

Primary sources include official government documents, such as laws on
the protection and use of historical and cultural heritage adopted since 1990
[11], national cultural laws [12], and recent acts establishing special status for
designated heritage areas [9]. The analysis also includes strategies of relevant
ministries, UNESCO agreements and nomination documents, and international
cooperation agreements, including initiatives to establish heritage corridors.
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Secondary sources include scholarly publications on foreign policy, public
diplomacy, and cultural heritage management, extracted from key databases.
These data are supplemented by reports from UNESCO, ICCROM, and the
OECD, as well as analyses from think tanks and specialized media on cultural
diplomacy. Recent materials include datasets on heritage statistics and intangible
heritage elements for 2024-2025, studies of transnational cooperation in living
heritage, and proceedings of symposia on documentary heritage and statehood.

Qualitative content analysis reveals the goals, narratives, audiences, and
mechanisms of heritage-based public diplomacy. It explores the themes and
symbols embedded in policies and initiatives, and is complemented by sentiment
analysis in international fora where recent nominations of unique types of
sites, such as underground architecture, are discussed. The study assesses the
alignment of public diplomacy objectives and heritage conservation strategies,
and addresses issues identified in current literature and reports. As the number
of primary interviews was limited, the assessment is based on a triangulation of
policy objectives, programme content, statistical data, and image analysis results.
The reliability of the results is enhanced by the use of numerical indicators:
sentiment trends identified in global fora, data on international cooperation, and
recent UNESCO thematic studies starting from 2025.

Results

The results are presented in three parts, corresponding to the international
(mega), national (macro), and regional (micro) levels of cultural heritage policy
implementation. At each level, key mechanisms and recent innovations were
identified, illustrating their functioning as tools for heritage conservation and
public diplomacy. When examining examples from various countries, special
attention is given to Kazakhstan’s experience in 2024-2025 to ensure the
discussion is relevant to the country’s specific context.

International (Mega)Level: Global Mechanisms and Innovations

Kazakhstan utilizes global cultural frameworks, particularly UNESCO, to
enhance its international status. By 2024, five of the country’s sites were inscribed
on the World Heritage List, and several traditions were inscribed on UNESCO’s
Intangible Heritage List. The country expanded its World Heritage Tentative List
by adding 11 new sites in 2025 [13] to showcase its heritage beyond the iconic
Silk Road sites.

The country also implements transnational heritage projects. Through
UNESCQO'’s Silk Roads Heritage Corridors program [ 14], Kazakhstan collaborates
with its neighbors to preserve and promote shared Silk Road sites. These cross-
border efforts transform heritage preservation into regional diplomacy: joint
heritage preservation strengthens good relations and presents Kazakhstan as
a cultural bridge between Europe and Asia. Kazakhstan also participates in
multinational UNESCO nominations such as “Falconry” and “Western Tien
Shan”, which require coordination. International organizations also contribute:
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a partnership with [CCROM in 2025 offers training on monument conservation
in Central Asia, reflecting Kazakhstan’s commitment to global standards and
strengthening its credibility [15].

In 2025, the country co-hosted the UNESCO Symposium on the
Documentary Heritage of the Kazakh Khanate, thereby positioning itself as an
emerging hub for scholarly and intercultural dialogue on the history of Central
Asia. This initiative reflects Kazakhstan’s strategic use of heritage diplomacy to
assert its intellectual and cultural leadership in the region. Similarly, Astana Expo
2017 became an iconic example of nation branding, and the Kazakh pavilion was
widely recognized for effectively integrating cultural symbolism with a modern
national identity. Building on these precedents, the country Kazakhstan continues
to showcase traditional yurts, nomadic games, folk music, and handicrafts at
international exhibitions, tourism fairs, and cultural forums. Through such
ongoing engagement, the country embeds its heritage into the global cultural
discourse, strengthening its image as a modern yet tradition-conscious nation
[16].

Digital diplomacy is another innovative tool. Kazakhstan has launched
3D virtual tours of major museums and landmarks through embassies and
tourism websites, enabling remote excursions. Social media campaigns such as
#ExploreKazakhstan share vibrant images of cultural heritage sites and invite
users from around the world to participate [17]. Partnerships with influencers
and similar initiatives have increased international recognition of Kazakhstan’s
culture by 2025.

More broadly, Kazakhstan’s international heritage diplomacy is
implemented within a multidimensional framework encompassing UNESCO
recognition, regional cooperation initiatives, participation in prestigious cultural
exhibitions, and the strategic use of digital platforms. These measures contribute
to enhancing Kazakhstanss international prestige and building trust in its culture.
However, this visibility comes with corresponding obligations. The state must
ensure strict adherence to international standards of preservation, authenticity,
and ethical representation in all heritage-related initiatives.

National (macro) level: public policy, laws, and initiatives

At the national level, the country has strengthened the legal and institutional
framework for heritage preservation and support for cultural diplomacy. The
1992 Law on the Protection and Use of Historical and Cultural Heritage Sites
(as amended through 2024) defines protected sites and measures to ensure their
compliance [11]. Recent amendments provide for stricter penalties for the looting
of artifacts or damage to monuments, emphasizing Kazakhstan’s seriousness in
preserving cultural heritage.

Heritage is integrated into broader development plans. The Tourism
Development Program for 2019-2025 [18] prioritizes cultural and historical
tourism as a driver of economic diversification. As part of this plan, Kazakhstan
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has restored key monuments and improved visitor infrastructure (roads, museums,
visitor centers) at cultural heritage sites. Better-preserved and more accessible
sites attract more visitors, who then share their positive impressions abroad, acting
as informal ambassadors. Such projects often involve international collaboration
- consultations with UNESCO site management experts or the creation of cross-
border cultural heritage routes. This enables the integration of cultural heritage
preservation with diplomatic efforts.

Kazakhstan has secured sustainable heritage funding. In 2025, the National
Cultural Heritage Fund was established [19], combining public, private, and
international resources. The Smithsonian Institution joined as a partner to develop
a crafts development program, lending its expertise and international prestige.

The state also provides special support to sites rich in cultural heritage.
Turkestan, home to a major Sufi shrine, received a special status, providing
additional funding and strict oversight of development to preserve its historic
character. The city was declared the “spiritual capital of the Turkic world”
and hosted major festivals and summits (2022-2025), attracting participants
from across Asia and turning it into a shining example of Kazakh culture for
international tourists [9].

Regional (Micro) Level: Local Governance and Community Engagement

At the local level, Kazakhstan’s heritage diplomacy takes tangible form
through decentralized governance, engagement with local communities, and the
integration of cultural heritage preservation with regional development. Local
administrations manage heritage sites and maintain regional registries, often
supporting this through co-financing mechanisms that link preservation with
tourism development. By 2025, these mechanisms have become catalysts for
regional projects, such as eco-trails linking Bronze Age petroglyphs in the Almaty
region and the “Heritage of Altai” festival in East Kazakhstan. Such initiatives
exemplify how heritage management simultaneously supports cultural continuity
and economic diversification. They also serve as tools of cultural diplomacy:
foreign tourists interacting with local guides and artisans perceive Kazakhstan
not as an abstraction of state branding, but as a living cultural landscape [20].

Community-based tourism (CBT) has become a cornerstone of this
localized diplomacy. For example, villages near the ruins of Otyrar offer
guesthouses, traditional cuisine, and craft workshops, supported by modest
educational programs and UNESCO microgrants administered through the
Almaty office. These programs empower residents to create immersive
experiences. The relational nature of such encounters underscores the concept of
“everyday diplomacy,” where authenticity and interpersonal interaction enhance
Kazakhstan’s soft power more effectively than top-down initiatives. State tourism
policy is currently institutionalizing this model through training and national
promotion of computer-based learning, linking grassroots initiatives with macro-
level heritage branding.
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Local heritage management is also evolving toward integrated management
systems. Reserves such as Azret Sultan in Turkestan exemplify co-management
structures where national oversight is combined with local custodians. Similarly,
the protection of underground mosques in the Mangystau region, five of which
were being prepared for UNESCO nomination in 2025, is an example of
participatory heritage management. Public consultations during the nomination
process ensured that sacred traditions were taken into account in the management
of the sites, embodying UNESCO’s community-centered conservation principle.
This inclusive approach, emphasizing both material and spiritual values,
strengthens legitimacy and sustainability. As The Astana Times notes, such
participatory models enhance Kazakhstan’s credibility as a responsible custodian
of heritage [20].

Educational work and regional cultural events further strengthen local
diplomacy. Schools incorporate local heritage into curricula and train students
as volunteer guides, facilitating early public engagement in heritage promotion.
Annual festivals such as the Ulytau Epic Poetry Festival and the Nomad Games
in Almaty attract international scholars and tourists, presenting Kazakh culture as
dynamic and interactive, rather than static.

Discussion

This study shows that Kazakhstan is using cultural heritage as a multi-layered
public diplomacy tool to reshape its international image. At the international level,
the country has used global frameworks such as UNESCO to enhance its visibility.
By 2024, several Kazakh sites and traditions had received World Heritage status,
and in 2025, the Tentative List was expanded to showcase its diverse heritage,
including unique underground sacred sites [21]. The county also participates in
transnational ‘“heritage corridor” initiatives and co-hosts international cultural
symposia, positioning itself as a bridge between East and West while enhancing
soft power through shared historical narratives. At the national level, stronger legal
safeguards (e.g., stricter penalties for looting) and targeted funding (e.g., the new
National Heritage Fund) have been introduced, integrating heritage preservation
into development agendas and national branding efforts.

Such measures not only protect cultural assets but also shape Kazakhstan’s
image as a country that values and utilizes its cultural wealth. At the local level,
authorities engage communities in heritage preservation projects, supporting
community-based tourism and regional festivals. This grassroots engagement
adds a genuine dimension of people-to-people diplomacy. Foreign visitors
interact with local residents and traditions, introducing Kazakhstan’s culture as a
living heritage rather than a spontaneous exhibition. These participatory models,
such as the inclusive management of sacred sites and the involvement of youth
in the preservation of cultural heritage, strengthen Kazakhstan’s credibility as a
responsible custodian of heritage.
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A critical question is whether these efforts constitute dialogue-based public
diplomacy or remain a truly one-dimensional nation branding campaign.

On the one hand, many aspects overlap with national branding. The state
carefully curates a positive image, highlighting iconic heritage symbols and
organizing impressive cultural events to attract global attention. These displays
serve as “experiential confirmation” of the national narrative. For example, the
World Nomad Games vividly showcase Kazakhstan’s cultural richness and attract
international media attention, turning the cultural exhibition into a boost to soft
power [6]. Digital campaigns further reinforce this one-sided image projection
to a global audience. In this sense, the heritage strategy functions as a top-down
marketing effort to bolster national prestige.

On the other hand, effective public diplomacy is characterized by two-
way engagement and relationship building, rather than simply self-promotion
[10]. There are indications that Kazakhstan’s approach includes these dialogic
elements. Heritage conferences and documentary heritage symposia have engaged
foreign and local experts in dialogue, indicating an intention to promote mutual
cultural exchange rather than simply broadcast Kazakh achievements. Bilateral
projects and regional intangible heritage programs similarly imply a willingness
to collaborate and learn from others, rather than simply export national culture.
Even the initiative to grant special status to cities with rich heritage has a dialogic
aspect, as it supports local cultural revival by inviting international partners to
participate in preservation and exchange. These efforts resonate with a relational
approach to public diplomacy, in which Kazakhstan not only tells its own story
but also creates platforms for intercultural dialogue and cooperation.

One of the key challenges in this balance is maintaining trust and
authenticity. If Kazakhstan’s heritage campaign relies too much on polished
branding, neglecting genuine dialogue, it risks being perceived as superficial
propaganda. Overemphasis on a flawless national image can backfire if
international observers discover a gap between the vaunted narrative and the
realities of the situation (e.g., governance or social problems) [7]. As G.Szondi
notes, trust in public diplomacy is achieved through honesty and openness, even
onuncomfortable issues while nation branding tends to gloss over negative aspects
[7]. To achieve true success, Kazakhstan must align its external narratives with
domestic realities. Demonstrating transparency about problems and a willingness
to improve will enhance the sincerity of its actions. Constructive engagement
on international issues whether conservation standards, cultural inclusiveness,
or broader governance issues can transform potential criticism into opportunities
for trust-building. By openly challenging outdated stereotypes and emphasizing
ongoing reforms and positive changes, a country can create a more coherent and
compelling self-image. In short, the soft power benefits of a heritage strategy will
only be sustainable if they are consistent, authentic, and grounded in respect for
the “dialogue” aspect of public diplomacy.
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Looking ahead, several opportunities can be identified that could enhance
the impact of Kazakhstan’s heritage diplomacy

- Improving infrastructure and visitor services at heritage sites, particularly
in less developed regions, will help ensure that tourism experiences align with the
country’s marketing narrative, transforming increased interest into sustainable
goodwill;

- Better coordination between government agencies (foreign affairs,
culture, tourism, and local authorities) offers the opportunity to present a more
coherent and synergistic message, avoiding disjointed efforts;

- Deepening transnational cooperation with neighboring countries on shared
heritage could further strengthen regional goodwill and showcase Kazakhstan as
a leader in intercultural dialogue without diluting its own unique cultural brand;

- Finally, the use of digital innovations for engagement and feedback (e.g.,
using data analytics to assess foreign audience reactions and offering virtual
heritage tours) can expand the reach of global and younger audiences, making
cultural diplomacy more interactive and adaptive.

The integration of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage into public diplomacy has
undoubtedly strengthened its global cultural status and opened new channels for
international engagement. However, this approach will only realize its potential
if the country also addresses the associated challenges. A key challenge going
forward is finding a balance between promoting a proud image, genuine listening,
and dialogue. By following the lessons outlined above the country can transform
what might otherwise be a top-down branding initiative into a truly dialogue-
based public diplomacy strategy. In doing so, it can dispel old stereotypes and
forge a multifaceted international identity based on trust, cultural richness, and
mutual understanding, which is the key promise of its heritage diplomacy.

Conclusion

Kazakhstan’s evolving approach to heritage diplomacy illustrates a focused
and complex effort to reposition the country in global cultural and political
discourse. The country’s multi-layered strategy, which integrates international
engagement, national policy development, and local participation, demonstrates
that heritage management has become not only a tool for preservation but also a
mechanism for communication, sustainable development, and soft power.

However, the success of this heritage diplomacy depends on more than
just international recognition or festival diplomacy. True authority in global
cultural relations depends on coherence between narrative and practice,
between the external projection of authenticity and the internal management
of preservation, education, and inclusivity. The government’s progress in
empowering communities, increasing participation in sacred site management,
and redistributing tourism revenues marks an important shift from centralized
branding to dialogue diplomacy. This bottom-up engagement reflects a growing
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understanding that cultural impact is achieved not simply through spectacle, but
through co-management and ongoing dialogue.

From a critical perspective, heritage diplomacy in Kazakhstan continues
to face structural contradictions common to many emerging cultural powers.
The balance between promotion and preservation, national pride and regional
cooperation, digital visibility and authenticity. Resolving these contradictions
requires institutional transparency, measurable preservation results, and
reflexive policies that take into account international feedback. The successful
implementation of these reforms could transform heritage from a symbol of
historical continuity into a dynamic platform for intercultural understanding. With
consistent development, heritage diplomacy in Kazakhstan can transform from a
project of symbolic representation into a sustainable form of cultural engagement,
positioning the country as an authoritative and responsible participant in global
cultural governance. In this sense, heritage becomes not only a reflection of the
past but also a strategic language of the future, where diplomacy, identity, and
culture merge in mutual recognition and trust.

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WATER SECURITY IN THE SYR DARYA BASIN

Abstract. Water and energy resources are crucial components in driving
the economic development of the national economies in Central Asian countries.
Economic growth in resource-rich countries is driven by energy, which acts as
the primary engine for diversifying economic policies, while also serving as a
resource base for overcoming geographical economic isolation. The state of the
energy complex and the availability of water and energy resources are key factors
contributing to the uneven economic development in the Central Asian republics.
Some states, such as Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, and Turkmenistan, serve as major
energy exporters, while others, including Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan, rely on
importing energy resources.

Central Asian countries strive for cooperation in managing shared water
resources is being thwarted by uncoordinated national strategies, whose conflicting
objectives and prioritization of water security can be understood through the lens
of the regional security complex theory in the context of the transboundary Syr
Darya basin. Regional cooperation over transboundary water energy appears to
be gaining momentum despite the geopolitical landscape, and the heads of state
from Central Asia have once again adopted their traditional meeting format.

Even if some progress has been made in managing water resources in
the Syr Darya basin, but unresolved issues continue, making cooperation more
difficult between the Central Asian states. The research examines the features of
transboundary collaboration in the Syr Darya river basin. Water management in
the transboundary Syr Darya River basin is also being evaluated in terms of its
associated challenges.

Introduction

Recognition of water’s distinctive role and its high social significance in
relation to human rights to secure and uncontaminated water has become a basis
for contemporary water principles. Water is a very scarce and precious natural
resource, regarded as the heritage of both the present and future generations.
Almost all of the territories in Central Asia are situated within the drainage
basins of rivers that flow across international borders. Central Asia’s scarce water
supplies have resulted in significant challenges for the long-term development of
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the countries within the area. Geopolitical landscape shifted after dissolution of
the Soviet Union. The rivers shared by multiple republics acquired the status of
international transboundary watercourses.

In Central Asia, the issue of shared water usage in transboundary river
basins is a frequent problem that affects all countries worldwide with international
waterways, yet it also varies among countries due to unique regional conditions
such as natural, climatic, economic, and political factors. In regional integration
processes, the matter of transboundary river water resources is a significant area
for collaborative effort. According to international practice, the resolution of
issues and contradictions that occur in this context is largely influenced by the
dynamics of economic interaction, liberalization of trade and economic ties as
well as the nature and degree of investment cooperation [1].

The Syr Darya River Basin ranks as the second-largest river basin in the
area by water content. Syr Darya features water supplies stemming from the flow
of the Naryn and Karadarya Rivers as well as the Fergana Valley’s rivers. The
primary inconsistency in the Syr Darya basin is that the majority of the region’s
water resources originate from the upper reaches, and the interests of water users
who harness the energy potential of water dominate. While water is primarily
utilized during winter months, downstream lands reliant on irrigation necessitate
water supply during the summer season. The challenge of managing the Syr Darya
River’s water resources stems from its transboundary nature, characterized by the
fact that for approximately 125 years the river traversed the territory of a single
state, initially the Russian Empire and the Soviet Union. The Syr Darya crossed
four separate territories after getting them independence in 1991.

Description of Materials and Methods

This issue of transboundary river regulation and management can be
viewed through the lens of structural realism, enabling an examination of the
circumstances under which states within a river basin can reach a consensus on
river water management. The theory of regional security complexes, as proposed
by the Copenhagen School’s representatives Barry Buzan and Ole Waver,
provides a more comprehensive framework for examining the issue. At the heart
of Buzan and Wever’s theory is the concept of “securitization”. The central
concept of the TCRS is that, despite globalisation, the majority of security threats
in international relations remain territorially based, and their level of severity
directly correlates with geographical distance [2]. Starting in the early 1990s,
water management became linked to security matters, a development known
as the “securitization of water management.” Water issues are therefore tied to
“national security concerns,” which moves them out of regular technical oversight
and instead places them under the control of security personnel operating in a
private and inaccessible capacity. Transboundary rivers can be viewed through
the lens of regional security complex theory, given that their water resources
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are a critical component of national security for riparian countries, serving as
a foundation for population survival, socio-economic prosperity, and political
stability.

The primary question focuses on the degree to which access to water, as
a fundamental component, is politicized and securitized within this complex
entity. The formulated security language highlights the essential role of water
as a security concern in the region, and identifies the specific security sectors
where the process of making limited water access a priority issue is occurring in
Central Asia. The research hypothesis posits that water securitization in Central
Asia gives rise to new water conflicts, commonly referred to as “water disputes,”
primarily due to difficulties in accessing water resources, such as issues associated
with ongoing or proposed dam projects, as well as inadequate management of
transboundary water systems.

Results

Effective and peaceful management of the Syr Darya River’s freshwater
resources has been a major concern for the Central Asian states since they gained
independence. Within the Soviet era, the management of water resources was
achieved through a system of reservoirs and hydroelectric power plants located
along both rivers. Reservoirs for storing water were constructed in upstream
regions due to local terrain and environmental factors, and subsequently utilized
for irrigation purposes in downstream areas. After the Soviet Union’s dissolution,
it became evident that transitioning to a market economy and shifts in global
politics made the Soviet system for overseeing Central Asian rivers outdated.

The disparities in water usage between the states reliant on hydroelectricity
upstream and those reliant on irrigation downstream grew more pronounced.
The problems of food and energy security have become increasingly complex
due to the lack of attention given to environmental concerns that were inherited
from the Soviet era, during which the extensive use of natural resources took
precedence over environmental conservation. The central issue of water
management has become more pressing for Central Asian countries as a result
of their independence, given that their economies are heavily reliant on water
resources. Struggle over water resources started but has not escalated into a full-
scale conflict since the 1990s. Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan have opted to restart
construction of hydroelectric power plants on the Syr Darya and Amudarya
rivers, respectively [3]. Uzbekistan, situated in the lower reaches of these rivers,
views these actions as a direct threat to its security, highlighting the high level of
securitization of the water issue in Central Asia.

Water and energy sector is one of the most problematic sectors in Central
Asia. The geopolitical environment has become more conducive to regional
partnerships in water and energy issues since 2018 [3, p.240]. Meetings between
the heads of state in Central Asia have recently recommenced, prompting debate
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among scholars regarding a new initiative to foster a long-term economic growth
plan for the area. These discussions are also fully supported by the official
authorities in every Central Asian country. The motivation stemmed mainly
from a requirement to showcase their “integrity” to external partners and to
acknowledge the significant political relevance of this matter.

Regional integration is likely to enter a new phase if heads of state in
the area demonstrate a strong political commitment and receive unwavering
international backing, with a bias towards sustainable forms of Integrated Water
Resources Management (IWRM) being implemented [4]. In reality, the outcomes
rarely match what is anticipated. An examination of the outcomes from the
“CA+” gatherings reveals that the objectives of such events are primarily of a
broad political character rather than a practical one, focused on collaborative
“moderation” of intricate regional development concerns. It is noteworthy that
Central Asian states also tend to address pressing issues with their neighbors in a
bilateral manner, exemplified by the ongoing cooperation between Kazakhstan and
the Kyrgyz Republic along the Chu Talas River, Uzbekistan’s relatively favorable
stance on the expansion of the Rogun Dam in Tajikistan, and the expansion of
bilateral dialogue on investments, such as the Zarafshan River project between
Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, and the Kambatara-1 hydropower project between
the Kyrgyz Republic and Uzbekistan. Central Asian states are seeking increased
cooperation within their region, but have struggled to establish lasting forms of
integration, a challenge that has persistently occurred since the 1990s and 2000s.
Despite progress, significant measures are still required to achieve the goals
outlined in declarations made over the past three decades and to re-establish the
full involvement of all five Central Asian countries in the governance structures
of intergovernmental organizations.

Discussion

Water issues in Central Asia are primarily caused by a combination of
factors.

1. Central Asian countries claim adherence to international law in their
legislative acts, but in reality, they disregard regional collaboration. According
to Article 4 of Tajikistan’s Water Code, Article 8 of Kazakhstan’s Water Code,
Article 3 of Uzbekistan’s “Law on Water and Water Use, Article 4 of the Water
Code in the Kyrgyz Republic, and Article 5 of Turkmenistan’s Water Code, water
resources are owned by the state, thereby granting the state the authority to manage
transboundary river basins through legal frameworks [5,6,7,8,9]. Certain aspects
of national laws are seen as hindering cooperation between nations, such as the
matter of being reimbursed for water resource utilisation. The actions comprise
repeated breaches of the agreed water allocation terms between republics,
Kyrgyzstan’s refusal to adhere to the long-standing irrigation regime of the Lower
Naryn hydroelectric power plant reservoirs, and disruptions by its opponents to
the agreed energy supply terms. The actions involve repeated breaches of the
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agreed-upon water allocation terms between republics, Kyrgyzstan’s refusal to
adhere to the conventional irrigation schedule for the Lower Naryn cascade of
hydroelectric power plants, and counter-obstructions by its opponents, who are
disrupting the agreed-upon terms of energy supplies for a second time.

Previous efforts spanning a decade to restore order to these complex
processes through high-level political statements or framework agreements
have thus far been unsuccessful. The requirement is to create new agreements
that outline the specific responsibilities of each participant and provide a
comprehensive framework for their implementation. A particularly concerning
indicator is the varying approaches of countries within the region to different
legal frameworks for managing water resources, with Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan
placing greater emphasis on the provisions of the 1992 Dublin Convention in
contrast to the “basin” principle adopted at the regional level, which Uzbekistan
strongly advocates. Countries situated at the lower ends of transboundary rivers
are unwilling or unprepared to acknowledge water as a commodity and assume
the expenses related to operating hydraulic systems in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan.
International agreements are being used to implement the practice of water
allocation, which has already been adopted in other global regions, such as the UN
Convention on the Law of Non-Navigational Uses of International Watercourses,
which was signed in New York on May 21, 1997 and the principles and guidelines
established in the use of transboundary watercourses and international lakes, such
as those outlined in the Helsinki agreement of March 17, 1992. These documents
lack provisions addressing crucial issues like international state water allocation,
water usage, and environmental conservation, which are vital in Central Asia
where water scarcity is a common issue [10].

The legal framework governing transboundary water resources in Central
Asia does not encompass all facets of international water cooperation. Inter-
country disputes in the CA region have led to an increased level of competition for
access to shared water resources [11]. Cooperation among CA countries within the
Syr Darya transboundary river basin is facilitated through the Agreement dated
February 18, 1992, between Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, and
Turkmenistan, known as the “Cooperation Agreement,” which deals with joint
water resource management [Note*1]. However, the current water distribution
schemes no longer align with the changing national interests of the independent
republics.

Clearly, the current inter-republican regional agreements are no longer
aligned with the current state of regional water and energy relations, and the
commitments made, which raises doubts about their legitimacy [12]. The joint
use of the region’s water and energy resources is becoming increasingly entangled
in contradictions that are being politicized due to the growing perception of
water security as a major concern in Central Asia. Failing to engage in regional
cooperation can result in a universal loss for countries in the region, as noted by
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Dukhovny [12]. The region currently incurs an annual loss of 5% of its regional
GDP, as stated by Kimsanov [13].

Kyrgyzstan maintains that agreements concerning transboundary water
resources signed between nations impinge on the country’s interests. The
Kyrgyz side is dissatisfied with the agreements reached after 1992 because
they committed to managing transboundary rivers under the Soviet system,
which prioritized the needs of all parties and focused reservoir operations on
irrigation. It is no accident that Kyrgyzstan passed the law “On the interstate
use of water resources, water bodies and water management structures” in June
2011. Kyrgyzstan is considering changes to the systems it uses to settle mutual
issues with neighboring countries regarding the operation of hydroelectric power
plants in irrigation systems. Several suggestions have been made to implement
a fee for water as a distinct resource with economic value or compensation for
water infrastructure maintenance [13]. Neighboring countries in a unified water
and energy system with Kyrgyzstan are unwilling to bear the full expense of
maintaining their hydraulic infrastructure.

Tajikistan continues to support and advocate for the construction of
new major hydroelectric power plants along international rivers. Tajikistan is
persisting in its endeavor to construct the Rogun hydroelectric power station,
a project strongly opposed by Uzbekistan. Upon completion of the project,
Tajikistan anticipates resolving the issue of fully powering its entire territory and
simultaneously exporting electricity to Afghanistan and Pakistan. The adoption
of Tajik plans has been hindered by the absence of an investor and available
finances [14]. Originally, large hydroelectric complexes like Toktogul, Andijan,
Kayrakum, Orto-Tokoy, and other reservoirs situated in the upper parts of rivers
were intended to be inter-republican systems. These hydroelectric complexes
have been financially supported by their respective owner countries since 1992.
Rivers that form international borders in lower-lying areas of Kyrgyzstan and
Tajikistan do not wish or are not prepared to acknowledge water as a marketable
resource and accept the expenses linked to maintaining hydraulic infrastructure.
Efforts are being made to formalize the practice of water allocation, a method
employed in various global regions, via international treaties. The discussion
revolves around established principles and guidelines for the use of transboundary
rivers, as set out in agreements such as the Helsinki Convention, and the UN
watercourses Convention. These documents lack provisions addressing critical
regional concerns such as international state water allocation, water usage, and
environmental conservation in the context of water resource shortages, a common
issue in Central Asia.

Countries located downstream of a river must respond to the policies
implemented by their neighboring countries, which have control over the river’s
transboundary flows. Uzbekistan’s agricultural sector plays a substantial role in
influencing the country’s stance on managing shared water resources. The volume
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of water entering Uzbekistan has a direct impact on the amount of cotton that is
cultivated. In 2008, Uzbekistan was compelled to reduce the area under cotton
cultivation due to severe water shortages. Soil degradation is also linked to the
deterioration of irrigation networks. The absence of water-saving technologies
and insufficient funds to upgrade irrigation systems has resulted in a water
shortage for irrigation purposes [3, p.9].

2. Disagreements over the cost of using water.

Pursuant to Article 8 of the “Use Agreement”, state-to-state agreements
were formalized every year through Intergovernmental Protocols [15]. This
procedure facilitated the establishment of an optimal operating regime for
the Toktogul Reservoir within the framework of the water management year,
thereby ensuring the successful progression of the vegetation period. The “Use
Agreement” provisions did not align with the interests of upstream countries,
failing to incentivize cooperation [Note*2]. Upstream countries wanted
reimbursement for the water stored during winter, and they proposed that both
upstream and downstream countries share the expenses for maintaining hydraulic
infrastructure in the upper reaches of the river basin. This approach is not
suitable for downstream countries, particularly Uzbekistan. According to their
viewpoint, this implies treating water as a commodity. Since 2002, Uzbekistan
has essentially taken no part in receiving the electricity generated by the Naryn-
Syr Darya hydroelectric power station cascade in order to allow for additional
water discharge. In this regard, since 2002, Uzbekistan has taken virtually no part
in receiving electricity generated by the Naryn-Syr Darya hydroelectric power
station cascade to ensure additional water discharge. Discharge from the Toktogul
reservoir fell short of the planned volume of water. During the vegetation periods
0f 2004 and 2005, water was released from the Toktogul reservoir in the necessary
quantities, with the Naryn-Syr Darya hydroelectric power stations also exporting
electricity to the Russian Federation.

Between 2006 and 2014, Kazakhstan made a series of separate commercial
purchases of Kyrgyz electricity, which were facilitated by JSC KEGOC through
the conclusion of bilateral Intergovernmental Protocols. The bilateral agreements
specified the quantities of irrigation water and electricity supplied by Kyrgyzstan
during the growing seasons to Kazakhstan, along with the operating procedures
for the Toktogul reservoir during the non-growing seasons. The Kazakh side
facilitated the supply of fuel resources (coal products and fuel oil) to the Bishkek
Thermal Power Plant at reduced prices in return for the electricity received from
the Kyrgyz Republic during the peak growing season. The terms and cost of
payment for the energy resources provided to the Kazakh side were agreed upon.
Agreement was reached by the parties to split quadripartite intergovernmental
agreements, which specifically involve Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan and
Tajikistan, regarding the use of energy and water resources from the Syr Darya
River for a particular year and the first quarter of the following year.
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A four-party agreement was reached between Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan
regarding the amounts of irrigation releases and electricity supplied to the
Kazakh side during the growing season, along with the operational plan for the
Toktogul reservoir during the upcoming off-season. Agreements with the Tajik
side regarding the operation of the Kairakkum reservoir were also approved at
the meeting of the ICWC. The Uzbek side was required to allow unrestricted
passage through its territory of the water volumes released from the Toktogul
reservoir for the Republic of Kazakhstan’s needs, including the inflow of water
to the Akzhar hydropost (June-August), water supply to the Kazakh section of the
Dostyk canal, and water inflow to the Shardara reservoir.

Cooperation under the current arrangement has become impractical:
following economic changes in Kazakhstan, coal reserves and industrial facilities
have been privatized, resulting in difficulties for the Kyrgyz side in securing
preferential treatment for fuel purchases; the Kyrgyz side’s overestimation of
electricity costs from the Naryn-Syr Darya hydroelectric power station cascade
led to Kazakh energy companies declining purchases due to a lack of commercial
viability; the Uzbek side’s failure to meet its obligations to transport through
its territory the required volumes of water from the Toktogul reservoir to meet
Kazakhstan’s needs; and failure to adhere to water supply schedules for the
Kazakh portion of the Dostyk canal.

A mechanism was established in 2015 to govern the purchase of electricity
from Tajikistan. Following this, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan came
to an agreement on the terms for exchanging electricity between them in equal
amounts. The Government of Kazakhstan passed Resolution No. 839 on October
23, 2015, which set prices for electricity with the Kyrgyz Republic and the
Republic of Tajikistan, and designated the organizations accountable for signing
the tripartite agreement [Note*3].

As per the mentioned resolution, Almatyenergosbyt LLP and Samga
Development secured electricity from the Kyrgyz Republic, while Energopotok
LLP sourced it from the Republic of Tajikistan. The electricity price was fixed
at 0.0000001 US dollars per kilowatt-hour (1 kWh). Furthermore, similar to the
commercial purchase of electricity from the Toktogul HPP, the organisations
responsible for the parties themselves covered the costs incurred due to
electricity flowing through the networks (losses) and customs duties. Uzbekistan
refrained from participating in trade exchange events between 2019 and 2020.
Concurrently, Uzbekistan extends material and technical aid to Tajikistan via
bilateral agreements, consisting of the delivery of fuels and lubricants, along with
mechanical maintenance of the supply pipes within the Kairakkum reservoir. In
2019 and 2020, an additional 635 and 600 million m3 of water was discharged
from the Toktogul and Kairakkum reservoirs to meet Kazakhstan’s requirements.

In reality, Kazakhstan conducted a parallel trade exchange of electricity
with the Kyrgyz, while also transferring the same volume of water between two
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reservoirs, resulting in double the financial expenses. An examination of the
materials involved in the negotiation process revealed that the Uzbek party had a
significant impact on Kazakhstan’s decision to engage in a parallel trade exchange
with the Tajik party. The Republic of Uzbekistan successfully maintained water
supply to the irrigated lands in the Fergana Valley without increasing the water
discharge from the Toktogul reservoir, achieving the goal through enhanced water
intake at the Uch-Kurgan hydroelectric facility, albeit in excess of the established
limit. Forcing Kazakhstan to engage in a trade exchange of electricity with the
Tajik side, Uzbekistan was able to resolve the issue of irrigation water shortage
at the Farkhad hydroelectric complex, where water is simultaneously drawn off
to fill the Sardoba reservoir. An examination of the signed agreements and factual
data regarding water discharge from the Toktogul and Kairakkum reservoirs for
the period of June-August 2018-2020 revealed the ineffectiveness of the chosen
cooperation mechanism for Kazakhstan, as indicated.

In 2016, the Kyrgyz Republic’s budget allocated 454,934,366 tenge for
electricity exchange services; by 2019, this figure had risen to 1,652,430,099 tenge
[Note*3]. In the current water management circumstances, Kazakhstan has the
least favorable position. Kazakhstan is compelled to deploy inefficient methods
for managing its water and energy resources due to its geographical position,
resulting in significant annual expenditures to implement these measures. It only
receives the full amount of approved limits to which it is entitled. Kazakhstan’s
difficult circumstances can be attributed in part to the country’s own misguided
actions. Initially, Kazakhstan is without a specialized scientific research entity
to investigate the national water management situation and the respective
transboundary river basins. Previous research on water management, particularly
in transboundary river basins, indicates that the advantages and drawbacks of
undertaking water management projects need to be determined.

In 2017, the machine feed channel supplied 14.54 million m3 of water, at a total
cost of 468.3 million tenge, even though the water level was at its highest point. A
visual representation of this idea can be seen in the construction of a machine lift canal,
namely the 20th Anniversary of Kazakhstan Independence Canal, which extends from
the Shardara Reservoir to support the Dostyk Canal [16, p.58]. The construction of
this canal undermined Kazakhstan’s negotiating leverage in discussions about the
yearly distribution of water to the Dostyk Canal during the peak agricultural season.
The Uzbek side turned down an increase in the water volume supplied to the Kazakh
section of the Dostyk Canal, citing a severe water shortage and the availability of
an alternative water source. In Uzbekistan’s Maktaraal district, rice farmers using the
machine lift canal plant rice on tens of thousands of hectares every year, which makes
the water shortage even worse due to an annual shortage of irrigation water. In 2017,
the machine feed channel delivered 14.54 million m3 of water, with the expenditure
totaling 468.3 million tenge, despite the water level being at a high point. The Dostyk
canal’s 2017 target was fully met, as reported by Saparova in 2023 [16, p.64].
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In recent years, the inability of delegation leaders, particularly ICWC
members, to grasp the repercussions of their choices on crucial issues related
to cross-border rivers has led to a lack of persistence in advocating for their
viewpoints during the talks. Kazakhstan’s foreign water policy also lacks a
coordinated approach to set medium-term and long-term goals that guarantee
water security. At the 2018 IFAS summit, which has since been duplicated at
various regional meetings every year, Kazakhstan launched the International
Water and Energy Consortium (IWEC). There is no unified stance on this matter
among the relevant parties concerned. Furthermore, in Kazakhstan, there is a
legislative prohibition on importing electricity when there is an excess supply on
the domestic market.

Furthermore, none of the countries within the basin are in favor of
establishing the IWEC, primarily due to the fact that two basin countries, namely
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, are involved in the CASA-1000 project, a Central Asia
- South Asia energy initiative, which is being financially supported by the USAID
project. Uzbekistan is pleased overall with the current setup for utilizing its water
and energy resources. Nevertheless, the idea of a consortium continues to hang
in the air, and regional leaders, with the exception of the head of Turkmenistan,
publish joint declarations at almost every summit about their desire to bring the
matter to practical results. In our view, the slow pace of the negotiation processes
is attributed, once more, to the objective disparities in the interests of the parties.
International consortiums on the territories of Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan may
become more appealing only when substantial foreign investments flow in,
enabling the completion of water management projects stalled since the early
1990s, with a focus on hydropower. In the published project “Water Strategy
of the Kyrgyz Republic” for instance, it is evident that the country plans to
maintain control over its existing water management infrastructure, which was
developed through its own efforts to this point. Consortiums are best suited for
their own territory as joint mechanisms for implementing construction projects
and overseeing the operation of both new and unfinished complexes.

It can also should be noted that Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan would like
to use consortia’s organizational structures to gain access to the management
of key facilities along transboundary waterways [1, p. 242]. Analysis of certain
wording in the draft agreements, which have already been rejected or are still
being negotiated, appears to support the latter consideration. The documents
suggest that the authors have lost confidence in the existing interstate frameworks,
specifically the ICWC and the basin organizations. In this context, the counter-
reaction makes sense, namely the unified cooperation of all ICWC supporters,
irrespective of their nationality, to prevent the formation of consortia or other rival
entities. As long as regional water relations are governed by an incomplete set
of vague framework agreements, and water allocation conditions are formulated
by a closed group of water management agency heads within the framework of
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the ICWC, any reasonable decisions will likely be viewed with skepticism. The
attitude may shift if the same group of participants transitions to a meticulous
enforcement of the detailed, multi-faceted agreements that have been carefully
crafted to balance national, industrial, and demographic interests and have
undergone all required procedures for coordination and endorsement.

Considering the current state of regional cooperation on water and energy
resource use, including the Kyrgyz Republic’s and the Republic of Tajikistan’s
obligations under the CASA-1000 project and the Kyrgyz Republic’s refusal to
attend ICWC meetings since 2016, Kazakhstan needs to make efforts to create a
revised version of the “Agreement on Use”. The ICWC Research Center created
a draft agreement in a revised form on behalf of the ICWC in 2008. The ICWC’s
declining activities led to an indefinite postponement of the draft agreement’s
consideration in subsequent years. The Kyrgyz side has also expressed interest in
restarting their cooperation through the channels established by the “Agreement
on Use”, with a focus on enhancing these mechanisms [Note*2].

For the past twenty years, countries in the basin have prioritized a water
management policy aimed at securing their national water and energy security,
as stated by Pulatov [16]. This approach disregards the interdependence
of the interests of all nations sharing the Syr Darya River basin, resulting in
considerable expenses in the continuing use of established systems for integrated
and collaborative utilization of water and energy resources. Discrepancies in the
volumes of runoft were identified across all water management areas through the
analysis of water intake data for individual years by countries in the basin and
the operating modes of reservoirs. In this context, it is essential to establish a
channel balance for the Syr Darya River basin. Failure to engage in discussions
and solidify agreements at the government level between countries in the basin
on the annual shared utilization of water and energy resources has become a
significant factor hindering cooperation. This is due to an inconsistent approach
in implementing agreements made by relevant authorities, resulting in a decline
in trust between the countries.

Integrated water resource management recommendations are required in
the Aral-Syr Darya basin, specifically starting with the following:

1. Organize one-on-one meetings with the countries surrounding the basin
to review and discuss the draft of the 4-party Agreement regarding the use of
water and energy resources in the Syr Darya River basin.

2. An interstate working group should be established to facilitate
discussions and coordinate the resumption of the draft agreement. The governing
body responsible for water resource usage and protection should collaborate
with relevant government departments to establish a unified stance on providing
electricity, materials, technical assistance, and fuel resources to the Kyrgyz
Republic and the Republic of Tajikistan, encompassing aid from third-party
countries, and subsequently develop guidelines for reimbursing costs and losses
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incurred in conjunction with the utilisation of the basin’s water and energy
resources.

3. The designated authority responsible for safeguarding water resources
must collaborate with relevant government agencies to initiate the development
of a unified stance on providing electric power, materials, technical assistance,
and fuel resources to both the Kyrgyz Republic and the Republic of Tajikistan,
which may also involve sourcing from external countries. Furthermore, proposals
should be formulated outlining the methodology for reimbursing costs and losses
associated with the utilization of energy and water resources within the basin.
The authorized body in the field of use and protection of water resources must,
together with interested government agencies, begin work on developing a
coordinated position on issues of supplying electricity, material and technical and
fuel resources to Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan, including from third countries, and
also prepare proposals on the methodology for compensating costs and damages
associated with the use of water and energy resources in the basin.

4. Viewing participation in regional energy integration as a prerequisite
is crucial for the growth and development of the national economies of the
respective countries in the region. The integration of energy systems, specifically
the merging of disparate energy systems, should be viewed as a viable solution
to potential future crises in the local fuel and energy sectors, with a priority focus
placed on hydropower and streamlining the operation of reservoirs. Examining
economic integration as a potential approach can shed light on viable solutions
for addressing water and energy challenges. To effectively advance regional
cooperation, it is essential to adhere to the international commitments that
Uzbekistan and other Central Asian nations have undertaken, particularly with
regards to maintaining the quality of river flow.

5. A transition to enhanced regional cooperation is necessary, grounded
in international commitments that Uzbekistan and other Central Asian nations
have ratified, particularly concerning the maintenance of river water quality. It is
necessary to make a transition to expanding regional cooperation, based on the
adopted international obligations, to which Uzbekistan and other Central Asian
countries are parties, especially in matters of river flow quality.

6. Establish a working group comprising qualified hydrologists, power
engineers, ecologists, and water specialists to conduct a comprehensive
examination of the proposed hydropower projects in the Chirchik River watershed
above the Charvak reservoir within the Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as in
Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Kazakhstan. The integrity and unity of the Syr Darya
River basin must be respected, with the responsible authority overseeing water
management and protection ensuring that water withdrawal limits are considered
and approved at ICWC meetings. Separate approval of limits for each water
management district is also required.

7. The governing body responsible for managing the water use and

protection in the Syr Darya River basin must verify and ratify water withdrawal
limits in river basins at the ICWC’s meetings, taking into consideration the basin’s
integrity and unity. Approval of limits for each water management district must
be secured individually.

8. To assess the mechanism for parallel trade in electric power effectively, it
is essential to engage the expertise of qualified water specialists, power engineers,
and economists. Kazakhstan should restart efforts in reviewing and aligning the
draft agreement.

9. Currently, it can be noted that there are a minimum of two versions that
are already under discussion and review. The first concept relies on the notion
that achieving a compromise on contentious matters is significantly simpler when
the number of individuals involved in negotiations is minimized, specifically to
two, as this inherently decreases the number of opposing viewpoints.

Conclusion

Reliability of the water sector is a vital component in Central Asian countries’
economic and social growth and development. The region has a vast potential for
water and energy, which can be harnessed sustainably with the right combination
of legal, financial, scientific, technical, and personnel backing, enabling efficient
use of water resources. Rivers and streams that flow across international borders
shape the water-dependent relationship between the countries in their respective
drainage areas. In contemporary circumstances, a transboundary river basin is a
managed water system, serving as the foundation for collaboration in multiple
sectors of the economy, including water distribution, irrigation, hydropower,
transportation, tourism, and additional areas. The most major rivers in Central
Asian countries are shared across international borders and have implications
for multiple countries. The flow of rivers in the catchments of transboundary
rivers is primarily generated and employed within the geographical boundaries
of the respective countries in the region. Geopolitical and natural factors
objectively necessitate regional integration and the joint management of river
basins according to the principles of international law. This approach serves as a
means of attaining key strategic goals including the efficient utilization of water
resources, their equitable allocation and enhancing the sustainability of aquatic
ecosystems.

Despite recent improvements in the geopolitical conditions conducive to
regional cooperation, such as Kazakhstan and the Kyrgyz Republic collaborating
on the Chu Talas River, Uzbekistan becoming more supportive of the expansion
of the Rogun Dam in Tajikistan, and enhanced bilateral investment discussions,
for example, between Tajikistan and Uzbekistan concerning the Zarafshan River,
and the Kyrgyz Republic and Uzbekistan on the Kambatara-1 hydropower
project, there remain significant obstacles to establishing a cohesive water
relations framework among Central Asian nations. Ineffective water management
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has severe repercussions globally, with significant impacts on politics, the
economy, society, and the environment for all countries within the basin, thereby
undermining regional cooperation and international diplomacy. Conflict over
shared water resources on such rivers can substantially decrease the potential
for economic cooperation in the region - encompassing trade, transportation, and
labor markets.

Situation in Central Asia, where each country in the region independently
implements a water management policy within a shared water management basin
is highly undesirable, as it may lead to tensions between countries in the region.
Initially, this relates to the development of new water management infrastructure.
On the IFAS platform, persistent consideration is given to water management
issues, in addition to environmental and economic concerns, with regular [ICWC
meetings taking place. Concerns regarding the shared utilization of water resources
are intensifying annually, with problems escalating accordingly. Coordination
among public administration institutions responsible for water resources in
Central Asian countries is inadequate, with minimal interaction between them,
and a prevalence of self-interest among departments, which hinders effective
cooperation in transboundary river basins.

In Central Asian countries, national laws lack or inadequately address
regulations for managing the shared water resources and the operation of basin
authorities in cross-border situations. Sharing information about both the quantity
and quality of aquatic environment metrics between state and government
departments is quite challenging; existing databases are strictly limited to internal
use within these departments. A unified framework for managing water use and
protecting water quality is lacking, which is necessary to ensure uniformity and
consistency in the creation of departmental regulations and to provide timely
access to regulatory and legal information for water users. Access to information
about the quality of water bodies is restricted for the general public.

In this context, sustainable and safe water use in transboundary river basins
should be grounded in established principles of water management, guaranteeing
the coherence to development, use, and conservation within the parameters of
equitable and equal access to water, as well as the preservation of river ecosystems.
The current situation with water allocation appears to defy the principles of
formal logic. There exists a significant issue affecting everyone, and the methods
for addressing it along with the negative repercussions of procrastination are well
documented. A genuine determination to reach a mutually acceptable agreement
has now been expressed, in essence, all the necessary conditions for collaboration
have been established. Few parties are eager to take the initiative and begin
negotiations. It’s essential to revisit and confirm the estimated water reserves,
as recent climate changes and human activities have altered the river flow,
underground water reservoirs, and return water, necessitating a new assessment.
Agreement on updated water reserves will necessitate the involvement of all
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regional countries, with no anticipated challenges in terms of methodology,
technology, or politics. Obstacles to reaching an agreement can be anticipated
during the process of evaluating the water requirements of each state and the
subsequent reallocation of their percentage allocations. This topic has been
clearly outlined, with opposing viewpoints already evident

THE EVOLUTION OF THE KAZAKHSTAN — CHINA STRATEGIC
PARTNERSHIP: FROM SOVEREIGNTY TO INSTITUTIONAL

Abstract. The article examines the evolution of Kazakhstan—China relations
since Kazakhstan gained independence in 1991. The analysis is conducted within
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the framework of periodization, covering four stages in the development of the
bilateral legal and institutional framework: the formation of foundations (1991—
2001), the definition of priority areas (2002-2011), the contemporary level of
cooperation (2012-2024), and strategic partnership with institutional integration
(from 2025 onwards). Particular attention is given to key areas of interaction-
security, digitalization, ecology, industrialization—as well as to the impact of
leadership transitions in the PRC and the transfer of power in Kazakhstan.

The methodological basis of the study includes historical-chronological
and institutional analysis, a comparative-political approach, as well as content
analysis of the legal framework and official documents. The empirical part of
the research analyzes 154 agreements covering the main spheres of bilateral
cooperation—politics, economy, security, transport, energy, humanitarian
cooperation, and transboundary rivers.

The study highlights the evolution from bilateral contacts to a stable
strategic partnership with elements of institutional integration, emphasizing the
growing significance of Kazakhstan-China relations within the system of regional
interaction.

Abstract. The article is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the archival
heritage that reflects the history of the formation of the Kazakh-Russian state
border. The research aims to identify, systematize and interpret the documentary
complexes preserved in the major federal and departmental archives of the
Russian Federation. The process of border formation between the Republic
of Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation was a multilayered and long-term
phenomenon shaped by political, administrative-legal, socio-economic and
strategic factors, which caused repeated changes in the border line throughout
different historical periods. Although certain studies have examined individual
aspects of this topic, a complete scholarly description of the documentary corpus
enabling a full reconstruction of the border formation process from the sixteenth
to the twentieth century has not yet been produced.

The relevance and scientific problem of the research stem from the
fragmented and dispersed nature of archival data, which complicates the work of
researchers and hinders the development of a comprehensive picture of territorial
delimitation. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the first expanded review
and multi-aspect systematization of archival collections containing documents on
interstate delimitation and the administrative organization of border territories.
The introduction into academic circulation of previously unused files and
inventories eliminates a significant gap in the source-based study of the topic.

The empirical basis of the research includes materials from RGIA, RGADA, the
State Archive of the Russian Federation, AVPRI, and the Archive of the St. Petersburg
Institute of History of the Russian Academy of Sciences. The application of source-
study, archival, historiographic and comparative-historical methods made it possible
to distinguish chronological and personal groups of sources that reflect the key stages
of the Kazakh-Russian border formation. The findings form a structured “map” of
the documentary heritage and create a foundation for further research in the field of
interstate relations and cross-border cooperation.

In this regard, the regulatory and legal framework for reforms
in higher education plays a crucial role, as it determines the direction, pace,
and sustainability of modernization processes. In the context of Central Asian
countries, this aspect reflects the aspiration to harmonize national educational
standards with international requirements while preserving and promoting cultural
and historical traditions. A comparative analysis of the regulatory and legal
foundations for higher education development in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
makes it possible to identify common trends and differences in approaches to
modernization, internationalization, and quality assurance in education. Studying
this experience has both scientific and practical significance for understanding
the factors contributing to reform effectiveness and the potential for mutual
enrichment. The purpose of the article is to reveal the regulatory and legal
foundations of the higher education systems in the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the Republic of Uzbekistan at the beginning of the 21st century, as well
as to identify similarities and differences in the directions of modernization,
internationalization, and quality assurance of higher education in these countries.

THE ROLE OF HIGHER EDUCATION IN DEVELOPING HUMAN
CAPITAL FOR THE RENEWABLE ENERGY SECTOR

Abstract. In the context of the global climate agenda and Kazakhstan’s
national commitments to achieving carbon neutrality by 2060, the development
of human capital for the renewable energy (RE) sector has become a strategic
imperative. This article examines the readiness of the higher education (HE)
system to support this transition. The methodological approach is based on
an analysis of institutional strategies and academic programs, as well as a
comparative assessment of models employed by leading RE countries.

The findings indicate that the HE system demonstrates significant strategic
adaptability to emerging market needs, yet encounters a number of challenges
associated with managing a hybrid energy mix. The structural heterogeneity
within academic programs (with the dominance of traditional disciplines)
reflects a pragmatic approach to risk management. A key limitation of readiness
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is the qualitative gap in research and development (R&D): current efforts
remain largely focused on the adoption of imported technologies, slowing
Kazakhstan’s progress toward achieving technological sovereignty. Furthermore,
the geographic concentration of expertise creates risks of regional imbalance,
underscoring the need for a policy of regional specialization. It is concluded that
transitioning from potential to actual readiness requires a structural reorientation
of HE, deeper integration within the “Triple Helix” model, and a shift in R&D
priorities from academic metrics toward commercialization and the generation of
domestic innovations. These measures will enhance the resilience of the national
energy sector and strengthen Kazakhstan’s ESG performance.

THE NATION-STATE IN THE FIGHT AGAINST
TRANSNATIONAL THREATS (THE CASE OF TERRORISM)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of transnational terrorism and
the role of the state in ensuring security. Using the examples of Israel, Kazakhstan,
and South Korea, it demonstrates that the nation-state remains the key actor in
countering terrorism, as it holds the authority to criminalize threats, regulate
digital and financial flows, and coordinate security and analytical institutions.
In the context of digitalization, terrorism takes on a networked form, utilizing
cryptofinancing, online communication, and clandestine logistical channels,
which requires states to implement new mechanisms of control, including
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digital monitoring, data analysis, information security platforms, and financial
oversight. The article shows that Israel develops a technologically intelligence-
driven model, Kazakhstan strengthens institutional coordination and analytical
monitoring, while South Korea forms a model of functional sovereignty based
on data and digital flow management. The author concludes that transnational
terrorism does not weaken the nation-state but rather makes it more analytical,
technologically equipped, and strategically oriented.

FORMATION OF THE CENTRAL ASIAN VECTOR OF US
FOREIGN POLICY: FROM STRATEGIC INTEREST
TO ADAPTIVE MODELS

Abstract. This article analyzes trends in the formation and implementation
of US foreign policy toward Central Asia, reflecting specific stages and
characteristics of the transformation of the international system. The aim of the
article is to identify the evolution of the US Central Asian foreign policy direction
- from its initial strategic interest to the development of adaptive models of
engagement with the states of the region - by revealing the key factors driving
the transformation of US approaches, as well as the dynamics of external and
internal challenges influencing this process. It examines the development of a
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holistic understanding of US policy in Central Asia, as well as the specifics of
US relations with the countries of the region, in the context of the cause-and-
effect relationships that have shaped the implementation of US foreign policy in
previous periods and influence its nature today. The article emphasizes the lack
of a stable and progressive line in US policy in Central Asia. The author reveals
that fluctuations in US policy are due to a combination of external factors related
to changes in the international environment and the internal characteristics of the
countries in the region, which contributes to the fragmented and reactive nature
of the American approach. Particular emphasis is placed on the rivalry between
the US, Russia, and China for military and economic dominance in Central Asia,
as well as the challenges associated with democratization, which limit the US’s
ability to strengthen its influence in the region. The revitalization of contacts
between the United States and Central Asian countries during Donald Trump’s
presidency is viewed in the context of potential cooperation in the energy sector,
which is of mutual interest to both sides. This prospect is becoming more relevant
against the backdrop of globalization trends and regional challenges.

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KAZAKHSTAN’S TRANSPORT DIPLOMACY IN THE CONTEXT
OF INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT AND REGIONAL
INTEGRATION IN CENTRAL ASIA
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Abstract. The relevance of the study lies in the necessity to develop
Kazakhstan’s transport-logistics system as a country that simultaneously
provides transit between north and south (between Russia and other Central
Asian countries) and between east and west (including within China’s “Belt and
Road” Initiative). Despite its lack of access to open sea but with extensive land
territory and access to the Caspian Sea, Kazakhstan can ensure large volumes
of transit cargo transportation, contributing to integration among Central Asian
countries within the frameworks of the CIS, EAEU, and China’s “Belt and Road”
Initiative. Improvement in quality and extension of road networks, railways, and
port facilities will contribute to increasing freight traffic volume, developing
trade, and attracting foreign investments. In the context of international relations,
Kazakhstan’s transport and logistics system acts not only as an instrument of
economic growth, but also as an important element of “transport diplomacy”
that strengthens the country’s ties with neighboring and partner countries.
The development of infrastructure and participation in international transport
corridors contributes to the formation of Kazakhstan as a key hub of Eurasian
cooperation. This strengthens its role in regional stability, energy and food
security, as well as in promoting a multi-vector foreign policy aimed at balancing
the interests of Russia, China, the European Union, Turkey and the Central Asian
countries. The aim of this research is to assess the current state and development
problems of Kazakhstan’s transport-logistics system considering the needs for
economic integration in Central Asia. To achieve this goal, general theoretical
approaches to the role of transport-logistics systems in national development
and international integration are reviewed in the article, along with evaluation
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of trends and challenges faced by Kazakhstan’s transport-logistics system over
recent years.

Economic integration of Central Asian countries represents a set of
measures aimed at strengthening mutually beneficial cooperation and creating
conditions for sustainable economic growth in the region.

The economic integration of the Central Asian countries is a process of
forming close economic ties between the states of the region — Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan. The foundations of
economic integration include historical aspects, geopolitical factors, as well as
factorsrelated to the availability of natural resources, energy and transport. Central
Asia has a rich historical heritage of joint trade routes, cultural and ethnic ties.
The most important basis is the location of the region at the crossroads of ancient
trade routes, including the Great Silk Road, which contributed to the formation
of stable economic relations between the peoples of the region. The countries of
Central Asia are located at the junction of major civilizations and are important
transit territories between the East and the West. This creates an opportunity for
the states of the region to actively participate in international transport corridors,
such as China’s New Silk Road (“One Belt - One Road”). In addition, Central
Asia has significant reserves of natural resources, including oil, gas, gold, copper,
coal and other minerals. Kazakhstan, with the largest territory in Central Asia, has
the largest number of natural resources, including energy resources. Coordination
of resource extraction and transportation contributes to the development of
infrastructure and the growth of interdependence of the economies of the region.
The energy resources of Central Asia (primarily oil produced in Kazakhstan
and natural gas produced in Turkmenistan) play an important role in the world
economy. Providing reliable energy supply to neighboring regions strengthens
the positions of the countries of the region in the international arena and makes
them attractive partners for foreign investors, including China, Russia, Turkey,
and the EU countries. The creation of a free trade zone and facilitating the
movement of goods and investments contribute to raising the standard of living
of the population and increasing state budget revenues. Currently, an example
of a successful initiative that is being implemented, including in Central Asia,
is the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU), which includes Russia, Kazakhstan,
Belarus, Kyrgyzstan, and Armenia. These countries have created a common
market and are integrating in other areas as well. As a result, it can be said that
the foundations of economic integration of the Central Asian countries cover a
wide range of factors related to history, geography, resources, trade, investment,
and infrastructure [1]. These factors create conditions for sustainable economic
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growth and improving the well-being of the peoples of the region. Transport is
one of the factors in the development of economic integration of the Central
Asian countries.

Current needs for economic integration include such aspects as the
development of international trade both within Central Asian countries and with
external perimeter countries (China, Russia, countries of the Caspian and Black
Sea regions, European Union), overall enhancement of trade-economic relations,
energy cooperation, resource provision, and transport-logistics integration [2].
Transport-logistics integration between Central Asian countries is particularly
important element of overall integration because modern transport routes play
a crucial role in ensuring stability and prosperity of the region. Construction of
new highways and modernization of existing infrastructure objects are necessary
to increase efficiency of cargo transportation and reduce costs both for export and
for import of goods [3]. It also contributes to the development of transit shipments
and obtaining revenues from cargo transit, as well as attracting foreign investment
into transport and logistics. Considering all this, Kazakhstan has adopted the
Concept for Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan’s Transport-Logistics
Potential until 2030 [4]. Within this framework, it is envisaged that there will be
an increase in the capacity of international transit-transport corridors, logistics
terminals, border crossing points, development of cross-border hubs and terminals
on the country’s territory, expansion and modernization of the vehicle fleet in the
country. By 2030, it is intended to turn Kazakhstan into a leading regional transit
hub providing integrated development of individual transport sectors within a
unified transport-logistics complex.

This is why the article examines the main aspects of developing Kazakhstan’s
transport-logistics potential, which has the largest territory in Central Asia and a
strategic location between Europe and Asia, South and North. All these factors
make Kazakhstan a territory with numerous transit corridors for international
freight transportation.

Description of Materials and Methods

The materials utilized in this work can be divided into publications by
other authors examining the development of Kazakhstan’s transport-logistics
infrastructure and its potential growth, as well as quantitative analysis data
provided by the National Statistics Bureau under the Agency for Strategic
Planning and Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Statistical materials for quantitative analysis include statistical datasets
available online at https://stat.gov.kz/ru/industries/business-statistics/stat-
transport/, as well as information presented in the Concept for Development of
Transport-Logistics Potential of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 (2022).

Methods applied for analyzing research articles by other authors are:
analysis, synthesis, comparison.

Quantitative methods used for analyzing the development of Kazakhstan’s
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transport-logistics potential over the past 5 years: analysis of the volume of
freight transportation (in physical terms), analysis of the structure of freight
transportation by type of transport, analysis of the dynamics and structure of
transit freight transportation, analysis of the length of railways and highways,
analysis of the quality of highways of national and international importance,
analysis of the dynamics of income and investment in the “Transport and
warehousing” industry, comparison of dynamics. Analysis is conducted based
on officially published statistics covering the period from 2020 to 2024 (5 years).

Results and discussion

The transit capabilities of Central Asian countries are the main driver of
their social and economic progress, as well as a significant component of global
trade processes. The region’s location between Europe, China, India and the
Middle East dictates the need to improve infrastructure related to transport and
logistics systems [3]. International cooperation in the field of transport between
the Central Asian countries regulated by several key multilateral and bilateral
documents, the main ones being:

1) “Multilateral Agreement on International Automobile Traffic”, which
was concluded between the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the
Republic of Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and the Republic of Tajikistan, it regulates
issues of international road transport, the procedure for entry and exit of motor
vehicles, issuance of permits for transportation and determination of route zones;

2) “Agreement on the International Carriage of Dangerous Goods by
Road” (ADR), which is attended by most Central Asian countries; this agreement
establishes technical requirements for vehicles, rules for packaging and labeling
hazardous substances, driver training and control over compliance with standards;

3) “Convention on International Carriage by Rail” (SMGS), which
determines the legal status, obligations and rights of the parties in the
implementation of international rail transport between the CIS countries,
including Russia, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan;

4) Protocols on the procedure for the passage of trains through border
crossings, which are concluded between neighboring Central Asian countries
regarding the procedures for passing trains, checking passengers and baggage,
and observing sanitary and customs requirements;

5) Agreements on border transport and passenger traffic, which are
concluded on a bilateral basis between countries in the region, for example,
between Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, defining the rules and features of crossing
the state border by land transport, the conditions for the provision of transport
services to the population and mechanisms for resolving emerging conflicts;

6) “Treaty on freedom of transit”: such treaties the Central Asian states
have concluded agreements on providing each other with the most favored nation
treatment in relation to transportation through the territory of one party, excluding
discrimination against goods and vehicles of third countries.
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7) “Agreement on interaction of the Central Asian states in the field of
information exchange and automation of the process of coordination and
accounting of international transportation”, which provides a common platform
for the prompt exchange of information on the state of transportation, control
measures and regulatory changes in the field of transport. Such international
agreements, together with accompanying instructions and rules, constitute the
legal basis for the joint use of regional transport systems, the elimination of
technical obstacles and the simplification of the procedure for the international
movement of goods and passengers.

International cooperation in the field of freight transport within the Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU), which includes Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, is
regulated by the Treaty on the Eurasian Economic Union (2015), which includes
a section on “Transport” and the Protocol on a coordinated (agreed) transport
policy. The decision of the Supreme Eurasian Economic Council of December
26,2016 No. 19 approved the Main Directions of Transport Policy aimed at lifting
restrictions on transportation by all modes of transport until 2025. The decision of
the Supreme Council of the EAEU of May 8, 2015 No. 13 approved the Program
for the phased liberalization of the implementation of road freight transportation
by carriers registered in the territory of one of the EAEU states between points
located in the territory of another EAEU state for the period from 2016 to 2025.
The Order of the EEC Board of October 26, 2021 No. 175 approved the list
of Eurasian transport corridors and routes (including through the countries of
Central Asia). And the Decision of the EEC Council of September 14, 2021 No.
87 approved the project to create an information and communication “showcase”
of national services of the ecosystem of digital transport corridors of the EAEU.

The “One Belt — One Road” (OBOR) initiative, introduced by China
in 2013, is being actively implemented in Central Asia due to the region’s
advantageous location between Europe and Asia. Several significant projects
within the initiative are already in the development stage or have been successfully
completed, having a positive impact on regional economies and communications.
Transport projects implemented in Central Asian countries, including those
involving Chinese investment, are of great importance. For example, this is the
“Kashgar-Hotan-Lanzhou” railway project. Its construction will connect the
western regions of China with the Central Asian republics, creating a direct outlet
to European markets. This project will reduce transportation costs and shorten
the delivery time of goods, stimulating the development of China’s western
province of the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region and adjacent areas of
Central Asia. The “Isfara-Bishkek-Osh-Dushanbe” highway, which runs through
the Tien Shan and Pamir mountain ranges, connecting Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan
and Uzbekistan, was built with financial support from China and is designed
to facilitate cross-border transportation and strengthen the tourist attractiveness
of the region. The “Almaty-Urumqi” highway is intended to become part of a
larger pan-Asian route connecting western China with Europe via Kazakhstan.
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The project is designed to speed up road transport and attract more tourists and
businessmen who want to take advantage of the convenience of direct transport
links. Numerous logistics hubs are also being created to quickly distribute goods
and raw materials coming from China to Central Asia and further to Europe.
For example, the large “Shymbulak” terminal near Almaty is in operation,
created specifically to service goods going along the New Silk Road route [12].
Recently, the implementation of a long-proposed project within the framework
of the Chinese initiative - the “China-Kyrgyzstan-Uzbekistan Railway Highway”
— has begun — a railway under construction, which is designed to connect the
railways of China and Uzbekistan through the territory of Kyrgyzstan, and then
through Turkmenistan, Iran and Turkey to connect with the European railway
network. This road can be called another alternative route for transporting goods
from China to Europe (the first is the northern corridor through Kazakhstan and
Russia, the second is the middle corridor through Kazakhstan and the Caspian
Sea, then through Azerbaijan and Georgia) [7]. From 2015 to 2024, China has
already invested $78.2 billion in infrastructure projects in the transport sector
in Central Asia within the framework of this initiative. Including $23.4 billion
invested over the past 3 years (2022-2024) [8].

The accession of Central Asian countries to such international economic
associations as the Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC) and the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) helps to unify legislation, simplify administrative
procedures and improve the efficiency of transit. Given the increase in global trade,
the renewal of infrastructure, the development of logistics hubs, the introduction
of digital technologies in the transport industry and the influx of foreign capital
are of particular importance. The combination of these measures forms a solid
foundation for strengthening the position of Central Asia as an important transit
center on the Eurasian map.

The role and place of Kazakhstan in Central Asian integration and in
transport routes, which are actively developing through the efforts of the EAEU
and the Chinese initiative, is key. This is due to its location and territory on the
map of Central Asia, as well as the size of Kazakhstan’s transport infrastructure
itself. First, it is necessary to note the peculiarities of Kazakhstan’s geographical
location. The key geographic position of Kazakhstan in Central Asia and its
vast territory have made it a factor that five out of thirteen international railway
corridors defined by the Organization for Cooperation of Railways (OSJD) pass
through its territory. Sarsembaev lists these railway corridors:

1) Northern corridor of the Transasiatic Railway Mainline used for container
transportation along the route “China — Russia — Europe”;

2) Southern corridor of this mainline: Southeastern Europe — China and
Southeast Asia via Turkey, Iran, and countries of Central Asia;

3) North-South Corridor (Saint Petersburg — Aktau — Amrabad — Bandar
Abbas);
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4) TRACECA: Eastern Europe — Central Asia via Black Sea, Caucasus,
and Caspian Sea (on the section Dostyk — Almaty — Aktau) [9].

Kelbetov et al. define Kazakhstan’s role in international transport logistics
by highlighting the following transit corridors passing through its territory:

1) Middle Corridor (TMTM), which connects China with the Caspian ports
(Aktau, Kuryk, Baku) via Kazakhstan’s rail and road systems, enabling further
cargo movement through Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Turkey into EU countries;

2) North-South Corridor, ensuring the flow of goods from Central Asian
countries and Iran northward towards Russia and subsequently to EU countries
via Kazakhstan’s rail and road networks, intersecting with routes originating
from China [6].

All of this forms external factors driving the development of Kazakhstan’s
transport-logistics infrastructure aimed at maximizing freight traffic volumes
across its territory. This can both generate revenue for the state through transit fees
and provision of transport and logistics services, as well as enhance the country’s
export potential. The simultaneous development of the “Kazakhstan-China”
railway and the Aktau port on the Caspian Sea enhances the competitiveness of
Kazakhstan’s transport-logistics system, increases the capacity and attractiveness
of cargo transportation through Kazakhstan, and contributes to transforming
Kazakhstan into an economic and geopolitical leader in Central Asia.

The change in the volume of cargo transportation in Kazakhstan for 2020-
2024 presented in Figure 1:

These data show that the volume of transported cargo increased by 28.1%

over 5 years, and cargo turnover increased by 17.4%. The change in the structure
of freight transportation by type of transport for 2020-2024 presented in Figure 2:

The presented data shows that rail transport has the highest share in freight
transportation in Kazakhstan. But gradually over 5 years the share has been
decreasing from 42,27 to 40,25%. And the share of road freight transportation
has been increasing from 22,7 to 31,84%, because the dynamics of road freight
transportation is higher (they have increased by 79,6% over 5 years, while rail
freight transportation has increased only by 9%).

The operational length of public railway tracks for 2020-2024 measured as
follows (Figure 3):

From the presented data is clear that the length of railways has not
increased over 5 years, but has even decreased slightly by 0,3%. The number of
locomotives increased by only 6,3% in 2020-2024. In 2022, the Concept for the
Development of Transport and Logistics Potential emphasized that Kazakhstan’s
railway infrastructure is underdeveloped and has high wear and tear, there are
risk factors due to insufficient renewal of track equipment, and there is high wear
and tear and a shortage of rolling stock.

However, the volume of transit rail traffic has increased significantly over
the past 5 years, as has the revenue from transit traffic, as shown in Figure 4:

Transit transportation increased by 41.2% over 5 years (significantly more
than the total volume of transportation, although their share is only 3%), and
revenues in USD terms increased by 64,3%. The growth of transit traffic and
income from it is associated with the increase in the transit of Chinese goods,
including along the TMTM corridor [5].

The change in the length of roads in Kazakhstan, including national and
international roads, shown in Figure 5:

From the data in Figure 6 is clear that the length of motorways did not
increase, but even decreased (by 1.5% for all roads and by 0.2% for international
and national roads). However, only 92.5% of all roads have a hard surface.

To assess the qualitative change in the roads of national and international
importance, presented Figure 6:

As can be seen from the data in Figure 6, for the best quality roads (categories
I and II) it increased, but not so significantly: from 12,35 and 23,14% to 14,14 to
24,36%. The share of category III roads decreased by almost 3%, but the share of
the highest quality roads remains almost unchanged. The Concept of Development
of Transport and Logistics Potential of the Republic of Kazakhstan also notes that
accident rates are high for Kazakhstan’s highways. Limiting sections on the most
important sections of roads (more than 60% of all the most important roads) are
also a problem. Given the high growth dynamics of road freight transportation,
the traffic intensity on Kazakhstan’s highways exceeds the design parameters by
1,5-2 times, which reduces the safety and speed of transportation.
The volume of transit freight transportation by road has increased
significantly over 5 years, as shown in Figure 7.

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The increase was 196.7% over 5 years. At the same time, transit cargo
transportation is 1.8% of all road cargo transportation. The volume of transit road
cargo transportation is still significantly inferior (in 2024 by 2,13 times) to the
volume of transit rail transportation. But this gap is rapidly narrowing.

The Concept for the Development of Transport and Logistics Potential
of the Republic of Kazakhstan also notes such problems of road freight
transportation as high wear and tear of the vehicle fleet along with stricter
environmental requirements, as well as a reduction in the share of national road
carriers in the international transportation market from 52% (in 2010) to 31% (in
2021). High air pollution is also a problem (motor vehicles account for 80% of
harmful emissions). The problem of transit development also lies in the low level
of digitalization in customs procedures and border control, which significantly
delays the passage of goods across the Kazakh border.

Gross output and gross investment in the Transport and Warehousing
industry shown in Figure 8:

From Figure 9, it is evident that investment growth in transport and logistics
is closely linked to income growth in this sector (correlation being 95,6%)
and also strongly correlated with physical volume of freight transportation
(correlation of 97,6%). However, despite investments increasing by 143,3% over
5 years, revenues grew only by 72,3%, while total freight transportation volume
increased by just 28,1%. Therefore, it cannot be said that all investments were
sufficiently effective. At the same time, as noted by Tulendiyev et al. (2025, 51-
52),1n2020-2025, large-scale investment projects were completed in Kazakhstan
for the construction of the Kazakhstan-China railway (began in 2015), expansion
of the Aktau port (began in 2013).

The conducted research has led to conclusions indicating that despite the
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increase in investments in transport and logistics sectors, the amount of such
investments remains clearly insufficient. Although major freight transportation,
including transit shipments, predominantly relies on rail transport, there has
been virtually no observable growth in the length of railway tracks over the
last 5 years. Despite completing large-scale projects like the construction of the
“China-Kazakhstan” railway line, numerous challenges persist concerning the
development of railroads in various directions (including non-transit ones) and
improvements in rolling stock. These issues slow down the growth of freight
transportation via railways (excluding transit shipments). Enhancement and
expansion of railway infrastructure would facilitate faster growth in railway
transportation within Kazakhstan, encompassing international shipments along
the “North-South” direction involving other Central Asian countries [10].

Another issue concerns the development of road freight transportation. As
noted earlier, the slow growth of road infrastructure combined with poor-quality
roads (which account for more than half of the network) coupled with obstacles
created at border control checkpoints impose additional strain on existing
infrastructure, reduce travel speed, heighten accident risks, and negatively
impact the environment. Among the primary areas recommended by researchers
studying the development of transport-logistics potential [9, 11], with whom one
may agree, should be highlighted:

1) improvement of quality of international and republic-level highways;

2) expansion and growth of highway networks (including toll roads
developed through public-private partnerships);

3) encouragement of domestic carriers to acquire high-quality and
environmentally friendly trucks;

4) development of digital monitoring systems to expedite customs clearance
for freight vehicles.

According to the Eurasian Development Bank (EDB), by July 1, 2025,
Kazakhstan’s share amounted to over 44% of the total investment in Central
Asia’s transport infrastructure, reaching over $23 billion. A significant number
of Kazakhstan’s projects are of interest to private investors and are being
implemented within the framework of public-private partnership (PPP) models,
among them the reconstruction of the Almaty airport, the construction of the
Almaty-Issyk-Kul toll highway, and the creation of large transport and logistics
complexes. According to estimates by the European Bank for Reconstruction
and Development (EBRD), Kazakhstan will need additional funding in the near
future in the amount of over $5.5 billion to update the transport system, including
construction work and the digitalization of logistics platforms.

These measures will contribute to enhancing Kazakhstan’s competitiveness
in the market of international freight transportation, increasing opportunities for
the main transit corridors running through the country.
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Conclusion

The modern integration of Central Asian countries is characterized by
several key features that define their current development trajectory in various
sectors, including freight transportation. Central Asia’s location between major
global economic zones such as Europe, China, India, and Russia makes it a
crucial transit region for international trade routes. This strategic positioning
has attracted significant attention from both regional players like Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan, as well as external powers
seeking to expand their influence through infrastructure projects. Efforts have
been made to improve transport corridors within the region, particularly road
networks and railways. Projects such as the North-South International Transport
Corridor connecting Iran with Russia via Azerbaijan or the Trans-Caspian East-
West Middle Corridor linking Turkey with China illustrate how these initiatives
contribute to enhancing connectivity across Eurasia. Several cities in Central Asia
are emerging as important logistics hubs due to their proximity to key markets.
For instance, Almaty in Kazakhstan serves as an essential hub for transshipment
activities while Bishkek in Kyrgyzstan plays a vital role in facilitating cross-
border movements along the Silk Road Economic Belt initiative proposed by
China. Streamlining customs procedures remains critical for improving efficiency
at border checkpoints where delays can significantly impact supply chains.
Efforts towards harmonizing regulations among member states aim to reduce
bureaucratic hurdles associated with moving goods across borders efficiently.
Contemporary integration efforts in Central Asia reflect its unique geographical
advantages combined with ongoing challenges related to infrastructure gaps,
regulatory inconsistencies, and digital transformation needs. Addressing these
issues will be instrumental in unlocking further growth potential offered by
enhanced connectivity within the broader context of globalization trends affecting
all regions globally.

The Republic of Kazakhstan holds a key logistical position in Central Asia
because it facilitates the transit of goods through its territory via the “North-
South” and Central corridors (from China via the Caspian region to the Caucasus,
Turkey, and Europe). Taking into account this role, Kazakhstan’s logistics system
is developing rapidly, recently completing the construction of the “Kazakhstan-
China” railway, expanding the throughput capacity of the Aktau port, and
implementing other significant logistic projects.

Majority of freight transportation in Kazakhstan, including transit shipments,
takes place by rail, while road freight transportation develops at higher rates and
quickly increases its share in overall and transit freight transportation.

Identified exist problems associated with inadequate development of
railway and road infrastructure in Kazakhstan, as well as issues related to wear
and aging of rolling stock and other organizational challenges regarding freight
transportation. Collectively, these problems diminish the capabilities for cargo
transportation through the country. Investments in transport infrastructure —
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primarily rail and road — are required to ensure growth in the volume and speed
of cargo transportation through Kazakhstan, thereby strengthening its position in
the field of logistics in Central Asia and to strengthen integration processes in the
region.

Effective use of Kazakhstan’s transport potential creates the basis for
deepening Central Asian integration and strengthening the country’s role in
global value chains.

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THE MAIN DIRECTIONS OF TURKEY’S COOPERATION WITH THE
CENTRAL ASTIAN STATES

Abstract. The scientific article explores the main directions of Turkey’s
cooperation with the Central Asian states. The authors consider the dynamics and
nature of cooperation in various fields, including politics, economics, culture and
education. The article analyzes the historical and cultural ties between Turkey
and the countries of Central Asia, as well as assesses the influence of geopolitical
factors on the development and deepening of relations. Special attention is paid
to cooperation in the fields of energy, transport and trade, as well as issues of
security and stability in the region. The article also examines the challenges and
prospects for further development of cooperation between Turkey and the Central
Asian states in the context of a changing geopolitical situation and economic
conditions.

Recently, the attention of the international community has been focused
on Central Asia. This state of affairs is explained by the events that took place,
directly or indirectly related to the region - the rise to power of the Taliban,
events in Kazakhstan, the activation of the CSTO, etc. Against this background,
Turkey began to show special activity, positioning itself as the leader of the
“Turkic world” and trying to get involved in what is happening along with the
main non-regional actors, such as like Russia and China. In this context, the
Turkish development model was considered as the main tool, combining a secular
democratic political system, respect for Islamic values, socially oriented public
policy and a market economy. The factor of ethnic and confessional proximity
of the countries was also important, which was used as an argument in favor of
Turkey’s formation of the status of a representative of the Turkic republics in the
international arena.

The authors use analytical methods and data from official sources, as well as
the results of interviews with experts and representatives of government agencies
to develop their conclusions and recommendations for further cooperation. This
article is of interest to researchers, international relations specialists and political
scientists, as well as to practitioners involved in the development of foreign
economic relations.

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Introduction

The cooperation between Turkey and the Central Asian states constitutes
a significant aspect of contemporary geopolitics and international relations.
Historical, cultural, and economic ties between these regions form the foundation
for the development of mutually beneficial cooperation across various domains.
Currently, interest in these relations is growing amidst rapidly changing global
political and economic dynamics.

Turkey’s strategic location, serving as a bridge between Europe and Asia,
has consistently influenced its foreign policy and international relations. In
recent decades, Turkey has increasingly prioritized strengthening its relations
with Central Asia, a region characterized by vast energy resources, significant
geopolitical importance, and a shared cultural heritage. The collapse of the Soviet
Union in 1991 marked a pivotal moment, creating new avenues for Turkey to
enhance its cooperation with the newly independent Central Asian republics. The
common historical, linguistic, and cultural ties between Turkey and the Central
Asian states have provided a robust basis for the expansion of multifaceted
collaborations across various sectors, including trade, energy, security, and
education.

This paper aims to examine the primary dimensions of Turkey’s engagement
with the Central Asian states, identifying critical areas of cooperation and
analyzing the evolving nature of these interactions. By emphasizing political,
economic, and cultural dimensions, the study will underscore Turkey’s role in
promoting regional stability and development, while also positioning the country
as a significant actor in the broader Eurasian geopolitical context. Through an in-
depth analysis, this research seeks to offer a comprehensive understanding of the
complexities and opportunities that characterize Turkey’s involvement in Central
Asia.

Description of materials and methods

In this article, the primary methodology used is geopolitical analysis, which
provides a framework for understanding the positioning and strategic role of each
Central Asian country by considering a range of natural-geographical and socio-
political factors. This approach helps to uncover the underlying motivations
of foreign policies, territorial claims, and alliances that shape the political
landscape of the region. By analyzing geographical features, such as proximity
to key economic hubs and access to crucial resources like energy reserves, as
well as political considerations, including historical ties, security concerns, and
regional power dynamics, the geopolitical analysis allows for a comprehensive
understanding of the interactions between Central Asian states and external
actors, particularly Turkey.

Moreover, economic analysis is employed to assess the trade and investment
flows between Turkey and the Central Asian countries. This method includes the
examination of key economic indicators, such as export-import statistics, foreign
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direct investment (FDI), and participation in regional and international economic
organizations. The analysis further explores the economic impact of major
infrastructure projects, including transportation corridors, energy pipelines, and
technological initiatives that are central to the bilateral relations between the
two regions. In addition to geopolitical and economic analyses, comparative
analysis is utilized to evaluate the educational, cultural, and scientific exchanges
between Turkey and the Central Asian states. This approach involves examining
collaborative initiatives such as academic partnerships, student exchange
programs, joint research projects, and the diffusion of cultural practices, all of
which serve as significant pillars in strengthening diplomatic and people-to-
people relations. By comparing these exchanges across multiple sectors, the
study seeks to highlight the extent to which cultural diplomacy and educational
cooperation influence the broader foreign policy goals of both Turkey and Central
Asian nations.

The study systematically analyzes the main directions of Turkey’s
cooperation with the Central Asian states, focusing on political, economic,
and socio-cultural dimensions. The research integrates both qualitative and
quantitative data, drawing on primary sources such as government reports,
international treaties, trade agreements, and academic publications, as well
as secondary sources including expert opinions and analysis from think tanks
and international organizations. This multi-method approach provides a well-
rounded assessment of the dynamic and evolving relationships between Turkey
and Central Asia.

Results

The analysis of Turkey’s cooperation with the Central Asian states reveals
significant progress across multiple domains, including political relations,
economic partnerships, cultural exchange, security cooperation, and energy
collaboration. The following key findings are drawn from the study, with
particular emphasis on specific initiatives and examples:

Political Cooperation: Turkey has actively sought to strengthen its political
ties with Central Asian countries through strategic diplomatic initiatives and high-
level visits. Notably, Turkey’s involvement in the Organization of Turkic States
(OTS) and the Cooperation Council of Turkic-Speaking States (CCTS) has served
as a platform for deeper political engagement. For example, in 2021, Turkey’s
President Recep Tayyip Erdogan visited Uzbekistan, a pivotal moment in cementing
Turkey’s role as a key regional actor. Through these diplomatic efforts, Turkey has
expressed strong support for the sovereignty of Central Asian countries, offering
assistance in democratization processes and regional conflict resolution.

Economic Engagement: Economic cooperation between Turkey and
Central Asia has been marked by significant growth in trade and investment. In
2020, Turkey’s trade volume with Kazakhstan reached approximately $4 billion,
while trade with Uzbekistan also showed a notable increase following the 2017
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Uzbek reforms. Turkey has been involved in various infrastructure projects,
including the construction of roads, railways, and airports. One notable example
is Turkey’s involvement in the construction of the Khorgos Gateway, a major
logistics and trade hub located on the border between Kazakhstan and China.
Turkish companies, such as the construction giant Enka, have been instrumental in
infrastructure development across Central Asia, enhancing regional connectivity.

Cultural and Educational Cooperation: Cultural diplomacy has emerged
as an essential tool for enhancing mutual understanding between Turkey
and Central Asian countries. The opening of Turkish schools and educational
institutions, such as the International Turkish School in Ashgabat, Turkmenistan,
represents Turkey’s commitment to fostering cultural exchange. Furthermore,
initiatives like the “Turkish Language Olympiads,” which involve Central Asian
students, have contributed to the growing influence of the Turkish language and
culture in the region. Central Asian governments have also shown interest in
Turkey’s educational model, with Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan increasing their
scholarships for Turkish universities.

Security and Defense: Security cooperation has expanded, particularly
in counterterrorism, border security, and military collaboration. One of the key
examples of this partnership is the joint military exercises held between Turkey
and Turkmenistan in 2021, aimed at enhancing the defense capabilities of both
nations. Additionally, Turkey has supported Central Asian countries through
intelligence-sharing frameworks to combat regional threats, such as extremism
and drug trafficking. Turkey’s role in the regional security architecture has been
further highlighted through its participation in the NATO-led Central Asia—NATO
Partnership, which strengthens military ties and addresses common security
concerns.

Energy Cooperation: Energy collaboration remains a cornerstone of
Turkey’s strategic interests in Central Asia. Turkey has become a critical energy
transit route for Central Asian countries seeking alternative pathways to European
markets. A prime example is the Trans-Caspian Pipeline initiative, which seeks
to transport natural gas from Turkmenistan through Azerbaijan and into Turkey,
thereby reducing reliance on Russian pipelines. Moreover, in 2022, Turkey
signed a memorandum of understanding with Kazakhstan to enhance energy
cooperation, particularly in the areas of oil and natural gas exploration. These
efforts underscore Turkey’s growing role as a key energy hub connecting Central
Asia to Europe and other global markets.

Challenges and Opportunities: While Turkey has made notable progress
in its relations with Central Asia, several challenges remain. The presence of
geopolitical rivals, such as Russia and China, complicates Turkey’s efforts to
solidify its influence in the region. However, there are significant opportunities
for deepening cooperation in emerging sectors such as digital technology,
environmental sustainability, and regional infrastructure. For instance, the
digitalization of trade routes and e-commerce, particularly through the Middle
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Corridor (linking China to Europe via Central Asia and Turkey), presents an
opportunity for Turkey to further integrate Central Asia into its regional economic
network.

These results demonstrate that Turkey’s multifaceted approach to Central
Asia, which combines political, economic, cultural, and security considerations,
is contributing to the strengthening of bilateral relations. The examples outlined
above underscore the growing depth of Turkey’s engagement in the region, with
a focus on fostering long-term partnerships, enhancing regional stability, and
expanding Turkey’s strategic influence in Central Asia. The aim of this study is not
only to describe the current state of cooperation but also to identify development
trends and promising directions for long-term interaction between Turkey and
the Central Asian states. The challenges and opportunities facing both parties
are analyzed, along with potential ways to strengthen partnerships and expand
cooperation in various fields.

Discussions

The Republic of Turkey is currently actively leveraging the strengthening
and deepening of economic cooperation as a key tool to expand its influence in
the region. Ankara places particular emphasis on Central Asia as a promising area
for investments in transportation infrastructure. The opening of new transport
routes and highways aims to reduce the post-Soviet republics’ dependence on
infrastructural connections with Russia, making regional projects particularly
relevant. At the December 2018 exhibition of goods from the Turkic Council
countries, it was noted that the volume of Turkish investments in Central Asia
exceeds 85 billion USD. In recent years, Turkey has undertaken several significant
projects, including the construction of an international port in Ashgabat and
the refurbishment of the port in Turkmenia. Furthermore, in 2020, the Turkish
holding “TAV Airports” acquired 100% of the shares of Almaty Airport, the
largest city in Kazakhstan. Future plans are ambitious; for example, Turkey
intends to collaborate with China on the Trans-Caspian transport route project, a
corridor that will connect the countries of the Turkic world. The construction of
this corridor will provide Turkey with direct access to the Central Asian region,
enabling increased exports of industrial goods and the corresponding import of
raw materials. The region is also of interest to Ankara for diversifying energy
supply routes to Turkey. Ankara aims to increase the supply of Kazakh oil via
the Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan pipeline and Turkmen gas through the Trans-Anatolian
Natural Gas Pipeline, part of the Southern Gas Corridor project. These plans
indicate Turkey’s aspiration to become the “energy hub” of Eurasia, channeling
gas from Russia, Central Asia, Azerbaijan, and the Eastern Mediterranean to
Europe.

It 1s important to note that the foundation for achieving Turkey’s goals
and plans is already substantial. Turkey’s economy has a fundamentally different
structure compared to the Central Asian countries, enabling Ankara to meet the
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demand for types of goods not produced in the region. However, export volumes
are limited due to the lack of developed infrastructure. From 2010 to 2020, trade
between Turkey and the Central Asian countries increased from $5.5 billion
to $6.3 billion. Nevertheless, this figure represents just over 1.5% of Ankara’s
total foreign trade turnover, indicating significant growth potential for Turkey.
Turkey’s largest trading partners in the region are Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan,
with each country’s trade turnover exceeding $2 billion. However, Turkey does
not rank among the top three major trading partners for these republics [1]. It
struggles to compete with the Russian Federation and China, and its achievements
in enhancing its economic presence in the region pale in comparison to those of
other significant actors.

Alongside deepening economic cooperation, Ankara also aims to strengthen
its military relations with the Central Asian republics. This primarily involves
bilateral contacts with regional countries, which have reached a new level in
recent times. The idea of creating a “Turkic Army” - a military bloc involving
Turkic states - is currently under active discussion. The first steps towards this
initiative were taken back in 2013 with the establishment of the “Eurasian
Law Enforcement Organization” (TAKM), which includes Turkey, Azerbaijan,
Kyrgyzstan, and Mongolia. The Republic of Kazakhstan has expressed a desire
to become a member of TAKM. The organization aimed to foster collaboration
among the military law enforcement agencies of participating states. TAKM’s
objectives included combating organized crime, terrorism, and smuggling in
the Caucasus and Central Asia. However, TAKM has yet to achieve substantial
progress, despite being the initial endeavor to establish a framework for military
cooperation that could serve as a platform for communication among all regional
security forces under Ankara’s auspices.

Discussions and information regarding the consolidation of military
cooperation between Turkey and the Central Asian countries began after the
resumption of the Karabakh conflict in 2020. In the fall of 2020, amidst intense
combat, Minister of Defense Hulusi Akar visited Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.
During these visits, an agreement on military and military-technical partnership
between Turkey and Uzbekistan was signed, and discussions on Turkish-
Kazakhstani strategic cooperation were conducted. Experts viewed this brief tour
as the beginning of a project to establish a unified Turkic army. Discussions about
the “Turkic Army” intensified when Turkey’s Foreign Minister Mevlut Cavusoglu
visited Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan in March 2021. The formation
of a military-political bloc under Ankara’s leadership aims to bolster Turkey’s
position in the competition for regional leadership. Thus, despite the ambitious
nature of the project, Ankara’s plans to create the Turkic Army could face
several obstacles. Firstly, other regional actors in Central Asia - such as Russia,
China, and Iran - may perceive the formation of the “Turkic Army” as a threat
to their security interests. Secondly, it is important to consider that Kazakhstan
and Kyrgyzstan are members of the Collective Security Treaty Organization
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(CSTO), while Turkey itself is a member of NATO [2]. Upon their potential
accession to this new bloc, a crucial question arises regarding the status these
countries will preserve within their traditional alliances, if they maintain any at
all. Moreover, prior to establishing the “Turkic Army,” Ankara must first achieve
greater strides in cooperation with Central Asian countries across various other
spheres of interaction. Furthermore, the absence of sufficient resource capacity
in its comprehensive sense presents a formidable obstacle to military integration.

Alongside its economic efforts, Turkey began emphasizing the use of a
broad range of soft power tools in Central Asia as early as the 1990s. Turkish
policy in the region has been largely shaped by several key directions, prominently
including initiatives aimed at promoting the Turkish language, culture, and
history, encompassing education in a broader sense. Within the framework of
this policy, several primary priority goals pursued by Turkey can be identified.
This also involves the development, under its guidance, of a “new Turkic
identity” primarily based on the idea of cultural and religious commonality,
forming a unified set of values that underpin the worldview of the populations
of Turkic-speaking countries. This prospectively serves as the foundation for
effective cooperation both economically and politically. Furthermore, Turkey
places special significance on maintaining ties with ethnic Turks capable of
advocating the country’s interests abroad and creating favorable conditions for
its activities overseas [3]. This is primarily achieved through the preservation and
dissemination of knowledge about Turkish culture, history, and language among
Turkish communities. Programs are implemented to educate bilingual children,
establish educational organizations focusing on the history and culture of Turkey,
and develop educational initiatives, among other efforts.

Ankara places significant importance on the task of creating and maintaining
a “new image of the country,” which has undergone substantial transformations
since the 2010s. Initially, the “Turkish model” was positioned as an effective
synthesis of Islamic values, democratic societal principles, and a thriving market
economy. However, from the 2010s onwards, due to various foreign policy factors
(such as the Arab Spring) and domestic political changes (the transformation of
the ruling AKP’s policies), there has been a shift towards portraying Turkey as a
“defender of Muslims and Turks” worldwide. To achieve its objectives, Ankara
actively promotes Turkey’s mass culture products, particularly its film industry
and the entertainment sector as a whole. As a result, there is a cultural imprint in
the public consciousness of Central Asian countries depicting images that enhance
Turkey’s cultural, historical, and religious status. Concurrently, this activity is
closely tied to an intensified policy of providing humanitarian assistance to the
region’s republics. This includes not only financial aid and debt relief but also
infrastructure and logistical plans within the noted directions.

The institutional component of Turkish policy in Central Asia stands as one
of its most contradictory elements. On one hand, there is a visible and extensive
network of institutions actively utilized by Turkey since the 1990s as conduits
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in the region. On the other hand, the fragmented and often nominal structure of
these institutions reflects their fundamental weakness and limited effectiveness.
Therefore, it is crucial to consider this aspect when studying Turkey’s policies
and positions in the region, dividing the existing network of institutions into
several blocs within the context of Turkish policy in the region [4].

The first bloc of institutions is represented by the Cooperation Council of
Turkic-Speaking States (since 2021 known as the Organization of Turkic States)
and a complex of organizations operating under its auspices. Turkey currently
positions this organization as the central platform for the integration and interaction
of Turkic states. Evidence of Turkey’s desire to enhance the significance of
this institution is its involvement in the resolution process of recent events in
Kazakhstan. Presently, the organization includes Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Turkey, and Uzbekistan, and operates within it are branches such as
the International Organization of Turkic Culture (TURKSOY), the Parliamentary
Assembly of Turkic-Speaking Countries, the International Turkic Academy, and
the Turkic Culture and Heritage Foundation. These institutions address issues
related to the dissemination and strengthening of cultural ties, the enhancement
of political dialogue, the development of research and studies in Turkic studies,
and the preservation and protection of the cultural heritage of Turkic member
countries [5]. Discussing the global goal of this institutional direction, it is
noteworthy that it aims to foster productive integration among representatives
of the Turkic world through strengthening cultural, educational, economic, and
socio-political ties. All of these efforts are grounded in Turkey’s thesis on the
concept of a unified Turkic world and, consequently, Turkic identity.

The second bloc of institutions is associated with Turkey’s educational and,
in a broader sense, socio-cultural vector of activity, which forms the basis of
the country’s Central Asian policy. In this context, the activities of the Yunus
Emre Foundation, along with the Yunus Emre Institute based on it, and its
worldwide representation in the form of Yunus Emre Cultural Centers, should
be noted. Although these centers do not currently have representation in Central
Asian countries, the Foundation implements projects and conducts events
oriented towards this region and its population. Recently, the Maarif Foundation
has assumed an important role, focusing on promoting Turkish education and
developing Turkey’s international relations in this field. It oversees the operation
of Turkish educational institutions abroad and partially addresses issues related to
foreigners receiving subsidized education in Turkey. It is important to highlight
that the Maarif Foundation has intensified its activities in the context of the
process of reorienting a broad network of educational institutions associated with
the organization “FETO” [6]. According to some reports, this organization was
directly involved in the preparation of a failed military coup in Turkey in 2016.

The activities of the Directorate for Turks Abroad and Related
Communities are unquestionably important, promoting Turkish education
through initiatives such as the state scholarship program “Turkish Scholarships.”
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They also popularize the study of Turkish language, history, and culture abroad,
particularly focusing on the Central Asian states, which are the primary targets
of all institutions within this bloc. Additional functions within the socio-cultural
bloc are carried out by organizations like the Directorate of Religious Affairs
(Diyanet), which operates in over 140 countries worldwide. Diyanet contributes
to religious education aligned with cultural values through a network of schools,
universities, educational centers, and other institutions.

The third bloc of organizations pertains to humanitarian activities,
stemming from the humanitarian policy proposed by Ahmet Davutoglu in the
early 2000s, aimed at improving human conditions globally. A pivotal institution
within this context is the Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency (TIKA),
originally established with a focus on the Central Asian republics. TIKA serves as
Turkey’s primary institution for Official Development Assistance (ODA) under
the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD). While
expanding its operations far beyond Central Asia, TIKA implements projects in
the Middle East, Africa, Latin America, and beyond. Turkey has emerged as a
significant donor of humanitarian aid and ranks among the leaders globally in
terms of the percentage of Gross National Income devoted to this effort. Over
the past decade, the primary recipients of Turkish humanitarian aid have shifted
towards the Middle East and Africa, though Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan continue
to feature prominently in the top 10 recipients [7]. Today, Ankara asserts itself as a
leader in several regions worldwide, including the “Turkic world,” underscoring
its global significance as a strengthening center of power within the multipolar
international system. This places its policy in the Central Asian region in a highly
significant light. It is crucial to understand that beyond its demonstrated activity
and ambitions, this policy is constrained by several distinctive features.

The new trends in Turkey’s foreign policy in Central Asia could have
several implications for the region. Specifically:

e Increased competition among Turkey and other countries for influence
in the region. Turkey is not the only country seeking to expand its influence in
Central Asia; other countries like Russia, China, and the USA also show interest
in this region. Heightened competition among these countries could lead to
increased tension in the region.

« Shifting the balance of power in the region. Turkey’s strengthened
position in Central Asia could alter the balance of power in the region. Turkey
may become a more influential player, potentially shifting the situation in favor
of its interests.

e Potential increase in regional conflict. Intensified competition among
countries for influence in the region may escalate conflict dynamics. This is
because countries might employ various methods, including non-constructive
ones, to achieve their goals.

These implications underscore the complexities and potential challenges
associated with Turkey’s evolving foreign policy stance in Central Asia.
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Furthermore, it is essential to emphasize that the future trajectory of events
in Central Asian countries will hinge on several factors, including the policies
of other nations in the region and internal dynamics within these countries
themselves. Therefore, despite the dynamic rhetoric surrounding military
cooperation, the primary emphasis is placed on domains where the influence of
other players is limited. This includes culture, education, humanitarian efforts,
and economic components. However, such a direction does not necessarily
indicate its effectiveness and success, given the specific nature of the outcomes
from unconventional instruments in foreign policy. Moreover, the lack of success
in “integrating” the region under Turkish “leadership” and the predominance of
bilateral cooperation primarily based on pan-Turkism ideology also limit Ankara’s
actions. In addition, the actual effectiveness of this institutional framework
for cooperation remains low. Finally, a critical issue is Turkey’s objectively
insufficient internal resources - financial, technological, military, etc., compared
to other non-regional actors in the region (particularly Russia and China) [8].
Despite this, Ankara continues to maintain a multi-vector approach to foreign
policy, albeit to a lesser extent.

All of the above determines that despite the apparent intensification of
Turkish policy in the Central Asian region and the ambition of its plans, including
the existing efforts to increase the country’s influence in Central Asia, they largely
appear exaggerated and not sustainable in the long term. This, in turn, does not
negate Turkey’s growing importance for the Central Asian republics overall in
the context of strategies pursued by third countries - non-regional actors such
as Russia, China, and others. However, we believe that the primary condition
for Ankara’s successful development in this situation is the strengthening of the
economic cooperation bloc with the region’s countries. This bloc should not
merely complement Turkey’s actions in cultural and humanitarian relations but
should form the foundation of Turkish influence in the region.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the cooperation between Turkey and the Central Asian
states plays a strategic role within the framework of contemporary geopolitical
dynamics. It is founded upon historical, cultural, and economic linkages,
as well as shared interests in regional stability and development. Analyzing
key areas of collaboration such as trade, investments, energy, transport, and
education underscores their potential for deepening and diversification. It is
crucial to consider differences in interests, cultural nuances, and geopolitical
aspects while working towards strengthening trust and mutual understanding
among partner countries. In the rapidly changing geopolitical landscape and
economic conditions, it is crucial to maintain flexibility and adaptability within
the framework of cooperation. Only in this way can sustainable and mutually
beneficial partnership between Turkey and the Central Asian states be ensured,
contributing to the overall prosperity and development of the region. It is hoped
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that this article will prove valuable for further academic and practical exploration
of cooperation issues between these regions and facilitate informed decision-
making in the field of international relations.

Abstract. This article examines how post-pandemic global tourism trends
such as digital transformation, wellness tourism, and ecotourism can be integrated
into a sustainable development strategy for Kazakhstan’s Alakol region. The
study employs content analysis and comparative analysis, drawing on secondary
data from official statistics, regional administrations, national tourism institutes,
international organization reports. The analysis confirms rapid tourism growth.
Approximately 1,5 million tourists visited Lake Alakol in 2023, increasing
economic benefits but also increasing recreational pressure and environmental
risks. Alakol’s advantages include its mineralized water, therapeutic mud, and
the nearby Barlyk-Arasan hot springs, which facilitate the expansion of wellness
services beyond the peak summer season. However, the region faces limitations
in infrastructure quality, destination management, and digital readiness. Key
gaps include poor online visibility, limited integration with international booking
platforms, and patchy 4G coverage. This article examines national digital tools
such as the eQonaq tourist registration system and the Kazakhstan.travel portal,
arguing that Alakol requires digital services at the destination level. This includes
reliable visitor information, interactive maps, cashless payments, and coordinated
promotion, including offerings for remote workers and the “working holiday”
segment. For ecotourism, Alakol’s biodiversity and protected area status allow
for birdwatching and environmental education, particularly for rare species.
However, uncontrolled visits to protected islands and littering require clearer
regulations, patrols, and ranger-led alternatives. Overall, this article proposes a
practical package of measures linking digitalization, healthcare infrastructure,
and regulated nature-based tourism to reduce seasonality, improve service
quality, and mitigate environmental pressures, with lessons learned applicable to
other resort regions in Kazakhstan.

Introduction

The relevance of the topic of sustainable tourism development in the Alakol
region is determined by both global and national trends. The UN 2030 Agenda
attaches great importance to tourism development as one of the key sectors
contributing to sustainable development: tourism creates new jobs, increases
GDP, stimulates trade and preserves cultural diversity. According to the World
Tourism Organization, the tourism industry provides about 10% of the world’s
GDP and every eleventh job, generating over USD 1.5 trillion in revenue annually;
at the same time, before the pandemic, tourism was one of the few industries
that demonstrated stable growth [1]. After the recession caused by COVID-19,
international tourism is actively recovering. By the end of 2023, its volume
reached 87% of the pre-pandemic level [2]. The pandemic has simultaneously
changed the priorities of travelers and the industry. There is increased attention
to safety, health, environmental friendliness and digital services in travel. These
international trends are creating a demand for sustainable tourism that combines
economic benefits with environmental and social well-being.

Kazakhstan, with its unique natural destinations, follows global trends
and pays special attention to the development of domestic tourism based on the
principles of sustainability. In 2019, the UN General Assembly unanimously
adopted a resolution initiated by the Central Asian countries. It emphasized the
importance of joint efforts to achieve sustainable development goals and attract
investment in the region’s tourism sector [1]. At the national level, the Concept
of Tourism Industry Development aimed at ensuring safe and sustainable tourism
was adopted [3]. In particular, it notes the need to develop tourist routes and
infrastructure in resort areas to reduce the burden on ecosystems. The Alakol
region is included in the number of priority tourism clusters: the development of
the resort on Lake Alakol is carried out within the framework of a special state
program, which indicates the national significance of this territory.

Alakol is one of the unique lakes in Kazakhstan, famous for its healing
mineralized waters and rich biodiversity. Located on the border of Zhetisu
and Abay regions, this reservoir is the “pearl” of domestic tourism. In recent
years, the region has demonstrated dynamic growth in tourist flow. Thus, in
2023, about 2 million tourists visited the Zhetisu region, of which 1.5 million
rested on the shores of Lake Alakol [4]. These indicators reflect the high socio-
economic significance of the effective use of the tourism potential of Alakol
for the region and the country. At the same time, such rapid growth brings new
challenges to sustainability. Cases of exceeding the recreational load and violating
environmental standards have already been recorded. For example, the intensive
development of the resort is accompanied by increased anthropogenic pressure
on the lake’s ecosystem, increased water pollution and more frequent cases of
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non-compliance with environmental requirements. Given the lessons of the Aral
Sea environmental disaster, it is extremely important to prevent a similar scenario
at Alakol. Thus, the challenge is to balance the economic development of the
tourism cluster with the preservation of the unique natural environment and the
sustainability of local communities.

The goal of this study is to develop approaches to ensuring sustainable
tourism development in the Alakol region, taking into account international
trends. To achieve this goal, the following objectives are addressed in the work:

(1) to analyze modern global trends in tourism (eco- and cultural tourism,
wellness, digitalization, etc.) and assess their relevance for the Alakol region;

(2) to study the current state of the tourism industry in the region, to identify
the main problems and limitations of sustainable development (environmental,
infrastructural, managerial);

(3) to study the experience of implementing state programs and initiatives
for tourism development in this area, as well as the best foreign practices
applicable to the conditions of the region;

(4) to offer recommendations for government bodies and businesses on
the implementation of sustainable tourism principles, including measures to
protect the environment, develop infrastructure and improve the tourism cluster
management system.

The theoretical significance of the study lies in the development of scientific
ideas about sustainable tourism at the regional level. The work contributes to
the theory by connecting global concepts of sustainable development with the
specific case of the Alakol region, which is considered a developing tourist
destination. The intensification of scientific research on this topic (for example,
recent works devoted to the prospects of “green” development in the Balkhash-
Alakol basin) [5] confirms the relevance of scientific understanding of sustainable
tourism. Our analysis complements the existing literature with new data on the
relationship between the greening of tourism, transport accessibility and climatic
factors in the context of Kazakhstan. The practical significance is due to the
fact that the results of the study can be directly used in planning and managing
the development of the Alakol tourism cluster. The proposed recommendations
will serve as a basis for improving the state policy of regional development - in
particular, for adjusting tourism support programs and regulatory measures to
protect natural complexes. From an economic point of view, the implementation
of sustainable tourism approaches will increase the industry’s returns by extending
the tourist season, diversifying services (eco- and health products) and improving
the quality of service, which ultimately contributes to the growth of the local
economy and employment. This approach is in line with the priorities outlined
in national strategies and will ensure interaction between government bodies,
businesses and the local community in implementing sustainability principles.
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Description of Materials and Methods

Modern research in the field of sustainable tourism demonstrates the rapid
expansion of an interdisciplinary approach to studying the industry, covering
aspects of digitalization, greening, wellness practices and social engagement. In
recent years, the global COVID-19 pandemic has acted as a powerful trigger for
rethinking tourism development models. This is reflected in the academic agenda
and international statistics.

Thus, the analytical report of the World Tourism Organization emphasizes
that by the end of 2023, international tourism has almost reached pre-pandemic
volumes. This is evidence of the high recovery potential of the industry and
emphasizes the importance of high-quality and sustainable growth [2].

Particular attention in the scientific literature is paid to the digital
transformation of tourism as a fundamental factor in the competitiveness of
destinations. The work by Madzik P., Falat L., Copus L., Valeri M. [6] records
a stable development trajectory in the areas of big data, intelligent tourism
platforms, digital marketing and “smart” management of tourist flows. Another
study emphasizes the importance of augmented and virtual reality (AR/VR)
technologies for increasing customer engagement in the hotel sector [7].

One of the most discussed innovative models has been the development of
the workation format - a combination of tourism and remote work. The concept
has received wide coverage in the works of Wilkesmann M., Bassyiouny M., who
associate it with changes in consumer motivations and destination marketing [8].
There is also growing interest in “digital nomads™ as a new category of mobile
tourists. Against this background, government initiatives to create favorable
conditions for attracting such groups, including visa and digital services, are of
particular importance.

In parallel with digitalization, the direction of health tourism is developing.
According to the Global Wellness Institute report [9], the wellness segment is
growing at twice the industry average, and the pandemic has only increased
the demand for health-oriented tourism products. Clerici A.P., Murphy C.,
Castanheira Almeida N.M. expand the theoretical basis for the development of
wellness tourism, highlighting the multifaceted nature of this segment - from
physical and emotional recovery to spiritual experience [10]. National and
regional governments, in particular India and the countries of Southeast Asia, are
developing programs for the certification and promotion of wellness destinations
[11].

Thus, the analysis of modern literature shows the consolidation of research
efforts around the topics of digitalization, wellness models and ecotourism as
cornerstones of the future of sustainable tourism. However, there are still gaps
in the study of the integration of these models into local and border recreational
areas, especially in developing countries. This forms a justified research interest
in the transformation of the tourist space of regions with high natural potential,
including the Alakol region of Kazakhstan, in the context of global trends.
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A qualitative methodological framework was applied, including content
analysis and comparative analytical methods. We have used secondary data
sources, that consist of official statistical data from national and local governmental
bodies (the Ministry of Tourism and Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
Kazakh Tourism National Company, Zhetysu Regional Administration, Abay
Regional Administration), academic literature, and reports from international
organizations (UNWTO, World Travel & Tourism Council, UNESCO, IUCN,
Global Wellness Institute).

The following key tourism development trends in the Alakol region as
explored as a distinct thematic block: digital transformation, wellness tourism,
and ecotourism. The analysis for each block involved the detailed description
of trends, comparison with global best practices, and the evaluation of their
adaptability to the specific context of the Alakol region.

Data gathered through content analysis was systematically structured to
ensure clarity and comprehensiveness. Additionally, comparative methods were
used to examine the infrastructural and recreational characteristics of the Alakol
region relative to analogous tourism regions.

Statistical data analyzed in this research include dynamics of tourist flow,
number of recreational facilities, volume of investment projects, and details
regarding ongoing infrastructural initiatives.

Results

The research results were aimed at identifying the specific manifestations
of the main global trends emerging in the current tourism industry in the Alakol
region, as well as the possibilities for their implementation at the regional level.
This section analyzes how three major trends that have determined the direction
of global tourism development in the post-pandemic period are reflected in the
region. Each trend is analyzed separately, and the adaptation opportunities and
institutional constraints based on regional characteristics and resource potential
are comparatively considered. The results show how the current infrastructural,
social and natural conditions of the region are in line with global trends.

The main trends in the tourism industry after 2020 can be divided into three
main areas:

1. Digital transformation. Even before the pandemic, the tourism industry
was undergoing rapid digitalization. However, in the context of COVID-19, digital
technologies have become the main condition for maintaining the viability of the
industry. The main focus has been on contactless services that allow minimizing
physical contact. Airlines and airports have introduced electronic boarding passes,
biometric verification. Hotels have started using online check-in, mobile room
keys, and QR menus in restaurants. Planning and booking trips via smartphones
has become the norm. Nowadays, tourists expect all services, from purchasing
tickets to choosing excursions, to be available via mobile applications [6].

The concept of “smart tourism” is rapidly developing. This is the use of
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big data, navigation systems, electronic guides, and other I'T solutions to improve
the tourist experience. Virtual and augmented reality technologies (VR/AR)
have found new applications [7]. While virtual tours were popular during the
lockdown, they have now become a marketing tool that allows visitors to “try
out” experiences before they travel. For example, museums and national parks
are offering online 3D tours to increase visitor interest. Another important trend
1s “workation” (work + vacation) [8], i.e. combining remote work and travel.
During the pandemic, office workers have become accustomed to working from
home. As a result, many people have become convinced that they can do their
work from anywhere in the world. This has led to the emergence of a new type of
tourist, called “digital nomads™ [12]. They travel to different countries and work
remotely. In response to this trend, countries such as Georgia, Estonia, the UAE,
and others have begun to introduce special visas for long-term remote workers
[13]. As a result, a new segment of tourism has emerged, combining comfortable
conditions for work with leisure infrastructure, such as high-speed Internet and
co-working centers. Hoteliers immediately supported this trend and coined the
term “workspitality” (work + hospitality) [14]. Special workplaces have been
created in hotels for tourists who work while traveling. Studies have shown that
such flexible conditions increase the competitiveness of hotels and allow them to
extend the tourist season due to the presence of remote workers throughout the
year.

2. Development of wellness tourism. A particularly noteworthy area is health
tourism, which is currently developing rapidly. The main goal of this tourism is
to improve a person’s physical and mental health. In this regard, A. Clerici, S.
Murphy and N.M. Castanheira Almeida [10] distinguish the following areas of
health tourism:

1) Physical aspects - massage, therapeutic baths, diet programs, health-
oriented hotels and resorts, clinics, SPA centers and restaurants offering organic
or natural food;

2) Social aspects - pilates centers, fitness clubs and gyms;

3) Ecological aspects - active recreation in nature, such as walking, hiking
and mountaineering;

4) Emotional aspects - recreational activities such as music and art classes;

5) Spiritual aspects - visiting temples and churches, praying, spiritual
enrichment;

6) Mental aspects — meditation and yoga classes, activities aimed at
harmonizing the body and mind.

Even before the pandemic, wellness tourism was one of the most rapidly
developing segments of the industry. According to the Global Wellness Institute,
in 2017-2019, the size of the wellness tourism market grew by more than 6%
annually, which is twice the growth rate of the tourism industry as a whole [9].
The pandemic gave this industry a new meaning: people began to pay special
attention to strengthening immunity and increasing stress resistance. As a result,
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in 2021-2022, wellness tourism recovered faster than other tourism destinations
in the global market, showing growth of more than 8%.

Currently, both medical tours and preventive and recreational wellness
tours are equally popular. For example, demand for yoga retreats in rural areas,
mountain and seaside SPA resorts has increased. Such resorts offer programs
aimed at post-COVID rehabilitation, respiratory gymnastics, and elimination of
the effects of hypodynamia. In addition, a new generation of sanatorium-resort
products that combine the achievements of medicine and the SPA industry,
including comprehensive medical examinations, has become a trend.

Many countries are developing health tourism as a promising export
activity. For example, Thailand and Indonesia are actively promoting their health
resorts for foreigners, especially for remote workers. While India is traditionally
known for its yoga and Ayurveda centers along with medical tourism [11],
Hungary and the Czech Republic are known for their thermal resorts. Recently,
post-Soviet countries have also been actively entering this market. While Georgia
offers a quiet health vacation in the mountainous regions and the Borjomi resort,
Uzbekistan is opening modern sanatoriums based on oriental medicine.

An important feature of health tourism is that the average stay of tourists is
long and their expenses are higher than in other types of tourism, which means it
is economically profitable for the regions. In addition, health tourists often travel
not during the high season, but during the off-season, for example, in the spring
and autumn months. This, in turn, helps to reduce seasonal fluctuations. Therefore,
many resort regions of the world, if they have healing natural resources, strive to
develop health tourism.

3. Ecological tourism (ecotourism) and biodiversity conservation.
Ecological tourism is a type of responsible tourism that involves visiting natural
areas, exploring them, and protecting them. This segment, which began as a
small tourist destination in the 1980s and 1990s, has now become one of the
main trends in tourism.

According to research by the World Tourism and Travel Council, sustainable
practices are becoming the norm. According to this organization, three quarters
of travelers say they are ready to choose sustainable tourism in the future, and
about 60% have chosen more environmentally friendly and safe forms of travel
in recent years [15].

Ecotourism is closely related to the participation of local communities and
the conservation of biodiversity. The experience of Costa Rica is particularly
noteworthy in this regard. Through ecotourism, the small country has transformed
almost 30% of its territory into protected natural parks, part of which is financed
by tourist revenues. Ecotourism accounts for up to 5% of the country’s GDP,
which is estimated at $3.4 billion per year [16]. As a result, nature is preserved,
tourists come, and the money from it is directed to nature conservation. This
mutually beneficial cycle is becoming an example for other regions.

After the pandemic, ecotourism has focused on the conservation of rare
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species and environmental education among tourists. For example, in Africa,
domestic ecotourism to national parks has increased dramatically. This trend
has helped to offset the income from foreign tourists during the pandemic and
support the funds spent on wildlife conservation. In European countries, volunteer
tourism programs in reserves are becoming increasingly popular. Here, tourists
are directly involved in environmental projects, such as bird watching, cleaning
nature trails, and helping scientists.

Another trend is the development of the concept of “regenerative tourism,”
which goes beyond the concept of sustainability. This tourism is aimed at actively
restoring nature, not just not harming the environment. For example, tourists
plant trees and finance the restoration of ecosystems.

At the same time, great importance is attached to the preservation of cultural
and natural heritage. UNESCO World Heritage and other unique sites encourage
many countries to develop careful tourism strategies. Similar strategies are being
developed in African countries regarding world heritage sites after COVID-19
pandemics.

Thus, ecotourism has become an integral part of the global sustainability
trend today. It combines economic goals with environmental interests, generates
income through the use of natural capital and ensures the protection of this
capital. For regions rich in nature, ecotourism allows you to attract not only
a comfortable vacation, but also a new generation of tourists who want to get
acquainted with nature and contribute to its protection. The relevant trends and
traveler preferences are summarized in Table 1, which highlights key tendencies
that shapes tourism demand.

Discussion

The tourism trends described above are also reflected in Kazakhstani
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tourism at various levels. In particular, the Alakol region, as a rapidly developing
resort region, should effectively use these trends. In this regard, let us consider
how the current situation in Alakol meets new tourism standards and demands, as
well as the opportunities and limitations of implementing trends.

1. The level of digitalization of the Alakol tourism sector. Although the
region has begun to introduce digital technologies, this process lags behind leading
tourist centers in the world and neighboring countries. Positive examples in the
region include the personal websites and social media pages of some resorts and
hotels. Some of them are also connected to major international online booking
platforms. For example, currently only 5 hotels and resorts from the Alakol
region are listed on the Booking.com platform [16], while 14 accommodations
are listed on TripAdvisor [17]. For comparison, neighboring Kyrgyzstan’s Issyk-
Kul has 229 accommodations on Booking.com [18], and 786 tourist facilities on
TripAdvisor [19].

In 2022, Kazakhstan launched the eQonaq information system for collecting
and registering tourist flow and migration data [20]. Some hotels in Alakol have
joined this system, simplifying reporting on tourists.

There is also a mobile application “Kazakhstan Travel” and a website
that provides information on tourist attractions [21]. The site provides general
information about Alakol, as well as instructions on how to get to the southern
and eastern shores of the lake. However, there is almost no information about
tourist resorts, hotels and bases. In this regard, it would be appropriate to include
detailed information about tourist accommodation, online booking options
or links to international booking platforms. It is also important to provide an
interactive map of the tourist infrastructure on the shore. Such measures would
increase the accessibility of information for potential tourists and facilitate the
process of planning a trip to Alakol.

The digital ecosystem of the region is still not sufficiently developed. There
is no single information resource or mobile application specifically for Alakol.
For example, services equipped with a map of the region, a transport schedule,
a poster of events, and the ability to leave comments have not been developed.
Many small hotels and resorts require advance payment via bank transfer, as they
are not integrated into international booking systems. Communication and the
Internet are available in the resort areas, but the 4G network is not everywhere,
and there are Internet network instability due to increased load, especially in
the summer season. In order to attract modern tourists, especially foreigners and
young people, it is necessary to carry out systematic work on the digitalization
of the region.

Taking into account the above issues, it would be appropriate to implement
the following specific measures to accelerate the digitalization of the tourism
infrastructure of the Alakol region:

1) Introduce convenient and contactless services in local areas. That is,
electronic payments and settlements through bank applications via QR codes,
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organize an electronic queue system at popular facilities such as a catamaran, and
install interactive information kiosks.

2) It is necessary to increase the digital reputation of the Alakol region
by actively publishing information about tourist facilities and services on
international and domestic platforms, conducting targeted advertising on social
networks, and creating visual content (photos, videos, virtual tours).

3) Attract digital nomads to the region, provided that the appropriate
infrastructure is in place. Kazakhstan has already introduced a long-term “Digital
Nomad Visa” for remote workers at the state level [22]. With its unique healing
climate, Alakol could become an attractive destination for such guests, especially
IT specialists and freelancers. This requires providing stable internet access,
coworking spaces, or at least quiet work areas in hotels. Although such services
are not currently available, their future emergence is crucial for increasing the
region’s competitiveness.

2. The potential of wellness tourism. The Alakol region has unique natural
healing resources for the development of wellness tourism. First of all, this is
the water of the lake. Alakol is a salt lake rich in mineral salts and has unique
healing properties. According to studies, the lake water contains many useful
elements, such as bromine, iodine, radon, sodium, potassium salts, which have
a very positive effect on the human body. As stated in the Kazakh Tourism
investment proposal, in terms of radon concentration and activity, Alakol water
is comparable to the thermal waters of the world-famous resorts of Baden-Baden
(Germany) and Tskaltubo (Georgia) [23].

According to Kazakhstani researchers, the natural and recreational
conditions of Alakol provide unique opportunities for wellness tourism. The
lake shores are rich in silicon, and the purity and mineral composition of the
water are comparable to the waters of the Black Sea, the Dead Sea, and the
famous resorts of Kazakhstan “Saryagash”, “Alma-Arasan”, “Zhanakorgan”.
The favorable climate, mineral springs and healing muds here help to treat skin
diseases (eczema, psoriasis), allergies, diseases of the respiratory tract, digestive
system and musculoskeletal system [24].

The second important factor is the healing mud and clay resources near the
lake, especially in the puddle areas. They can be effectively used for mud therapy.

The third factor is the thermal mineral springs in the region. About 20 km
from Alakol, at the foot of the Barlyk ridge, are the hot springs of Arsan (Barlyk-
Arasan). The temperature of these springs is about +42°C, the composition is
silicic acid (50 mg/1), chloride-sulfate, calcium-sodium, weakly mineralized (1.7
g/l) and rich in fluorine [25]. These springs are widely used by local residents
and tourists as a therapeutic measure for bathing, showering, drinking. Arsan
waters are recommended for the treatment of musculoskeletal, nervous system,
digestive and skin diseases. Thus, Alakol, which combines swimming in the lake
and thermal springs, has a very high attractiveness as a balneological resort.

In addition, the clean, dry steppe air of the region, rich in salt ions, plays the
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role of a natural inhaler for people suffering from asthma and allergies.

Thus, the unique natural healing factors of Alakol create a favorable base
for the development of wellness tourism. However, this potential is not yet fully
realized. The region is mainly dominated by simple types of recreation, and
medical infrastructure and specialized health complexes are insufficient. Only a
few health resorts offer such services.

For the development of wellness tourism in Alakol, it is important to form
a special medical and health infrastructure. This requires the opening of modern
sanatorium complexes and the use of mineral lake water and healing mud at
a professional medical level. In addition, there is potential for integrating the
resource of Arsan thermal springs into health programs. These measures will
allow the region to attract a new audience - middle-aged and elderly tourists
from other regions of Kazakhstan, Central Asia, and Russia for the purpose of
medical tourism.

Inaddition to classic sanatorium services, health retreats (yoga, detox, kymyz
therapy, treatment programs based on local cuisine) may be in high demand in the
region. If the traditional health practices that have long been established in the
region (herbal treatment, kymyz treatment, bathhouse) are systematically offered
under the supervision of medical specialists, Alakol’s tourist attractiveness will
be stable throughout the year.

This direction can also be beneficial for investors, since its development
will be supported by the state. According to the investment proposal submitted
by Kazakh Tourism [23], the construction of tourist infrastructure facilities in
Alakol will be actively supported by the state. Support for investors is carried out
in three main areas.

Firstly, as to tax and customs benefits — investors are exempted from
corporate income tax and land tax for the first 10 years, from property tax for
the first 8 years, as well as from paying customs duties and VAT on imported
equipment and materials. Secondly, the possibility of co-financing by the state is
provided - investors are offered to jointly invest in capital with the AIFC Direct
Investment Fund or receive a subsidy of up to 30% of the costs of construction
and installation work and the purchase of equipment. Third, additional support
measures are implemented. Foreign investors will be provided with services on a
“one-stop shop” basis, as well as state grants in kind in the amount of 30% of the
amount of investments in fixed capital [23].

3. Ecotourism potential. Alakol is an object that is distinguished not only
by its beaches, but also by its unique nature, which should be carefully protected.
There is a great opportunity to develop ecological and natural-cognitive tourism
in the region. First, birdwatching tourism can be organized. Every year, tens of
thousands of birds nest and stop over on the lake during migration, including
rare species. It is possible to attract foreign nature lovers by installing special
observation towers along the shore, placing information stands about birds, and
providing ornithologist-guide services. For example, the relict gull, a rare bird
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species that world ornithologists dream of seeing, nests only here and on several
lakes in Mongolia and China [26].

Secondly, the development of scientific tourism and environmental education
is of interest. Together with the reserve, it is possible to organize educational
tours for tourists, demonstrate ecosystem monitoring programs. Schoolchildren
and students could take part in summer ecological camps, combining vacation
with education. This format is successfully implemented in reserves in Russia
and the USA.

Thirdly, it is possible to develop the direction of adventure eco-tourism:
kayaking along quiet reedy streams, jeep or horse safaris in the semi-desert
landscapes near Balkhash, trekking in the mountains of the Dzhungar Alatau,
ending with swimming in Alakol. These activities will complement the traditional
beach holiday with activity.

Of course, the development of ecotourism is closely related to the
preservation of biological diversity. In this regard, the region has both advantages
(biosphere reserve, state reserve status) and difficulties. The advantage is
the presence of nature protection structures that can serve as the basis for the
development of sustainable tourism. As for the weaknesses, the weak material
and technical base of the protection service and the lack of control mechanisms.
According to eyewitnesses, some tourists rent speedboats, go to protected islands,
organize picnics or entertainment events, leave garbage, and disturb bird nests.

Such actions directly harm nature and damage the reputation of ecotourism.
Therefore, when introducing this direction, it is necessary to consider specific
rules and regulatory mechanisms. It is necessary to prohibit unauthorized entry
into protected areas and organize patrols. Even more effective is to offer alternative
options, ecotours led by rangers. For example, several times a season, excursions
to the islands with elements of environmental education can be organized, and
at the end of them, a format can be introduced where participants themselves
take part in garbage collection. Such “tourism with elements of volunteering” is
successfully implemented in many reserves.

In addition, it is possible to create ecological trails along the coast, open
nature museums or visitor centers. There, tourists should be offered documentary
films about the peculiarities of Alakol, geology, flora and fauna, exhibits (birds,
minerals). This will increase the value of the object and form the responsibility
of visitors.

The participation of local residents in nature conservation is very important.
If local people understand that natural resources attract tourists and can be a
source of income, they will be more interested in protecting them. For example,
villagers can be trained as birdwatching guides and encouraged to open eco-
lodges equipped with ecological trails.

Conclusion
The conducted research was aimed at identifying the opportunities for
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adaptation of the main global trends in the modern tourism industry - digital
transformation, health tourism and ecotourism - in the Alakol region. The results
of the study show that the natural and recreational potential of the region has
sufficient prerequisites for the development of these areas. In particular, healing
mineral water sources, biological diversity and unique ecosystems, as well as
geographical accessibility, can ensure the long-term tourist attractiveness of the
region.

In addition, infrastructural, digital and institutional limitations prevent the full
realization of these opportunities. In this regard, concrete steps are needed in the
region to digitize tourist services, develop health infrastructure, form ecotourism
on an orderly basis and increase its popularity at the international level.

The models and approaches proposed in the case of Alakol can serve as a
basis for adaptation to other resort regions in the areas of digitalization, health
and ecotourism. With the coordination of state policy and investment support, the
tourism potential of the Alakol region will be fully revealed. This allows it to be
presented as a regional development model based on sustainable development.

Abstract. Climate change is seen today as one of the most important
challenges for the international community. In such conditions, ecology is being
formed as a new system of diplomatic interaction, which becomes an instrument
of foreign policy. The European Union, which unites 27 countries, has consistently
developed its climate strategy, not only reducing the impact on the environment,
but also acting as a global model for Sustainable Development.

In recent decades, the European Union (EU) has played an important role in
shaping the global climate agenda. This article examines the development of EU
climate diplomacy. The legislative framework, economic and financial measures,
as well as active participation in international climate forums are considered as its
main instruments. The main goal of this study is to better understand the role of
the EU in international climate diplomacy and identify the factors that ensure its
leadership in the negotiation process. The study discusses the historical stages of
development of EU environmental policy, ways to influence international climate
diplomacy and EU participation in multilateral negotiations. Particular attention
is paid to the influence of the EU on negotiations within the framework of the
United Nations climate conferences (COP26-COP28). It also analyzes internal
and external factors that determine the strength of his leadership positions.
Despite political disagreements and external difficulties between member states,
the EU remains one of the key players in global climate management.
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Abstract. The study highlights climate change as a major threat to food
security and national resilience in the Caribbean, focusing on Guyana’s role in
regional agriculture. Using qualitative methods, it shows how erratic weather-
such as floods and droughts-has disrupted farming, raised food prices, and
harmed rural communities. These impacts worsen socioeconomic vulnerabilities,
leading to risks like displacement, unemployment, and governance strain. Despite
existing adaptation policies under CARICOM and AOSIS, weak implementation
and resource gaps hinder resilience. The paper argues that food security should
be treated as a national security priority and calls for climate-smart agriculture,
stronger infrastructure, and integration of climate security into policy. Ultimately,
it stresses the need for coordinated governance to protect Caribbean food systems
amid growing climate volatility.

Introduction

Climate change constitutes a multidimensional challenge to state security,
with food security emerging as a critical sub-component of national resilience.
Disruptions in staple food production threaten not only economic stability but
also social cohesion, heightening risks of poverty, political instability, and forced
migration — phenomena that directly intersect with national and regional security
agendas. This study situates climate change within the broader security discourse
of the Caribbean, employing Guyana as a primary case study to examine how
environmental stressors — rising temperatures, shifting precipitation patterns,
sea-level rise, and intensifying extreme weather events — undermine agricultural
productivity and food availability.

The analysis frames food insecurity as a threat multiplier, exacerbating
pre-existing vulnerabilities and complicating governance responses. Central
research questions include: In what ways does climate change reshape food
security dynamics in Guyana and comparable Caribbean states? What empirical
and projected impacts are observable in agricultural systems and food supply
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chains? How do these environmental pressures translate into strategic challenges
for national security and state capacity? What policy instruments and adaptive
strategies are being deployed — or could be recommended — to safeguard food
systems against climate-induced shocks?

Methodologically, the study adopts a qualitative design, integrating semi-
structured interviews with key stakeholders — farmers, agricultural policymakers,
and climate specialists in Guyana — with secondary sources such as government
reports and meteorological data. This dual approach captures both the quantifiable
dimensions of climate-agriculture interactions and the lived experiences of
affected communities. By foregrounding Guyana as a case study, the research
provides a context-specific lens on adaptation strategies and resilience-building,
while generating insights applicable to the wider Caribbean security landscape
confronting similar climate-induced threats.

Problem Statement. Undoubtedly, climate change has evolved from a
peripheral environmental issue into a pressing security challenge with profound
implications for vulnerable regions such as the Caribbean. Agriculture - central
to food security and economic stability - stands at the frontline of this crisis.
In Guyana, where agricultural production underpins livelihoods, contributes
substantially to national GDP, and supports regional food supply chains within
the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), climate-induced disruptions such as
erratic rainfall, rising temperatures, droughts, and recurrent flooding directly
undermine state capacity to ensure food availability, accessibility, and stability.

These environmental stressors translate into strategic security concerns,
as food insecurity functions as a threat multiplier, exacerbating poverty,
destabilizing communities, and potentially triggering migration flows across
borders. Despite Guyana’s comparative advantage in arable land and freshwater
resources, the country has experienced repeated climate-related disasters, most
notably the catastrophic floods of 2021, which devastated crop yields and
livestock production. Such events highlight the fragility of national resilience
and the vulnerability of regional food systems.

Yet, scholarly discourse and policy frameworks remain underdeveloped
in addressing the nexus between climate change, food security, and national
security in Guyana. This gap underscores the urgent need for systematic inquiry
into how climate variability is reshaping food systems and what this implies
for state resilience, human security, and sustainable development. Situating
Guyana within the broader Caribbean security architecture, this research seeks to
illuminate the ways in which environmental change intersects with governance,
economic stability, and regional cooperation, thereby reframing food security as
a critical dimension of national and regional security strategy.

Theoretical and Conceptual Framework. This study is informed by two
interrelated theoretical frameworks that provide a lens for interpreting the
literature and the research findings.

1. The Sustainable Livelihoods Framework (SLF): originally developed
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by the UK Department for International Development. SLF helps analyze how
climate change affects the assets, capabilities, and activities that constitute people’s
means of living. In the context of Guyana, this framework draws attention to how
environmental shocks such as floods or droughts can erode household assets (like
crops, livestock, and infrastructure), disrupt livelihood activities, and ultimately
undermine food security at the community level.

i1 Climate Security framework; often summarized by the idea that climate
change acts as a “threat multiplier.” This perspective [1] examines how climate
stresses can aggravate social and economic tensions that potentially lead to
instability or conflict. It provides a foundation for understanding how climate-
driven food insecurity might escalate into broader national security issues for
instance, by contributing to economic instability, triggering internal migration,
or straining governance.

Together, these frameworks ensure a holistic analysis: the SLF grounds
the review in human and developmental impacts (food production, livelihoods,
resilience).

Climate change has emerged as a strategic security challenge in Latin
America and the Caribbean (LAC), directly undermining food security and
nutrition across multiple states. The Caribbean sub-region, in particular,
faces distinctive vulnerabilities due to its geographic exposure and structural
dependence on external food supplies. A joint report by United Nations agencies
underscores that LAC is the second-most exposed region globally to extreme
weather events, surpassed only by Asia. Within this context, 20 countries
- representing approximately 74% of those analyzed - have endured a high
frequency of climate-related disasters in recent decades, while 14 nations (~52%)
are classified as highly vulnerable to climate-induced undernourishment [2].

Extreme climatic events - hurricanes, tropical storms, droughts, and floods
- have repeatedly devastated agricultural output and rural livelihoods, eroding
state capacity to provide for populations. The Caribbean, with its small land
areas and disproportionate exposure to tropical cyclones, suffers some of the
highest disaster-related economic losses worldwide as a share of GDP [3]. In
the immediate aftermath of such shocks, food availability collapses: crops are
destroyed, fisheries disrupted, and imports delayed by damaged infrastructure.
Hurricane Maria’s impact on Dominica in 2017, which obliterated 80-90% of
the island’s crops, exemplifies how climate disasters can precipitate acute food
shortages and force reliance on external aid. Similarly, the prolonged 2014-2016
drought, exacerbated by El Nifio, reduced crop and livestock production, triggered
water rationing, and inflated food import bills in Jamaica and St. Kitts and Nevis.

Regional Trends and Security Implications

e Hunger has risen in the Caribbean even as other LAC sub-regions
stabilized. In 2023, undernourishment reached 17.2% of the population,
reflecting the compounded effects of climate shocks, the COVID-19 pandemic,
and economic slowdowns [2].
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e Between 2019 and 2023, countries most exposed to climate variability
experienced greater increases in undernourishment, underscoring the causal link
between climate extremes and food insecurity.

e Rural and coastal communities face chronic livelihood instability, with
Haiti serving as a stark example: cycles of drought and hurricane damage have
repeatedly undermined domestic food production, fueling a protracted food crisis

[4].

Structural Vulnerabilities in the Caribbean

e Import dependence exposes Caribbean states to global climate-induced
supply shocks, translating into local shortages and price volatility.

e Limited domestic agriculture, often concentrated in a narrow range of
crops or export commodities, remains highly vulnerable to weather volatility.

e Constraints on arable land and freshwater resources further limit
agricultural expansion, intensifying reliance on external supplies [3].

Regional Response and Strategic Imperatives CARICOM’s “25 by 2025
initiative, spearheaded by Guyana and other member states, seeks to reduce the
region’s food import bill by 25% by 2025 [5]. This policy agenda implicitly
recognizes climate threats by aiming to shorten supply chains, strengthen
resilience against global disruptions, and enhance regional self-sufficiency in key
commodities such as poultry, rice, and vegetables. Yet, achieving these objectives
requires overcoming climate-exacerbated production challenges, including water
scarcity, soil degradation, and intensifying extreme weather events.

In international relations terms, the intersection of climate change and
food security in LAC - particularly the Caribbean - constitutes a sovereignty and
security issue. Addressing it demands:

e Regional solidarity to pool resources and build collective resilience.

e International support, including climate finance and debt relief
mechanisms, to strengthen adaptive capacity.

e Integrated strategies that link climate adaptation, sustainable food
systems, and security preparedness.

Ultimately, food security in the Caribbean is not only a developmental
priority but a strategic necessity for safeguarding sovereignty, stability, and long-
term resilience.

Climate change in the Caribbean must be understood not merely as an
environmental or economic concern, but as a core national security challenge.
Its impacts are deeply intertwined with food security, threatening the stability
of states and the resilience of societies. Ensuring that Caribbean populations
retain reliable access to food, water, and other essentials in the face of climate
disruptions is indispensable to maintaining social order, safeguarding sovereignty,
and consolidating development gains across the region.

Within both academic and policy circles, an emerging consensus highlights
the need for an integrated strategy - one that bridges climate adaptation, sustainable
food systems, and security preparedness [6]. By elevating climate-related food
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insecurity to the level of a security priority, Caribbean states can more effectively
protect their citizens and secure their collective future.

Achieving this objective will require:

e Strong advocacy for international support, including enhanced climate
finance and innovative mechanisms such as debt relief.

e Regional solidarity, fostering cooperative capacity-building to
withstand the intensifying climate pressures of the coming decades.

e In this framing, climate resilience is not only a developmental
imperative but a strategic necessity for the preservation of Caribbean sovereignty
and stability.

Climate Change and Food Security in Guyana

The following section is organized into four main thematic sections that
emerged from data collection and analysis in Guyana.

1. Observed Climate Trends and Extreme Events

1. Impacts on Agriculture and Food Availability

iii. Community Experiences and Adaptation Strategies

iv. Policy Responses and Institutional Challenges

These qualitative insights are complemented by quantitative or documentary
evidence where relevant [7].

Observed Climate Trends and Extreme Events in Guyana

e Rising Temperatures: Interviewees from the interior regions as well as
the coast reported a perceptible increase in hot days. Farmers spoke of “longer
hot spells” and more days where working in the fields becomes uncomfortable
or even dangerous due to heat. An officer from the Guyana Meteorological
Department confirmed that national records show a 0.5-1°C increase in average
temperatures in many parts of Guyana when comparing the 2010s to the 1990s.
This may seem modest, but it is significant in a tropical climate where baseline
temperatures are already high.

e Erratic Rainfall Patterns: Changes in rainfall were a major concern.
Traditionally, Guyana experiences two wet seasons (approximately May—July
and November—January) and two dry seasons. Many participants observed that
these seasons have become less predictable Guyana has also witnessed a series of
extreme weather events consistent with these trends:

e The 2015-2016 Drought: Linked to a strong El Nifio event, this period
brought unusually low rainfall. Farmers in Rupununi (a savannah region in
southwestern Guyana) and parts of the coastal plain experienced water shortages.
Cattle farmers had to travel further to find watering holes, and crop farmers
reported stunted growth in cassava and vegetables [8].

e Intense Rainfall and Flooding (2017 and 2019): Several interviewees
pointed to localized flooding events in recent years that were precursors to the
big 2021 flood. For instance, in 2017, heavy rains caused flooding in Georgetown
and along the East Coast Demerara, inundating urban areas and some agri-
communities.
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e The Nationwide Flood of 2021: Virtually all participants discussed
the 2021 flood as a watershed moment (no pun intended) for Guyana’s climate
impacts. Torrential rains over several weeks resulted in all regions of Guyana
experiencing flooding by mid-year 2021. Rivers overflowed the banks, and low-
lying villages were submerged.

Impacts on Agriculture and Food Availability

e The climatic changes and extreme events outlined above have had
direct, tangible impacts on agriculture the backbone of Guyana’s food security.
Participants provided numerous examples of how weather anomalies translated
into agricultural challenges:

e Crop Yield Reductions and Losses: Both gradual climate trends and
sudden events have affected crop yields. Rice, being Guyana’s most important
staple and export crop, has faced multiple threats. In hotter years, farmers have
observed issues like increased sterility in rice flowers (leading to fewer grains
formed) and more pest outbreaks such as paddy bugs, which some agricultural
experts link to weather changes. Drought periods, like 2015-2016, forced some
rice farmers to skip a planting season due to inadequate irrigation water, directly
reducing annual output.

e Livestock and Fisheries: The agricultural impact is not limited to crops.
Livestock farmers have also been hit. During the 2021 floods, it was reported [8]
that thousands of head of cattle and other livestock drowned or died from disease
outbreaks (such as foot rot and other water-borne illnesses) that spread in the
aftermath. Poultry farms on the coast had to cull chickens that got sick due to the
damp conditions and stress.

e Food Availability in Markets: The cumulative effect of the agricultural
impacts above is seen in local market availability and prices is a key aspect of
food security (availability and access) [9].

e Nutrition and Dietary Impacts: While not quantitatively measured in
this study, several participants voiced concerns about nutritional impacts. A health
officer interviewed (Interviewee 10, 2025) mentioned that after disasters like
floods, there’s often a spike in cases of malnutrition among children in affected
rural areas, not necessarily severe starvation, but deficiencies because families
are eating mostly non-perishable relief.

Community Experiences and Adaptation Strategies

Guyana’s farmers and communities are not passive in the face of climate
challenges; they have been actively noticing changes and, in many cases,
innovating or adapting to sustain their livelithoods. The interviews revealed a
range of adaptation strategies being employed at the grassroots level, though also
some barriers to effective adaptation.

Adjustments in Farming Practices: Many farmers have started altering
what they grow and how they grow it:

e Crop Diversification: A rice farmer (Interviewee 5, 2025) shared that
after losing rice to floods, he began to diversify by planting some fast-growing
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cash crops on a portion of his land during the dry season, such as legumes and
vegetables, which can be harvested before the peak of the rainy season. The idea
is not to “put all eggs in one basket.”

e  Water Management: On the adaptation front for droughts, a notable
practice is rainwater harvesting and farm ponds. In Regions 2 and 3, extension
officers have been encouraging farmers to dig small ponds or water reservoirs
on their property. One farmer mentioned, “We built an earth pond at the back
of our farm two years ago. In the dry season, we use that water to drip-irrigate
our kitchen garden. It helped us save our crops last year when the dry spell hit”
(Interviewee 3, 2025).

e Planting Calendar Shifts: A few farmers indicated they are attempting
to shift their planting calendars in response to the changing seasons. For instance,
if the rains now come later, they plant rice a few weeks later than they used to,
to avoid the crop being at a vulnerable stage during peak rains. This is tricky
because it’s based on guesswork and emerging patterns; a wrong guess could
mean missing the rains altogether.

e Community Solidarity and Traditional Knowledge: Communities
have shown resilience through cooperation. In flooded villages, interviewees
described how neighbors pooled resources and shared whatever dry space and
food they had. One community leader said, “During the flood, our community
kitchen cooked large pots of food and everyone ate together, so that those who
had lost everything were still fed”. Such solidarity can be life-saving in crises.

e Migration and Livelihood Changes: Unfortunately, adaptation is not
always successful or sufficient, and some people choose to leave agriculture or
relocate. As discussed earlier, a proportion of youth in rural farming communities
have shown declining interest in farming as a viable future, especially after
witnessing repeated losses due to weather [10].

Policy Responses and Institutional Challenges

Guyana, supported by regional and international partners, has advanced
several policy and institutional measures to address climate change and food
security:

National strategies: The Green State Development Strategy: Vision 2040
prioritizes low-carbon growth, resilience, and climate-smart agriculture. Draft
Climate Change and National Adaptation Plans further target agricultural adaptation.

Disaster risk management: Since the 2005 flood, the Civil Defence
Commission has strengthened preparedness, coordinating relief and pre-
positioning supplies to safeguard food security.

Regional collaboration: Guyana plays a leadership role in CARICOM
initiatives, including the “25 by 2025” program to reduce food import dependence,
and engages with the Caribbean Community Climate Change Centre (5Cs).

Infrastructure investment: Significant resources (over GY$18 billion) have
been allocated to upgrading drainage, pumps, and sluices to mitigate flooding
impacts.
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Emergency response: The government’s rapid mobilization during the 2021
floods, aided by international partners, prevented a humanitarian crisis, showing
improved capacity.

Knowledge sharing: Platforms such as climate-smart agriculture forums
are emerging to spread best practices among farmers.

Overall, Guyana has made notable progress in policy design, disaster
response, and infrastructure resilience, though implementation challenges remain
in scaling and sustaining these efforts.

Discussion

Climate Change as a Present Threat to Food Security

The Guyana case study demonstrates that climate change is not a distant
prospect but a current reality undermining food security. Altered rainfall patterns,
rising temperatures, and more frequent extreme events are already disrupting
agricultural production and livelihoods, reflecting global and regional warnings

[6].

Impacts span all four pillars of food security:

e Availability: Floods and droughts have sharply reduced crop yields
and livestock, shrinking domestic food supply.

e Access: Disasters cut off communities physically and economically,
limiting reliable access to food.

e Utilization: Post-disaster diets shift toward less nutritious options,
raising risks of malnutrition.

e  Stability: Volatility in production and supply means communities can
swing from security to crisis within a year.

Overall, the findings highlight that climate change is eroding not just food
production but the stability and resilience of food systems, making adaptation and
resilience planning a strategic priority for Guyana and other vulnerable states.

From Food Insecurity to National Security Risks

Climate-induced food insecurity in Guyana illustrates how environmental
shocks scale into national security challenges. The 2021 floods, which caused
damages of about 20 billion Guyanese dollars, show how disasters devastate
agriculture, erode livelihoods, and weaken state capacity, creating risks of
economic instability and discontent.

Other pathways include:

e Social unrest and migration: While no food riots have occurred, rising
frustration suggests potential for protests or resource conflicts if food insecurity
persists.

e Institutional strain: Repeated crises stretch government, military, and
civil defense capacities, risking legitimacy and political stability.

e Regional security dimensions: Guyana’s role in CARICOM food
security means its vulnerabilities reverberate regionally, raising risks of
dependence on external aid and geopolitical influence.

These findings align with broader research linking climate impacts to state

fragility. Guyana’s experience serves as a cautionary tale for other Caribbean
states, with Haiti showing how food insecurity can compound political instability.
From a human security perspective, climate change directly threatens wellbeing
- food, health, and shelter - underscoring the need for national security strategies
to integrate climate and food security into risk assessments [10].

Adaptive Strategies and Future Prospects

When discussing adaptation and responses, a key question is: Are the
current efforts enough, and what more is needed to safeguard food security against
climate change? From the community level adaptations observed, it is clear that
local initiative is strong. Farmers are innovating out of necessity. However, local
efforts have limitations without enabling support.

Regional cooperation also appears vital. Guyana alone tackling these issues
is fine, but a collective Caribbean approach can pool knowledge and resources.
The findings here could be shared with Caribbean neighbors, so they can learn
(and vice versa, Guyana can learn from, say, Jamaica’s experience with climate-
smart agriculture or Cuba’s disaster preparedness system). There are indications
that such knowledge exchange is happening through CARICOM and 5Cs, but it
can be deepened.

National security strategy adaptation. It may also be prudent for Guyana
to formally integrate climate security into its national security strategy. The
defense forces might plan for more frequent domestic deployments in climate
disasters, requiring training and resources. Additionally, the government might
explore scenario planning: e.g., what if a flood and a pandemic and an economic
downturn coincide (compound risk scenarios); do we have enough reserve food,
what emergency plans ensure order and fairness in distribution, etc.

International support: Guyana has benefited from aid and could be
eligible for climate finance mechanisms (like the Green Climate Fund) for
large adaptation projects. The findings highlight projects needed such as major
irrigation upgrades and livelihood diversification programs these often require
funding beyond domestic budgets. International cooperation will be key, not only
in funding but in technology transfer (e.g., Dutch expertise in water management,
Israeli know-how in drip irrigation, etc., could be harnessed). In reflecting on
the findings and the broader context, one can say there is reason for cautious
optimism. Guyana and Caribbean states are not ignoring the problem; they are
actively seeking solutions.

Conclusion and Recommendations

This paper set out to investigate how climate change is affecting food
security in the Caribbean, using Guyana as a case study, and to understand
the implications for national security. Through qualitative research involving
interviews and document analysis, the study has illustrated that climate change
is already altering Guyana’s climate patterns (with higher temperatures and more
erratic rainfall), leading to tangible negative impacts on agriculture and food
security.
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Recommendations for Climate and Food Security Resilience

To strengthen resilience against climate change and its security risks,
Guyana and other Caribbean states should:

e Expand climate-smart agriculture: Promote resilient crop varieties,
water management, and sustainable soil practices.

e Investin infrastructure resilience: Upgrade drainage, irrigation, coastal
defenses, and rural roads, supported by international climate finance.

e Enhance early warning and preparedness: Build advanced systems to
anticipate agricultural impacts and improve disaster response.

e Integrate climate into security planning: Include food and water
security in national security agendas, conduct risk assessments, and train defense
forces.

e Strengthen social safety nets: Expand crop insurance, emergency cash
transfers, and livelihood diversification.

e Engage communities: Incorporate local knowledge and formalize
community input in adaptation strategies.

e Deepen regional collaboration: Lead CARICOM initiatives, expand
regional insurance schemes, and coordinate food security responses.

e Support monitoring and research: Resource meteorological and
agricultural institutions for continuous data collection.

e Advance international advocacy: Position Guyana as a climate-security
leader in global forums to secure adaptation funds and technology transfers.

e Forge strategic partnerships: Cooperate with regional neighbors and
global partners on climate-resilient agriculture and food diplomacy.

e Plan for human security and migration: Integrate food security into
disaster frameworks and prepare protocols for climate-induced displacement.

IMAGE OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA IN CENTRAL ASIA:
STRATEGY, TOOLS, RESULTS

Abstract. This article analyzes the Republic of Korea’s image policy in
the countries of Central Asia, using a case study as the primary research method.
The relevance of this topic stems from the growing competition among external
actors - China, Russia, the European Union, Turkey, and Japan - for influence in
the region, where South Korea is developing its own strategy through instruments
of soft power.

The case of the Republic of Korea illustrates a comprehensive and multi-
layered approach to implementing an image strategy, encompassing economic,
cultural, humanitarian, and educational dimensions. The analysis identifies the
key components of South Korea’s image strategy: cultural expansion through the
phenomenon of the “Korean Wave” (Hallyu), the development of educational
programs, the provision of humanitarian aid, and the implementation of
infrastructure and investment projects.

The formation and strengthening of strategic partnerships with the countries
of the region also play a significant role. Institutional cooperation mechanisms -
such as the Korea-Central Asia Forum - create a political framework for building
trust and serve as an additional channel for public diplomacy. Special attention
is given to the role of the Korean diaspora in Central Asia, which serves as an
important element of public diplomacy.

Ethnic Koreans, historically rooted in the region, promote a positive image
of Korea through their participation in cultural and educational initiatives, social
activism, and the work of local Korean organizations. The diaspora forms a
humanitarian bridge between Korea and the countries of the region, reducing
cultural distance and fostering sustainable intersocietal ties.

The article emphasizes the specificity of Korea’s interactions with the states
of the region - Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan
- taking into account political, economic, and cultural factors. The study finds that
the consistent use of soft power instruments and a tailored promotion strategy for
each country enables the Republic of Korea not only to strengthen its positive
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international image but also to establish sustainable channels of interaction
with the governments and societies of Central Asian states. This study may be
of interest to specialists in regional studies, international relations, and Korean
studies. The findings also open up prospects for further exploration of how image-
building strategies influence regional cooperation and integration processes.

Abstract. This study examines the interaction between South Korea’s soft
power strategy and Kazakhstan’s evolving cultural diplomacy within the broader
framework of Trans-Eurasian cultural connectivity. Over the past two decades,
South Korea has become one of the most successful middle-power cultural actors,
leveraging the global spread of Hallyu, a highly developed digital infrastructure,
and institutionally supported creative industries. Kazakhstan, meanwhile, pursues
a multi-vector foreign policy aimed at strengthening its international visibility,
establishing an attractive cultural brand, and positioning itself as a cultural and
geopolitical hub of Eurasia. The paper explores how South Korea’s model of
cultural diplomacy-combining state initiatives, market mechanisms, and digital
platforms-can support Kazakhstan’s efforts to enhance its soft power and cultural
outreach.

Using qualitative research methods, including thematic analysis,
comparative case study, and the examination of strategic policy documents,
the study identifies the growing appeal of Korean culture among Kazakhstani
audiences, particularly youth, as well as the potential for bilateral cooperation in
digital content, media production, education, and creative industries. Particular
attention is paid to Kazakhstan’s structural constraints, such as underdeveloped
digital infrastructure, limited institutional support for creative sectors, and the
risks of cultural asymmetry.

The paper concludes that deeper cooperation between Kazakhstan and
South Korea can be achieved through joint co-production, digital initiatives,
educational partnerships, and collaboration within regional frameworks. By
offering the first comprehensive analysis of the interaction between the two
countries’ soft power strategies through the prism of Trans-Eurasian cultural
dynamics, the study fills an existing research gap and outlines new directions for
future cultural diplomacy.

Annotation. The relevance of this topic is related to the rise in juvenile
delinquency in Kazakhstan and the need to update the juvenile justice system with
a focus on prevention, early intervention, and restorative practices. The national
legal framework is characterized by a fragmented prevention strategy, weak
institutionalization of restorative approaches, a lack of standardized individual
assessment of minors, and insufficient interagency coordination, which reduces
the effectiveness of preventive measures. The aim of the study is to identify key
legislative principles and institutional mechanisms for the prevention of juvenile
delinquency in European Union countries and assess their applicability in the
Kazakh context. The methodology is based on a comparative legal analysis of
EU directives and recommendations, the practice of the ECHR, national acts,
and academic publications from Kazakhstan. It also utilizes doctrinal and case-
law analysis, institutional and content analysis, and a functional comparison of the
regulatory and organizational elements of the EU and Kazakh systems. The results
show that the European model is based on a comprehensive legal framework:
supranational standards for child-friendly justice, individual assessment procedures,
developed restorative practices (mediation, family conferences), and sustainable
interagency collaboration between schools, social services, police, and NGOs.
Regulatory and organizational deficiencies in these areas have been identified in
Kazakhstan, but there is significant potential for adapting European solutions. The
findings emphasize that the implementation of a strategic prevention framework,
early intervention mechanisms, restorative justice, and standardized interagency
coordination will improve the effectiveness of juvenile delinquency prevention,
reduce recidivism, and bring national practices closer to international standards for
the protection of children’s rights. This will require phased implementation, staff
training, and performance monitoring with transparent reporting.

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THE TRANSFORMATION OF LABOR MIGRATION
IN CENTRAL ASIA

Abstract. This article examines the main trends and specific features
of the transformation of labor migration processes in the countries of Central
Asia over the past decade. The topic of labor migration is explored through
the prism of complex socio-economic, institutional, and demographic
transformations taking place both within the regional space and in a broader
international context. The authors pay particular attention to changes that
affect the scale, direction, and structure of migration flows, including
political decisions, economic crises, demographic pressure, and emerging
opportunities in destination countries.

The methodological basis of the study is E. Lee’s “push—pull” model,
which makes it possible to systematize the factors shaping migration
movements. Within this framework, the key “push” factors are identified,
such as lack of employment opportunities, low wages, and limited conditions
for professional development in labor-supplying countries. The “pull”
factors include economic growth, higher remuneration, availability of social
guarantees, as well as cultural and linguistic affinity between the countries of
the region and receiving states.

The results of the analysis indicate that labor migration in the countries
of Central Asia under current conditions is a phenomenon far more complex
than merely the movement of workers in pursuit of income. It has become a
multi-level process affecting social structures, contributing to the formation
and strengthening of social capital, development of transnational networks of
interaction, and creation of prerequisites for long-term regional stability.
