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PRACTICES OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN
CENTRAL ASIA TO SUPPORT STUDENT VOLUNTEERISM
DURING THE COVID-19

Annotation. For the first time in modern history, the coronavirus
pandemic has become a global challenge that most economic and social
institutions in all countries are involved in one way or another in the fight
against it. The volunteer activities of citizens, students, corporate volunteers,
and volunteers from nonprofit organizations have become one of society’s
responses to this challenge. This chapter outlines the basic outline of
university student participation in volunteer activities during the pandemic
in our country and abroad. In order to study the practices of Central Asian
universities, a series of interviews was conducted with the heads of volunteer
centers at leading universities in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and
Uzbekistan, and an analysis of media resources was conducted on the basis
of Medialogy.

Keywords: Central Asian universities, volunteering, social
processes, domestic policy, social projects, COVID-19, Cross-Sector
Partnership.

Development of volunteer centers of universities. In recent years
in Kazakhstan there is a positive dynamics of involvement of youth in
volunteer activities, differentiating forms, channels and directions of
assistance, expanding the scope of the implemented projects. Statistics
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and data of sociological researches show that young generation is the
most active in volunteer movement. Thus, according to WCIOM, 22% of
young people aged 18-24 years old volunteered (i.e. provided free help to
someone), while among Kazakhs in general the similar indicator was at
the level of 8% [1]. The fact that the youngest respondents aged 18 to 25
years (6% vs. 1 in other age groups) predominantly work as volunteers is
also confirmed by the results of the Levada-Center survey. According to
the youth survey, 4,101,170 young people between the ages of 14 and 30
participated in volunteer work in 2019, accounting for 15 percent of this
age group. The most popular and demanded areas of volunteering among
young people include occasional volunteering, social volunteering and
volunteering in the preservation of historical and cultural heritage.

The practices of CA universities and student volunteers in the help to
against the spread of coronavirus are both medical and nonmedical in the
area of informing the population and providing support to at-risk groups.
The main activities are conducted by medical volunteers - medical and
university students throughout the country, in particular at the National
Medical University named after Asfendyarov, in the city of Almaty,
Tashkent State Medical University and others. Due to the heavy workload,
doctors need support in providing medical care in polyclinics, hospitals and
at home. The scope of employment of medical volunteers is determined
depending on the profile and course of study. In order to be allowed to
carry out medical activities, medical volunteers are required to undergo
instruction and receive a special certificate. Close attention is paid to safety
- in physical contact with patients, medical volunteers are required to wear
masks and gloves and are regularly tested for coronavirus [2].

“The volunteer community cannot stand idly by in the face of the
challenges that are happening in our country. It is very flexible and quick to
respond, and in just one week we were able to deploy 85 regional volunteer
headquarters across the country to help people in the situation of the spread
of the coronavirus infection. There’s a lot of work for volunteers, but you
have to understand the specifics of doing volunteer work during pandemics.
This is the strict observance of sanitary and hygienic norms and rules, this
i1s what we constantly tell volunteers, it is the subject of our constant control
to keep volunteers and those they help”, - Bakyt Baurzhanuly, Chairman of
Kazakhstan public movement “Volunteers-Medics™[3].

Some of the medical volunteers are engaged in remote work and
handle calls to the ambulance service and the “we are together” hotline,
remotely advising on medical issues. Students call people at risk, including
elderly patients with chronic illnesses, to clarify their well-being and inform
them about the coronavirus and precautionary measures. Veterinary students
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also work as medical volunteers. For example, veterinary medicine and
expertise students help care for animals for people who are self-isolated.

Alarge part of the volunteer centers of universities joined the action “we
are together” and do not conduct their own separate events involving offline
activity. This decision is primarily due to the safety of students wishing to
volunteer. As part of the campaign, each volunteer who comes into contact
with other people when buying and delivering food to pensioners at home is
provided with personal protective equipment - masks, gloves, and antiseptic
agents. Non-medical universities apparently have less competence to
properly instruct students and monitor compliance with safety measures.
Universities also attribute the choice of approach to the need for overall
coordination at the regional level. Indeed, the “we are together” campaign
keeps a centralized record of all applications received from people in need
of help and their further distribution to volunteers. As of April 24,in 2020,
more than 95,000 volunteers took part in the “We’re Together” campaign,
at least 25% of whom were young people aged 1-25 [3].

The universities that have joined include all state and national
universities in Central Asia, including some private universities and many
others. At most universities, any student can volunteer to help the elderly
in their city who are in self-imposed isolation. In some cases, such as at
Tashkent State University, priority in the selection of volunteers is given to
students majoring in social work, pedagogy, and psychology.

Volunteer help in conditions of the pandemic in Kazakhstan is also
provided by international student volunteers. For example, students from
Spain, Morocco, Egypt, and other countries studying at KazNU give foreign
language lessons to children from foster families and volunteer at the
regional headquarters of the “We are together” campaign. Foreign students
at Dushanbe State University participate in targeted assistance for the elderly
(delivering food and medicines) and work at the “we are together” call
center hotline. At Tashkent State Agrarian University, international students
also participate in the “we are together” campaign and help administer
thermometers to those who have remained in the dormitories during the
quarantine period.

Anumber of universities have deployed their own support headquarters
for the elderly or launched their own charitable activities. The Higher
School of Economics opened the Elderly Support Center, which continued
to work remotely with retirees who attend classes in the Healthy Lifestyle
program. Volunteers make phone calls to pensioners, inform them about
safety precautions and the importance of self-isolation as well as offer their
support in buying and contactless home delivery of groceries and medicines.
In addition, Vyshka’s volunteer students teach foreign languages and yoga
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classes to seniors remotely, conduct film clubs, and simultaneously help
them master modern online distance-learning programs. Another example
is the campaign “Grandmothers and Grandfathers of Our Entrance,” which
was launched by the Almaty Technical University. As part of the campaign,
university employees and students help their elderly neighbors with
household issues and grocery shopping [4].

A separate case study of the University’s contribution to combating
the economic consequences of the coronavirus is the activities of the DAMU
Center for Social Entrepreneurship Development, which launched the Time
to Act platform to help small and medium-sized businesses and social
entrepreneurs during the epidemic. The platform provides free access to a
number of online courses on the topic of running social business projects
and the opportunity to receive online advice from mentors - university staff.
The platform also includes a variety of methodological and legal guidelines
for entrepreneurs to obtain social enterprise status.

Experience of foreign universities in organizing volunteering.
Students in many countries around the world are involved in coronavirus
activities. In contrast to our country, the main models of student participation
abroad are student initiative projects and initiatives of inter-university student
organizations. Initiatives by universities themselves in the development of
student volunteer activities are much less common and are most often in
response to requests from students, local authorities, medical institutions or
non-profit organizations. The most common forms of student volunteerism
are intellectual volunteering and participation in crowdsourcing projects,
creation of educational and informational resources about coronavirus
infection, non-medical assistance and delivery of food and medicine to
the most vulnerable groups of citizens, non-medical assistance to medical
workers and their families[5].

Student initiatives and initiatives of inter-university organizations.
The initiative of aid projects often comes from students or student
organizations and is aimed at intellectual participation in solving the problem
of coronavirus spread and research, as well as organizational, physical, and
other non-medical assistance to the most vulnerable groups.

As part of intellectual volunteering, students participate in
crowdsourcing projects and hackathons to solve research problems together.
For example, a student at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology launched
a series of hackathons to solve the problem of the spread of the coronavirus
(MIT COVID-19 Challenge), and staff and students at the University of
Amsterdam created the Data scientists Against Corona platform to jointly
solve relevant research problems|8].

Crowdsourcing platforms recruit volunteers who can perform
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assigned research tasks related to the problem of coronavirus proliferation.
Such performers can be students as well as scientists and researchers. In
such projects, students perform various phases of work, including preparing
reviews, doing translations, processing data, etc.

For example: The “crowdfightcovid-19.org” platform, created
by virologists from 26 research universities around the world, including
Humboldt University in Berlin, Sheffield University in the UK, Boston
University in the US, the University of Cape Town in South Africa and
others. Volunteers perform fairly simple research tasks for virologists,
such as processing visual data, deciphering data, etc. The authorship of the
research tasks performed remains with the volunteers. There are 43,000
registered volunteers on the platform, with 140 requests, while 25 have
already been solved as of the first week of April.

The COVID-19 National Scientist Volunteer Database was created
by a postdoc student at Harvard to coordinate efforts in coronavirus
research. The database has 8,500 registered volunteers from 50 U.S. states
- undergraduate, graduate, and research scientists. Participants must prove
their qualifications and only then can perform various research and scientific
tasks in bioinformatics, data analysis, and testing. Also registered in the
database are those who are willing to provide their lab space or consumables
for research.

To provide physical and organizational assistance by student
volunteers, online platforms are created to aggregate offers and requests
for help. Such platforms were widespread even before the pandemic and
operated on the basis of non-profit organizations or student inter-university
organizations. Today, they serve as the basis for the creation of separate
volunteer assistance streams on the topic of coronavirus. For example, one
of the oldest and largest student organizations in the United Kingdom, the
Students’ Union of University College London (UCL), publishes topical
advertisements for volunteer opportunities.

Student platforms and movements created in response to the spread
of the coronavirus use the same principle - the matching of demand and
offers of help from volunteers. For example, the Students Against Corona
movement, created by an Oxford student, quickly gained popularity. The
aim is to provide simple assistance to the elderly and those at risk. Only
volunteers who are not included in at-risk health groups and who are
familiar with hygiene and safety rules when performing volunteer tasks
are eligible to participate in this initiative. As of early April 2020, more
than 1,600 students in 12 European cities have assisted, delivered food,
medicine, walked dogs, and helped at food banks and hospitals.

Student-initiated cross-sector partnership. Overseas universities
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generally do not organize student volunteer work on the topic of coronavirus.
More often than not, universities’ work is focused on research and academic
partnerships to find solutions to the spread of coronavirus, as well as
academic issues during a pandemic. This can include distance learning and
support for administrative functions, providing administrative, material,
and psychological assistance to students, including international students.
Universities initiate student volunteer activities when there is an external
request from municipalities, regional ministries or medical institutions. Due
to the growing incidence of disease, such requests are coming to medical
universities more and more frequently.

Students create cross-sector initiatives, involving the university,
medical institutions, and municipal governments in joint assistance projects.
We are talking about non-medical assistance as well as educational and
intellectual assistance. Medical students are involved in helping staff at
medical institutions and municipal or regional services - working hotlines,
alerting and counseling residents who may have come into contact with
carriers of the virus, answering emails, sending letters with test results,
delivering food, babysitting children in the families of medical professionals,
and doing research reviews. For example, Columbia University College
of Medicine has established Student Service Corps (COVID-19 Student
Service Corps), whose members are involved in the listed helping practices.
Against the background of a ban on direct (contact) care for coronavirus
patients, students at many American universities have initiated the collection
of medical masks from various institutions. This initiative, informally called
the “mask race,” includes collecting masks from veterinary clinics, tattoo
parlors, nail salons, barber shops, and a number of other businesses that
have used medical masks or respirators in their operations.

The most successful and major student initiatives are supported
by universities and regional or federal governments and businesses. For
example, an initiative created by the Medical Students in Germany e.V.
(bvmmd), for example, the Medical Students vs. COVIDI19 initiative is
supported by the German government and a number of large non-profit and
for-profit organizations. Currently, 20,000 medical students in Germany
are registered in this initiative, and the platform map Match4Healthcare
has been created, with nearly 10,000 participants in Germany and Austria.
Student volunteers are ready to provide professional and non-medical
assistance to the work of medical institutions [8].

Student initiatives at Harvard Medical School are also one example
of cross-sector partnership. Students have created a student organization to
interact with local hospitals and assist medical personnel (HMS COVID-19
Student Response Team). Students provide non-medical assistance to
medical professionals and residents, translate and distribute materials about
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the virus. More than 30 other student organizations across the country are
replicating this experience. Also initiated by this student group and with
input from university staff, educational courses in virology, epidemiology,
and medical care have been developed and peer-reviewed. Harvard Medical
School courses are now being used by medical schools in other countries.

Similar initiatives to those described above and many other types
of volunteer involvement are undertaken by for-profit and nonprofit
organizations. Student volunteering is just one possible practice of
civic engagement in the fight against coronavirus infection. At the same
time, student volunteer movements begin as grassroots practices of self-
organization and are largely autonomous of universities. Universities
support such initiatives in case of requests from students or in the course of
further cross-sector partnerships.

Conclusion

The spread of the coronavirus revealed the strength and rapidity of the
response of civic initiatives and the volunteer movement in Kazakhstan and
abroad. In our country, the general challenge of the spread of coronavirus
mobilized more than 95,000 citizens who joined a support group. Students
and universities actively joined the volunteer movement to provide medical,
intellectual and organizational assistance in working with at-risk groups,
primarily the elderly.

An important feature of the work of student volunteers during the
epidemic is the consideration of their educational profiles in the distribution
of work. In fact, students not only contribute to the common cause of
fighting the spread of coronavirus, but also develop their professional skills;
medical volunteers - in providing medical care, psychologists and lawyers
- in counseling, technical students expand their professional experience by
working as «digital volunteers»[8].

The pandemic situation revealed a certain degree of solidarity within
the field of education. One of the most common practices of student
volunteers is to support their older teachers in dealing with everyday issues
and to help them master modern online distance-learning tools. Students
provide similar support to schoolteachers and conduct classes with students
in basic and supplementary disciplines. Abroad, students and researchers are
teaming up to solve scientific problems together on the topic of coronavirus
infection, and universities are forming research partnerships.

The pandemic has created unprecedented conditions for the
development of volunteer activities. For the first time, volunteers were faced
with the question of their own safety and the safety of those they help, and
the need to transfer the maximum possible work to a remote format became
evident. Undoubtedly, the experience gained in an extreme situation will
affect the trajectory of development of volunteer practices in the future.
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The main recommendation for universities starting and continuing the
practice of supporting student volunteers in activities to combat the spread
of coronavirus is the need to follow the line adopted by the Ministry of
Education and Science of CA countries. Methodological recommendations
for universities on organizing the work of the volunteer corps in the situation
of'the spread of coronavirus infection were promptly prepared and published
by the Ministry of Education and Science of CA countries, taking into
account the recommendations of epidemiologists and specialized NGOs.

In the modern world, tourism is one of the key sectors of
the economy in many countries and every year it becomes an increasingly
important aspect for the development of many countries. This article
examines the tourism industry in South Korea, as well as analyzes the
prospects for the development of tourism in the future and examines the
main factors of tourism development.

In addition to the obvious reasons why tourists decide to travel to
South Korea (exotic, all-season, monuments included in the UNESCO
cultural heritage list, well-developed medical tourism), South Korea has
created all the conditions to increase the flow of foreign tourists. This
is an increase in flights between countries, hotel tax refund, developed
infrastructure and security. The Korean government is using all resources to
improve its country’s image abroad.

The authors come to the conclusion that tourism is really significant in
the economy of the Republic of Korea, which is confirmed by the targeted
of state policy for the development of this area, which will further increase
the investment attractiveness of the country, stimulate the influx of tourists,
create new objects of tourism infrastructure and infrastructure of related
industries, increase state income and increasing the level of well-being of
the population.

South Korea has great potential for the development of international
tourism in its country. The impetus for this was the development of mass
domestic tourism. The state financially supports and helps in the development
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of all types of tourism, they have a clear positioning, which ensures the high
competitiveness of the tourism industry in the world market. Every year,
the Korean government spends large amounts of money from the budget
for the development of the tourism industry several times more than other
countries.

The Republic of Korea is a country in which tourism has developed
rapidly since the late 1980s. In the republic, tourism has always been,
considered as a promising path of development. A distinctive feature in the
management of the national economy of South Korea in the field of tourism
is the continuous statistical accounting of the flow of tourists. The Korea
National Tourism Organization (KNTO) strictly takes into account the
number of tourists arriving and departing, the amount of foreign currency
exported by tourists abroad, and the amount of money spent by foreigners
in South Korea. This information helps to determine the share of the impact
of the tourism sector on the country’s economy, which predetermines
government policy and government spending in this sector of the economy
[1, p. 75].

All statistical data are collected by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of Korea, according to these reports, the attendance of country
by tourists is recorded, as well as the dynamics of the import and export of
foreign and national currency in the country is monitored, and the National
Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan keeps records of these statistics. The
Korea National Tourism Organization is developing a strategy for promoting
and developing tourism, contributing to the construction of infrastructure
facilities, drawing up optimal routes, and this organization also pays special
attention to interaction with private travel agencies for more productive
tourism development in the country. Today, there are about 20 offices of the
Korea National Tourism Organization in the world, whose tasks are also to
promote tourism advertising in the Republic of Korea.

About a million people go abroad every year, and millions of tourists
come to Korea. Now it is one of the most developed Asian countries in terms
of tourism, which annually attracts about 6.4 million people [2, p. 57]. This
is due not only to the desire to plunge into a new and unexplored culture,
taste exotic food, see with your own eyes the country’s natural wealth,
modern megacities that coexist in stark contrast with ancient architectural
monuments, but also with a high level of Korean service, which is based on
effectively organized quality management and infrastructure. The Ministry
of Culture and Tourism is engaged in the development of tourism in the
country. Expanding the geography and volume of South Koreans travel
abroad, attracting foreign tourists to the country are considered by the
Korean government as an important link in the process of further integration
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of the country into the world community and is one of the priority areas of
their activities. The tourism industry is ranked as one of the three largest
industries (along with information technology and environmental protection
industries) in Korea. The difference between economic assistance to the
development of tourism in South Korea, and assistance in other countries
lies in close cooperation between the state, economic institutions, travel
companies, as well as cultural and information support authorities, since
tourism development in South Korea is actively developing from an
economic point of view, also cultural, sports and informational aspects at
the same time.

If compare South Korea in terms of the total contribution of the
tourism sector to the country’s GDP with other countries, then it will be in
15th place with an indicator of 81.6 US $ bn. So according to government
data, in 2015, the contribution of the tourism sector to the economy of South
Korea amounted to KRW85, 944.9bn, that is, 5.8% of the country’s total
GDP [2, p. 55].

Investment in tourism has a tremendous economic impact. In
particular, every billion won of investment in tourism provides 15.5 people
with jobs. A similar indicator in the manufacturing sector of the economy
is only 9.2 people. Thus, if in 2005 tourism provided only 490 thousand
jobs, then by 2015 this number increased to 713 thousand people, which
amounted to 2.9% of all jobs in the country [3]. It is noteworthy that 69.7%
of tourism spending in the country falls on the citizens of South Korea, and
the remaining 30.3% on foreigners [2, p. 57].

The South Korean economy has quickly overcome the consequences
of the global financial crisis and is confidently moving towards further
stabilization. While job creation in the manufacturing sector has reached
its limit, the tourism sector presents great opportunities, mainly for young
people.

All indicators tell us about the progressive development of the tourism
sector in South Korea and that every year this area has an increasing weight
in the development of the country’s economy. This is due not only to the
attractiveness of Korean mountain resorts, the high level of urbanization of
the country and the beauty of nature, but also to the high level of infrastructure
development and very high quality service. In Korea, all foreign tourists can
easily find information about the country in English, Chinese and Japanese
at information desks located at airports, hotels, crowded places and near
major attractions.

Among the factors influencing the attraction of a large number
of foreign tourists to South Korea are the following: picturesque nature,
traditional culture, historical monuments, equipped recreation areas,
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advanced technology and visual media. The latter factor can be seen as a
distinguishing feature of South Korea in comparison with other countries. It
is interesting that by creating a variety of television dramas, describing their
culture and traditions, natural beauty, filming entertainment and historical
places of their country, Koreans show the world the image of their country
in the best light, and thereby motivate tourists to go to their country.

An analysis of the formation and functioning of the tourism system in
the country explains why the Republic of Korea has achieved such heights
in the tourism industry. There is a list the main factors of tourism growth in
South Korea:

1. Comprehensive support for the establishment of tourism programs
from the government. The support was not only in the financial part, but
also in the planning and organization of tourism.

2. South Korea has its own distribution of positions of tourism
industry, each industry is competitive in the world market.

3. One of the most important factors in the development of tourism
is the developed infrastructure. In 1997, the country was going through a
crisis, but despite this, South Korea was actively developing its transport
infrastructure.

4. Before embarking on a course for the development of international
tourism, South Korea began to develop domestic tourism en masse.

5. South Korea attracts numerous tourists due to the high level of
security in the country.

6. South Korea actively positions itself among international
organizations in the tourism industry.

7. The Republic of Korea has strong marketing to attract foreign
tourists and provides a large number of discounts and benefits for foreign
tourists.

Several types of tourism are developed in Korea. For example, cultural
and educational tourism, which became possible thanks to the centuries-old
history of the country and preserved buildings. Medical tourism holds a
special place because South Korea is ahead of other countries in the field
of high-tech operations using modern technology. At all times, Korea has
valued nature, as evidenced by the presence of a large number of natural
sources on the basis of which tourist centers operate. The one of the most
popular types of tourism is mountain tourism, since 70% of the country is
mountainous [4, p. 3].

The competitive economy of South Korea is largely determined by
tourism. To ensure quality recreation, the government of the Republic of
Korea annually improves the conditions for tourists, new tourist destinations
with unique features are actively developing. It is cultural tourism that, can
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be called the tourism of our time and the experience of South Korea is direct
evidence of the influence of cultural tourism on the development of the
tourism industry of the state as a whole.

Educational tourism is a new direction in tourism in South Korea.
More and more international students and high school graduates want to
study in South Korea. The Ministry of Education of the Republic of Korea
has developed a «Study in Korea» project designed to attract students and
educational institutions in the country. In order to attract foreign students,
the South Korean government annually allocates scholarship programs
to obtain affordable and high-quality education. Of course, South Korea
cannot be called a leader in this tourism industry, compared to the United
States and European countries, but there are a number of fundamental
differences between programs for providing training to foreigners. After
all, the strategy of South Korea is not only because of the development of
this sphere in education, the government is interested in attracting talented
young people with good mental abilities, which will be able to fruitfully
influence the economy of country in the future. Also in 2012, the South
Korean government introduced a program called «KoreaStay», according to
this program, foreigners can stay with a Korean family, where they will be
provided with accommodation and meals, thanks to this program, students
can significantly save while in this country.

South Korea has always attracted tourists with its exoticism,
uniqueness and comfort, and every year there are more and more reasons to
visit it. South Korea is a picturesque country with rich nature and interesting
history; it is becoming more and more popular among Russian tourists. This
is where the modern technological era everywhere coexists with antiquities,
carefully protected by the state.

Despite its small country, in Korea, as of June 2018, there are 13
items on the UNESCO World Heritage List, of which 12 are cultural sites
and 1 is a natural heritage site. Lovers of monuments and attractions have
something to see: royal palaces, fortresses, pagodas, ancient Buddhist
monasteries, sculptural monuments, numerous museums, folk villages and
archaeological sites [5].

Korea (exotic, all-season, monuments included in the UNESCO cultural
heritage list, well-developed medical tourism), South Korea has created all
the conditions to increase the flow of foreign tourists. This is an increase
in flights between countries, hotel tax refund, developed infrastructure
and security.

In conclusion, we note that Korea is a country with one of the leading
economies in the world, and it received this title largely due to its highly
developed tourism sector, which makes a large contribution to the GDP of
country, as well as creates a large number of jobs and infrastructure.

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The article describes in detail the features and achievements of the
measures implemented in the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2003-2011 to
preserve historical and cultural monuments within the framework of the state
program “Madeni Mura”. “The state program” “Madeni Mura “’adopted in
the address of the head of State is proof of the global prosperity of modern
Kazakhstan” “The program “”’madeni Mura “”” has become an unprecedented
action that has shown the people of Kazakhstan and the whole world that
the great cultural heritage of Kazakhstan is preserved, developed and serves
the period of Independence.”
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Over the past decade, globalization has generated powerful forces of
“de-globalization” - a decrease in the role of external factors in world
economic development. The situation in early 2020 was aggravated by the
global economic collapse due to the sanitary measures taken in the leading
countries of the world due to the coronavirus pandemic, as well as sharp
fluctuations in the US stock market and the collapse of oil prices.

Deglobalization has fully manifested itself in China, which has never
lost sight of the importance of independence and self-reliance. Despite the
decline in the role of external factors in its development, China itself is
not abandoning globalization. The country has already launched a Belt and
Road Initiative as an alternative to hyperglobalization. The relationship
between openness and self-reliance is interpreted in China dialectically: by
openness to strengthen the ability to rely on one’s own forces, relying on
one’s own forces, to open up the economy even more widely.

The authors conclude that over the past decade, there has been a
transition to a new economic model, where the emphasis is on domestic
demand and the Chinese government is trying to move away from an export
growth strategy. The global financial and economic crisis did not undermine
the Chinese economy - it continued its development. Therefore, the various
measures taken by the Chinese leadership are now of no less interest than
the further fate of globalization.

Key words: PRC, “outstripping modernization”, self-reliance, de-
globalization, crisis, overcoming, innovative advantages.

Over the past decade, globalization has generated powerful forces
of “de-globalization” - a decrease in the role of external factors in world
economic development. For the first time this concept was used in the article
by V. Bello in connection with the discussion of the ways of development of
Asian countries after the crisis of 1997-1998 [1, p. 61].

Deglobalization is, to a certain extent, a natural reaction to the
“hyperglobalization” that began in the 1980s and expanded widely in
the world economy after the collapse of the USSR. “Deglobalization is a
potential political revolution that is returning to their places capable national
governments, capable, by all other means, to put a barrier to the dictates of
globalists and to conduct a dialogue with TNCs, TNBs and international
financial institutions on an equal footing” [2, p. 166].

According to Russian researchers A.I. Salitsky and N.K. Semenov,
de-globalization has fully affected China. A striking indicator is the
comparative statistical data of the PRC for 2008 and 2019. Thus, the ratio
of merchandise exports to GDP in 2008 was 32%, in 2019 this figure
dropped to 17%. As another indicator, the researchers selected the ratio of
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foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows to the volume of investments in
fixed assets. There is also a rather noticeable decrease in the indicator: from
4.2% in 2008 to 1.7% in 2019 [2, p. 165]. Another important indicator of
the de-globalization of China’s economy can be derived from the country’s
customs statistics: the share of goods with imported components in the
country’s export in 2008 was more than 50%, and in 2019 - less than 30%.
In addition, the domestic market in China continues to expand, and many
overseas corporations are adopting the slogan “Do in China for China” and
as a result are no longer different from local businesses.

However, despite the decrease in the role of external factors in its
development, China itself does not abandon globalization, moreover,
it considers its further implementation useful - taking into account the
emerging problems and the necessary adjustments. Thus, China is conducting
active economic diplomacy in various areas, has considerable capacities
for the production of highly competitive products, including equipment
necessary to create the foundations of economic independence in partner
countries. China launched the Belt and Road Initiative as an alternative to
hyperglobalization. The relationship between openness and self-reliance
is interpreted in China dialectically: by openness to strengthen the ability
to rely on one’s own forces, relying on one’s own forces, to open up the
economy even more widely.

“The further growth of China,” E.S. Kulpin, - is possible only at
the expense of the resources of the entire planet, which in the future is
fraught with global tension. Further development is possible due to new
technologies - the implementation of the transition from catching up to
advanced modernization [3, p. 124].

China cannot overcome the ecological crisis caused by the maximum
use of natural resources, along with the demographic crisis caused by the
aging of the population, without a profound transformation of the entire
society and, above all, the structure of economic growth. The transition
to “advanced modernization” means the advance of developed countries
in scientific and technical developments. Meanwhile, the technological
dependence of the Chinese economy continues to be very significant: its
leading industries are more than 50% dependent on imports of equipment
and modernization technology [4, p. 174].

t should be noted that the Chinese market is receptive to innovation.
This is due to the fact that a relatively cheap strategy is often used to
create their own high-tech sectors to enter global economic processes.
Opportunities of foreign firms are used quite often. According to Chinese
law, foreign companies participating in the implementation of state orders
in China and subcontractors of local (Chinese) manufacturers must provide
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the Chinese side with know-how. The potential of joint ventures in terms
of mastering new technologies is also being realized. Often for these
purposes, foreign firms are bought, working with progressive technologies.
The import of equipment and technologies is encouraged to develop such
progressive sectors of the economy as the production of software, new
materials, biotechnology, healthcare, etc. About 350 billion dollars are
invested here annually in the acquisition of new technologies and high-
tech equipment around the world. At the same time, technical borrowing
is mainly focused on the implementation of leading projects. For example,
the most advanced technological lines are used in the automotive industry.
In general, science has become a highly competitive field of activity. In
terms of R&D expenditures, China came in second in the world, and in the
2020s. equal to the United States. In an emerging multipolar world, China
currently accounts for about 15% of global R&D spending; the share of
R&D expenditures in China’s GDP is 2.2%. In addition, China occupies
a serious position in a number of indicators: by the number of scientific
publications, the PRC is already in second place (8.5% of all scientific
publications in the world), including: 20.8% of publications on materials
science, 16.9% - in chemistry, 14.2% - in physics, 31.7% in crystallography,
31.2% - in metallurgy, 21.1% - in applied mathematics [5, p. 37]. China
has an effective position in terms of student numbers; by the number of
international research centers, including corporate ones. At the same time,
a significant proportion of students receive education abroad, especially in
the United States [6, p. 119]. The authorities are encouraging the return
of Chinese specialists from overseas by offering them the most favorable
terms. Among the priorities is the development of information, bio-, nano-
technologies [7].

Thanks to the rapid expansion of the high-tech sector, China is one
of the largest recipients of foreign investment. China’s transformation into
the second center for foreign capital investment after the United States was
ensured by two factors: a policy of openness and the creation of a favorable
investment climate. In particular, a flexible policy is being pursued in relation
to foreign capital. This is manifested in the use of incentive measures in
order to influence the territorial and sectoral allocation of capital; as well
as administrative control (inviolability of foreign investments). Foreign
investment has helped transform China into a “giant export machine.” This
is due to the fact that investments are directed to industries that make it
possible to produce products for export, for example, in the production
of telecommunications and electrical equipment, household appliances,
chemical products, etc.

In 2019, the growth rate of the Chinese economy declined quite
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rapidly. In the first quarter, GDP growth amounted to 6.4%, in the second -
6.2%, in the next two quarters the growth was 6.0%. In addition to internal
reasons, the deterioration of economic dynamics was negatively affected,
directly and indirectly, by tariff barriers vigorously erected by the Trump
administration, as well as by US sanctions against Chinese corporations and
officials. As a result, the annual rate of economic growth was significantly
lower than in previous years (Table 1).

The rate of decline in GDP growth was recognized by the Chinese
government as a wake-up call. Therefore, in September 2019, the People’s
Bank of China began stimulating the economy. Consistently, with a small
step, the rates for the main types of loans were reduced, and the reserve ratio
for banks also decreased. Stimulation of the economy intensified with the
onset of the epidemic, banks provided, in particular, preferential loans to
manufacturers of medical equipment, protective equipment, etc.

The last time the loan rate was cut for first-class borrowers of the
largest banks was on April 20, 2020: the interest rate on annual loans was
lowered from 4.05 to 3.85%. The rate of five-year loans secured by collateral
also decreased - to 4.65%. Also, work is underway to identify the misuse of
money allocated to combat the epidemic and its consequences, hundreds of
officials were held responsible for cost overruns, auditors of the Ministry of
Finance are checking banks for the legality of providing soft loans.

The ability to copy quality is a huge resource for the development
of the Chinese economy, which makes it possible to partially save on the
purchase of technology, advertising, creating brands, and software. Cloning
is especially important in a crisis, when the purchasing power of the
population all over the world is significantly reduced and it is not possible
to buy products from promoted brands [8].

The economic downturn negatively affected the foreign economic
relations of the PRC. From January to April 2020, the country’s exports
decreased by 9%, imports suffered slightly less (Table 2).

The decline in exports to developed countries, primarily the United
States, turned out to be especially significant. The drop in trade with the EU
countries was slightly less profound, and trade with Japan and the Republic
of Korea fell even less. At the same time, China’s foreign trade indicators
with the ASEAN countries (they have now become China’s main trading
partner) and Taiwan improved compared to the previous year. Apparently,
a certain role in such a reorientation of the country’s trade relations was
played by the movement of some of the export enterprises to these states and
territories due to the desire to bypass the customs tariffs erected in the United
States in the Chinese direction. An equally important factor in the relatively
favorable state of China’s trade with ASEAN is the existence of a free trade
zone, created in 2005, as well as cooperation within the framework of the
Belt and Road Initiative. Joint action to combat the epidemic has played
a positive role in developing China’s ties with ASEAN. Since February
2020, regular consultations have been held between ASEAN and China
ministers on these issues; on April 14, 2020, a video summit of ASEAN
+ 3 leaders was held, at which the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank’s
proposal to open a special account to fight the virus with an initial capital of
5 billion dollars. China also promised the ASEAN countries to supply 100
million medical masks and 10 million protective suits - as grants and on a
commercial basis [2, p. 169].

The most important factor in regionalization is the ability of China
and other Asian leaders to supply their neighbors with substantially cheaper
means of production than those produced by Western countries. In addition,
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in contrast to the old industrial centers, China demonstrates stable and high
growth rates, increasing the attractiveness of its domestic market. China’s
centripetal role in world and regional affairs is combined with the usual
manner of bilateral and multilateral consultations [8].

According to Russian researchers A.l. Salitsky and N.K. Semenova:
“The Chinese are not characterized by a crisis outlook that does not
leave many representatives of the business world of Western countries,
exacerbating the already alarming state of affairs in the economy. Self-
confidence is not least based on the habit of self-sufficiency, firmly rooted
in the national mentality ”[2, p. 168].

Thus, we will formulate a number of conclusions. First, the decline
in the role of external factors in economic development (de-globalization),
clearly manifested in the development of China in the past decade, has
made many long-standing features of this country’s structure and its
foreign economic policy even more attractive. China has become even
less dependent on external factors, and even with an unpleasant alignment
of forces abroad, it will be more free in choosing its policy and adjusting
its strategy - if necessary. Second, the current global crisis will further
intensify de-globalization and may create new opportunities for China and
its partners. Due to the persisting high rate of accumulation in China, its
industrial capital will look for areas of application abroad and is very likely
to be especially active in the countries of the Belt and Road Initiative, where
it is not discriminated against, like the one that it already experiences in
USA and some other western countries. Finally, in our opinion, in the 2000s.
the transition to the «new economic strategy» was effectively implemented.
The old economic model has been very successful, generating nearly 10%
annual growth for 30 years. However, in the new economic situation, the
focus is on domestic demand. China is trying to move away from the export
growth strategy that was so popular in this and other East Asian countries.
The global financial and economic crisis did not undermine the Chinese
economy - it continued its development.

Annotation. This article is about the consequences following the
full-scale withdrawal of international force from Afghanistan as well
as aid cutoff. In this regard, the purpose of this work is to determine the
importance of the presence of international forces in Afghanistan. We also
want to introduce our analysis about the possible future of the country after
the withdrawal of international forces considering that Afghanistan could
become a shelter of terrorists again and it could entail for Afghans and the
region-a huge challenge in their development.

With 19 years of international forces presence in Afghanistan, the
security situation and political challenges in Afghanistan have not improved
and have already worsened. With the peace process and the completely
withdrawal of international troops from Afghanistan and the ending of their
military and financial cooperation with the government and the Afghan
National Army, it can be said that the government of Afghanistan may once
again collapse by the extreme Taliban, which is a big threat to the region
and the world

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The outlook of a peaceful Afghanistan is only truthful if the Taliban
breaks relations with other terrorist groups, agrees to a ceasefire and joins
the intra-Afghan peace talks. The Afghan officials had asked for peace
negotiations for many years, and just in November of 2018, the Taliban
agreed to meet face to face with the US representatives who are charged
to Afghanistan’s challenges for peace resolution after 18 years combat.
Finally, the Taliban and US representatives launched five rounds of peace
negotiations in Qatar and the United Arab Emirates. As the Taliban’s condition
was the withdrawal of US troops from Afghanistan , in fifth round of the
negotiations both sides agreed to withdrawal of US troops from the country
in which the US condition was that the Taliban stop relations with terroristic
groups that threats Global security. The peace initiative time outs strongly
in the hands of the Afghan government. In February 2018, at the Second
Kabul Process for Peace and Security Cooperation, President Ashraf Ghani
allowed unconditional peace talks to the Taliban and asked the group to deny
violence, accept the rule of law and enter into peace agreements. President
Ghani’s suggestion to the Taliban also included the release of Taliban
prisoners, granting passports and visas to family members and a removal
of sanctions imposed on the group’s leaders. Although these offers met the
Taliban’s previous preconditions for peace talks, the group did not answer.
Receiving no answer from the Taliban; the Afghan government threatened
it with the closing of its political office in Doha. While the debate over the
measure maintained in Kabul, the Taliban unexpectedly called for direct
talks with the US by writing a 10-page “Letter to the American People” and
“peace-loving congressmen” to press the Trump government into a peace
dialogue. In June 2018, a ceasefire started by the Afghan government for
the term of the Eid al-Fitr holiday increased the momentum for peace talks.
A month later, Taliban officials led by Abbas Stanikzai secretly met with a
senior US diplomat, Alice Wells, of the Bureau of South and Central Asian
Affairs, for a preliminary discussion in Doha to set up a channel between the
US officials and the Taliban onward of future face-to-face talks. In November
2018, the US agent held three-day talks with the Taliban officials in Qatar to
discuss the departure of the US forces from Afghanistan and pave the way
for intra-Afghan talks. Since then, four more rounds of talks were held, with
the last meeting lasting 16 days between the US team led by Khalilzad and
the Taliban officials led by Mullah Abdul Ghani Baradar. In 2017, the US
president suggested that we would withdraw our troops from Afghanistan
in accordance with the conditions prevailing. US president emphasized
on open-ended military commitment in Afghanistan to “avert the rise of a
space for terrorists. The Afghan security forces with the help of US troops
raised air attacks on Taliban after the deadliest Taliban attacks in Kabul and
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other cities, in which they also acted against Taliban’s financial core. Apart
from this, the US administration also suspended security aid worth billions
of dollars to Pakistan for its deception by patronizing Taliban militants who
are enemies to international community. Until now just the Taliban got the
advantages of peace negotiations, meanwhile the United Nations has lifted
off the sunctions on more than 14 prime members of Taliban, consist Mullah
Abdul Ghani Baradar, Anas Haqqgani, Abbas Stanikzai and other member
based in Qatar. As per the agreement in the peace process, Taliban members
were provided with some special treatments and luxuries. On the other side
Taliban has not shown any interest so as to commit anything concrete be
it to the US or the Afghanistan government. In spite of US peace envoy
Zalmay Khalilzad having recently pronounced about Taliban’s agreeing on
averting “platform for international terrorist groups or individuals™ getting
shape in Afghanistan, the Taliban is carrying on its propaganda of violence.
The Taliban had lately started its Al-Fath (Conquer) actions to expand its
area of control [1].

The Taliban representatives and US met on May 1, 2019 in Qatar
to lead negotiations in which the goal is to end a 17-years fighting in
Afghanistan in the 6" round of the peace talks. The representative of US is
Zalmay Khalilzad and for the Taliban side is Zabihullah Mujahid in peace
negotiations in Doha. Nevertheless, the Taliban heads demand the withdrawal
of US forces firstly, then peace can resolve.Khalilzad had mentioned that
both parties reminded of an earlier agreement on the US and International
troops withdrawal duration and the Taliban not to shelter the terroristic
groups in Afghanistan again. Khalilzad is expected to motivate the terrorists
involve afghan-to-afghan negotiations to get a political resolution to the 17-
year war in Afghanistan. The Resolute Support Mission, which is training
and assisting the Afghan security forces in the combat against the Taliban
combats and radical groups such as Islamic State and Al-Qaeda, which is led
by US. US president Donald Trump decided to get an agreement to finish
the US’s longsome combat in which defeated the Taliban in Afghanistan
after 9/11 bombing attacks [2].

Ashraf Ghani Ahmadzai, the Afghanistan president, has initiated the
Loya Jirga through consultation with Afghan leaders. The Afghan Peace
Consultative Loya Jirga was launched on April 30, 2019, with over 3,000
members under the presidency of Abdul Rab Rasul Sayyaf

(Afghan Jihadi leader). The Loya Jirga is expected to decide on how
to peace with the Taliban.Ghani said at the opening of the Loya Jirga: “One
of the duties of the representatives of the Loya Jirga is to define peace.
Are the Taliban ready for peace? You guide these questions and demands
of the people in relation to peace. Wahid Omar, a president advisor and a
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participant in the Peace Consultative Jirga, said that the views of the people
from all over Afghanistan would be heard in the Jirga and could have a
positive impact on the peace talks with the Taliban [3].

The NATO general secretary told: Afghanistan’s peace without
retaining 17-years gains will not be sustainable. Mr. Stoltenberg the general
secretary of NATO said that after the fall of the Taliban, Afghanistan has
gone a long way in securing women'’s rights, which must be respected and
retained in any peace deal with the Taliban. NATO Secretary General speech
at the US Congress headquarters said NATO supports the peace process
and the Afghan reconciliation process ... but peace is to be based on our
achievements, to be a sustainable peace “NATO provided the social and
economic conditions in Afghanistan and brought education and women’s
rights to women and girls. Their rights must be preserved. He addressed US
lawmakers: the United States and NATO have entered Afghanistan together
and will decide together on the future of the mission and withdrawal process
from Afghanistan [4]. He added “NATO is fully will support the Afghan
peace process, and the process should be the basis for Afghan national
reconciliation, peace will set in Afghanistan, when the country is cleaned
from international terrorists. Once again, he reassured the commitment of
the NATO treaty to support Afghan security forces and said: “NATO will
stays in Afghanistan, and fight against terrorism and train Afghan security
forces.

The battle of Afghanistan is the longest and most costly mission of
NATO since the founding of the organization. following the September 9,
2001, attacks under the fifth article of the treaty (an attack against one Ally
is considered as an attack against all) [10], NATO led the United States
to break the Taliban regime, invaded into Afghanistan [5]. The NATO
secretary general says NATO entered Afghanistan with the United States
and will also leave Afghanistan in coordination with US [6].

US troop withdrawal from Afghanistan: All the US troops will be
withdrawn from Afghanistan during five years under a new Washington
proposal for Afghan peace talks. The New York Times, by announcing the
report, said the proposal was made during the peace talks with the parties
involved in the conflict in Afghanistan. According to the report, recent
peace talks are about to form a government in Kabul where the division of
power with the Taliban is an irrefutable part of that. The New York Times
reported that other members of the NATO Resolute Support mission Force
in Afghanistan will leave Afghanistan after stabilizing the country along
with American forces. according the news which broadcast from White
House by the media. The withdrawal of half of the 14,000 US troops from
Afghanistan in the coming months is part of the US government’s plan.
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Accordingly, the European and Australian the Resolute Support Mission of
NATO members despite training and advising Afghan security forces will
be also responsible for major part of the operations assigned to US troops
against terrorist attacks in Afghanistan [7-8].

The commander of NATO’s Resolute Support mission and U.S.
forces in Afghanistan told The peace negotiations in Afghanistan has shown
progress from the first cease-fire in 18 years attacks and horror. The first
cease-fire in the 2018 Ramadan’s Eid made the Afghan people hopeful
for peace and an end to violence on a national and international scale,
And many groups all around Afghanistan -- the People’s Peace Movement,
religious [scholars], civil society, youth activists, women’s groups -- were
all calling for peace [9].

Implications of NATO Presence in Afghanistan:

* As the international forces’ achievements in Afghanistan, we can
point out to the creation of the ANA, the Afghan National Police, Afghan
National Army and the Constitution of Afghanistan.

* The realization of human rights, especially women’s rights,
children’s rights & democracy. Under the rule of the Taliban, women did
not have the right to educate, which, with the creation of new government
with the support of international community, Afghan women were able to
defend their rights and find their place in social and political life. Now we
can see the extensive contribution of the Afghan women in the high-ranking
positions of the Afghan government.

* During  the Civil War and the Taliban era, mostly parts of
Afghanistan were devastated, and by initiative international forces under
the PRT ( Provincial Reconstruction Teams in Afghanistan) building peace
and security, road construction, bridge construction, the construction of
hospitals, schools and universities were built [10-11].

Peace and its risks for Afghanistan Government: The United States
Special Inspector General for Afghanistan Reconciliation warns that peace
with the Taliban and the withdrawal of international forces can turn into
the overthrow of the Afghan government. He said Without international
assistance, the sustainability of the Afghan government is unlikely, he said
that with the withdrawal of international troops and the cut off of their aid
and, peace will not be sustainable and the government of Afghanistan cannot
survive without the assistance of international partners. He warns that if
peace is to take place and international forces withdraw from Afghanistan or
leave the country quickly, the history will repeat as the president Najibullah
(withdraw of Soviet troop). There are 300,000 Afghan security forces are
serving in charge of securing the country, and if it caused that their salaries
stepped down, or termination of their salaries due to cut off of our aid, this
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could be a serious threat to Afghanistan’s security. A recent report by the
Cigar shows that at least 60,000 Taliban warlords will join Afghanistan’s
society after Afghanistan gains peace.

With the withdrawal of international troops from Afghanistan
and the cessation of international assistance, cooperation and financial
supporting the Afghan government and Afgan army, Afghanistan is once
again threatened by the government’s collapse, and the Najib government’s
destiny will be repeated again with Ashraf Ghani’s government.In the first
act of the United States, the United States and NATO, in accordance with
the resolution on the war on terror, succeeded in eradicating the terrorists
(the Taliban and al-Qaeda), and by operation enduring freedom US-led
ISAF troops with cooperation of more than 40 countries. US counterpart
operations fought against terror that in the first years managed to eradicate
the Taliban from the center and provinces where the Taliban were mostly
killed or fled to Pakistan.

Because at the time of the dictatorship of the extreme Taliban, people
were living in horror and people were not happy with their decisions and
rules, and were happy and optimistic about the overthrow of the Taliban
government and the attacks of the United States and its allies.

But from the very first years until today, which the US forces mainly
played the role of attacking militant sanctuaries and their disagreement
with the Afghan forces and ISAF has caused heavy casualties from Afghan
civilian populations, with thousands of homes In which innocent Afghan
women and children have been killed in the attacks, which has caused anger
of civilians, and it caused that people which are living in the areas which
are under control of the Taliban, join the Taliban group and fight against
afghan government and international troops and it is one of the reasons of
empowerment of the Taliban and terrorists.

The peace process decision with the Taliban and the withdrawal of
international forces from Afghanistan indicate US and NATO failed to
Taliban militants, which could undermine the credibility (dignity) and
power of the United States and NATO.18 years ago, following the 9/11
incident, US forces and their allies attacked Afghanistan on fighting
international terrorism.

With 18 years of international forces presence in Afghanistan, the
security situation and political challenges in Afghanistan have not improved
and have already worsened [12]. With the peace process and the completely
withdrawal of international troops from Afghanistan and the ending of their
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military and financial cooperation with the government and the Afghan
National Army, it can be said that the government of Afghanistan may once
again collapse by the extreme Taliban, which is a big threat to the region
and the world. The conditions of Taliban with the US special envoy for
the Afghan Peace Project (Zalmay Khalilzad) in the sixth round of peace
talks in Qatar has been very concernable for the Afghan government and the
people of Afghanistan. Taliban leaders have not been willing to negotiate
with Afghan government’s officials, and their condition is that the United
States and international troops withdraw from Afghanistan and demand a
temporary government because they do not accept the Afghan government
and the constitution, and want to create the Islamic state. However, the
conditions of the government and the people of Afghanistan in the peace
process are to preserve the achievements of the 18-year-olds, such as human
rights, women’s rights, and individual liberty and democracy.

Conclusion

After 19 years of fighting with insurgents, international forces, with
all their advanced capabilities and spending billions of dollars, could not
defeat the enemy. After countless casualties that thousands of civilian
and military afghans were killed and wounded and heavy casualties were
sustained by international forces, recent decisions of the Afghan government
and international partners (NATO member states) on supporting the peace
process indicate that international forces have failed and the enemy has been
stronger than before, and the international forces have not found alternative
way but the negotiating option with the Taliban. With the withdrawal of
international troops from Afghanistan and the cessation of international
assistance, cooperation and financial supporting the Afghan government
and Afghan army, Afghanistan is once again threatened by the government’s
collapse, and the Najib government’s destiny will be repeated again with
Ashraf Ghani’s government.

The peace process decision with the Taliban and the withdrawal of
international forces from Afghanistan indicate US and NATO failed to
Taliban militants, which could undermine the credibility (dignity) and power
of the United States and NATO.18 years ago, following the 9/11 incident,
US forces and their allies attacked Afghanistan on fighting international
terrorism.

Thus, over the past 20 years, terrorist organizations have firmly
established themselves in all segments of the Internet and use it as the main
tool for spreading their ideas.

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FOREIGN POLICY OF NORTH KOREA AFTER KIM JONG-UN
CAME TO POWER

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Abstract. In this article the author, relying on a neo-realist approach
in international relations theory, explores North Korea’s place in the system
of political relations of the Asia-Pacific region. The author focuses on the
analysis of North Korea’s current foreign policy, as well as the international
community’s position on the issue of denuclearization of the Korean
Peninsula. It is worth adding that the paper analyzes the influence of the
US President Trump administration on Pyongyang’s foreign policy moves.
Among the main reasons for the change in DPRK foreign policy, the author
highlights the sanctions pressure of the great powers on Pyongyang through
the UN, Donald Trump’s uncompromising position on the issue of North
Korea’s nuclear disarmament and the fact that, in general, Kim Jong-un has
successfully ended the nuclear program, so there is no point in developing it
further. The author then makes two assumptions, using a scenario forecasting
method, about the further development of the negotiation process between
Pyongyang and Washington, which began in 2018. The first prediction,
which is based on the ideas of neo-realists Mirsheimer D. and Waltz K.,
suggests that North Korea will not give up nuclear weapons, as the complete
denuclearization of the country threatens to undermine the stability of Kim
Jong-un’s regime. The second prediction explores the likelihood that Kim
Jong-un will give up nuclear weapons and implement economic reforms
similar to those in Vietnam in the 1980s to make the DPRK’s economy part
of the capitalist system.

Introduction

With each passing year, the position of Asian states on the international
stage is becoming more and more entrenched. As of 2016, three of the
world’s top 10 financial centers are already located in East and South-East
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Asia [1]. However, the dynamic development of the states in the region is
taking place against the backdrop of the subversive foreign policy activities
of the DPRK. The Juche regime, under extreme pressure from the world
community, has been able to develop ballistic missiles with nuclear-capable
launchers capable of reaching any part of the world in a few minutes. The
international community is now watching with interest Kim Jong-un’s new
policy, whose meetings with the leaders of South Korea and the US have
encouraged many to be optimistic and hopeful that the peninsula can be
completely denuclearized. The relevance of this paper lies in the fact that
due to the constantly changing situation in the region, there is a limited
amount of work on the current actions of the DPRK on the international
scene.

The purpose of this study is to analyze Pyongyang’s current foreign
policy vector and to predict what Pyongyang intends to do next on the
international stage to denuclearize the peninsula.

In order to achieve this objective, the following tasks were identified:

1. Clarify the reasons behind the North Korean government’s
development of nuclear weapons;

2. To examine the possible reasons that prompted the DPRK’s
leadership to engage in dialogue with its “ideological opponents”;

3. to assess the perspective of the intended political course of North
Korea, which was taken by the party leadership in 2018.

The object of this study is the DPRK in the system of international
relations. The subject of the paper is the economic, military and political
aspects that characterize Pyongyang’s foreign policy course.

Various research methods were used to write this paper. The method
of systematic analysis allowed us to approach the subject of work in a
comprehensive manner, taking into account various aspects, and to trace
interconnections and interdependencies of the phenomena under study.
Pyongyang’s various foreign policy actions were analyzed using situational
analysis. Possible scenarios of future behavior of North Korea on the world
stage were compiled using scenario forecasting method.

The place of North Korea in world politics was explored through the
lens of the neo-realist approach of international relations.

Foreign policy of North Korea to 2018

In December 2011, North Korea’s top leader, Kim Jong-Il, died
suddenly, leaving his youngest son Kim Jong-un as heir to the state. The
world community, amid media reports that the new North Korean leader
had studied in Europe for some time and had proved himself at a Swiss
business school to be an open and pleasant young man, was hopeful that the
DPRK would wind down its nuclear program [2].
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However, upon assuming full power in the spring of 2012, the new
leader’s first televised address emphasized that North Korea would not
abandon its ballistic missiles. At a parade commemorating the birthday of
the country’s founder, Kim Il-Sung, one such missile was featured. The
founder’s grandson said at the time that “superiority in military technology
is no longer the exclusive monopoly of the imperialists. The new head of the
republic accelerated the development of nuclear weapons, which seemed
impossible in the shortest possible time and under sanctions, but today
the DPRK is a new powerful nuclear power whose missiles can reach the
United States.

Why is the DPRK leadership so eager to develop nuclear weapons?
In general, the East Asian region is characterized by a system of “balance of
power” that is somewhat reminiscent of the “European concert” established
following the wars with Napoleon. International relations in the area are
determined by the relations between the leading powers of the region.
There is a simultaneous intertwining of interests and fierce competition
between China, Japan, South Korea, Russia and the United States.
Although the United States is geographically distant, Washington is using
its military presence in the Republic of Korea and Japan to dictate its will
to the regional players. One of the constants of the region is the permanent
presence of low-intensity conflicts, in which all the above-mentioned
countries, except the US, are involved in one way or another. There are
no collective security systems of states in the region. Moreover, unlike in
other parts of the world, integration processes that would make economies
so dependent on one another that war would be impossible have not taken
place here until recently. The only economic and political platform for the
countries of the region is the APEC forum, which is not even a permanent
organization, but only a club of interested states. Participation in APEC
does not require member economies to delegate some of their sovereignty,
or to unconditionally implement decisions taken at APEC meetings. In such
international realities, when international institutions are unable to resolve
old contradictions in the region, to preserve its independence and autonomy
Pyongyang has chosen a strategy of constantly strengthening its army’s
defensive capabilities. This includes the development of weapons of mass
destruction. The country’s leaders themselves have always stressed that
ballistic missiles can only be used to defend national sovereignty.

The emergence of nuclear weapons in non-nuclear-weapon states
was predicted in his writings by the American neo-realist proponent John
Mearsheimer [4]. In his view, the proliferation of nuclear weapons has a
twofold impact on the world order. Mearsheimer, being an adherent of the
“offensive theory” of neo-realism, unlike most scientists, says that nuclear
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weapons are undeservedly considered to be an absolute evil and a threat
to peace. The nuclear warhead, according to the scholar, is an element of
stability which, together with bipolarity and military parity between the US
and the USSR, brought lasting peace from 1945 to 1991. On the other hand,
the emergence of nuclear weapons in a large number of states increases the
fragility of peace, especially if the new countries do not agree to accept the
principles set out in the 1958 Non-Proliferation Treaty [4].

Within the neo-realist theory of international relations, Kenneth Waltz
has a similar interpretation of the impact of nuclear weapons on international
security [5]. According to him, the structure of international relations is
anarchic, therefore the introduction of the nuclear weapons element in the
relations between the states decreases the willingness of the states to fight
each other [5].

During the Cold War, the North Korean leadership may not have spent
money on developing nuclear weapons, as Moscow was the guarantor of the
country’s security. However, based on the reasoning of political scientists,
we can conclude that the collapse of the bipolar system of international
relations, characterized by an increase in military operations of the great
powers without UN Security Council sanction against “undesirable regimes”
and generally growing anarchy, forced North Korea to begin developing its
own nuclear weapons.

Reasons for the DPRK’s change in foreign policy

Events in 2018, including Kim Jong-un’s peace-loving statements,
the performance of a unified sports team of DPRK and ROK athletes at
the Pyeongchang Olympics, several meetings between the DPRK leader
and South Korean President Moon Jae-in and the legendary summit with
US President Trump, many experts hope that the denuclearization of the
Korean peninsula and the stabilization of the region in general will bring
hope. What were the main factors that could prompt the leader of one of the
most militarized countries to start a dialogue with old enemies?

First of all, we believe the key factor that has prompted the DPRK
leadership to soften its foreign policy rhetoric is external pressure. The
great powers sought to prevent the emergence of another serious actor in
the region. Regular nuclear weapon tests have led to a “security dilemma”
in which North Korea’s desire to secure itself was perceived as a challenge
and threat by other regional players, which in turn compelled them to build
up their own armed forces. Under conditions of international anarchy, such
a race could continue indefinitely, hurting the budgets of Japan and South
Korea, which have been increasing their military budgets in particular. For
Washington, however, the DPRK’s nuclear missile tests were a blow to the
country’s image as being unable to contain the threat posed by Pyongyang.
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Moreover, the nuclear tests, which were widely reported in the American
media, worried American citizens, who began to think seriously about a
possible nuclear war with the DPRK.

It is therefore only logical that the leading powers, whose national
interests were primarily affected by the DPRK’s nuclear tests, united at
the UN. Thus, in 2017, the Security Council adopted five resolutions on
the issue of Korean nuclear weapons, which significantly undermined
Pyongyang’s economic ability to pursue its chosen militaristic course [7].
Resolution S/RES/2371 (2017), adopted unanimously by all UN Security
Council members, almost completely cut the DPRK off from the global
economic system. For some, it was surprising that sanctions against the
DPRK were supported by Beijing, Pyongyang’s closest ally. The Chinese
diplomatic “maneuver” suggests that despite close relations with a country,
a state is always driven by selfish motives. By voting for sanctions against
Pyongyang, China wanted, on the one hand, to warn the DPRK that its
militarization had reached a dangerous level for Beijing. On the other hand,
China demonstrated to new US President Trump the Chinese willingness to
make concessions on issues related to the DPRK’s nuclear program, while
expecting Trump’s aggressive rhetoric regarding US-China trade relations
to soften. The PRC’s diplomatic gesture, we believe, was meant to halt the
US intention to impose economic restrictions on the Chinese economy.

The UN sanctions have not gone unnoticed by the North Korean
economy. As seen in Korea Bank data, the DPRK’s unprecedented GDP
growth of 4% in 2016 was replaced by a drop of 4% in 2017 following the
implementation of the UN restrictive measures [8]. The hardest hit was the
mining industry, which lost 9 percentage points in 2017 [8]. The DPRK’s
foreign trade has also been severely affected.

Washington’s rhetoric towards North Korea has been toughened
in a serious way since Donald Trump came to power in the US. On 19
September 2017, President Trump, commenting on the situation on the
Korean Peninsula, said in particular: “The US has a lot of patience, the US
is strong, but if we are forced to defend ourselves or defend our allies, we
will have no choice but to completely destroy North Korea” [9]. For the first
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time in a public speech, the US President said not about the destruction of
the North Korean regime or military installations, but about a possible attack
on the state as a whole. Somewhat later on November 30, the US official
representative to the UN Security Council warned the DPRK leadership in
a similarly bellicose manner, “if war breaks out, there is no doubt that the
North Korean regime will be completely destroyed.”

The new US presidential administration has not confined itself to
belligerent rhetoric against Pyongyang. During his first official visit to
Japan, Trump promised to sell the Japanese side F-35 fighter-bombers,
SM-3 Block 2A interceptor missiles as well as ships to be equipped with
the Aegis system [9]. 9] In addition, American PAC-3 anti-missile systems
have been deployed in the prefectures of Shimane and Hiroshima on the
main Japanese island of Honshu and in the prefectures of Ehime and Kochi
on the southwestern island of Shikoku.

Another factor that, in our opinion, has contributed to Pyongyang’s
adjustment of its foreign policy is the successful establishment of a nuclear
shield over North Korea. The strategic objective was, according to Kim
Jong-un himself, successfully achieved by 20 April 2018. On that day, Kim
Il Sung’s grandson made a speech at the 3rd Plenum of the 7th CC of the
TPK, where it was announced that the strategic course of parallel economic
construction and building of nuclear armed forces had been successfully
implemented [10].

The above reasons for Pyongyang’s revised foreign policy rhetoric in
2018 are in line with D. Mearsheimer’s postulates. In particular, where he
says that the primary goal of foreign policy activity is survival, which consists
of two main components: the preservation of territorial integrity and the
autonomy of the political regime. According to the author, by successfully
testing a long-range ballistic missile, North Korea has achieved the primary
goal at this stage in history: it has survived in the midst of hostile states [10].

Forecast. Based on the above, two possible scenarios for Pyongyang’s
foreign policy may be considered.

Scenario One. On the basis of Waltz and Mirsheimer’s concepts it
becomes clear that the complete renunciation of nuclear weapons, which the
international community awaits, may be the end of the Juche regime as it
functions today. First, North Korea’s national sovereignty and independence
would be threatened. North Korea would be forced to conduct its foreign
policy while accommodating the interests of neighboring countries.
Secondly, Kim Jong-un’s possible abandonment of nuclear weapons would
likely meet with opposition within North Korea itself in the form of the
military. It is worth recalling that Pyongyang’s military spending in 2017
amounted to 20% of GDP. On top of that, there were 1,106,000 military
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personnel in the country of some 24 million people in 2011, not counting
reservists, of whom there are some 8 million in the DPRK [10]. Given the
number of military personnel and the enormous power of the army top
brass in the DPRK, a possible reduction in military spending due to the
warming of relations between the DPRK and the US and the ROK may lead
to increased dissatisfaction among the top army officials, which ultimately
poses a direct threat to the Kim dynasty dictatorship.

For these reasons, North Korea will delay signing a comprehensive
document with clear commitments to destroy the country’s nuclear
capabilities for as long as possible, limiting itself to ostentatious acts, such
as the dismantlement of the Phunggyeri nuclear test site. In the author’s
view, North Korea will continue to insist on the full lifting of UN restrictive
measures against the Juche regime, promising that if these demands are met,
the DPRK will be ready to curtail its nuclear missile program. For its part,
the current Trump administration in the US will demand that Pyongyang
first destroy its nuclear missiles before the global community will allow
sanctions to be lifted. The prolonged negotiations will continue until the
end of Donald Trump’s presidential term, with the hope that a more cautious
politician will come to power in the US, with whom the terms of lifting
sanctions on the Juche regime can be renegotiated. In the meantime, North
Korea will continue to periodically remind us that Pyongyang possesses
serious weapons. As the author might suggest, the demonstrative statements
about the alleged “winding down” of the peace process and the resumption
of nuclear warhead development will be made in order for US citizens,
frightened by the resumption of Korean nuclear testing, to influence their
government so that the Trump administration will speed up the process of
negotiations with the DPRK.

One of Kenneth Waltz’s theses also speaks in favors of this scenario: a
country that has been able to build up its nuclear capabilities to the necessary
level to ensure a reliable protection of state sovereignty will begin to develop
other kinds of weapons [5]. It was just in November that North Korea tested
“cutting-edge” weapons. Official North Korean media do not specify the
weapons in question, but the test was attended by the country’s leader, Kim
Jong-un, which indicates the importance of the successful development of
the tested weapons to the country’s leadership [11].

North Korea’s neighbors have little faith in disarmament. Japan, for
example, has planned a record military budget for 2019. Tokyo has allocated
¥5.3 trillion ($47 billion) for the defense sector, an increase of 2.1% over
the previous annual military budget [11]. Japan plans to spend a portion of
the military budget on acquiring two Aegis ground-based missile defense
systems. In addition, Tokyo intends to buy the SM-3 Block IIA sea-based
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missile defense systems, which the Japanese military is developing together
with its American partners.

South Korea’s military, despite a series of meetings between Moon
Jae-in and Kim Jong-un, has also requested a record budget for 2019. The
government has agreed to allocate 46 trillion 700 billion won (more than
41 billion dollars) for the country’s defense. Compared to the 2018 defense
budget, South Korean parliamentarians approved a budget that is as much
as 8.2 per cent higher than last year’s.

Second scenario. Under the second scenario, North Korea would
indeed give up nuclear weapons in exchange for a complete lifting of
sanctions by the international community. Indirect evidence of the likelihood
of this scenario materializing is Kim Jong-un’s statement disseminated by
the media, allegedly made during the April 27, 2018 summit of the two
Koreas, where the North Korean leader said the country was interested in
carrying out reforms similar to the economic reforms in Vietnam in 1986
[12]. However, according to the author, such a scenario will only be possible
if the talks on the country’s denuclearization return in the Six-Party format
(Russia, China, the US, Japan, the two Koreas). The Kim representative
would require written promises from the US not to interfere in the internal
affairs of the DPRK, to remove US bases from South Korea, and to stop
regular joint military exercises between Seoul and Washington, which have
always drawn the ire of North Korea. China could act as guarantor of the
agreement, possibly Russia, if Moscow is willing to pay more attention to
the problem than it does today [13].

This scenario seems, on the one hand, to be most beneficial for
the great powers because, first, the club of “old” nuclear powers would
prove its ability to contain nuclear proliferation and, second, the “security
dilemma” we spoke of earlier would be resolved. On the other hand, if
the threat of nuclear war disappears, then US allies may raise the question
of the irrelevance of US forces on Japanese and South Korean territory.
Furthermore, the DPRK’s new position would make the country heavily
dependent on the guarantors of the agreement, i.e. China and possibly
Russia.

Conclusion

Taking into account both the domestic and international circumstances,
it can be assumed that the current degree of the negotiation process will not
lead to complete denuclearization of the Korean peninsula any time soon.
The author is inclined to believe that Pyongyang will indeed stop its nuclear
tests, but will not give up its nuclear weapons. North Korea will continue
to put its national interests above the interests of the world community in
order to protect its sovereignty. Nuclear weapons are the only trump card
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that Pyongyang uses in its negotiations with South Korea, Japan and the
US. Abandoning the nuclear umbrella will make it very difficult for Kim
Jong-un to retain power. The Juche regime, which has become isolated from
the international community because of its domestic and foreign policies,
should, in the author’s view, reduce its military activity to a minimum so
that Pyongyang’s neighbors have objective evidence that the DPRK is
really ready to normalize relations with its neighbors. We have observed
that the Trump administration is not ready to change its demands even if
North Korea threatens to derail the negotiation process, so, as the author
suggests, Pyongyang needs to change its tactics in the international arena.

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THE CHALLENGES OF PEACEKEEPING IN THE 215" CENTURY

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Abstract. Peacekeeping is one of the pillars of the United Nations and
has been, is and will continue to be an essential tool for establishing lasting
peace in war-torn societies. This article focuses on the protection of civilians
in the context of UN peacekeeping missions. The international system has
changed in many ways since the first deployment of peacekeepers in 1948;
